A court order failed to stop the
tractor blockade at Missouri
Beef Packers at Plainview, as
the strikers negotiated with the
managers of the meat packing
plant in aneffort for voluntary
shutdown of operations to show
sympathy with the farmer’s
request for higher farm prices.
Quiet demonstrations were
staged at several locations in
Amarillo, with voluntary shut-
downs, sparked by tractorcades
which ringed the warehouses ot
Affiliated Foods Inc., which was
the original strike site in
Amarillo, Also shut down are
the Amarillo Packing Co., Palo
Duro Meat Co., Cook Book
Bakery, Mead's Bakery, Fresh
Bread Bakery, Panhandle Fruit
Company, Tender Crust Bakery,
Plains Creamery and Borden'’s.
Also shut down for a period of
time was Safeway Stores, Inc.

Accordirg to a spokesman for
the American Agriculture
Movement, a loosley knit group
of protesting farmers, ‘‘The
pickets and trator blockades
may be set up anytime, any-
where.

“This is an individual effort
and | don't know what each
group of individuals will do,"" he
said. “‘There might be pickets
after 6 a.m. (Friday), but the
main, coordinated effort will
end then."”

The farmers are asking the
government to guarantee them
100 percent parity- which means
crop prices high enough to cover
production costs plus a small
profit. The strike began after
President Carter and Congres-
sional leaders ignored the farm-
ers’ demands.

During the tractorcade, deliv-
eries were restricted to hospi-
tals, nursing homes and

this years harvest is 97 or 98
percent complete at this time."
The county agent said that
quite a bit of cotton is still in
ricks or modules, and that is the
main cotton that is to be ginned
now.

He also estimated that the 1977
crop will more than double the
production of the last three
years and cited the high quality
of the cotton fiber being report-
ed, along with the larger quan-
tities. This combination has
made the 115,000-120,000 acres
of cotton in this county one of
the best in years. Even the
dryland areas south of the
sandhills have produced good
crops this year, he added.

“*Out county is very dry right
now,"’ continued Tanksley.
‘*We are to the point that being
so short on moisture will severly
hurt the winter wheat. Our
October rain was enough to add
moisture only, and did not go
deep.

“l figure we will lose some
wheat due to the drought and
high wind and May is close
enough to us that we start
thingking about adequate deep
moisture to enable us to plant
crops again.”’

He cited that all deep moisture
was depleted to produce the
bumper cotton crop and the
other crops which have been
harvested in the area this year.

Tanksley also talked about the
meetings on the new farm bill
he has been attending and
cautioned producers they will
have to forget everything he has
known about farm bills in the
past as the new farm bill will be
totally different in its approach.

The County agent said that at
least eight new phases which
will affect the farmer will have
to be learned as each commodity
produced will be affected one
way or another by the new farm
bill.

He strongly suggests that

Candidate Blasts
HEW Regulations

The U.S. Department  of
Health, Education and Welfare
is making a grave mistake by
proposing  strict  regulations
which would force many Texas
hospitals  to  close, Attorney
Gencral candidate Mark White
said Friday.

“I am pleased that HEW
Secrctary Joseph Califano has
publically said that these pro-
posed guidelines’  will be
revised.”” said White. *'But the
point 15 that they should never
have been written in the first

“Eightv-nine percent of our
490 short term care hospitals in
Texas could not meet these
unrcasonable guidelines. This is
a perlect example of federal
burcaucrats using their power in
an attempt to legislate. In this
particular case, the effects
would be so widespread and
disastrous that they were
forced- or at least they have
promiscd to--back down."

White made his remarks in a
lunchcon speech to the Grayson
County Bar Association.

“There are many cases in
which federal bureaucrats run

rampant over the rights of
people  simply because their
rules and regulations gO

unchallenged,”” White  said.
“Many of the injustices they
inflict upon the taxpayers are
less noticeable than the porpos-
cd hosi
Y ed hospital regulations, which

undoubtedly  would result in
denying medical care to a great
many loxans in rural areas.”

“Unfortunately,  the bureau-
crats” power to create rules and
regulations goes virtually un-
checked on the federal level, Up
unitil very recently, this was
also the case on the state level,"
said Whit

White explained that the last
state legislation passed a re-
commendation of the Hobby
Comnussion, while he was Sec-
retary ol the State, which allows
them 1o at review the
ageney s proposals and issue an
opinon

“The hospital situation is es-
pecially ironic becuse we have
spent many millions of dollars in
Hill-Burton funds building hos-
pitals in Texas, under the
supervision of federal bureau-
crats, and now another set of
bureaucrats says we can no
longer operate them.

