FIRST BEFORE LEGISLATURE

Santa Fe, N. M., Jan. 15.—Practic-
ally the °first resolution introduced
in the fourth New Mexico legisiature
today was one by Representative R.
L. Baca of Santa Fe county probosing
ratification of the prohibition amend-
ment. Unanimous consent failed
when Republican Floor Leader Baines
objected that the house organization
was not yet complete but the speak
er promised Baca that the resolution
would get first place on the calendar.

Suffrage and industrial protection
for women; ratification of the nation-
al prohibtiion amendment; eampul
s0ry education in Spanish in four
high school grades and in higher edu-
eational instituiions and the estab-
fishment of a stute department of
kealth, were among the salient recom-
mendations contained in a lengthy
message to the-fourth state assembly
by Governor O. A. Larrazolo here
foday.

SBome of the educational
proposed by the governor were high-
er salaries for teachers; free text
books for elementary grades where
needed; compulsory night schools
maintained by the employers, in
plants and camps where more than
100 workmen are engaged; and the
riging of the compulsory schoo! age
from 14 to 15 years.

The economic, industrial and pa
triotic program outlined by the gov-
ernor included an eight hour law for
laborers; an indusfrial arbitration
board, and a memorial for soldiers
and sailors.

Among the public works advocated
are farmers’ burecaus in every coun-
ty, ec-operation by the state in the
reclamation of the Rio Grande vulley;
2id for returned soldiers in finding
empolyment; protection against fioods
and the use of the unexpended bal-
ance of the bond issue for pubtic de
fense, amouniing to $500,000 for the
relief of stoekmen and farmers that
have suffered financially from drouth’

It may
be prolonged for 2 certain time but
it ecan in no case possibly triumph
definitely. and we shall continue re-
solutely to refuse it -any recogni-
tion and to treat it as an enemy.

eral of railroads, has been ap-
pointed director gereral by Pres-
ident Wilson, succecding William
G. McAdoo, who now retires to
private life.

Mr. Hines, who was rascom-
mended by Mr. McAdoo, is an ad-
vecate of the latter’s plan for five
year continuation of government
control to provide a test pzriod
and has supported most ot thes
policies of the retiting dires:.r
general.

Announcement of the appointment,
which does not need 1o be confirmed
by the senate, was Inade today by
Mr. McAdoo, in the west on a vaca-
tion trip to Los Angeles. The news
reached the white house from the
president by cable last night, and
was telegraphed to Mr. McAdoo at
Winslow, Arizona.

Until he: became a member of the
railroad administratoin staff a year
ago, the new director general was
chairman of the Santa Fe, and was
one of the youngest railroad e¢xecu-
tives in the country. He is now 48
years of age. He became affiliated
with the railroads as a lawyer
" Mr. Hines’ salary probably will be
determined by the president. Mr.
McAdoo received no compensation as
director general.

“From the first day of government
control of the railroads,” said Mr.
Hines today, “I have been a part of
Mr. McAdoo’s administration and it
will be my purpose as director gen-
eral to carry forward ihe policies he
has so ably put into effect—fidelity
to the public interest. ¢ square deal
for labor with not only an ungrudg-
ing, but a sincere and cordial recog-
nition of its partnership in the rail-
road enter prise, and fair treatment for
the owners of railroad property and
for those whom the icilroads have
business dealings.

“Until the signing of the armistice
the government’s first railroad duty
was to run the railroads to win the
war, but now that the war is won,
the government’s railroad job i1s to
render an adequate and convenient
transportation service at reasonable
cost.

I shall do my best to understand the

JOINT MEETING AT PRESBY-
TERIAN CHURCH RAISES

At a joint meeting of the Pres-
byterian and Methodist congrega-
tions yesterday morning, the Armen-
ian-Syrian Relief campaign was be-
bgun, with a subscript'on- of $382,
ammounting  to more than one
fourth of the quota for the county.

The service was conducted by
Reverend Norman Skinner, and was
not only expressive of the sympathy
of a strong, free nation for a suf-
fering people, but was rich in in-
formation of a race too little un-
derstood.

