PACKERS GIVEN NO OPPORTUNI-
TY FOR DEFENSE BECAUSE
WERE NO DEFENDANTS
Denver. Jan. 23—William J. Colver,
chairman of the federal trade com-
mission, discussion the commission’s
report on the packing indusiry be-
fore the convention of the American
Live stock association, today declar-
ed that the packers in attacking the
report of the commission devote
themselves to criticism of the com-
cigsion itself but not deny the facts

‘contained in the report.

“They criticise the language in
which the report was written,” he
said, “but I failed to see what dif-
ference that makes as long as the
facts are in the report and the pack-
‘ers don’t say the facts are not.true.
They can’t deny the facts, because

they were obtained from their own |

files.

“They say we were not fair Dbe-
cause we did not let their attorneys
into cross examine witnesses and
look into the papers we had.But those
papers were taken from their own
files and they had examined them
jong ago. What they wanted was to
find out what papers wec had got hold
of.”

i Packers Not Defendants

Mr. Clover said that if the com-
misgion, which set out to make an
investigation, hag adnmiitted the pack-
‘ers attorneys to cross examins wit-
neges and ‘had treated the packers
as defendants i) would have been cri:
ticlseq then on the ground that the
investigation vfas unfair because the
rackers were being presecuted

H. A. Jastro, in a preliminary re-
port of the market company said the
work of the ecommision during the
eoming year woulq be more import-
ant thap even as much ag it must
see that the legislation introduced
as a result of the federal trade com-
mission’s report was not blocked by
the packers. It was due to the ef-
forts of the market commission. Mr.
Jastro said that congress author-
izes thig investigation. Several thou-
sands dollars were pledged to ensble
the committee to continue its work.

The committee was to repost more
fully at the afternoem session.

Washington, Jan. 23.—Methods of
the federal trade commission in con
ducting its meat packing inquiry
were attacheq at today’s hearing of
the Hounse interstate commerce com
misison.

Levy Mayer, counsei for .Armour
and company, was on the stand dis-
cusing the constitutionality of the
bill and the commission’s inquiry.

“When the federal trade commis-
sion took testimony and found a ver
dict of guilty against the packers,
do you mean to say your clients were
given. no chanec to reply?” asked
Representative Sanders of Louisiana.

“You don’t mean to say that when
a witnes took the stand to give dam-
aging testimony your clients, you
were . not allowed to quesfion him?”

“Then what credence can we give
to these findings?” continued Mr.
Sanders.

“None whotever.”

giving the industry a chance to pre-
gsent its side?”

‘Absolutely none,” Mr. Mayer said.

DEATH WAS DUE TO NATURAL
CAUSES 8AYS CORONER’S
JURY

Dills, about 6% years of
age ,was found dead in his bed
by a neighbor, late Friday after-
nooni. Dills had been living on the
W. G. Ogle place for about nine
months, the last time any one in
the city saw him alive was about
twé days before Christmas when
he came into town and bought some
groceries. He complained of feeling
badly -then, but returned to “his
placs. t
Nostor Benavides, who lives about
two .miles from the Ogle place was
passing the house Friday afternoon
and stopped to visit with his néigh-
bor for a few minutes. Not re-
ceiving any response to his knock
he looked in the window and see-
ing the man on the bed went inta
the house which was not locked,
and found him dead. He had ap-
parently been very ill when he went
to bed as he had only partiy re-

Dave

. moved of his garments and covered

up in his bed roll. He had been
dead for five or six days.

Nestor came to the sgheriffs’ of-
fice and reported the death and
returned to the place with Chief
Deputy Sheriff N. V. Gallegos and
an Optic reporter. The  sheriflf
made a search of the house but
could not find any papers or other
matter to identify the dead man.
The mname of Otto Noeglin, 139
Twelth street was found in a book
in the house and he direeted the
sheriff to Mr. Ogle. A’ soldier’'s
overcoat was found in the bed, but
no. trace of the owner could be
found by the sheriff Friday.

Dills came from Clatyon here and
had some crops in for this spring.
No relatives of the dead man have
been located as yet. The house
was in fairly zood order and did
not show any trace of any fight or
other violence. The. verdict of the
coroners’ jury was that he had
come to his death by natural cau-
ses. ' Plenty of wood and food were
in" the house, showing that he: did
not freeze to death as was first
gupposed.

The bod¥ was brought to the city
br Deputy Sheriff Gallegos and an
inquest held in the court house late
Friday evening.

