London, Jan. 31.—There was still no
prospect today of betterment in the
labor situation in the United King-
‘dom. If anything, the situation, both
at Glasgow and Belfast has become
more serious, particularly in Belfast.
The strike movement is spreading to
the large industrial establishments
and there are undoubtedly signs of
coming disorders which may entail
the proclamation of martial law. The
situation was tne subject for discus-
sion at a special meeting of the cabi-
net yesterday. The board of trade
also is actj\'e in “an effort to bring
about settlements, but up to this time
without success. g

The view taken. by the -government
is that any governmental interference
now would be unwise - and perhaps
dangerous.  The strike movements are
local and against the advice of the re.
spective trade unions. Moreover, there
is ininite variety in the various de-
mands in the different localities. It
afpears to be generally believed that
the absence of strike pay for the men
will soon hring'about the eollapse of
the movement.

Thus far the railways have, not
been affected. The board of trade
has decided to grant an S8-hour day to
the railway men from February 1, but
here again there is dissatisfaction
among the railway employes concern-
ing qeustion of meal times being in-
clded in the Shour period, which may
lead to difficulties.

At the cloge
of a tour that took him through a
dozen razed villages ending in 'he

ruins of the historic cathedra: at
Rhefms, he made ths comment:
“No one can put into words (he

fmpression I have received amongst
such scenes of desolation and ruin.”
That was Mr. Wilson’s only ex-
pression of his feelings after a trip
that every Frenchman has been hop-
ing he would make hefore he takes
part in deciding what is.to be ex-
#cted from Germany for the devas
tation in northern France,
Accompanied by Mrs. Wilson, Ad-
miral Grayson and 'a very small
party. Mr. Wilson® left the Murat
residence early this morning, fore-
going attendance at church and the
rest which he felt he needed very
much to perform what he said he
eonsidered to be a duty, The party
wotored first to Chateau ‘Thierry
where luncheon was taken on Loard
a3 waiting train. 'The party {bhen
proceeded by motor to Rheims, pass-
ing through many ruined villages
and along the old fighting lines,
where evidence of combat are still
to be plainly seen. After visiting
Rheims the president and his party
abandoned their motor cars and,
boarding a special train, returned to
Paris. The last part of the 1otor
trip was made in a swirling snow-

storm, the first snow Mr. Wiison
has seen since last winter.
The first fighting ground was

reached as the party neared Belleau
wood, immotralized in the history of
the war by the gallant fightng of the
American marines. The motor cars
. turned off the main roads and
erawled perilously through the lanes
to bring the ‘presideat close to the
»place where the fighting took piace.

The president stood beside the
grav;es of one hundred or more Am-
erican boys who gave their lives at
that point, and looked aci.sg “he
strategic valley to Bellecu wood, a

mangled mass of tree trunks and
underbrush, but mnow a national
monument to the marines, after

whom the French government have
mamed the place.

Colonel Edward M. Watson, of
Martinsville, Va., who commanded
an artillery battalion in the fight
and was later chief of staff of the
soventy seventh division in the Ar-
zonne fighting, stood beside Presi-
dent Wilson and Bivgadier General
Williams, and told the story of the
battle.

St. Louis, Mo., Jan. 27.—David F.
Houston, secretary of agriculture in
explaining why the government is
not urging farmers to plant larger
crops of wheat next spring, puinted
out that crops planted in the. spring
will not be available for the mar-
ket until next fall when food condi-
tions will be changed. 3

“The farmers ‘planted last fall
7,000,000 more acres of wheat than
they did at' any previous time, andl
the indications are that the spring
plant will .be on a large scale,”” he
said.

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PROSPECTING DOESN'T PAY AND
DEVELORMENT IS TOO
EXPENSIVE

Denver, Colo., Jan. 27.—Fanciful
dreams of the easierner who comes
to the mountain states expecting to
find the picturesque figuer of the
®old prospector sgearching the hills
in a never ending chase of the pre-
cious metal are greeted with a 1apid
disillurionment. The roughly clad’in-
lividual, with pack mules, pick and
‘'shovel exist now largely in the mo-
vies, though occasionally one comes
across a survivor of ‘the old day to
whom the appeal of hidden ‘treasure
remains irresistable.

With the exception of the years of
1915 and 1916, when discovery . of
tungsten brought a horde of wealth
seakers to the Colerado hills, the
zearch for gold in this and neighbor-
ing states has steadily diminished
since the height of the gold rush
some 25 years ago. At the time,
old mining men say, the mountains
were full of prospectors searching
for new veins and placer miners
panning the streams ifor gold depo-
sits. The new generation hasnt fol-
lowed In the footsteps of the old and
one of the picturesque features of
wetsern life is becoming extinct.

