Victim of Round Rock
Tragedy Has Relatives
Here; Others Known

4 One of the most horrible accidents

in the history of the state was that

i which occurred last Saturday at

Round Rock, when the Sunshine
Special of the International-Great
Northern railroad crashed into the
Baylor bus carrying twenty-two bas-
ketball players to Austin where a
matched game was to be held that
evening at 7 o'clock with State Uni-
versity. Ten of the Baylor students
lost their lives.

The entire state was shocked and
sincerely mourn the loss of these fine
young men who were striving to fit
their lives for more useful service as
future citizens of our country. Some
would have graduated with the class
in June. Others were Juniors and
working for hizh degrees.

Willis Murry, of Gatesville, a vie-
tim of the tragedy, was a nephew of
the editor’s wife, and was a Junior,
working for a bachelor of arts de-
gree, and the LL. B. degree, He

graduvated from the Gatesville high
school in 1923, at the age of fifteen
vears. Many friends here will re-
member him, as he visited in the edi-
tor's home a little over a year ago.

sympathy is felt for the bereaved
parents, relatives, Dr. Brooks, and
the students of Baylor.

After performing more than 5000
marriage ceremonies during his thirty
years as a ‘“‘marrying spire,” Justice
of the Peace David Bruce Deem, of
Popular Bluff, Mo., admits that he
knows far less about marriage now
than he did when he first became a
justice,

“Originally I had fixed ideas about
marriage,”” he says,

“I would have eliminated divorce
entirely, and would have changed
the marriage laws so that no one
under the age of 21 could get mar-
ried under any circumstances.

ORDINANCE APPROVING STATEMENT OF CITY ENGINEER CONCERNING PROPER'I:Y OWNERS AND
THEIR PROPERTY ABUTTING ON DALE STREET FROM ITS INTERSECTION WITH THE WEST
LINE OF MAGNOLIA STREET TO ITS INTERSECTION WITH THE EAST LINE OF THE ABIL‘L.\E &
SOUTHERN RAILWAY RIGHT OF WAY DESCRIBED AS DISTRICT NUMBER ONE AND MA‘(JNYOL’A
STREET FROM ITS INTERSECTION WITH THE NORTH LINE OF ALBERT STREET TO ITS INTER-
SECTION WITH THE SOUTH LINE OF DALE STREET AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WINTERS: That,

WHEREAS, Heretofore the City Council of the said City, by ordinance, directed the improvements of the
above named streets, by raising, grading, and paving the same; and

WHEREAS in accordance with said ordinance, plans and specifications for the said work were duly prepared
by the City Engineer and adopted by the City Council; and

WHEREAS, Thereafter in accordance with the law and the provisions of said City, bids were received,
opened and considered by the City Council and the bid of the Thurber Construction Company, Contractor for the
improvements of the said streets, was accepted by the the said City Council; and

ing, and filling the same, and by paving the same as follows:

Dale Street as above described, 2% inch brick on 5 inch concrete base;

WHEREAS, the said contractor has entered into coitract with the City of Winters for the construction of

(3) That the portion of the cost of such improvements which may be assessed against such preperty own-
ers and their property and owners of street and steam railways and their property respectively shall be assessed
by ordinance of the said City Council, passed after notice to such owners, and other interested parties, and a
hearing to them, and the said amounts, when so assessed, shall constitute a lien against t}xe property of the said
owners in accordance with the terms of the law, and shall be declared to be a personal liability of said owners.
That the said assessment against owners of property abutting said streets and their property shall be made ac-
cording to the front foot rule in proportion as the frontage of each owner on the said streets is to the whole front-
age to be improved, provided that if in the opinion of the City Council this rule of apportionment shall be found
to be unjust or unequal in any respect, then the said CityCouncil shall adopt such rule of apportionment as shall be
found to be just and equal considering the equities of the various property owners and the benefits to their prop-
erty and the burdens imposed by the assessment, and provided that no assessment against any owner or his property
shall be made in excess of special benefits in the enhanced value of said property by means of said improvements.

(4) That a hearing shall be given to said owners of abutting property and street and steam railways, and
to all others having any interest in or claim or lein againstt such property, their agents or attorneys, which shall
be held at the City Hall in the City of Winters, being the regular place of meeting of the City Council, on the
28th day of January, 1927, at 7:30 o’clock p. m., at which time and place owners of property abutting said streets
and owners of railways and street railways and other interested parties, their agents, or attorneys, are hereby
notified to be and appear, and a hearing will be given to them concerning said proposed assessment and con-
cerning the benefits of the said improvements to their property and concerning all the said proceedings with ref-
erence to the said improvements, or any invalidity therein, concerning any matter or things whatsoever in con-
nection with the said improvements or assessments, at which hearing the owmers of such property and railways
and street railways and others interested, may appear in person or by their agents or attorneys and present their
objections, if any, to any matter or thing concerning the said assessments or proceedings and may present any
evidence which they may desire concerning same; thatsaid hearing shall be continued and adjourned from day
to day and from time to time until all owners, and persons interested, and all matters in connection with any
protest or objections of said property owners shall be fully heard and disposed of. ) : )

(5) That the City Secretary of the City of Winters is hereby directed to give notice of said hearing by

ublication in The Winters Enterprise, a newspaper, being a weekly paper of general eirculation in the City of
inters, by publishing this ordinance for three -(3) consecutive weeks, the first publication of which must be at
least ten (lOp) days prior to the said hearing. s . :

WHEREAS, the fact that the improvements herein referred to, are being delayed pending the taking effect
of this ordinance and the condition of said streets and public places, endanger public hellﬁ_: and safety, and the
necessity of proceeding with said improvements constitutes and creates an urgent necessity and requires that
the rule providing that ordinances shall be read at more than one time or at more than one meeting be suspended
and requires that this ordinance be passed and take effect as an emergency measure and such rules are accordingly
suspended and this ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately from and after its passage.
