. The valley was as dry as
‘powder and as hot as the top of
a stove.

It was in truth a place of
many poisons, a valley of pain,
for what discomfort the cat-
claws and the dagger points fail-
ed to inflict, the blistering sun
and the irritating dust accomp-
lished.

At night when the weedless,
grassless surface of the earth
had flung off most of the heat

“*vas short and it merely served
to intensify the suffering that
came with the ardent rays of the
morning sun. The days were hide-
ously long.

It was not a fit dwelling place
for man, and why nature had
gone to such lengths of devilish
ingenuity in devising means to
discourage him was hard to un-
derstand. Gloria Fisk often asked
herself that question. Probably it
was because of the oil, she decid-
ed. Oil was precious; the getting
of it always entailed hardships
and suffering. It seemed to her,
however, that Nature had out-
done herself here ; that she had
been more cruel than necessary.

ON SCHOOL PROG:
RESS N COUNTY

COMMENDS COUNTY ON
EDUCATIONAL FA-
CILITIES.

The following report and rec-
ommendations have been made
by S. G. Boynton, Deputy State
Superintendent, San Angelo Dis-
trict, pertaining to the schools
of the county, after a recent in-
spection made by him:

(A.) Runnels county
whole is commended for:

1, An earnest desire to give
each boy and girl in the rural
districts educational opportunities
comparable to those in the town
or city schools.

2. A close cooperation between
the rural and town schools.

3. The introduction of voca-
tional agriculture and home ec-
onomics in almost every high
school in the county. It is high
time for us to ‘place a curricu-
lum in our high school that is
designed to help the boys and
girls do what they are actually
going to do when they get out
of school. Our average high
school curriculum is designed,
primarily, to prepare children for
college entrance, whereas only
25 percent of the graduates ev-
er attend college.

(B.) The county board of edu-
cation is commended for:

1. Being among the first in
the State to establish a county-
wide system of transportation
which is now one of the best in
the state. Only one part of the
county, namely, the Crews-Con-

tent section, lacks high school
facilities of the accredited
class, These schools have been

and are now doing a good grade
of work. If the proposed con-
solidation of these schools car-
ries; it is possible to establish
a rural high school for rural
boys and girls with a curricu-
lum designed to help the rural
children in the environment of
the rural community.

Farm Aid Views

The farm aid bill as passed
by the Senate combines in one
measure several diverse ele-
ments. It provides for control!
of soil erosion, of which every-
body is in favor. It also provides
for the replenishing of worn-
out soil by the planting of
grasses and legumes. Everybody
is for that. It provides bounty
payments to farmers for doing
these things.

It seems to be a settled pol-
icy, which both major parties
will undoubtedly indorse at their
June conventions, that farming
should be regarded as a pre-
ferred occupation, entitled to a
large measure of Government
aid. Therefore, there iz no ser-
ious objection to paying farm
bounties for the purpose just
mentioned.

Where the fight will come will
be over the provision of the
bill which undertakes to continue

control by the Department of
Agriculture over crop produc-
tion. Exception is taken to this

by members of both p#rties on
the ground that it is an attempt
to evade the Supreme Court’s
ruling that the control of agri
culture is not within the powers
of the Federal Government, and
also because it is regarded as
an effort to curtail production,
whereas the erosion and soil-
replenishment  features would
tend to increase production.
New Farm Plan

The newest farm plan which
is being given a good deal of
consideration here is sponsoreld
by the National Cooperative
Council, a federation of farm-
ers’ cooperatives. The plan is
to set up one or more corpora-
tions, in which the Government
will participate to manage the
distribution and sale of surplus
farm products both for export
and the home markets. Wheth-
or this will come to a head at
the present Congress is still a
question. It may, however, be-
come a part of one or both par-
ty platforms.

COMMENDS COUNTY ON
EDUCATIONAL FA.-

The following report and rec-
ommendations have been made
by S. G. Boynton, Deputy State
Superintendent, San Angelo Dis-
trict, pertaining to the schools
of the county, after a recent in-
spection made by him:

(A.) Runnels county
whole is commended for:

1, An earnest desire to give
each boy and girl in the rural
districts educational opportunities
comparable to those in the town
or city schools.

2, A close cooperation between
the rural and town schools.

8. The introduction of voca-
tional agriculture and home ec-
onomics in almost every high
school in the county. It is high
time for us to place a curricu-
lum in our high school that is
designed to help the boys and
girls do what they are actually
going to do when they get out
of school. Our average high
school curriculum is designed,
primarily, to prepare children for
college entrance, whereas only
25 percent of the graduates ev-
er attend college.

(B.) The county board of edu-
cation is commended for:

1. Being among the first in
the State to establish a county-
wide system of transportation
which is now one of the best in
the state. Only one part of the

county, namely, the Crews-Con-
tent section, lacks high school
facilities of the accredited

class, These schools have been
and are now doing a good grade
of work. If the proposed con-
solidation of these schools car-
ries; it is possible to establish
a rural high school for rural
boys and girls with a curricu-
lum designed to help the rural
children in the environment of
the rural community.

“Musts” Issued to
Pension Seekers

Austin, Feb. 10.—Orville S.
Carpenter, pension director, list-
ed numerous “musts” to aid
Texans over 65 years old in
applying for old age assistance
under a new act.

Carpenter said applicants could
obtain blanks in their localities
after Feb. 14 upon effectiveness
of the law. The amount of pen-
sion payments depended upon
the number admitted to the rolls
and the volume accruing to the
pension fund from liquor taxes.

Some of the “musts” includ-
ed ability to:

Give an adequate description |

of all real property owned.

Describe all personal property,
including jewelry, furniture, au-
tomobiles and livestock.

Prove their annual income,
making a complete statement of
all earnings for the two years
preceding an application

Prove their citizenship and
nationality of their spouse.

Name exact places in which
they resided, including street
numbers, and the length of resi-
dence at each place during the
last nine years.

Carpenter explained property
descriptions were necessary be-
cause disqualifications included
ownership of $5,000 worth of
property by an individual or
$7,600 for a married couple.

Concerning real estate, he said
applicants must show:

1. Original purchase price and
date of purchase of all proper-
ty.

2. Description of  property
from the county tax assessor tell-
ing block numbers, ete.

3. Amount property render-
ed for on tax rolls.
