Soiotis May Agree on Omnibus Tax 
B ill; Shy From Calling I t  "Sales Tax

A possible shaft of light has 

pierced the murky tunnels of leg­
islative tax study in the form of 
an "in-between” type money rais­
ing bill.

An omnibus tax measure intro­
duced by Reps. R. L. Strickland 
of San Antonio and Wesley Rob­
erts of Lamesa would tax a raft 
of things not previously hit, but 
avoid the label “general sales 
tax.” It is regarded as a possible 
compromise between Gov. Price 
Daniel’s tax program and Rep. 
Frates Seeligson’s general sales 
tax, neither of which have attract­
ed widespread support.

Strickland and Roberts estimate 
their proposal would raise from 
$200,000,000 to $300,000,000, an im­
pressive sum even in the face of 
current huge needs.

New tax sources it would tap 
include sales of real estate, bonds, 
debentures, corporate stocks, 
trans|Mrtation of persons and com­
modities, occupancy of a retail 
establishment, hotel and motel 
use, and trading stamps. It would 
increase the natural gas produc­
tion tax and raise sales taxes on 
new cars, cosmetics, playing cards, 
radios and TV sets and raise tax­
es on telephone and telegraph 
companies.

"Strings” attached to the bill 
are that after the state deficit is 
paid off, the money raised could 
be used to provide school teach­
ers a $600 a year raise, add $13,- 
000,000 to higher education pro­
grams and $2,250,000 to the hos­
pital program.

NO HURRY
In terms of decisions, the tax 

program has made no dramtiic 
forward strides.

Rep. Frates Seeligson of San An­
tonio, introduced his 1.5 per cent 
general sales tax measure. It 
would raise an estimated $67,000,- 
000 annually earmarked for the 
school foundation program. In­
formal surveys indicate a majori­
ty of lawmakers pledged opposi­
tion to a general sales tax in their 
campaigns last summer.

Despite urging from Gov. Dan­
iel, the House Tax Committee 
showed itself in no hurry to get 
out the bill that would raise cor­
poration franchise taxes. Commit­
tee declined, on a 15-2 vote, to or­
der a report from the subcom­
mittee which holds the bill.

Part of the governor’s plan was 
to get this bill passed in time to 
take effect May 1 so the added 
revenue from it could help offset 
this year’s deficit.

Committee also agreed to allow 
more time to hear groups wish­
ing to oppose a proposed trading 
stamp tax.

FIRST HURDLE CLEARED
Texas public school teachers

won the first round in their cam­
paign for an $800 a year pay 
raise.

Senate Committee voted favor­
ably on the $107,800,000 public 
school improvement program re­
commended by the Hale-Aiken 
Committee. Teachers’ r a i s e s  
would account for the bulk of the 
cost, about $80,000,000. Other it­
ems would include lengthening the 
school year to 180 days, increas­
ing trasportation allowances, pro­
grams for the academically gift­
ed and for non-English speaking 
children, driver education, etc.

Some 3,000 teachers, plus many 
citizens from other walks of life, 
came to the Capitol in behalf of 
the bill.

WARM ISSUE
Another crowd-getter was the 

Senate hearing on the bill to re­
duce maximum working hours of 
firemen and policemen.

With feelings running high, the 
committee voted to send the bill 
to subcommittee for a week’s stu­
dy. Same bill was voted out fa­
vorably by the House Committee.

Texas Municipal L e a g u e  is 
strongly opposed to the measure 
which they say is about as palat­
able as having the federal govern­
ment set wages and hours for Tex­
as Highway Patrolmen. League’s 
counter-measure would abol 1 s h 
state regulation of city firemen 
and policemen.
NO PEACE ON n iE  TRINITY

State Board of Water Engineers 
is caught in the middle of a king- 
sized struggle over Trinity River 
water.

Houston asked the Board for a 
permit to construct a dam at Liv­
ingston and impound some 1,750,- 
000 acre feet of water.

Trinity River Authority was join­
ed by Dallas, Fort Worth and oth­
er Upper Trinity towns in howls 
of protest over Houston’s "water­
grabbing.” TRA filed a petition 
asking that Houston’s application 
be dismissed and also filed an 
application for the same permit 
Houston is seeking.

