Manufacturers
Moving Plants To
Foreign Countries

By Congressman O, C. Fisher

Is the U. S. pricing itself out
of business? That question is be-
ing asked over and over, even as
labor leaders are pressuring Con-
gress to' increase the minimum
wage to $1.25 per hour and an
expansion of coverage. They the-
orize that by upping the minimum,
the general wage levels are push-
ed upward. Moreover, they con-
tend that by forcing minimums
upward in the south, where pro-
duction costs are less, less busi-
ness will be attracted in that di-
rection.

The simple fact is that due to
high costs of production, more
and more American manufactur-
ers are moving their plants to for-
eign countries where wages are
lower. The National Cash Regis-
ter is doing it. Tile and brick
makers are doing it, with some
going into Mexico. Most of the
tile now used in Houston is im-
ported from American-owned
plants south of the border.

An Illinois company has a wage
cost of $2.90 per hour, making
eight-penny nails which sells for
$9.80 per 100 pounds in carload
lots.
