There are unmistakable signs
of fall, notwithstanding the high
temperatures of the past several
days. The kids are back in school,
the watermelon season is about
over, the cotton is opening up,
the maize is coming in to the ele-
vators in ever-increasing tonnage,
and the football season has been
opened with the first game won by
the Winters team.

There is a decided increase in
the tempo of daily life, because
when fall is upon us we can shrug
off the few hot days remaining,
and put our minds to the cool
evenings and nights, and reflect
upon our past summer activities.
Spring may be the season which
brings promise of all good things;
but fall is the season of fulfill-
ment of those promises.

We've seen the season of fall in

a step-up of activity at the cotton
gins, and a feeling of accomplish-
ment after a long summer.

Of course, it's a few days before
the official beginning of fall, but
Thursday morning’s abrupt about
face in the weather can leave no
doubt about what season is upon
us.

Those of us who were disturbed
by the loud horn blowing by the
diesel locomotive in the middle of
the night Wednesday can rest
easier with the knowledge that all
the switching and blowing was
caused by the bumper crop of
maize coming in to Winters, and
being shipped out. About 191 cars
of maize have been shipped out
since the first of September.

It seems that naivety can reach
staggering proportions, as exem-
plified by statements of some peo-
ple in high positions who condone
inviting Russia’s dictator Khrush-
chev to visit the United States to
‘‘see how strong we are!’ The
top communist must be laughing
up his sleeve—while he is getting
ready to be received with honors
here, the Reds continue to Laos
things up in Southeast Asia.

“Grandpa was a Conferate but
He Wore a Union Suit”, a Mer-
cury recording sung by Bill Car-
lisle which was released Septem-
ber 1 was written by Loyd Rober-
son of Winters. His collaborater
is Marijohn Wilkin of ‘“Waterloo”
fame.

Mr. and Mrs. Roberson and
Mrs. Karla Melson, mother of
Mrs. Wilkin, left Thursday morn-
ing for Nashville, Tenn., where
they will visit the Cedarwood
Publishing Co. where Mrs. Wil-
kin is employed. Roberson says
he has six more songs, in the pop-
ular field, completed and ready
for recording.

Writing both tunes and lyrics,
song writing is not a new exper-
ience for Roberson as he has
been singing, writing, and teach-
ing music most of his life. His
first song published in 1926 was
a religious song named ‘‘What-
soever is Right He Will Pay”.
Since then he has had a number
of songs published mostly in the

religious field, but has never
charged for church music.
In 1954 he published and had

Echols and Roberson are long
time friends and sang together in
a male quartet for four years in
Clovis, from 1923-27. Roberson
has sung as a member of radio
quartets in Amarillo, directed
choirs in a number of churches,
and has been soloist in the First
Baptist Churches of Amarillo, Lit-
tlefield, Clovis, and Hereford.

He says he was a pupil of John
Josey, organist of Amarillo, for
many vears. and attributes much
of his musical knowledge to him.

Roberson was married to the
former liillan Busher at Lit'le-
field in 1927. They came to Win-
ters from Amarillo in 1950, and
he became sales manager for the
J. R. Dry Manufacturing Co. He
is now eniployed with the Speedy
Manufacturing Co. of Amarillo as
air-conditicning sales manager.

20-8 Saturday Nite

“It isn't the size of the dog in
the fight, but the size of the fight
in the dog''—so reads a sign in
Coach W. T. Stapler’'s Winters
Blizzards' dressing room. And the
team certainly proved this as
they overthrew a larger Crane
team 20-8 at Blizzard Field Satur-
day night.

The “Mighty Mites”’ showed
fine defense and all-around hard
football as they swept the Golden
Cranes off their feet, and right
back to far West Texas.

After a scoreless first quarter,
sophomore halfback Joel Butts
started around end on the second
play of the second period, revers-
ed his field, and scampered 58
yards to pay dirt. Quarterback
Jerry Dunnam'’s pass for the ex-
tra points went incomplete, and
the Blizzards led 6-0.

The Blue spent no time in up-
ping the score, when only minutes
later halfback Junior Guy swiped
a pass from Crane quarterback
Scott Coffield on the visitor's 48
and returned it to the 34.

