Council Preparing Fight 
Against Damage Suit

$2,5M damages claimed as a re­
sult of the service disconnection.

Crockett’s suit names the City 
of Winters, Mayor Jones, Ralph 
Lloyd, John G. Brown, O. B. Râp­
er, J. E. Smith, Wesley Hays and 
Charles W. Hester as Defendants.

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8 %  Lynn Little Writes o f Johnson's 
Trip to Bergstrom A ir Force Base

The sleek silver jet cruised to a 

halt in front of the long walk-way 
jutting out onto the mass of paved 
landing strips. Across its side, in 
navy blue letters above the gleam­
ing row of windows, read “The 
United States of America. From 
the gangplank stepped a tall, ro­
bust figure—Lyndon Johnson had 
arrived.

The scene was Bergstrom Air 
Force Base—but it could have been 
anywhere—anywhere trouble has 
brewed for the United States this 
year.

The vice president, hated and 
scorned by some loved and respec­
ted by many more was here to 
tour the Aerospace Medical Cen­
ter at Brooks AFB in San Antonio. 
A day earlier he had been on the 
West Coast. Less than a week be­
fore, he was riding in a funeral 
procession for Dag Hammarsk­
jöld.

After spending the night in Aus­
tin, Johnson, accompanied by 22 
reporters, took off for the Medical 
Center.

Shortly before take off, he was 
given the first of three cups of 
coffee he was to receive during 
the trip.

The vice president unbuckled 
his safety belt, and sat on the arm 
of his chair. His coffee cup was 
on the table across the aisle. His 
desk was covered with the day’s 
newspapers.

Johnson started by recapping the 
night, and asking his guests if 
they had a good rest He said he 
awoke in Austin after spending the 
first night in almost a w e ^  in 
bed. with a word to his wife,“ Let’s 
start all over.” One wonders if 
he might not have been half- 
serious. In three days he h a d  
covered 6,000 miles. He had spent 
every night in his plane—flying to 
Sweden and back before the mile­
age total was ever begun. After 
that he spent a day in Washing­
ton getting ready for this tour of 
space installations, then to the 
West Coast, and finally home to 
Texas. Here he intended to r e s t-  
fate was to keep him from it.

When he talked the nation’s
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business, the vice president talk 
ed fast, and he talked big. He 
expressed concern over the small 
number of PhD’s coming from the 
southwest. He rattled off the pur 
pose of the National Aerospace 
Council—of which he is chairman 
He talked about the things he had 
seen—and the things he had not

Rifles which can fire bullets at 
a rate of 30,000 miles per hour, 
but which are still inadequate to 
all the needs of outer space re­
search—the fantastic size, cost and 
complexity of equipment required 
to solve even minor problems— 
the infinite care and patience 
which highly trained minds must 
exercise on details which, in com 
parison to the overall program 
appear minute.

But the people impressed John 
son most.

At Brooks, the party was brief­
ed on the firing of the latest dis­
coverer satellites. Radiation test 
were revealed. Then he toured the 
center.

He walked. He watched. He 
talked. But most of all, he listened. 
He watched and listened when 
films of chick embryo heart cells 
that had been miles above the 
earth were shown—and he listen­
ed when talk of pressure chambers, 
and simulated capsules arose.

He questioned things a b o u t  
height, strength, pressure.

Thnmgh the lulls he walked, 
speaking to ladies behind desks, 
entering rooms to talk with work­
ers, and just being Texan.

And the people were awed—even 
those who despised him, w e r e  
awed. He was no longer the man 
who they thought had weasled his 
way into the senate—he was no 
longer the man in Washington 
whom they could gripe about—he 
was here, talking to them—and he 
was the vice president of t h e  
United states.

On his way out of the building, 
he met and talked with the wife 
and parents of one of the boys 
who had emerged that morning 
from a 17-day stay in a space 
cabin simulator. Johnson insisted 
that he must meet the boys. He 
thanked the people for what their 
son and husband was doing.