“If nced be, we should go to
court and use every legal wea-
pon at our command to see that
this situation is corrected,”
White said.

schools, with regular customers
missing delivery.

They said they wanted to show
just a small effect in the event
the farmers carry through with
their threats to not plant any
crops during the coming year.

It was business as usual in
Muleshoe, with little to no effect
of the strike felt among Mule-
shoe merchants. Some grocery
stores were a little low on staple
goods, and business leaders
kept an eye on the strike which
surrounded the major suppliers
of food sotres.

In Muleshoe, no activity was
noted that denoted a particular
interest in the farmer's plight,
or his problems, but the busi-
ness leaders noted the strike
would be felt even here, if the
farmers kept up the blockade of
the food supply stores for many
days.

Most people indicated they
were sympathetic with farmer’s
problems, but few said they
thought it yould affect local
business, and most area farmers
apparently elected not to go
along with the tractorcades and
pickets of the warehouses and
processing plants.

In the meantime, especially
north and east of Muleshoe,
farmers and interested persons
gathered in loose meetings to
further plan ways to get their
problems more in focus and how
to further bring attention to
their lack of parity payments.

National Health Care Guidelines

WASHINGTON-—Recent assurances from the Secretary
qf Health, Education and Welfare that his proposed guide-
lines for national health care planning will not close
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small rural hospitals somehow are not as comforting as
they should be.

In fact, they are no comfort at all, L P

The Secretary's guidelines, part of the Administration's
misguided attempt to control rising medical costs in this
country through cost containment, attempt to ensure that
hospitals are not underutilized. Under the gyldc.lmes. for
example, the hospital bed population ratio in Texas
should be four beds per 1,000 persons in each of the 12
health service organization areas in our state. Currently,
the bed population ratio in Texas is 5.3 beds per 1,000
persons. :

According to a survey taken by the Texas Hospital
Assoctation, more than 89 per cent of the 490 short-term
care hospitals in Texas could not meet another proposed
guideline which requires hospitals to maintain an 80 per
cent occupancy rate. This survey revealed that only about "
five per cent of the rural hospitals with less than 100

4

beds could meet the 80 per cent occupancy criteria pro-

posed by HEW.

Another guideline proposes that there should be 500
births per year at rural hospitals with an obstetrics unit
and at least 2,000 births at city hospitals in population
areas of 100,000 or more. .

If such arbitrary guidelines are applied to local situations
without regard for local circumstances, Texas and many
other states would be hard-pressed to comply with guide-

As the harvest and ginning of a record three million bale
plus cotton crop on the High Plains draws to a close, farmers
are asking questions about use of the Commodity Credit

Corporation loan program.

Answers to those questions from officials at Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc., Lubbock, come in the form of “mostly infor-

mation, very little advice."

For those producers who decide not to sell now at these
low prices, says PCG Executive Vice President Donald John-
son, “‘the loan is probably the most economical choice, but the
sell-or-hold decision itself is a decision for each individual.”

Plains producers can now sell into the current market at
from 100 to 400 points over loan values, depending on quality.
The average available price is probably about 200 points or

$10 per bale over the loan price.

If prices fail to recover to more satisfactory levels, farmers
who put cotton into the loan will have lost that $10 per bale
“premium.”’ But should the market rise more than enough to
cover carrying charges before the term of the loan expires,
the farmer can realize a greater return.

One thing farmers should keep in mind, Johnson says, At

lines and thus meet the essential criteria for federal funds.

In short, many small hospitals would be forced to close
their doors.

There is no doubt that health care costs and the man-
agement of health care facilities need major review, but
such reforms must place the priorities of first-rate health
care over efficiency and economy and HEW’s guidelines
jumbled priorities.

In Texas, implementation of the guidelines as they are
presently written would work a grievous injustice on small
rural communities, forcing the closing of many hospitals,
the loss of as many as 12.000 beds, and an exodus of
physicians from already undermanned areas. Understaffed
and strapped hospitals which currently provide service to
wide areas would have none of the recourse available to
the larger hospitals in the northeast.