Dr. Frank H. H. Roberts, intro-
duced the subject in a few well
chogen words, enlarging upon the
immediate necessity of action. Mrs.
F. L. Reiman read a porfion of Am-
bassador Morganthau’s. report, au-
‘thent ¢ acounts of the horrors this
stricken people have guffered. Miss
Margaret Larkin read a short. poem,
by Clinton Scollard, entitled “The
Armenians.” Perhaps the climax of
the whole service was the short
talk Mr. Skinner made on the sub-
ject. “The gorilla of Europe” he
said referring to the German domi-
‘nation, “The gorlla of Europe has
its back broken, but the Hyena of
the East is still gorging its appe-
tites on the flesh and bones of fel-
low Christians.”

The call for - subscriptions was
met with a generous response. The
‘service had brought home with ter-
rible impressiveness ,the unspeak-
able suffering. of the Armenian peo-
ple, the untold horror of the most
merciless massacre. of all history,
and the hearts of Americans were
ready to meet the call. :

All the churches of the city made
announcement of the campaign, the
sermons in the Christian and Bap-
tist churches being entirely devoted
to it.

Lebaudy had made repeated threats

to kill her, she told the attorney, be-
_cause she refused to consent to his
attentions of their daughkter which he
told her were customary.

Twice during the week prior
the shooting, Lebaudy had trizd to
- kil her with a 4hunting knife, . she
_said. On the day of the tragedy the
“emperor,” had furiously telephoned
her .from New York city that he was
coming home . to “finish” her. When
he arrived, he created a great com-
motion downstairs, opened all the
windows and .emptied blazing coal
from the fireplace out upon the lawn.
Later Lebaudy, wlo was armed, came
i upstairs and attacked her, and in the
,8truggle which followed, she shot
‘him and “he fell dead
of the stairs.”

‘MEXICAN BLANKET
PEOPLE OF CHACON, GGES
TO ENGLISH HOSPITAL

The following article appeared in a
recent. number of Arc Rayg, a Red

Cross publhication: %

The Mora county chapter, with
‘headquarters at Wagon Mound, re-
‘cefved from the Chacen branch a
beautiful hand made serape or blan-
ket to be used in a soldier's hosptal
or camp. The serape-was forwarded
to the Mountain division of the Red
Cross at Denver. Miss Sarah J. Reed
a teacher of the misgion school at
Chacon describes how the article was
made.

Far up in a Rocky Mountain valley
of Mora county, are two communi
ties centering around the little post-
office of Chacon and Holman. These
two places united in one organiza-
tion to do Red Cross work.

The people are neariy all Spanish
_speaking Americans, many of whom
still ecling to the old Spanish meth-
ods of work. But the great —war
touched New Mexico's homes as it
did the homes in other states, and as
‘dear sons, brothers or husbands went
forth to fight for libeity the bhearts
of the women and children grew more
- tender and eager to Lelp the great
cause in some. way.

‘When the plan of making a native
serape - for a goldier's hospital was
suggested, they were 30 generous in
offering to donate wool that they
had to be restrained lest they give
so much away there would bhe none
for the families’ socks, pillows and
mattresses. For some women still
ghear the two or three sheep they
have and work up the wool for these
articles.

Little by little the wool was col-
lected. Some came giraight  from
a new fleece, some " was subfracted

from pillows and mattresses; some
wag gathered bit by bit from barbed
wire fences that are always taking
toll of passing sheep. Two little tots
who were seen toiling all morning
over tubs by the waler ditch, came
in the evening to present a nice box
of clean white wool for the serape.
When the wool was ali collected, it
was  delivered to the weaver, a dear
old grandmother, whose own mother,
old and blind, - sits in the _corner
through all the nmionotonous days that
are as- dark as nighis. Seemelngly
numebrless granchildren romp over
the floor, and race in and out, by
the patient grandmother was willing
to glve many hours to the making
of the serape. She and her widowed
daughter prepared the wool for 2pin-
ning” and weaving.

The spinning was done entirely on
a malaquate, which is about a com-
plex as a boy's wooden top. The
spinner sits on the floor with the
malaquate resting on a shallow dish;
then she twirls it with her right hand,
and pulls the twisting yarn from the
top with her left hand. When spun
the yarn was dyed ané woven into
a neat design, that was planned by
the weaver who completed the work.

* great pleasure to learn that Base
Hogpital No. 29 (in England) received
and appreciates this humble " though
unique gift from true Americans - 1o
their soldiers.