As explained more in detail by the
governor Saturday ‘the plan -ig that
each stockman, whether ralsing. cattle
or sheep, and each farmer whe needs
money for feed this winter- awill be
able to get a.-pro rata loan on -the
value of his holdings. “This is.not a
‘gift,” the governor reminds the pub-
lic. "It is only a loan to a. worthy
and valuable class of men engaged in
an occupation vital to..this :state
which will prevent -their. -bankruptcy.
ang ' also save thousands.-of head:- of
live' stock .during- the winter.. The
state will be perfectly safe financially
in the investment,  the cattle .and
sheep will he saved ang they not cnly
will repay- the 'loan in’themselves,
but prevention of their loss will make
itself fell very materially in the tax
returns mnext spring-and summer.

The governor is of the opinion that
it' is the small man who has np to
2,000 'head of sheep and up toc 200
head of cows who is going to need
the assistance. In most cases he be-
lieveg 'the big stoekman ~can handle
himself ‘even under the bitter drouth
conditoins. He wants .to save the
small stockmen of the state from
bankruptcy and expects the major
portion of . the loans to go to them. .

He has accordingly sent out. let-
ters to all the boards of commission-
ers of tHe various counties of_the
state asking them, whenever tihey
know of = any stockman  or farmer,
who needs feed to carry his stock
through the winter and has, not the
means to procure it, to notify either
the governor direct or Charles Sprin-
ger, chairman of the executive com-
‘mittee “of the state. council of de-
fense, 'so that feed may ai once be
furnished upon making out the pro:
per securities to. the state. It may.
be well to indicate that the stock. it-,
self will be accepted.as security un:
der the plan which hag been agreed
upon by those who are to administer
it. : '

In furtherance of his statement in
the letter that “we are anxious.to fur-
‘nish _assistance to the livestock men
in all cases where it is really needed,”
the governor has calied on .all news-
papers of the state to work in co-
operation with the state administra-
tion, the council of defense and the
county commisioners in. rounding. up
all worthy cases. and_notifying all live
stock men and farmers of the state’s
readiness to aid them {o get through
the winter and spring until feed is
available,

Denv?r, Jan. 22.—The five big
meat packing firmg of the Un ted
States were declared by
Kendrick, of Wyoming, here today
to have such a control over bhotlh
producing and the distributing mar-
kets that they have the power “to
commit all the abuses with whicl
they are charged and more,” re-
gard'ess of whether they are ‘n
actual combination.

The senator, addressing the Am-
erican National Livestock associa:
tion, convention described & b'li
which he introduced to regulate
the meat industry and said it ought
i0 be possible to bring about a
free market that would make it
possible for producer, packer and
consumer to work profitably  to
gether.

*Tteds 1)(»-,11‘ectf_v obvious,” he told
the convention, ‘“that the packers
absolutely dominate the meat in-
dustry of the country.”

“With all the interest involved
and under the circumstances wh’eh
surround the busgines it would be
difficult for them to do otherwise
than to work in unison it is neces:
ary to attept to prove that the
packers agents meet daily or week-
Iy or monthly to determ’'ne prices.

“In no sense is the demfnd for
legislation made in the sole inter-
est of the producer. There is no
class of the population that is not
vitally interested ‘n proper govern-
mental control of the meat packing
industry, because it has grown to
such proportions that it may now
be termed the atnion’s fooq indus-
try.

“The bill T have introduced s
intended to seecure  government
control with the least Dpossible 'dis-
tnrbance to any interets. ‘It aims
nierely to apply to this industry
ihe princ'ples which have been ap-
plied to every other bsiuness en-
gaged in interstate commerce. We
do not ask the government to take
aver the packing houses, nor even
that it should operate the stock-
vards. We ask only that the pack-
ers sxhall no longer. be permitted
to own and control both the pro-
ducing and the distributing markets.
To this end my bill makes provi
gion that will compel the packers
to d'sopse of their ownership of
the stock yards.

“Finallty, the bill provides for a
licensing system for meat packers
for commission men a.qd for stock-
vards owners so that the govern-
ment may keep its fingers on the
pulse of the industry.

that unreasonable prices must be

ohtained, but farming must be
conducted on a busincss basis.”

Askeg as to the Armour advertis-
ing campaign the witness rep ieq he
regretted it had been necessary to do
a great deal more advertising than
usual, “since the federal trade com-
missgion started its crusade against
the packing industry.” He said the
packers had to inform the public of
their side of the question because
they had hag no chance until now
to make other reply to the commis-
sion’s charges

“If it is  commendable for the ad-
minigtration of this country to spend
‘untold millions to defend its conduct
of its business,” Mr Armour said, “it
certainly is not reprehensible for an
ordinary busines corporation to fol-
low its example.”