The explar-tinn is simpie. Pros-
‘pecting doesn’'t pay. This is the
statement of mining men familiar
with the situation . The bhig major-

ity of old prospeciors spent their
lives in the hills without wibning
the fortune they sougiit. They man-

aged to make out a bare oxistenca;
occasionally making a steike which
would tide them over <4 winter in
Denver and give them tha start for
the mnext year's chase. But they
liveq and died poor men mast cf
_them finding a pesting place in the
hills which they made their homes.
Discovery of their bodies in their
cabins or caves built in the side of
-the mountans told the taie.

If a good vein is iocated,
of developing 1s prohibitive = 1xpen-
sive machinery must be insialied
The prospector must interest capi-
tal in his find and uncertamiy us
to whether the vain will fusfill €x-
pectations tends to ciscourage the
treasure seeker.

Officials of the staie mining com-
mission are of the opinion that the
really big gold strikes already have
been made and they attribute the
disappearance of the prospector of
the almost certain knowledge that
his quest will be usuccessful.

All over the mountainous region of
Clorado gmall abandoned tfunnels
bored into the solid rock bean mute
evidence of the shattered hopes of
some prospector.

FUTURE OUTBREAK
Washington, Jan. 24.—Major Gen
eral C. C. Wiltiams, chief of ord-
nance described to the house mili-
tary committee some of the steps
taken by this department to prevent
the country from goirg back into a
state of unpreparedness.

CLEMENCEAU AGAINST
MEETING

Paris, Jan. 25.-——The council of the
hational and democratic bloc of Rus:
sian poiltical organizations abroad
hag sent a strongly worded protest
fo Premier Clemenceau against the
decision cf the supreme council to
eall a conference of the Rusisian
factions.

“We would be men without honol

and courage if we accepted for a
single moment a truce such as pro-
posed to us while al! that are dear
are in  danger of death—vinlent
death by executron or assassinotion
or slow death through hunger’” the
protest says in part.
. “The interest of humanity in zen-
eral and democracy in particular”
teh protest adds, ‘“requires the es-
tablishment in Russia of a regime
baged on the sovereignty of the peo-
ple freely expressed. An improvised
meeting the Prince’s Islands cannot
be an expression of this sort. Rus-
sia hea long clamored for the free
election of a constituent asambly.
The attempt was stifled by tke bei
sheviki by force of arms, and tehy
aer today asked (0 mg®8 the wvuice
of Russia heard.”

Washington, Jan. 25.—Retirement
of the, allied forces holding advanced
pos'tions in the Archangel sector bhe-
fore attacks by superior forces of
bolshiviki, ig reported in an' offcial
dispatch dated January 23, the sub-
stance of which was made public to-
day by General March.

The points attackegd by the snemy
lay generally about 190 miles from
Archangel. General March saic the
inter-allied commander ' there had
adequate’ troops to reinforce tke ad-
vanced elements and to handle the
situation.

The message reported the Ameri-
can losses in one of thie acticns at
Usk Pedenga as ten enlitsed men
killed, 17 wounded and 1! missing.
, A later despatch said subsequent at-
tacks were repulsed when delivered
on the positions taken up by the
American forces.

The inter-allied force engaged at
Shenkurst consisted of a British de-
tachment ,two companies of Ameri-
‘eans and two companies of Russians.
These were attacked on three sides
and compelled to evacuate as were
also the allied patrois holding Ust-
pedenga. The American troops fall-
ing back took a position midway
between this point and Shenkurst.
In one of the attacks reported, 1,000
enemy troops were in action zgainst
the small allied forces.

General Marc Lpointed 'out again
that the whole military situation at
Archangel was under the control of
the inter-allied high command in
France. He intimated that should
reinforcement ' bc needed necesgsary
any action to supply them would
have to come from the high com-
mand and after recommendation
from the British commander in chief
of the forces in Siberia.

General] March pointed out again
punighment of war time severiiy for
military offéenders in the United
States have been tsopped by the war
departmeni. From now on militury
offenses at home will be punishied
in accordance with an order issuecd
by the president before the war,
which set out the maximum senten-
ees which would be approved for

military offenses in time of peace.
The new order does not apply to
troocps in France, Siberia, or Italy,
and does not mean commuidtion of
sentences already imposed at home.