A hearing on Houston’s appli­
cation had been set for April 6, 
but the North Texans are asking 
for delay. Indications are that such 
a set-to between Texas’ major cit­
ies probably cannot be settled for 
some time.

HIGHER TUITION ASKED
Commission on Higher Educa­

tion is recommending the Legis­
lature adopt a new system of au­
tomatic tuition increases for state 
supported colleges.

By the Commission’s formula, 
tuition would be in proportion to 
the college’s spending. If legisla­
tive appropriations to the college 
went up, so would tuition.

It was estimated the formula 
would raise present tuition for in-

USDA Schedules Public Hearing 

On Texas Brand Inspection
A public hearing on livestock 

brand inspection has been sche­
duled for April 6 at Fort Worth, 
Texas, by the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture.

The hearing was called, in re­
sponse to informal complaints to 
determine if brand inspection at 
public markets is in the public 
interest or if such inspection is 
now performed by Texas & South­
western Cattle Raisers’ Associa­
tion, Inc., should be discontinued.

At present, the Texas and South­
western Association is authorized 
under the Packers and Stockyards 
act to inspect brands at alt posted 
markets in Texas and to charge 
“ reasonable and non-discrimina- 
tory fees" for the service. The 
fee now is eight cents per head 
on all cattle and calves sold at 
posted markets. Complaints from 
which the hearing stems contend 
that state law does not now re­
quire branding as a means of es­
tablishing ownership and that most 
cattle sold through posted mar­
kets are not branded or marked.

“The USDA has set the hearing 
to give all interested persons a 
chance to be heard,” points out 
W. C. Ball, district supervisor of 
the Packers and Stockyards Act 
Fort Worth.

The hearing will begin at 10:00 
a.m., in room 2144, Federal Cen­
ter, 300 West Vickery Street, Fort 
Worth.

Persons who wish to be heard 
should contact W. C. Ball, 231 
Livestock Exchange Building, 
Fort Worth. Views may be pre­
sented either in person or by at­
torney.

Texas Cotton Picture: 
Challenge for Survival

Since man first set plow to the 
fertile fallow ground of Texas a 
century and a half ago, cotton has 
reigned supreme as the state’s top 
agricultural money-maker. Today 
that position of cotton faces a chal­
lenge—not only for continued su­
premacy—but for actual survival 
as an agricultural mainstay.

This challenge to the cotton in­
dustry of Texas and the South 
boils down in final analysis to one 
critical point; economic survival of 
the crop under today’s heavy pro­
duction costs. Competition from 
synthetics, threats of pest infes­
tation and weather uncertainty are 
of minor concern when faced with 
the possibility of voluntary elim­
ination of cotton as an economic­
ally unfeasible crop.

The responsibility for meeting 
this challenge has been placed 
squarely on the shoulders of the 
cotton farmer, for he alone can 
decide whether he can produce a 
crop under today’s pent-up costs 
and come out with a profit. He is 
under no obligation to anyone to 
undertake the tedious task of rais­
ing cotton, and if there is no mon­
ey in it for him, he will switch to 
something else.
Lower Production Costs a Must

A too-frequently overlooked eco­
nomic fact is that cotton is ini­
tially produced by the farmer for 
the benefit of the farmer and. of 
course, to provide fibre for con­
sumer goods. Growth and profit 
of other facets of the cotton in­
dustry which follow the farmer arc 
important, to be sure, but their 
growth and their profit are a by­
product of the farmer’s work, and 
they cannot exist for any other 
purpose.

The price of the farmer’s cotton 
bale today is more or less stabil­
ized. But his expense involved in 
producing and getting it into the 
bale is not stabilized. Nowhere in 
our country has inflation become 
more real than in agricultural pro­
duction costs, and no crop has 
been harder hit by inflated pro­
duction costs than has cotton. If 
costs continue to rise at the pre­
sent rate of increase, a cotton 
crop won’t put a dollar into the 
farmer's jeans, and then no one 
else in the industry can hope for a 
dollar either.

While the Texas farmer’s chan­
ces for an equitable profit from 
cotton production have lessened, 
he has at least been given a pro­
visional opportunity to try his luck 
at coming out on a larger produc­
tion volume. The change in acre­
age allotment rules allowing for 
increased cotton acreage under a 
lowered support price could pos­
sible give cotton farming a boost 
in some areas where produc­
tion is most economical such as 
in South, Central and West Texas.