The wheels were once again
moving on the Blizzard express,
as they drove, spearheaded by
Fullback Dalton Attaway, Guy,
and William Grissom, to the 15,
where a penalty set them back to
the 30.

But this was the “red flag in
front of the bull,”” and halfback
Grissom shot a 25-yard pass to
Kenneth Crowe, who was crashed
out of bounds at the 5. Attaway
rammed to the four; Guy punch-
ed off tackle to the one; and Dun-
nam sneaked over the TD.

Butts swept right end for the
extra points, with 1:33 seconds
left in the second quarter, the
score read 14-0.

Finding running attempts very
futile, the Golden Cranes began
firing screen passes.

Halfback Jimmy Leo returned
a Blizzard punt to the Crane 45
late in the third period. On the
next play, Coffield passed to half-
back Richard Hinnant who scam-
pered to Crane’s first tally. A pass
from Coffield to Jimmy Dutton
made it 14-8.

Crane continued their upsurge
when tackle Norman Wright fell
on a Blizzard fumble on the
Crane 49.

Shortly Hinnant caught a
yard aerial on the Blizzard 30.

Coffield fired again on the play
to the 23, but this time it wasn’t
a Crane who caught the ball. De-
fensive halfback David Whitley
stopped the last of Crane’s big
threats with that interception.

Winters moved the ball to the
42 but were forced to punt on
fourth down. A clipping penalty
scooted the visitors to their 25.

The screen pass again moved
the Cranes to the 36, and a first
down. With a fourth and six situ-
ation, a Coffield-Hjnnant pass was
complete, but Guy slammed Hin-
nant down short of the first down,
and the Blues took over.

Guy, Attaway, and Grissom
moved the ball to the four, but a
penalty moved the Blue back to
the 19. Butts squirmed off tackle
for 10 to the nine, Grissom hit for
two more, and then on the next
play circled end for the touch-
down. Jimmy Smith’s conversion
attempt bounced off the side of
the goal posts, and the Blizzards
had the final score, 20-8.

This was definitely a team vic-
tory, with praises to both the of-
fensive and defensive units. The

Time and again we have com-

mented on the tremendous im-
portation of foreign military rif-
les.

We warned of the dangers in-
volved in trying to convert them
into sporting guns. We also warn-
ed of the economic dangers.

Now comes a group of the lead-
ing gun manufacturers with a
warning to the Federal Govern-
ment that foreign gun imports are
endangering our national security.

Six member companies of the
Sporting Arms and Ammunition
Manufacturers Institute have filed
a petition with OCDM, asking that
imports be limited to their 1945-55
historical level.

Those signing the petition were
High Standard, Ithaca, Mossberg,
Remington, Savage and Winches-
ter-Western. They contend that
the market for high-powered hunt-
ing rifles has been glutted by for-
eign surplus guns at fantastically
low prices.

We think the expression ‘‘fan-
tastically low price” is an erron-
eous statement. When a person
puts good money into a piece of
junk it isn’t a low price it's a cost-
ly expenditure and a waste of
money.

It is possible for the OCDM to
recommend to the President that
such importations be based on a
quota which will not continue as
a threat to national security.

Sometimes the wheels of govern-
mental agencies work slowly. If
outdoorsmen will quit buying this
junk, the get-rich-quick importers
will have to sell it for scrap metal.

And as long as some of our
leading dealers continue to offer

such items they will have only
themselves to blame for what
happens.

I still feel bad about keeping my
mouth shut recently. I was in the
gun department of a big retail
store. Among the generous supply
of honest American - made guns
there were two rows of surplus
military rifles. One was an import
with a price of $29.95. It was a
monstrosity. Alongside it was a

U. S. Springfield for $39.95.

A young fellow, lame from some
affliction, walked into the place
and studied the guns. He looked
first at the Springfield and then
at the import. He kept on finger-
ing the price tags.

I wanted to offer him some ad-
vice. In the first place I doubt if,
in his condition, he had any bus-
iness with a gun at all. But I
could overlook that, for nearly
every man wants a gun. But here
was a man who definitely couldn’t
afford a gun. And he was about to
buy a piece of junk. I only wish
that I had put in my two-cents
worth and warned him against it.