Later, the Vice president met 
the two Air Force Academy gradu­
ates who had been in the tests. 
He told the boy he’d talk to hit 
parents and wife, and what fine 
people he thought they were— 
politician’s lingo? Maybe—b u t 
coming from the vice president, 
a compliment.

Johnwn boarded the plane for 
his ranch around noon. He was 
giving a barbecue for the press. 
After holding a brief conference 
about what he’d seen, he settled 
down to his third cup of coffee 
(he’d had the second at the brief­
ing at BnxAs.)

As the plane neared the ranch, 
the vice president’s eyes seemed 
to brighten. The longing was ov- 
vious—it was the longing of a man 
for his home. HE looked anxiously 
out of the window of the plane, 
and as it touched down, it was 
a Texas farmer-rancher talking 
about crops and cattle.

As if unnoticed, he commented 
about the clearing of the land— 
the planting of new grain, and his 
prize cattle.

“Those are the finest cattle in 
the county,’’ he boasted. And they 
indeed might well be.

At the ranchhouse, in the 80- 
degree temperature, the vice presi­
dent immediately climbed into a 
pair of swim trunks and splashed 
into his pool. He furnished suits 
for reporters, whom he almost 
begged to join him.

After the refreshing swim in the 
heated pool, barbecue was served. 
Johnson’s staff had provided every 
beverage for the guests.

Looking out from the front porch 
down the sloping bank toward the 
Pedemales River and across to 
the picturesque pecan trees, one 
could almost feel as if he were 
in the clutches of one of the giant 
dynasties of the early America.

The vice president laughed and 
talked with his guests. Looking 
around, one could see scratched in 
concrete the names of famous 
visitors to the ranch. J ( ^  Ken­
nedy, Adenaur, Sam Rayburn.
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Sam Rayburn—the man who had 
helped Johnson to the second high­
est office in the land—was gravely 
ill. Johnson heard the news that 
Rayburn had cancer—incurable— 
over the radio. He said nothing. 
He went into the house, and when 
he came back he asked not to 
have to make a statement. His 
guests questioned him no further.

After lunch, he took some re­
porters around to see his cattle.

The happy ole sun climbed high­
er into the Indian Summer sky, and 
Johnson drove his Lincoln conver­
tible up to the ranch house .

He showed his guests to the 
plane which would take them back 
from their western holiday to the 
roar of the big city—or University, 
in one reporter’s case.

The vice president bade us good

Recent Changes in 
Social Security Are 
Important To All

One of the recent changes in 
the Social Security Act is impor­
tant to all persons who work be­
tween the ages of 62 and 72, ac­
cording to Floyd B. Elington, Man­
ager of the San Angelo social se­
curity office.

"This c h a n g e  concerns t h e  
‘earnings test’—the amount one 
may earn and still receive some 
payments,” he said. “Earned in­
come of $1200 or less in a year 
has no effect on the benefits. Now, 
however, only $1 in benefits is 
withheld for each $2 earned be­
tween $1200 and $1700 in a year.

“When earnings are more than 
$1700, one dollar of family bene­
fits is with held for each dollar 
earned in excess of that amount,” 
he continued.

“This means that in some cases 
where a man and wife are both 
of retirement age. he can earn as 
much as $3,000 a year and still 
receive some old age insurance. 
Where there are three or more 
beneficiaries in one worker’s fami­
ly, it is possible for him to earn a 
much as $4,000 and receive some 
family payments for the same 
year.”

After age 72, there is no retire­
ment test. Mr. Ellington believes 
that there are many workers in 
this District between age 62 and 
72 who should apply for the bene­
fits to avoid any possible loss. 
Claims may be f il^  with t h e  
Social Security Administratimmf- 
fice at San Angelo, Texas.