Texans deserve the best health care possible, and that
does not mean being victimized by an impersonal bu-
reaucracy ignorant of local conditions and insensitive to
the very real health needs of individuals. If HEW cannot
understand this fact, and remedy the problems with its
proposed health care guidelines administratively, we in
the Congress must do so legislatively.

the end of the initial ten-month loan period on 1977 crop

cotton, if prices are still low, farmers will have the option to
extend the loan for an additional eight months.” Under the
previous loan program, all cotton loans expired ten months
from the first day of the month in which they were written.

This new option to carry cotton in the loan for a maximum
18 months, the PCG executive explains, ‘means the farmer
can retain title to his crop long enough for the size of the 1978
crop to exert its full influence on the market.”

It means also that changes in world cotton consumption
over the next year and a half will come into play, he adds.

These factors may turn out to be either bullish or bearish,
Johnson cautions, “but longer term loans do improve
chances that use of the loan may be profitable.”

As for advice, PCG officials only suggest that producers
might be wise, where feasible, to delay final market decisions
two or three months. During this period, they note, final
cotton program regulations for 1978 will be issued, USDA
will publish its January planting intentions report and the
outcome of ongoing multifiber trade negotiations will become
known, “all of which will have an effect on market prospects

for next year."

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Feedlot Manure Used
On Irrigated Alfalfa

Feedlot manure at 5 dollars a

ton or less and applied once
every 3 years in better than
superphosphate as a source of
phosphate (P205) for irrigated
alfalfa” in the Southern Great
Plains. So concluded Dr. Goss,
USDA Soil Scientists, from ex-
periments on the USDA Re-
search Center at Bushland, and
the Les Darsey Farm near
Allanreed, Texas. Dr. Goss
presented his findings at the
recent American Society of Ag-
ronomy Meeting in Los An-
geles.

Research at Allanreed showed
without a doubt that adequate
phosphorus fertilization was es-
sential for high alfalfa yield.
Manure with 1.6 percent phos-
phate was applied at 10 and 20
tons per acre. This amounted to
320 and 640 pounds of phos-
phate per acre. He compared
this to 1600 and 3200 pounds per
acre of 20 percent superphos-
phate which contained the same
amount of phosphate as the
manure. In the next 2 years,
unfertilized areas yielded S tons
of hay per acre. Phosphate from
either manure or commercial
fertilizer boosted the yield to 10
tons per acre.

**Spending 15 to 20 dollars per
acre annually for commercial
fertilizer or manure to get 275
dollars worth of alfalfa is a
profitable swap,’’ the Agricul-
tural Research Service scientists
said. In addition to being profi-
table, phosphorus fertilization

helped maintain ia healthy thick
alfalfa stand. Without adequate
phosphorus, crabgrass, green
foxtail, and sanbur took over the
alfalfa. By the end of the second
year, only 10 percent of the yield
was alfalfa on unfertilized areas.
The remainder was grass. Goss
explained that alfalfa produces
nitrigen and needs phosphorus
to grow. Weedy grasses thrive
on the nitrogen produced by
alfalfa. When alfalfa runs out of
phosphorus, grasses flourish on
reserve nitrogen, shade the
alfalfa, they compete for the

small amount of remaining
phosphorus.
Greenhouse experiments

showed that phosphorus in
manure produced more alfalfa
than the same amount of phos-
phorus in superphosphate. The
researcher added manure to
3-gallon pots at rates equivalent
to 5 and 10 tons per acre.
Superphosphate was added at
800 and 1600 pounds per acre to
other pots so that phosphorus
rates were equivalent to the
phosphorus in manure. In 12
cuttings made in the next 15
months, pots with 5 tons of
manure produced 186 grams of
alfalfa and used 300 milligrams
of phosphorus. Pots fertilized
with an equal amount of phos-
phorus from  superphosphate
yeilded 188 grams of alfalfa, but
used 350 milligrams of phos-
phorus. Tens tons of manure
produced 250 grams of alfalfa
and used 520 milligrams phos-
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phorus. On the other hand, 1600
pounds of superphosphate made
230 grams of alfalfa and still
used 520 milligrams of phos-
phorus. ‘*‘Manure produced 13
and 8 percent more alfalfa per
unit of phosphorus used than
did superphosphate,”  Goss
said.