UNTRUE

Washington, Jan. 15.—Senator Tho-
mas of Colorado, aplearing today be-
fore the senate judiciary comiuittee
investigating German propaganda, de-
clared that the testimmony givea yes
terday by Austin J. Smith that an
arrangement was made with Count
von Bernstorff to pay for the sup-

“This man Smith is &n unsuccess-
ful blackmailer, an uumitigated liar
and a man I believe to be a forger,”
gaid Senatbr Thomas.

Senator Thomas sald that he was
personally acquainted with 1. N. Stev
ens and Alve Swain, mentioned by
Smith as having directed him to ar-
range for publication of pro-Gaiman
articles in the Chieftain, and that
they are men of high standing. He
said he believed thc story told by
Smith was concocted by him or some
one for him in furthering a scheme
40 purchase his silence.

In October,. 1916, Senator Thomas
said, a_ business . men  of Denver,
whose name he did not mention, told
‘him confidentially that Smith was in
possession of information of .a sen-
sational character dealing with pay
ments to a newspaper of southern
Colorado. 2

“Shortly after that,” the senator
continued. ‘“Smith came to my office
‘and saig he had been connected with
the editoria] department of the Pue-
blo Chieftain, and that while there
a telegram was received from Count

Berpstorff. Smith said he would be
willing to get possession of it if it
wonld he of use to the government.

He snid he had heen a democrat
and that part of his business was to
aid the democratfic party in the state
campaign.”

COMMITTEE SAYS COM-
PANIES MAY FAIL
Washington, Jan, - 12—Financial
losses and in some cases ruin for
telephone companies was predicted
toda yby W. H. Lamar, solicifor
of the postoffice department and
member of the wire ocntrol com-
mittee unless government operation
of the wire systems was extended
for at least two or three years to
permit a general reconstiyction of
rates and restoration of norinal con-

ditions.

Mr. Lamar, testifying before the
house committee, said he was op-
posed to government ownership of
utilities, but thought this question
should bhe ivestigated by the con-
gresseg to prevent chaotic condi-
tion.

Discussion of the bill he said pro-
vided for extended  government
control and no way committed con-
gresg to actual purchase of the
properties. Aside from other con-
siderationg against immediate re-
torn of the systems to their own-
ers, he said, much remained to bhe
done toward the elimination of
wasteful practices through unifica-
tion.

Kroner, who formerly made his home
here:

Lost for two hours over the Gai-
man lines with t{he compass of Ris
“ship’ ’broken and unable to deter-
mine his wheerabouts. through the
aid of maps, was one of the exciting
experiences in France of Howard C.
Kroner, an aviator.

Kroner, who was the first aprlicant
for service in the aviaiion section at
Tas Vegas, N. M., when the United
States entered the war, and hag since
been swiftly promoted  from private
te corporal, and from corporal o = &7
eemmission, thus describes the nei-
dent in a letter io his parents, Mr.
amd Mrs. H. C. Krouer, 1948 Colum-
bia street.

“A lieutenant and I set out from
eur field to go a distunce of about
75 miles. After going a few miles
we started following 2 ecanal, but not
the right one. The canal soon led us
to towns which had been shot up pret-
ty badly. then through sgome lines of
wenches. It was then that we discov-
ered we weer lost and also that the
eompasg had broken. We would cir-
¢le and fly in every direction,  but
sould not find where we were, even
though we had maps. We finally
eame over a town behind the lines of
trenches, and decided to land in &
fleld - just outside the town. We did,
and smashed our landing gear, which
meant that we would stay ithare for
some time.”

Fortunately ,after two hours of ua-
eertainty Kroner and his ecompanion
found that they had come dowin be-
hind their own lines.

Although only 24, Krcner has been
in  France 'ﬂ18 months, fhaving gone
overseas with the flest' air syuadren
which joined General Pershing's army.
He is now at Mercy-lc-Bas, where,
he says:

“We are now on what was German
territory. [ am lving in a rogular
Rouse, sleeping con a. Hun bed, and
have & boche stove and burning
Heinfe wood. Who said we didn’t
whip 'em?

Mr. An-
drews was instrumenta in the build-
ing of the New Mexico Central rail-
way. Hhe was the pioneer of oil de-
velopment in the Pecos valley and as-
pisted greatly in the farming and
grassing of the Estancia valley.

He held large inves‘ments. While
in congress Mr. Andrews had the dis-
tinction of fathering the first auiomo-
bie mail route to be established in
the United States.