_OPENING ADDRESS BY
 PRESIDENT POINCARE

THANKS NATIONS FOR CHO_OSING
PARIS FOR IMPORTANT
CONFERENCE

Paris, Jan. 18.—The peace confer-

ence was formally opened this after-
ncon with a speech by President
Poincare of France.

President Poincare thanked the
allled nations for having chosen Pa-
ris for their important work and
praised the valor of tlie allied armies
which -had preserved the capital of
France from the enemy. His speech
was as follows:

“Gentlemen—France greets and
thanks you for having chosen as the
seat of your labors the city which
for more than four years the enemy
has made his principal military ob-
jectve .and“which the valor of the al-
lied armies has victoricusly defended
against unceasingly renewed offen-
sives. -

“Permit me to see in your decision
the homage of all the nations that
you represent toward a country which
more than any —~other has endured
the sufferings of war, of which entire
provinces have been transformd into
a batttefield and have been system-
atically laid waste by thie invadcr and
which has paid the human tribute in
death.

“France has borne (hese enormous
sacrifices although she had not the
slightest responsibility for the fright-
ful catatsorphe which has overwhelm-
ed the universe. And at the moment
when the cycle of horror is ending,
all the powers whose delegates
are assembled here may acquit
themselves of any share in the crime
which has resutled in so unprecedent-
et a disaster. What gives you the
authority to establish a peace of jus-
tice is the fact that none of the peo-
ples of whom you ave the delegates
hags had any part in the injustce.
Humanity can place coxfidence in you
because you are not among those
who have outraged the rights of hu-
manity.

“There is no need of further infor-
mation or of special inquiries into the
origin of the drama which has just
shaken the world. The truth, bath-
ed in blood, has already escaped from
the ‘imperial archives.” The premedi-
{ated character -of the trap-is today
clearly proved.

“In the hope of congquering first the
hegemony of Europe and next the
mastery of the world, the central em-
pires, boung together by a scceret
plot, found the mos{ abominable of
pretexts for trying to crush Serbia
and force their way {o the east. At
the same time they disowned the
most solemn of undertakings in order
to crush Belgium and fcrce their way
into the heart of TFrance.

“Thege are the two unforgetable
outrages which opened the way to
aggression. The combined efforts of
Great Britain, France and Russia
were exerted against that man-made
arrangement.

“If, after long

vicigeitudes, those
who wished to reign by the sword

have perished by the sword, they
have only themselves to blame. They
have been stabbed in the side by their
. own blindness.

“What could be more significant
than the shameful bargain they at
tempted to offer to England, France

.. at the end of July, 1914, when

{o -

us to attack France on land and we
will not enter the channel’ and wheén
they instructed their ambassador to
say to France, ‘we will only accept a
declaration of neutrality on your
part it you surrendey to us, Briey,
Toul and Verdun’. It ig the light of
these things, gentlem:n, that all the
conclusions you will have to draw
will take shape.

“Your nations came cne and ‘all to

the help of threatencd right. Like
Germany, England had guaranteed
the independence of Belgium. Ger-
many sought to crush Belgium. Great
Britain andg France  both gwore to
save her.

“Thus, from the very beginning of
hostilities there came into conflict
the two ideas which for 50 months
were to struggle foi the domination
of the world—the idea of a sovereign
force, which accepted neither control
nor check, and the idea of justtice,
which depends on the sword only to
prevent or repress the abuse of
strength.

“Faithfully supported by her dom-
inats England decided she could not
remain aloof from the struggle. Jap-
an, in her turn, only decided to take
up arms out of loyally to England,
her great ally, and from the conscious-
ness of the danger in which  both
Asia and Burope  would have stood
of the hegemony of which the Ger-
manic empires dreamed.

“Itay arose against an age-long foe
only to answer the call of oppressed
populations and to destroy artificial
political
account of human libeity.

‘“Rumania resolved to fight
to realize that national unity which
was opposed by the same arbitrary
force. Abandoned, hLetrayed and
strangled, she had to submit to an
abominable treaty, the revision of
which you will exact.

“Greece, whom the enemy for
months tried to fturn from her iradi-
tiong and destinies, raised an army
only to escape attempts at dcmina-
tion.

“Portugal, China and Siam
doned neutrality only to
strangling pressure.

‘“Thus, it was the exitent of German
ambitions that brought so many peo-
ples, great and small, to align them-
selveg against the power of Germany.