AGRICULTURAL AND OTHER IN-
DUSTRIES WILL HAVE AFTER
WAR PROGRAMS

Helena, Mont., Jan. 24.—With thou-
sands of acres of mnew land wpnder
the plow as a result of the war and
with  accuriulated building cpora-
tions, postponed because of the war,
either contemplated or under way to
total of more than hald a million
dollars, state officials here predict
that the progress of Montana in ev-
ery line will be greater in the next

three years than ir the decade pre-.

ceding 1914. ‘

Already plans are being made by
state'and county councils of defense
to place returning soldiers in the
general plan of development of, a
greater state, either in agriculiure,
mining or industry. The larger part
of the 35,000 men furnished by the
state to the armed forces of the
nation were taken from the agricul
tural sectiong of the state. Corres-
pondence with county councils of de-
fense, according to Charles D. Green-
field, Sr., secretary of the state
council of defense, indicates that all
of these men will find employment
in their home communities, and
with the anticipated development of
agricultural resources, many in ad-
dition. /

“Men in the army and navy who
were taken from other than agricul-
tural pursuits will find no trouble in
getting back their former employ-
ment,” said Mr. Greenfield.” Em-
ployment for returning soldiers is
not a problem,. which will be diffi-
cutl of solution in Montana. In al-
most every county of the state there
is an organization, composed of
members of the county council of
defense, Red Cros chapter and other
organizations, which has its plans
already made to aid the homecoming
soldier ang sailor, whether he is
wounded or physically fit. to become
again a self-supporting member of
the community.”

Besides the deferred construction
of more than haif a million dollars
reported to the war industries board
by the state council of defense, a
large amount of new construction is
expected during the present year.
This will include public and private
buildings ang the expenditure of $5,-
000,000 on public roads by the na-
tional government, the state and. the
counties is estimated for the year
by the state highway commission.
Railroad construction that had been
planned by transcontinental iines
traversing Montana and which -vas
halted by the war, aggregating sev-
eral thousand mileg, also is expstted
to be put through during 1919 and
1920.

Refused surrender, standing defend-
ing himself until kiiled at Mcrvaux
$ast Dun Sur Meuse.” ”

dead aviator's watch and other
marks of identification which the
fallen hero’s father states positively
convinces him the indomitable fight-
er was his son.

The letter from the Red Cross
concludes: “You may he able to
tell from the above declaration if
this unknown hero was your son.
We would be very glad If you would
let us know about this, for (his Is
one of the most wonderful accourts
of supreme eourage that has conie
to us and we would like to feel that
the boy’s family coull share in Lis
glory.”

HOLD THEIR OWN 3

Archangel, Saturday, Jan. 23.-—The
bolsheviki have apparcntly begun in
earnest, their threat to drive the al
lfes into white sea by March. The
situation, however, is well in hand
and Russan troops trained in Ar
ehange] are being added to the al
lied forces. Isolated positions like
Shenkursk however, may have to be
given up.

In the fighting near
Russian troops fought side by side
with the Americans ,British and
French with great bravery. Allied
airplanes flew low over the 1roads
wherever the slow moving bolshevik
gled transports were seen and bombs
were dropped on them. The aviators
also attacked the,K bolsheviki with
machine gun fire.

The bolsheviki oifensive tegan
with small raids and a bombardment
of Usk Padenga, which wag the
most southerly position held by the
allies op .this front. The first at-
tacks were repulsed, but the Amer-
_'lcans and Russians garrisoning the
town were subjected 0 a rain of ap-
‘proximately 1,000 ghells daily for a
week.

On January 9 about 1,000 bolshe-
vik infantry attacked Kibagoski on
the Tarnia river, thiily miles west
of Sehnkursk. The Russan cossacks
and allied infantry there withderw
about ten mileg to Shishevo which
the bolsheviki occupied January 20.
The cossacks counter attacked the
next day with teh object of retaking
Shishevo, but were forced to with
draw in the face of} superior num:
bers.

AMERICAN LOANS
LIGHTER THIS MONTH

Washington, Jan. 27—America’s
job as banker for the allies has been
lighter this month than at any time
since the nation entered the war.
Only $170,000,000 has been paid out
as allied loans since January 1, al-
though payments on this = account
have been nearly $400,000,000 a
month. The reduction is caused prin-
oipally by the "curtailment of ship-
ments of food for payment of which
the American credits had been large-
ly used. Total credits extended by
the treasury now amount to $.5,588;

000, but only $7,854,816,000 has
actually been paid out under these
curtailments.