This alternative to a higher sup­
port accompanying acreage is 
hailed by many farmers who are

Thousands of ducks and geese 

now are working their way back 
up the Central Flyway to the nest­
ing grounds in Western Canada.

We didn't kill nearly all of them 
in Texas during the hunting sea­
son just recently closed. In fact, 
there were many hunters who did 
not do too well on ducks. Others, 
however, got their fair share.

There was considerable disap­
pointment in far southeast Texas.
Here, with Federal Aid, the state 
purchased some 8.000 acres of 
marshland for a wildlife refuge.
It was opened to hunters five days 
a week. But the hunters got very 
few ducks.

As a result, not nearly so many 
hunters took advantage of the per­
mit shooting as had originally been 
planned. Fortunately, there was a 
good answer for the absence of 
the ducks, w hich should be under j first place 
control by next season.

This land was purchased only a 
few weeks before the hunting sea­
son opened. It hud not been man­
aged land There was insufficient 
food on the urea for the ducks.
Restina areas had not been pro­
vided

A management program is un­
der way now, and by the time the 
1859 season rolls around, there 
should be some excellent shooting 
in the area. This, of course, pro­
viding a good hatch comes back 
down the fly way from Canada.

Duck stamp sales were heavy 
in the United States in 195S. In 
the 10 Central flyway states there 
were 555,525 stamps sold at $2 ea.
Texans bought 16T,383, or more 
than twice the number of any oth­
er state Kansas was next with 
73.0S6. Oklahomans bought 50,033. 
and 10.207 were sold in New Mex­
ico.

in the Mississippi flyway states 
they purchased twice as many li­
censes as in our flyway. but no 
state equaled Texas In fact. Cal­
ifornia. in the Pacific flyway. with 
1.S3.011 duck stamps sold was the 
only state exceeding Texas. (.Alas­
ka sold only '>.796 stamps!)

Proceeds from the sale of duck 
stamps are used to finance Fed 
eral waterfowl refuge and law en 
forcemen' programs. Every indi 
vidual. Ifi years of age and over 
who hunts migratory' waterfowl 
is required to have such a stamp

The price this year, has advanc 
ed from $2 to $3. with the added 
money set aside to finance an en­
larged refuce program.

The 1959-60 stamp was designed 
bv Mavnard Reece. Des Moines,

The contest, which started last

each: and 900, $10 each. The con­
test is limited to tourists only.

P rotest Farm Labor 
Proposal Made by 
Secretary o f Labor

A group of forty Congressmen 
from the farm and ranch belt call­
ed on the Secretary of Labor last 
week to protest proposed regula­
tions which would, it was contend­
ed, tend to fix farm wages and 
and other new controls and re­
quirements.

Headed by Rep. E. C. Gathings 
(Ark.), chairman of the House Ag­
riculture committee’s farm labor 
sub-committee, a dozen members 
aired their grievances and pin­
pointed the dangers inherent in 
the proposed regulations.

Among others who testified were 
Poage, Fisher, Mahon and Kilgore, 
from Texas. McIntyre of Maine, 
Rhodes of Ariz., Gubser of Cal­
if., and others joined in lambast­
ing the proposal.

In brief, the Labor Department 
proposes regulations which would 
require a farmer or ranchman 
who sought foreign labor or do­
mestic labor through the United 
States Employment Service, to ap­
ply and if local labor should not 
be readily available, then the em­
ployer would be required to em­
ploy such labor if available on US­
ES lies within the "migratory 
pattern” .

Thus, the New England states 
are within the migratory labor pat­
tern originating in Florida. The 
northwestern states are within the 
migratory pattern originating in 
Texas.

And the employer would be re­
quired to pay the cost of trans­
portation of the workers to and 
from their origin, pay them the 
prevailing wage, and provide cer­
tain minimum standards for hous­
ing.

“ I do not believe the Secretary 
of Labor has that authority” , Cong. 
Fisher stated. “The Congress has 
always exempted farm labor from 
the wage-hour law; yet this would 

effect fix farm wages where 
the USES serv'ices are used. Thus, 
we have another example of leg­
islation by regulation and not by 
act of Congress. This would in-

ade States’ rights and would be 
monstrous thing.”

The Secretary of Labor promis­
ed to “ take another look” at the 
intended regulations, and said he 
would review the entire subject.