I doubt if anyone, who knows
anything at all about guns, ever
would be proud of making a shoot-
ing iron from one of these imports.
To my way of thinking these guns
were designed to kill soldiers and
it didn't make much difference
which end of the gun the soildier
was on.

If this sounds like I am prej-
udiced in favor of the American
manufacturer, it is not accidental.
I believe in American-make, A-
merican money and American
enterprise. Although I have view-
ed our financial magnitude only
from a distance, I am a strong
believer in capital.

I am the same way about a
good many other things. I like to
read my advertising in a good
newspaper or a legitimate mag-
azine rather than in throw-away
material that is passed out to
clutter our mail boxes or litter our
streets.

I get mad when I find some gyp
bargain circular under the wind-
shield wiper on my car.

It is for these reasons that I
hope the OCDM will ask the Pres-
ident to act on the petition of the
manufacturers and at least put a
limit on junk gun imports.

In the meantime, we are now in
season when we can use the guns
we have. There is a bountiful
supply of most game, except wat-
erfowl, this year.

Word comes from every section
of the state that there are more
quail this year than ever before.
old timers in the top Panhandle of
Texas say they've never seen any-
thing like it.

They are found in the Edwards

Plateau, the Trans Pecos, the
Brush Country and the Coastal
Bend. They are throughout the

grass and mesquite lands of all
West Texas and even into the black
jack country.

They are thick on both sides of
the Red River and throughout the
pine thickets this side of the Sa-
bine.

There are bobs, blues and even
a few of the Goturnix. What a
year for hunting!

We're always happy to learn of
a new product, especially one
that's made in Texas.

Latest to come to our attention
is a dove decoy. It’s called ‘‘The
Real D.Coy’. It's made by the
C. L. B. Co. of Houston. And be-
lieve you me it's well named.

Due to heavy rainfall through
the state, doves are scattered.
Tank shooting is likely to be slow.
Especially will this be true after
the doves become wary of water-
holes. That’s when the dove decoy
really comes into its own.

‘“The Real D.-Coy” is so design-
ed that it can be placed high in a
tree; on limbs that are large or
small; on either a wooden or a
wire fence; or placed on the
ground. A number together look
like the Real McCoy!

They really look real. Secret
lies in the fact that they are bal-
anced on a perch and not fasten-
ed to it. Weighted legs enable the
decoys to be positioned several
different ways.

No need to climb trees either.
Through the use of a cane pole
these decoys can be placed high
in a dead tree, where they will
be visible for a considerable dis-
tance, and they are just as easily
removed.

_Health Letter

Let's say you're a member of a
neighborhood ladies club. It's your
turn to put on the program, and
you fret for days trying to wheedle
an idea from an unresponsive
brain.

Over and over you say to your-
self: ““If I just had a film to show
. . . but where could I get one to
interest a group of housewives?”’

There just happens to be a pub-
lic agency that will be happy to
help you off the horns of that di-
lemma you're hung on—you or
anyone else in a similar position.

It’s the Texas State Department
of Health. Or more precisely, the
film library of the Department’s
Division of Health Education, with
well over 1300 films available for
free loan to responsible groups
such as yours.

The loan business
During December, January and
February health films from the
library were seen by an audience
of more than 300,000 persons. Sub-
jects ranged from communicable
diseases to good human relations.

Would the ladies be interested
in an expert account of how foods
should be preserved to avoid the
possibility of food-borne diseases?
Drop a card to the library and
ask that ‘40 Billion Enemies’’ be
booked to you.

On second thought, it might be
simpler to call your local health
department and tell them your
plans. Chances are they will as-
sume responsibility for getting the
film and supplying a health spec-
ialist to make side comments and
answer questions after the film is
shown.

Those signing the petition were
High Standard, Ithaca, Mossberg,
Remington, Savage and Winches-
ter-Western. They contend that
the market for high-powered hunt-
ing rifles has been glutted by for-
eign surplus guns at fantastically
low prices.

We think the expression ‘‘fan-
tastically low price’ is an erron-
eous statement. When a person
puts good money into a piece of
junk it isn't a low price it's a cost-
ly expenditure and a waste of
money.

It is possible for the OCDM to
recommend to the President that
such importations be based on a
quota which will not continue as
a threat to national security.

Sometimes the wheels of govern-
mental agencies work slowly. If
outdoorsmen will quit buying this
junk, the get-rich-quick importers
will have to sell it for scrap metal.