Even when annual earnings are 
too high to permit any payments, 
benefits are payable for any 
month in which a beneficiary does 
not work in his own business or 
earn wages of more than $100.

How many times have you 
caught an unusually large fish, 
or bagged a limit of greenhead 
mallarde or dropped a 12-point 
buck?

Not very often—most likely.
These coaches, or kills are events 

that linger long in memory.
They are also news—the kind 

of news that your local newspaper 
wants to publish. Unfortunately 
your newspaper may never hear 
of your feats unless you, or a 
friend, advise them.

Chances are your newspaper 
will publish a picture of your 
catch or your bag of game if the 
photo is suitable for reproduction.

With just a little effort you can 
tpke pictures that the editor 
wants. You don’t have to be a mas­
ter photographer to do it. But there 
are a few simple rules you must 
follow.

For ideas on how to plan and 
take printable fish and game pic­
tures, thumb through some of the 
national hunting and fishing 
magazines. You’ll note that the 
pictures usually are closeups, with 
backgrounds that don’t detract 
from the main subject.

Suppose you catch an eight- 
pound bass. That’s certainly a 
newsworthy feat, meriting both 
story and picture. If you have 
your camera along, and y o u  
should on every outing, have a 
friend snap the picture of you as 
you admire the fish—preferably 
while you’re in the boat or near 
the water.

By holding the fish at chest or 
eye level, and having your friend 
snap the photo from a low angle, 
you’ll get the sky in the back­
ground. That way you automa­
tically eliminate cluttered back­
grounds and objects that detract 
from the subject matter. If you’re 
lucky enough to have beautiful 
clouds in the sky—so much the 
better.

When your friend snaps the pic­
ture, however, be sure to look at 
and admire your fish. A picture 
like that is of greater value than 
one of you looking right into the 
camera lens. After all, the fish is 
the center of interest!

You could snap the same pic 
ture at home, but consider for a 
moment how a background of the 
garage door or the front porch 
detracts f’xnn the photo.

How about photographing that 
big buck?

Shoot such a photo on location.
Suspend your deer from a tree.
Drape it acroas the hood of your 

car, or the tailgate of your sta­
tion wagon.

Again (.ood lighting is a must. 
If the deir is suspended from a 
tree, be sure there are no con­
fusing limbs or bushes in the 
scene, to give a poor background 
effect.

The hunter’s car is always a 
good prop, if for no other reason

than the fact that you can move 
it into the sunlight for better il­
lumination of the subject. A flash­
gun on the camera of course elimi­
nates the need for sunlight.

One cardinal point about big 
pictures. Don’t use “blood and 
guts” stuff.

If your deer, bear, or whatever 
animal it may be has been gut­
ted, swing the body around so 
that the gutted underside won’t 
show in the picture. Most news­
papers frown on “blood and 
guts” pictures even if the animal 
is of record size.

Chances are you’ll have your 
film developed and printed at the 
comer drug store or the local 
photo supply. 'That means that 
your prints will come back con­
siderably smaller than postcard 
size.

Pick out the best negative and 
have it enlarged to at least 5x7 
size. An 8x10 is even better as 
newspapers can make much bet­
ter cuts from the larger sizes.

A 5x7 glossy print will cost you 
about SO cents; the 8x10 size 75 
cents. Glossies make better cuts 
than do the duil-finish photos. The 
newspaper will return the print to 
you if you request it.

Most photographers take extra 
precautions when they carry their 
cameras into the field or out on 
the water.

Moisture will damage a camera 
fast. Either carry your camera 
in a leather case or wrap it in a 
plastic bag. When you’re afloat 
it’s wise to put camera, case, film 
and all in a plastic bag. You can 
pick up a lot of damaging spray 
while outboarding across a choppy 
lake or bay.

This is equally important with 
your film. In fact I recommend 
that you carry the film in an in­
sulated plastic bag if possible. 
And be sure to store it in a cool 
place.