Based on his research, the
scientist explained why alfalfa
fertilized with feedlot manure
will produce more than alfalfa
receiving an equal amount of
superphosphate. Manure furn-
ishes extra nutrients including
nitrigen, potassium, and trace
minerals which may be needed
by alfalfa. He also pointed out
that phosphorus in manure is
more slowly available than
phosphorus from commercial
fertilizer. Since phosphorus in
manure is less available, plants
do not waste the nutrient with
luxury consumption. This helps
maintain an adequate level of
phosphorus over a longer time.
Microbes play a big part in slow
release of nutrients from man-
ure according to Goss. They
utilize the added orgnaic matter
and nutrients for food and tie up
nutrients until they die. This
continuing process keeps nu-
trients availabele until the ad-
ded organic matter is used up.
Feedlot manure contains 1.4 to
1.8 percent phosphate as p20S.
Consequently, one ton of man-
ure may contain 28 to 36 pounds

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of phosphate. One ton of alfalfa
removed about 10 pounds of
phosphate from the soil. Unfor-
tunately, only about S0 percent
of applicd phosphate is avail-
able to the crip. Therefore,
aobut 20 pounds of phosphate
must be added for each ton of
expected alfalfa production. A
six-ton crop would require an-
nual application of 120 pounds
of phosphate per acre. It would
take 3.75 tons of manure con-
taining 1.6 percent phosporus to
do the same job. Because phos-
phorus is released slowly from
manure, |1 tons could be ap-
plied every 3 years, greatly
reducing application cost.

Cotton Bales
AreClassed

High Plains Cotton Classing
Offices graded 322,000 samples
the week ending December 9,
according to Paul R. Dickson in
charge of Lubbock's Cotton
Classing Office. This season's
total stands at 2,134,000. This
compares with only 838,000 on
the same date a year ago,
Dickson said.

Prices paid High Plains cotton
growers were steady to $1.25
per bale lower compared to last
week, according to USDA's
Agricultural Marketing Service.
Mixed lots of mostly grades
32, 41, 32 and 42; staples 30 -
33; mikes 3.5 - 4.9 sold around
42.50 cents per pound. Mixed
lots of mostly grade 42, staples
31 - 33, mikes 2.7 - 3.2 brought
about 41.10 cents.

Predominant  High Plains
grades this week were grade 31
at 15 percent, grade 41 at 27
percent, grade 32 was 29 per-
cent and grade 42 accounted for
18 percent.

Staple lenghts were mostly
staple 30 at 15 percent, staple 31
was 34 percent, and staple 32
accounted for 31 percent.

Micronaire continued mostly in
the desirable 3.5 - 4.9 range at
80 percent of the total. Twelve
percent was higher and eight
percent was lower.

Three percent were reduced
one grade because of grass and
one percent for bark.

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The Scientists Tell Me...
Liquid Supplements Are
Prescription Nutrition for Cattle

For adequate nutrition,
several million grazing beef
cattle in the South and
Southwest require feed sup-
plements about half of each
year,

"Beef cattle performance
is quite variable on both
native and improved pas-
tures,” says Dr. Larry L.
Boleman, formerly with the
Department of Animal Sci-
ence at Texas A&M Univer-
sity and the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station
(TAES). “This is caused by
the uneven distribution and
inefficient utilization of nu-
trients — in most cases,
protein and energy.”

Boleman did research for
the Experiment Station
while working on his doc-
torate and is presently with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service as area beef
cattle specialist.

“Research in beef cattle
nutrition has shown that if
energy (sugars and starches),
protein, phosphorus, and
other nutrients are availa-
ble in the forage or supple-
mented in the diet, the ru-
men microorganisms (stom-
ach bacteria) can convert
poor quality forage into high
quality nutrients to support

maintenance and limited
production,” Boleman con-
tinues.

“Increased production de-
mands, such as higher re-
productive efficiency, out-
of-season calving, greater
milking ability, and heavier
weaning weights, often re-
quire supplementation of
the available forage.”

Nitrogen, rather than en-
ergy supplements, seems
to be of greatest value
since most forages are de-
ficient in nitrogen during
late summer, fall and winter.
Nitrogen supplementation
can also increase roughage
intake, thereby increasing
energy intake and utiliza-
tion of forages.

If economic conditions
permit its use, nitrogen
supplementation has great
potential to affect the per-
formance of grazing beef
cattle when forage is lack-
ing complete nutrition. Ni-
trogen may be supplied in
nonprotein compounds, such
as urea, or as natural or-
ganic protein in the dry feeds
cottonseed meal, soybean
meal, and fish meal. Organic
protein also is available in
soluble forms such as soluble
fish protein, corn fermenta-
tion solubles, and distillers
solubles.