“What shall I say of the many
other powers which are declared
against Germany-——-Brazi, Cuba, Pan-
ama, Guatemala, Nicaragua, Haiti,

Paris, Jan.. 17.—Careful investiga-
tion here has made it possible to give
more concretely an outline of the war
claimg of England and her general

Great Britain believes first, it is de-
clared in these sources, that a league
of nations s desirabe and attainable,
and that none of the British war aims
will be considered practicable unless
they conform with the tenets of such
a league as is contemplated to realign
and govern the affairs of the uni-
verse. She also believes that things
should be so adjusted that the war
aims of every country will conform
with those of others—in other words
that there should ba a comnpact of
give and take. As to indemnities,
Great Britain expects to enter a pool
with other nations. Her claims are
comparatively small, it is gzaid, but
she wants her air raid damage and
her shipping losses paid for.

In addition to the league of nations,
one of the great things which Eng-
land hopes will grow out of the
peace conference, it is apparent is a
thoroughly good working agreament
with the United States: (freat impor-
tance g attached to this.

Great Britain, it is declared by the
interpreters of her views. has no in-
terest on the continent of Eurone oth-
er than that permanent peace and
justice be maintained. She thinks
that the principle of self determina-
tion should be given full play _and
freedom of transit both in rait and
waterways. She desires to see coun-
trieg such ag Switzerland given ac-
cess to the sea, this not only in the
interest of the trade of Great Lriiain
but of that of the world, and she
holds that there are numerous poris
which should be made free, including
Constantinople.

As to the freedom of seas, Great
Brtain, will, in the future, as in the
past, aim at securing the greatest
possible freedom for commerce to ail
nations in times f peace. This
asked her for protection against the
Turks and requeste.d that they be not
left under Ottoman control. Assur-
ances of protection were given by
Great Britain. The expedition into
Mesopotamia was due to the same
condition, it is added. 1n this part of
the world there are French, Italian,
British, Russian and Turkish nter-
ests to consder. Great Britain is pre-
an amicable adjustment
with her allies and expects the league

As far as Arabia is concerned Great
Britain will be guided largely by the
inhabitants. Arabia was recently re-
cognized as a gsovereign belligerent
power, and Great BriHin desires the
princlples of self determination to
work itself out as far as her interest
will permit,

She expects to supervise affairs in
some parts of Arabia and this is also
true of Mesopotama, where Great
Britain is represented ss feeling that
she shoulq hold the rudder.

The question of ihe ' Ragdad rail-
way must be disposed of and wheth-
er it be regarded as a state railway
is'a matter for the peace confeience
is what she means by the freedom
of the seas. The question of the rules
of warfare by sea she considers quite
separate and as rvequiring discussion,
but she hopes that the causes of war
will be removed.

Great Britain desires the greatest
freedom of trade onlard and sea and
she expects a league of nations 0
guaarntep this, it is stated. Before the
war, it is"pointed out.

WERE THEMSELVES KILLED BY
THE EXPLOSION OF THEIR
BOMB

Washington, Jan, 21—A plot on the
lives of John D. Rockefeller and hig
son, John D. Rockefeller, Jr. planned
by anarchists shortly after the begin-
ning of tne Furopean war, weas .de-
scribed .to the senate propoganda in-
vestigating committee today by Tho-
J. Tuney, police inspector of New
York. He saiq the plotters were all
killed by the explosion of the bomb
they had made to kill the Rockefel-
lers.

Inspector Tuney testified there was
evidence of renewed activity of an
archists in the United States. Since
ithe signing of the armistice, he said,
evidence had been found
archists planned to organize and dis-
seminate propaganda.

Inspector Tuney says trat in March
1917, Lon Trotzky, Russian Bolshevik
elader, at a meeting of Russian and
German anarchists in New York, urg-
ed them to “overthrow this. capital-
istic government."’

The inspector said there were from

‘Paris, Jan. 28.—Having dis-

posed of the Rusisan question President Ador,

for the moment, the supreme
council of the peace congress
turned today to the principal ob-
ject of its work, the establish-
ment of a league of nations. This
question promisese to 'comand
virtually the undivided attention
of the delegates until their ac-
tion regarding Rusisa shows re-
sults one way or another. As
the Rusian delegates are not ex-
pected at Princes Island until
February 15 this means that
nearly the whole attention of the
congress: will be turned to the
league of nations until President
Wilson’s departure for America,

Out of the Russian negotia-
tions it is hoped that some una-
nimous agrement wil be reached
that will bring representatives
of that country into further ses-
sions at Paris. Delegates of all
the associated gavernments have
been made while Rusia remains
on fire.

It is regarded as quite signi-
ficant in circles surounding the
peace congress that it should be
anounced that the first plan for
a league of nations to be consid-
ered comes from Premier Lloyd
George of Great Britain. This
is quite in consonance with what
has been known in a very small
circle close to the American del-
egates, that President Wilson
plans -to have European ideas
come before the congres in ad-
vance of his own. American of-
ficials explain that Mz. Wilson’s
purpose is not only out of defer-
ence to views of European
statesmen, but that there is
technical advantage in the Am-
erican plans untile all other have
been discussed.