And as long as some of our
leading dealers continue to offer

such items they will have only
themselves to blame for what
happens.

I still feel bad about keeping my
mouth shut recently. I was in the
gun department of a big retail
store. Among the generous supply
of honest American - made guns
there were two rows of surplus
military rifles. One was an import
with a price of $29.95. It was a
monstrosity. Alongside it was a

U. S. Springfield for $39.95.

A young fellow, lame from some
affliction, walked into the place
and studied the guns. He looked
first at the Springfield and then
at the import. He kept on finger-
ing the price tags.

I wanted to offer him some ad-
vice. In the first place I doubt if,
in his condition, he had any bus-
iness with a gun at all. But I
could overlook that, for nearly
every man wants a gun. But here
was a man who definitely couldn’t
afford a gun. And he was about to
buy a piece of junk. I only wish
that I had put in my two-cents
worth and warned him against it.

I doubt if anyone, who knows
anything at all about guns, ever
would be proud of making a shoot-
ing iron from one of these imports.
To my way of thinking these guns
were designed to kill soldiers and
it didn’'t make much difference
which end of the gun the soildier
was on.

If this sounds like I am prej-
udiced in favor of the American
manufacturer, it is not accidental.
I believe in American-make, A-
merican money and American
enterprise. Although I have view-
ed our financial magnitude only
from a distance, I am a strong
believer in capital.

I am the same way about a
good many other things. I like to
read my advertising in a good
newspaper or a legitimate mag-
azine rather than in throw-away
material that is passed out to
clutter our mail boxes or litter our
streets.

I get mad when I find some gyp
bargain circular under the wind-
shield wiper on my car.

It is for these reasons that I
hope the OCDM will ask the Pres-
ident to act on the petition of the
manufacturers and at least put a
limit on junk gun imports.

In the meantime, we are now in
season when we can use the guns
we have, There is a bountiful
supply of most game, except wat-
erfowl, this year.

Many have asked what is my
definite system of investing. 1
hestitate to put this down in writ-
ing because it is easier to explain
than to perforn: The Babson Sy-

Capitalizing The Composite

(1) The composite Business Cy-
cle is a combination of a number
of separate cycles. Most invest-
ment advisers forget that each
commodity, each nation, and each
family has its own special cycle.

(2) The Trend of the Market is
determined by studying the com-
bined earnings of the leading com-
panies, the prices of their stocks,
and other barometers such as the
best-selling books and the char-
acter of what appears in the mov-
ies and on radio and on tele-
vision. Bank statistics are con-
sidered, as well as the honest op-
inion of various advisory services
which accept no advertising and
are not interested in Mutual Funds.

The Cycles mentioned in the
above paragraph may last twenty
years, with an average life of
aboul four years. But the Trend
of the Market may change every
thirty days. Another thing,—we
try never to be “whollv bullish”
or wholly bearish’; but to say that
there are a c(-rtam number of
‘“‘chances’ out of ten that it will
decline. We remember that there
is always a buyer for every sell-
er and that the reason the market
goes up some months is because
people are then more impatient to
buy than to sell. When it goes
down people are more impatient
to sell than to buy. Therefore,

whatever the 20-year Business Cy-
cle may indicate, there are cer-
tain times when one should buy
stocks rather than at other times.
This especially applies to those
who are buying primarily for in-
come. Such people do not care to
wait and depend wholly on the
long Business Cycle; but then de-
sire to buy whenever they have
money to invest.

Selecting The Best Stocks

(3) The third factor of the Bab-
son System is to select the stock
to buy, either for profit or for in-
come. The careful investor should,
however, decide which of these
two aims is his real goal. All in-
vestors should try to purchase
safe securities, whether buying
for income or for profit, remem-
bering that there must be a buyer
for every seller and vice versa.
The question of impatience to buy
or to sell is equally important in
selecting definite stocks. At times
investors are more impatient to
buy some special popular stock
than to buy some other less pop-
ular but safer stock. This means
that an investor should especially
study volume, remembering that
in a “bear” market the volume
signifies one thing, while in a
“buii’”” market it signifies another
thing. Let me say that for a pro-
fit the Babson System demands
the purchase or sale of active
stocks as these will show the
greatest increase in a bull mar-
ket. On the other hand, these
same very active stocks will de-
cline the most in a bear market.
When the odds are 50-50, then the
investor must do some guessing
or remain out of the market.