Heat will quickly destroy film so 
don’t allow the sun to beat down 
on your camera or the camera 
bag. Above all don’t keep the cam­
era above the dash. It’s also un­
wise to store it in the glove com­
partment. Coolest spot, ordinarily, 
is the floor of the car. Heat rises, 
you know.

Exercise the same precautions 
against dust, while in the field or 
on the road.

You might use only one roll qf 
film on a trip, but play it safe and 
carry a few extras. You never 
know when you can catch the un­
expected on film. And that sudden 
shot just might be recording a 
once-in-a-Iifetime event. *

You don’t need an expensive 
camera for your outdoor snapshots. 
Nor a bag full of gadgeu. They are 
for the photographer who makes 
his living taking saleable photos. 
You can get acceptable results 
with an inexpensive camera just 
by taking your time and using 
care.

Fall Is Rat-Control 
Time of the Year

Rat killing season is here again. 
During the summer months the 
rat population is not too noticeable 
because they stay in the fields, 
close to their food supplies. They 
also stay close to their food sup­
plies in the fall, but these supplies 
have been moved into bams and 
cribs, thus concentrating the rat 
and mouse population around the 
farmstead.

T h i s  concentration presents 
quite a problem to the farmer, 
but it also affords him the best 
opportunity for controlling these 
pests, say rodent control specia­
lists of the U. S. Fish and Wild­
life Service.

The first necessity in an ef­
fective rat control program is sani­
tation. All debris, loose grain and 
any other sources of shelter or 
food should be removed from the 
premises. After this has been done, 
poison baits should be placed in 
all areas likely to be frequented 
by rats or mice. The sproialists 
recommend the use of anti-coagu- 
ant type poisons, although others 
may ^  used.

Once the rodent population is 
under control, continued sanita­
tion and the p l a c i n g  of a 
few poison baits will reinfestation. 
These poison baits should be check­
ed occasionally to make sure they 
are still in place.

This type of rodent control is 
effective on a single farm, but 
it is much better when employed 
by every farmer in the neighbor­
hood. You, your neighbors, your 
local county agent and rodent con­
trol specialists of the Fish and 
Wildlife Service can organize a 
county-wide control program that 
will benefit everyone. Talk to your 
county agent about such a pro­
gram that will benefit everyone. 
Talk to your county agent about 
such a program—he will be glad 
to help in any way he can.

Keep this thought in mind in 
taking pictures. Don’t just snap 
one and let it go at that. Film is 
cheap! Shoot several shots from 
many different angles. Second or 
third shot very likely will be far 
superior to the first one you snap.

After you catch that big fish, 
or drop that deer, the incident is 
just a memory. With camera and 
film you can record it for a life­
time and keep that memory alive.

Besides that—it’s fun to take pic­
tures!

Federal crop insurance in 1962 
will offer an improved cotton in­
surance program to both dryland 
and irrigated growers in Texas 
and New Mexico, according to

Dryland grain sorghum will 
be added in Wilbarger, William­
son, Nueces and San Patricio 
counties, and cotton in Denton and 
Wilbarger counties, according to 
the Secretary’s announcement.

Beef cattle production records 
have proven very helpful to many 
ranchers in the never ending at­
tempt to keep their operations pro­
fitable.

To help guide my footsteps 
in this direction I have erected a 
sign near the Great Babson Globe 
(the largest revolving Globe in he 
world) that reads: "For what is 
a man profited, if he shall gain 
the whole world and lose his own 
soul."
Purchasing Supports Employment

There is, of course, more 'to  
Christmas buying than immediate­
ly greets the eye. When you se­
lect a present for a relative or a 
friend, you actually begin an in 
dividual business cycle. Not only 
do you give pleasure to the per­
son receiving the gift, but you 
give material help to the retailer, 
providing him with the cash that 
he requires to conduct his impor­
tant distributing operations. Re­
member, too, that your money 
not only gives him his small pro­
fit (a few cents out of your dollar) 
but it also moves along in part 
to the producer, the clerks, the 
landlord, the advertising outlets, 
and others directly or indirectly 
involved.