Liquid supplements can

be placed in self-feeding
bulk containers that elim-
inate daily feeding of dry
supplements. Self-limiting
formulas are used to provide
the necessary supplements
to whatever forage is being
utilized, whether it is grain
stubble, hay, dry winter
range, or improved pasture

More than 280,000 tons,
or 50 million gallons, of
liquid supplement were fed
during the past vear in
Texas alone. Other feed
ingredients such as urea
phosphorus and trace min-
erals, vitamins, medicants
(antibiotics), and organic
solubles can easily be added
to make the products com-
plete supplements. Ingre-

dients such as phosphoric
acid, urea, and organic ma-
terials such as soluble fish
protein can serve to restrict
intake under self-feeding
conditions as well as to sup-
ply nutrients to the supple-
ment.

According to Boleman,
urea is the primary source
of nitrogen in most com-
mercial liquid supplements.
Urea can replace up to vne-
third of the protein in grain
diets, but its utilization in
all-roughage diets depends
on the quality and quan-
tity of roughage. Utiliza-
tion of urea may be lim-

ited by the supply of avail-
able energy, nitrogen, and
minerals, especially phos-
phorus and cobalt, for mi-
crobial synthesis

When low quality forage
is fed, liquid supplements
containing urea may not be
beneficial to the animal,
whereas liquid supplements
containing natural organic
protein can increase animal
performance. Choice of the
most economical and effi-
cient supplement is nec-
essarily based on an anal-
vsis of the forage.

Cattle producers have
long been concerned about
the effectiveness of non-
protein nitrogen compounds
and organic proteins as
sources of nitrogen in sup-
plements for beef animals.
Several experiments have
been conducted by the TAES
to evaluate the effect of
liquid supplements contain-
ing urea and those con-
taining organic protein on
utilization of muulmuvs and
performance of growing beef

“This research indicates
that an efficient and eco-
nomical liquid supplement
can be formulated to meet
the needs of cattle on most
types of forage. This pre-
supposes cattle prices high
enough to allow for any sup-
plemental feeding,” Bole-
man concludes.

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Tire Industry Adds
Boost To More Safety

Washington, D.C., December
1, 1977 -- The tire industry has
formed a special high level task
force to direct a massive new
campaign for proper tire infla-
tion as a way to save gas and
promote highway safety, it was
announced today.

The action was disclosed by
Malcolm R. Lovell, Jr., Presi-
dent of the Rubber Manufac-
turers Association,

““We hope to secure the coop-
eration of the oil companies, the

automobile manufacturers,
equipment suppliers, govern-
ment agencies and private safe-
ty groups in this important
effort,”” said Lovell. "It will
benefit everybody by conserving
energy and making our streets
and highways safer."

The new RMA “‘Task Force on
Tire Inflation'’ is headed by
Thomas E. Cole, RMA Vice
President-Tire Division.

“We have three goals,"
Cole said. “‘First is to educate
the mtorist about the need and
advantages of proper tire infla-
tion. Second is to keep com-
pressed air easily available to
him. Third is to promote the use
of onboard tire inflation indica-
tors which will show when the
tire pressure is low."”

and another 27 are in graduate
programs. The number repre-
sents 18 percent of the 1,505
undergraduate total and 15 per-
cent of the 180 graduate stu-
dents.

The largest numbers  are
studying animal science, plant '
and soil sciences and park '
administration or landscape ar-
chitecture,

Dr. William R. Bennett, as-
sociate dean of the Texas tech
College of Agricultural
Sciences, said that nationally
more than 30 percent of the
agricultural sciences students in
higher education are women.

The high percentage, he said,

is accounted for primarily in the
natural resource management
and enviromental sciences are
areas included in colleges of
agriculture in many schools.
These are particularly attractive
to women, he said, and in some
eastern schools more than half
the students enrolled are fe-
male.

The first person to earn the
doctor of philosophy degree in
agricultural sciences at Texas
Tech was a woman, Dr. Mar-
garet Briley, Her primary inter-
est was animal nutrition. She
received the degree in 1973 and
then joined the Texas Christian
University faculty.

Helen Howe, KDAV radio farm
director, is a graduate in animal
science, and she was the first
woman radio farm director in
Texas. She was awarded her
degree in ‘73.

“The enrollment of women in
agricultural sciences began in-
creasing significantly about a
decade ago,”" Dr. Bennett said.
““We have found that industry
welcomes women, and as grad-
uates they compete well with
men for jobs and salaries.”