Mr. Wilson has told his col-
leagues that he has no personal
pride of authorship in the plan
for the league and is quite ready
to place himself in a position of
suporting some ‘other - nation’s
plan rather than proposing one
of his own, if he feels that pro-
ceedure will best serve the com-
mon purpose. If discussion goes
on according to this plan, it ap-
pears likely that both the British
and French plans will be discus-
sed before the president-brings
out his own, which is now entire-
ly completed: and ready for pre-~
sentation at any time.

Mr. Wilson will go ahead with
his announced purpose of devo-
-ting all his energies to the redu-
cing of various views on the lea-
gue of nations to a basis of
agreement while awaiting results
from the affort to compose the
differences between Russian fac-
tions. He intends to adhere to
his determination - to ‘hold all
other plans secondary, including
his visit to Brussels and his trip
to the battlmlelds and devastated
régions.

SPLENDID  CLIMATE DOES NOT
OFFSET LACK OF SANITARY
LAWS

In the absence of reliable vital sta-
tistics in New Mexico ar .appeal was

made to one of ine greatest authori-
ties in the country for an estimate
as to the probable annnual mortality
in New Mexico. The following is
from Dr. Frederick L. Hoffman, third
vice president and statistician of the
Prudential Life Insurance Company of
Amerieca:

“I would estimate the probable
number of deaths from all cause in
the state of New Mexico during the
year 1918 at about. (,500; . this as-
sumes’ a..death rate -of 115 ‘per 1000,
which may seem rather high. Rather
than to feel concerneqd as to the esti-
mate being too: high; it is quite prob-
able that it is below the actual.

The New Mexico Health' associa-
tion is putting forth a  campaign
for a better ~health department in
the state.- Recent propaganda says:

The death: rate is  being ‘reduced
in those states and localities” where
the matter is being given adequate
attention. It is not just happening,
it is being ‘done by men and wo-
men who: are rained and ‘who know
now. The following question  from
an address by Lee K. Frankel Ph
D., third vice president of the Pru-
dential Life - Insurance company,
sets forth graphically to what ex-
tent the death rate is being re-
duced and who is accomplishing it.

“In 1880, the mortality in the reg-
istration area from all causes of
death was 19.8 per thousand .per-
sons.  That death rate has been
cut down, In 1916, it was just 14.0.
The mortality from typhoid fever in
the period from 1901 to 1905 was
32.0 epr hundred thousand. In the
vear 1916 it had dropped to 13.3 per
hundrede thousand. Thru  the ef-
forts of the fraternal orders? Thru
the efforts of the insurance com-
panies? No. Malaria has = gone
down from 4.8 in the period 1901
to 1905 to 3.0 in 1916; smallpox,
from 3.4 to 0.2. Smallpox 'i§ be-
coming a comparatively rare ‘cause
of death in the United States.:' The
rate for diphtheria and croup foll
from 29.6 to 14.5; andeven the fig-
ure for tuberculosis of the lungs
dropped from 170.7 to 119.4 per hun-
dred thousand persons exposed.”

“This has been done by trained
men, sanitarians health officers,
bacteriologists, laborytory men  and
ganitary engineers.

Santa Fe, Jan. 20.—The sum of
$795,000 will be dsked from the state
legislature ‘for new buildings at state
institutions, according -to . .the | bud-
gets -now  under secrutiny and  ad-
vance information to bhe laid before
~the +legislature. The  institutions,
which have been holding in during
the war, now feel doubly the need of
additional buildings and facilities and
this is' deemed the oppcertune time to
voice these needs as the building at
this time would give employmeant to
hundreds of returned soldiers ond to
others who have given up their jobs
so.- as to make place for men who
have done military service. It is ar-
gued that it is better to expend state
funds for needed public buildings
which . represented aoliar for dollar
expended ‘a real eslate asset, than
to - distribute them as chavity or for
less  permanent causes. An effort will
be made to authorize ihe expenditure
of $200,000 for the much needed addi-
tion to the capitol. Legislators can-
ont escape Seeing the need for addi-
tional facilities.  The lack of these
facilities means sacrifice of 'efficien-
cy and is also expensive for the state
has to rent offices for its officials.
The department of education crowded
into four rooms is cocred up in-such
way that it is a disgrace. Other
states have an entire building given
to thig function of civilized states but
New Mexico crowds its department
of educaticn into four little rooms.