What About Bonds?

We have not discussed bonds
today in this column. Bonds have
a maturity factor which stocks do
not have. Also, when buying pre-
ferred stocks the investor should
be sure that they are noncallable
and their dividends cumulative.
To study the outlook for common
stocks, only three factors have to
be considered. But when studying
bonds or preferred stocks, a 4th
factor is necessary. This com-
plicates the situation.

For those who are expecting me
to make specific recommenda-
tions, I advise against now pur-
chasing the present popular “elec-
tronic” and ‘‘space’ stocks, but
prefer, safe growth stocks. These
today are the chemicals for pro-
fit, and the public utilities for in-
come.

please.”

In mid-August the governor an-
nounced he would call a special
session to raise money for higher
teacher pay only if the people de-
manded it. He said he also want-
ed to find out how legislators felt
after they had had a chance to be
home a while and talk with the
folks in their districts.

In the weeks that have trans-
pired, there has been a heavy vol-
ume of mail running strongly
against the special session idea.
Lawmakers also are taking a
dim view of being called for a
fifth round of money hunting.

Whether this means that pros-
pects for a teacher pay session are
out remains to be seen. It could
mean only that the teachers, their
families, friends and other school-
minded people have been too busy
with ““back to school” work to get
their letters off to the governor.

On the other hand, it could mean
that the people are getting tired
of taxes, and spiraling wage
scales.

PINCH ALREADY FELT—
Perhaps the reason many Texans
weren't eager to have another tax
session was that they were begin-
ning to feel the bite of new taxes
already passed this year.

State Treasurer Jesse James’
report shows that many stocked
up on cigaretts and liquor during
August, before higher taxes on
these items became effective in
September,

Sale of liquor and cigaretts tax
stamps soared to $5227,642 in
August. This is $1,098,496 higher
than sales for August, 1958.

No statistics are available for
the pre-tax selling of items which
got hit for the first time. But heavy

advertising campaigns indicated
that merchants hoped buyers
would clear their stores during

August of such_items as air con-
ditioners in ordeér' to avoid the 3

. per cent sales tax.

GOVERNOR DEFENDS VETO—
Governor Daniels's office has
suggested that the State Hospital
,Board tap its $1,200,000 emergency
fund to eliminate any fire hazard
to the 800 oldsters housed in the
Confederate Home in Austin.

Governor Daniel vetoed a leg-
islative appropriation to build new
quarters for these patients. His
action brought some reactions of
surprise and criticism. State Hos-
pital system's safety officer was
quoted as labeling the 50-year-old
frame buildings as ‘‘definite fire
hazards.”

A spokesman for the governor
retorted that the appropriation
the governor scratched would not
have emptied the Confederate
Home. He said it would have pro-
vided quarters for only about 300.

He suggested the State Hospital
Board use its emergency funds
to re-double safety precautions
for the old folks.

ATTENTION, ALL BOAT OWN
ERS——State Highway Depart-
ment has announced that regist-
tration and licensing of boats und-
er the new water safety act will
begin next month.

Forms now are being printed
and will be distributed to boat
dealers, county offices, Highway
Department Offices and other pub-
lic offices.

Congress Is About
To Close Shop
After 8 Months

Congress is about to close
shop. And it's a good thing. Good
for the Congress and good for the
country. After 8 months of wrang-
ling, maneuvering and legislating,

you see signs of irritation and
stringy nerves.
The shenanigans of Senator

Wayne Morse cannot be explained
that easily, however. When Sen-
ator Johnson the other day ob-
tained unanimous consent of the
Senate to debate the over-debated
housing bill that had been vetoed,
before voting on the issue of over-

riding the veto, Morse got his
feelings hurt real bad because
he was not notified in advance

that unanimous consent would be
requested. He was not there, and
when he found out about it he de-
clared “parliamentary war’” on
the Senate in general and the Sen-
ate leadership in particular,.
Anything for headlines. Now
Morse is using every dilitory
tactic in the books to delay the
business of the Senate, and there-
by delay the recess if he can. At
least that is the view of observers.