Of special significance is the 
fact that the storekeeper’s pay- 
ment to the manufacturer permits 
him to employ more people. The 
manufacturer’s workers tend to 
spend their wages at the store, 
thus completing the all-important 
cycle. When the cycle described 
works smoothly, the entire nation 
enjoys prosperous times. If the 
cycle breaks down at any point, 
business and employment decline 
(they are two barometers that 
always move together). Thpn, un­
less something is done to repair 
the break, we are likely to slide 
into a depression.

It will 
treat of Business, Inflation, Re­
tail Trade, Wages, Employment, 
Politics, and the Stock Market. 
From what I see now, this fore­
cast should indicate a M e r r y  
Christmas for you.

All sections of the country, of 
course, will not be equally happy 
this Christmas. The thousands of 
families in Texas and other areas 
which have suffered damaged and 
lost homes from hurricanes and 
floods cannot be expected to for­
get their losses. On the other hand, 
states which have been drought- 
ridden are rejoicing over recent 
rains. The weather could still be 
a big factor in this year’s Christ­
mas buying. In fact, we are in­
clined not to attach enough impor­
tance to ungovernable forces such 
as weather, floods, epidemics, 
threat of war, etc.

The present rush to build fall­
out shelters poaes another question 
for business.

Shoemake, wife of the president 
of the firm, are arguing as to 
whether a large Waco residence 
is her homestead or the company’s.

So a proposition was made to the 
9,000 creditors and claimants—set­
tle for another two per cent, and 
charge off the rest of your loss 
on your 1961 income tax return.

Ranger 27 to 6 
Friday Night

In their first conference game 
of the season, the Winters Bliz­
zards met and beat the Ranger 
Bulldogs here Friday night, 27-6, 
racking up their fourth win.

The locals allowed Ranger only 
one touchdown, which came in the 
last few seconds of the game.

Winters now leads District 7-AA 
in conference play, with a 1-0 re­
cord.

In Friday night’s game, the 
Blizzards got off to a good start 
with Denny Aldridge, 150-pound 
half, carrying on first call of the 
night for a ten yard gain, to Win­
ters’ 45. Still in their own end of 
the field three plays later. Quar­
terback Johnny Caskey punted to 
the Ranger 25.

The Bulldogs called on Joe Bar­
ker, halfback, for two carries, and 
then attempted a pass. With fourth 
down and 4 from their own 31, they 
also punted.

Winters, taking the ball on their 
own 40, made three first downs, 
moving the ball to the Ranger 
20. In this drive, which took seven 
plays, Steve Grissom carried for 
23 yards; Tommy Young for 11, 
and Aldridge, 6. With first down 
and ten from the Ranger 20, Cas­
key kept the ball to the 11. Gris­
som moved to the 7, but was hit 
hard, and the ball tumbled loose 
into the arms of Jerry Jones, Ran­
ger tackle.

Their backs to their own goal 
line, the Bulldogs ran three plays 
for three vards, then punted to the 
Winters’ 29.

In ten plays, with Aldridge claim­
ing 18 yards for 4 carries; Gris­
som, 16 yards in four carries, and 
Young. 10 yards on two. the Bliz- 
ards moved to the Ranger 26. With 
third down and 2 needed. Tommy 
Young rolled off left guard for the 
first touchdowm of the game. How­
ever, a penalty against the Bliz- 
ards nullified the play. With third 
and 17 needed. Young again was 
given the ball and moved down 
the field for a first down. With 
first and 10 Caskey pitched out to 
Adolpho Arroyo, who passed to 
Young—good for the TD. with 10:01 
left in the second quarter. Caskey 
kicked for he extra point, as Win­
ters went ahead of the Bulldogs 7 
points. They were behind on the 
scoreboard. This is the third week 
in a row that the Blizzards have 
kept ahead of their opponents on 
the board.