Some who come from farm and
ranch families return home in
management roles, he said. A
few enter veterinary medicine.
Some go into government ser-
vice, particularly from the areas

of park administration and
range and wildlife management,
Nursery management and nur-
sery marketing employ grad-
uatges who have majored in
horticulture. Some  graduate
teach vocational  agriculture.
Others join industry. For in-
stance, one woman graduate is
now a marketing representative
for an agricultural chemical
firm. Another works in market
development for the same com-
pany.

From food technology, grad-
natee work in areas of quality

control and regulation in the
food industry.

Of the 270 undergraduate
women students in Texas Tech's
College of Agricultural

Sciences, 12 are in agricultural
economics, four in agricultural
education, one in agricultural
engincering, 59 in animal
science, eight in entomology,
seven in food technology, 59 in
park administration and land-
scape architecture, 76 in plant
and soil sciences. 32 in range
and wildlife management, and
12 have not declared majors.
Of those in plant and soil
sciences, Bennet said, most are
majoring in horticulture.

The number of calls, placed, on
Christmas Day, have averaged
more than 6200 during the past
three years and it is anticipated
that *his Christmas will be no
exception.

Even though, in the past, 80
percent of the customers dialed
their calls direct, three opera-
tors will be scheduled during

the busier periods. However,
during the 24 hours period of
total of 9 operators, which is 50
percnet of the total work force,
will be assisting the customers
with their Christmas calls.

‘Germs Declaring Warfare

If you want to get a few extra
days off from work or school,
follow these suggestions from
the Texas Medical Association.
But be warned the time off will
be for sick leave because follow-
ing this advice helps spread
colds, flu, winter vomiting dis-
ease and all the other diseases
runing loose during the winter.

Flu victims are contagious for
several days after they first get
the disease--which usually hits
within 24 hours after exposure
to the germs. Colds are conta-
gious for as long as they last,
often 4-10 days, although non-
contagious complications can
hand on much longer. Vomiting
and diarrhea associated with
winter vomiting disease often
last four or five days. Re-
searchers are unsure exactly
how the virus is transmitte,
Bacteria and other agents caus-
ing the same symptoms can be
transmitted many ways includ-
ing spoiled food or person-to-
person contact,

So one of the best ways to get
sick this winter is to encourage
your ailing co-workers to come
to work even though they are
contagious. Despite the fact that
they will feel miserable and do
inferior work, they will spread
germs and there is a good
chance you will get sick, too. (If

Or you can let people cough
and sneeze in your face.

Approximately 100 viruses
cause colds, numerous bacteria
and other agents cause vomiting
and diarrhea, and two main
varieties of viruses are causing
flu this winter. An attack by one
particular germ may provide
some protection against that
particular variety or maybe
mean a less severe bout next
time. But there are always
plenty of other germs out there
waiting to strike, especially if
you give them a chance.

Texas Truck, Bus

Industry Back 55 MPH

The Texas truck and bus
industry, in _a letter mailed
today to Govenor Dolph Briscoe,
has reiterated its support for the
55-mile-per-hour speed limit on
the highways of Texas.

“‘With public attention drawn
to highway safety as the result
of heavy holiday travel, this
seems as appropriate time for
those of us who use the high-
ways of Texas to do business to
remind other motorists of the
hazards of speed,”” said Texas
Motor Transportation Associa-
tion Chairman Edgar O. Weller,
president of Frozen Food Ex-
press, Inc. in Dallas, in his letter
to the Govenor.

The organized truck and bus
industry, through TMTA, was
among the first organizations to
endorse Govenor Briscoe's S5-
mile-per-hour program when it
was announced in November,
1973. In fact, a news release
announcing the industry’s sup-
port was issued just moments
after the November 28, 1973
news conference in which the
govenor outlined his proposals.

Weller also points out the
success of the industry in en-
couraging commercial drivers to
support the speed laws.
According to a Septermber,
1977 publication by the U.S.
Department of Transportation
entitled ‘55 MPH Fact Book’,
our efforts to comply have
resulted in better traffic safety
records for the industry: “‘Sinc2

1974, the number of trucks and
buses exceeding the speed limit
has declined sharply. Trucks
actually- have a better com-
pliance record than automo-
biles'."

Enumerated in the letter are
the efforts which the truck and
bus industry makes to promote

compliance among its members,
including self-policing and per-
sonal insurance credit for driv-
ers whose safety records war-
rant it,