The Big Blue team threatened 
again late in the second quarter 
as thev moved from the Bulldog 
44 to 11 in nine plays, but were 
held bv the Ranger team to lose 
the ball on downs.

After the halftime activities. Ran­
ger kicked to the Winters 44, set­
ting up another touchdown for the 
Blizzards. With Tommy Alfrey 
quarterbacking, and Caskey in the 
halfback slot, left vacant by Young 
who was shaken up, they moved 
to the Ranger 27 in 11 plays. With 
third down and 11, from the Ran­
ger 27, Alfrey pitched out to Cas­
key, who passed to Arroyo for the 
TD. The try for extra points, a 
pass from Caskey to Jerry Dunn 
was incomplete, and with 8:22 left 
in the third quarter. Winters led 
13-0.

Late in the third quarter, after 
Ranger was forced to punt on 
fourth down, the Blizzards started 
their offensive rolling again from 
their own 42. A pass, Caskey to 
Aldridge, fell incomplete. Denny 
Aldridge carred for the first down 
on Ranger’s 42. A keeper and an 
option were good for only two 
more yards. With third down and 
8 from the Ranger 42, Grissom 
took a delayed handoff and moved 
20 yards to the Ranger 22, as the 
thinl quarter ended.

The first play in the fourth quar­
ter was by Aldridge, who carried 
to the 19. Grissom made three 
yards to the 16, and Caskey, in 
the HB position, went wide around 
left end for an 11-yard gain to the 
5. With 11:07 left in the game, 
Caskey rolled off right guard for

the TD. His try, a kick, for the 
extra point went wide, and Win­
ters led 19-0.

W A D D E U  c h e v r o l h :
WmTBS, TEXAS

If you want a barrel of fun and 

a boat full of fish . . .  try gar 
fishing!

Curtis Carpenter of the Game 
and Fish Department joined me 
for an early-morning expedition 
on Lake Austin, on a recent week­
end, seeking the wily black bass.

About three hours and no strikes 
later we decided that the blacks 
were smarter than we were.

Suddenly Curtis spied s o m e  
fish breaking water on the far 
side of the lake, so we rev’ved up 
the 25hp Gale and sped to the 
area.

Sure enough there was plenty of 
activity. But it was a school of 
those long-nosed gar.

"Might as well have some fun," 
said Curtis, as he tossed me one 
of the many home-made gar- 
tangling lures he had stowed 
away in the bottom of his big 
tackle box “just in case.”

A few casts in the area and 
— WHAM—a three-foot-longnose 
grabbed the lure, spun over a few 
times and took off for deep water.

Five minutes later 1 had the 
saw-toothed critter alongside the 
boat.

"Grab the camera and take a 
pix of it,” 1 yelled to Curtis.

He was just about to eye-level 
the camera when the subject took 
off like a rocket. Snap went the 
10 pound line, the lure and the 
gar. I had loosened the drag so 
as to relieve the tension consid­
erably, but not enough.

No pix. No gar.
All I had left was a Zebco rod 

and reel . . . and I was lucky to 
have them.

First move I made was to loos­
en the drag some more. I had 
learned my lesson. Then I strung 
the line again . . .  or what was 
left of it . . . tied on another 
lure . . . and cast out for more
gar.

Suddenly there was a tug on my 
buddy's line. ‘Tve got a good one 
this time,” said Curtis. And he 
did. Some 10 minutes later he had 
subdued the dread-naught and 
brought aboard a five-footer. It 
stretched from gunwale to gun­
wale, across the wide beam of 
the Boston Whaler boat.

That’s when we went ashore and 
did some picture taking.

But what about that lure?
It was nothing but a piece of 

rubber-covered, w h i t e - n y l o n  
clothesline with most of the rub­
ber removed.

Want to know how to make your 
own?

First buy a 50 foot roll of No. 
seven rubber covered n y l o n  
clothes line (cost $1.45). Be sure 
it’s all nylon inside—no wire.

Next get a dozen No. three size 
snap swivels, or some double 
swivels with eyes large enough 
for the clothesline to go through.

Then obtain some fishing line 
or fine wire. Actually almost any­

thing will do . . .  8 to 20 pound 
monofilament or 45 pound braid­
ed squidding line. Makes little dif­
ference. Get whatever you can 
wrap and tie easiest.

Finally buy some steel leaders, 
about 12 to 15-inches long.

Now you’re ready to go to work.
Cut off a 20” strip of the clothes­

line. Run the clothesline through 
one eye of the swivel (or through 
the snap end of the snap swivel) 
until the swivel is in the center 
of the 20-inch strip of clothesline.

Bend the strip of clothesline in 
the center so that you have half 
the line (10”) on each side of the 
swivel. Next wrap the fishing 
line or wire tightly around the 
clothesline, close to the swivel, 
and tie it good and tight.

This will serve to hold the swiv 
el in position in the center of the 
"lure.”

Final act is to trim about 8 
inches of rubber off the two ends 
of the clothesline. Exercise great 
care so that you do not cut into 
the nylon as every strand you sev­
er reduces the size and appeal of 
your lure.

Do NOT add a hook.
When you’re ready to fish, at­

tach the steel leader to your line, 
snap on the swivel and lure, then 
cast right into the middle of the 
school. And don’t forget to loosen 
the drag!

Let the lure sink to the bottom, 
or if in deep water let it down 
about 10 feet. Then start a slow 
retrieve. Give the rod a slight 
twitch, ever so often, to "fluff up” 
the lure.

The soft, silken looking lure, as 
it moves slowly through the wat­
er quickly attracts the gar’s at- 
tentim.

When he attacks, you feel only 
a slight tug. Don’t try to set your 
hook. Remember, you don’t have 
a hook. Let the gar roll a couple 
of times, then you will soon get 
the sensation you seek.

What happens down there in the 
deep blue water is this. The gar 
gets his sharp teeth entangled in 
the silken threads of nylon and as 
he rolls over and over he wraps 
the nylon around his nose. Then 
he’s had it.

But he’s not through. Not by a 
long shot. He won’t give up willing­
ly.

After a good battle you’ll have 
him beside the boat, providing he 
hasn’t broken the line, or the swiv­
el, or the rod.

Don’t swing him into the boat 
until you’re sure you have plenty 
of flopping-around space. Then be 
mighty careful. His scales can cut 
like a knife. His teeth are sharp 
and vicious.

Above all, don’t pick him up in 
your bare hands.

Some fishermen, with gloves on, 
grasp the gar’s beak, if they are 
sure his mouth is tied tightly with 
the nylon. Then pull his head 
over the gunwale and apply a pac-

Oil operators in Runnels County 
have formed a committee to work 
out oilfield salt water disposal 
methods in the county.

To be known as the Runnels 
County Salt Water Pollution Abate­
ment Advisory Committee, the 
group will work with and assist 
county officials and other agencies 
already engaged in trying to im­
prove the pollution situation.

C. T, Parker Jr., Runnels County 
agricultural agent, who has been 
working to improve pollution situ­
ations within the county for several 
years, has called formation of the 
committee “ the greatest thing that 
has happened to Runnels County 
toward correction of the pollution 
problem.”

A permanent chairman for the 
committee will be elected at a 
meeting scheduled for 2 p. m. Oct. 
24 in the Runnels County Court­
house, according to James K. An­
derson, Midland oil operator and 
temporary chairman.

A spokesman for the oil opera­
tors, and Parker, who spoke for 
landowners, have said that much 
still remains to be done, and urg­
ed both landowners and oil opera­
tors to give their fullest coopera­
tion.
