They took a long look at sources
and resources that can be used to
promote patiopal advertising of
the state's visitable virtues.

While here, they decided to set
up a non-profit organization called
the Texas Tourist Council. Tenta-
tively scheduled was an organiza-
tional meeting for January 10, ‘‘or
during the next session of the Leg-
islature.”

Texas Tourist Council will seek
the reverse effect of another group
who tried to exploit the state —
the carpet-baggers. It was the in-
fluence of the latter that caused
the Legislature to prohibit the use
of state funds for advertising Tex-
as’ attractions 86 years ago.

Governor Daniel said, ‘‘Now
the march of time has come full
circle . .. we find ourselves en-
gaged in a vigorous economic com-
petition which might be called, in
a friendly way, another ‘war be-
tween the states’.”

He referred to the battle for
tourists—third largest industry in
the nation; the 13th in Texas.

Texas Tourist Council will seek
$300,000 a year from the Legisla-
ture, for advertising tourist attrac-
tions. Texas law now requires that
state funds be matched by busi-
ness and industry. So some sys-
tem of financial subscription will
have to be devised.

BANKERS ASKED FOR IDEAS

Governor Daniel sent a letter to
the Texas Bankers Association ask-
ing the bankers to present a pro-
posal for protecting the rights of
bank depositors.

He recommended that newspap-
er ads be published by the banks
to locate owners (or heirs) of ac-
counts inactive for more than
seven years,

Governor Daniel added that prop-
er notice to the state of an es-
cheatable property would be ‘“‘an
incidental result of this protec-
tion.”

He said the subject will be sub-
mitted very soon to a special ses-
sion of the Legislature and asked
the TBA to present its own propo-
sal before December 20.

“The reason for the urgency is
the known fact that a sizeable
number of national banks are
transferring these dormant depo-
sits to the profits of the banks
without advertising for the lost
owners,”” he wrote,

“I believe most Texas bankers
will agree that this is a practice
which should be stopped for the
protection of the good name of the
banking profession in Texas, as
well as for the protection of the
rights of missing owners and the
rights of the State if no owners ex-
ist.”

Taste Treat If Deer
Properly Handled

People often say that deer are
fine for hunting but no good for
eating. Ed Cooper, extension wild-
life specialist, disagrees with the
“no good for eating” part. He
says a deer properly dressed and
cared for makes wonderful eat-
ing.

The first step to a delicious veni-
son meal is to dress the deer im-
mediately after it has been killed.
If the animal does not bleed
thoroughly as a result of the bul-
let wound, the large veins in the
throat should be cut near the base
of the neck. After this is done, re-
move the entrails and other body
organs immediately, says Cooper.
If the deer is not to be placed
in cold storage immediately, it
should be hung in a cool, dry
place. The body cavity can be
wiped clean with a dry cloth, and
should be propped open so cool air
can lower the body temperature
rapidly. The most important thing
here is to protect the carcass from
flies, dirt and other sources of
contamination.

Cooper points out that it is also
important to protect the deer from
heat and exhaust fumes when haul-
ing it to cold storage.

After the carcass has been plac-
ed in cold storage, it should be
kept there, at a temperature just
above freezing, for at least a week.
This aging process will insure
greater tenderness and quality.
Let a butcher or locker plant
employee butcher, wrap and freeze
your deer. This will insure better
cuts, proper wrapping and Qquick
freezing. While the deer is being
processed the less desirable cuts
can be made into sausage, ham-
burger or chili meats.

If venison is marinated before
it is cooked the flavor will be
greatly improved, says Cooper.
There are many recipes available
for marination, but a simple one
is to soak the meat for at least an
hour before cooking in a shallow
pan containing 50 percent vinegar
and 50 percent water.

Deer are plentiful this year and
there is also an abundant supply of
hunters. Which will you kill? Ed
Cooper, extension wildlife special-
ist, warns that a lot of hunters will
be shot unless commonsense safe-
ty rules are followed by everyone
in the field.

Can you imagine how it would
feel to be hit by the slug from a
deer rifle? Or perhaps even worse,
how it would feel to be responsi-
ble for shooting one of your hunt-
ing companions? In either case,.the
prevention is much easier than the
cure, advises Cooper.

Hunting safety rules are so sim-
ple that many hunters don’t bother

to practice them. Every year
scores of hunters fall victim to gun
shot wounds, and the excuses fol-
low the same old pattern. “‘I didn’t
know the gun was loaded.” “Well,
he looked just like a deer in that

thick brush.” And so it goes, every
year,

Many hunting accidents could be
prevented if hunters would follow
the simple rule of “Don’t shoot un-
less you would bet your life that
you know what you're shooting

' Another cardinal rule of hunt-
mg is, “Don’t leave your stand
until everyone quits hunting.” Ev-
ery step taken through the brush
raises your chances of being mis-
taken for a deer, and- this could
prove fatal.

Always assume every gun is
loaded until you have opened the
action and looked for yourself. Be-

fore you fire a gun, make sure it
is in good working order and the
barrell is clear, warns Cooper.

Then there are the people who
manage to shoot themselves.
Climbing fences with a loaded gun,
leaning one against a tree or car,
or throwing a loaded gun into the
car are ways to add your name to
this list. The remedy for these po-
tential accidents is simple: don’t
do these things and don’t hunt
with people who do.

There is no open season on peo-
ple. Use your head and don’t vio-
late that rule, and ‘don’t let one of
your friends ‘‘poac¢h’” on 'you,

Articles exempted from the sales
tax under Ruling No. 13 include
“The sale of, storage, usé or other
consumption .of any form of ani-
mal life of the.kind which ordinari-
ly constitutes food for human con-
sumption.” This would include
beef cattle, poultry and swine, ex-
plains Bates. Also exempted is
feed for these animals . Dog food,
horse feed and bird seed are ex-
amples of feeds not exempted.

Seeds and annual plants which
produce food for human consump-

tion, and fungicides, insecticides
and fertilizers applied to them are
also exempted under the ruling.
Trees, bedding plants, household
insecticides and lawn fertilizer are
examples of commodities not ex-
empted.

Bates says the xuling also ex-
empts ‘“‘Farm machinery or equip-
ment exclusively used or employ-
ed on farms or ranches in the pro-
duction of food for human con-
sumption, feed for any form of
animal life or other agricultural
products to be sold in the regular
course of business.” It has been
ruled, however, that parts for
farm machinery and equipment
will be taxed.

Several Southern

States Have Laws

Encouraging Industry To Settle There

The treasurer of a large Massa-
chusetts Savings Bank told me yes-
terday that his new deposits are
running over $20,000 a day. I ask-
ed him how he invested that much
and he replied: “I send it all to
Mississippi.”” This means that the
people of this New England city,
instead of having their savings
invested in New England are
sending them down South to be
invested. Individuals in New En-
gland are sending their savings
to New York City for investment
in the stock market. Therefore,
most New England cities are star-
ving for capital with which to
start new factories and give em-
ployment to their own people. This
largely explains the troubles of
New England cities today. Further-
more, this same situation explains
unemployment conditions in oth-
er cities of the North.

Six Fastest Growing States

In a previous column this sum-
mer I mentioned six Southern
States which have special laws to
encourage industry. I briefly ex-
plained that these laws permit
city bonds to be issued to build
factories, just as most states float
bonds to build highways. So many
inquiries have come to me asking
details of these revenue bond laws,
that I am devoting this week’s
column to the subject. I take as
an illustration the city of Tupelo,
Mississippi. This city is getting
not only its capital largely from
New England, but also some of
our best young men. One of the
ablest men in Tupelo is Frank
Dodge, who came from the little
town of New Boston, N. H.

The first step which a northern
city must take, in this connection,
is to have the state pass a law
whereby a city may issue these
revenue bonds to build factories
as well as to build toll roads. Thus
far, when a northern city has gone

to its legislature for such an amend-
ment, the bond dealers have Kkil-
led the proposed amendment. They
have been assisted by the conser-
vative municipal bond holders of
their community. These bond hol-
ders have selfishly thought only
of themselves and have disregard-
ed the welfare of their community.
How The Plan Works

Let us assume that an establish-
ed company with good credit is
willing to build a factory in your
community costing $500,000 pro-
vided the city will issue industrial
revenue bonds in this amount to
pay for the cost. The company
for which the factory is being built
takes a twenty-year lease for $35,
000, which includes modernization
and interest at very low annual
rates. This is possible because the
interest is federal tax exempt and
because of other advantages. The
cost of $511,000 includes land, con-
crete floors and walls, and all nor-
mal electrical wiring, plumbing,
air conditioning, a srinkler sys-
tem, and heating for a building
of approximately 125,000 square
feet.

The building is owned by the
city and gets a 99-year tax exemp-
tion from the city, county, and
state. The credit of the firm leas-
ing the factory is not encumbered
because it is a lease contract.
The $500,000 revenue bond issue
provides the full faith and credit
of the city voted by the citizens at
a special election on the project.
These bonds furnish federal tax
exemption to the purchasers be-
cause they are issued by a city.
The rate of interest will be deter-
mined more by the credit of the
leasing company than by the cre-
dit of the particular municipal is-
suing the bonds.

National Defense
Food Policy Is
Announced by USDA

A realignment of its defense
planning organization to help Am-
erican agriculture be prepared for
any foreseeable emergency need
for food and fiber has been an-
nounced by the U. S. Department of
Agriculture.

Robert S. Reed as special assis-
tant to the Secretary of Agricul-
ture will be responsible for direct-
ing the total defense planning pro-
gram for the USDA.

When the realignment was an-
nounced, Under Secretary of Ag-
riculture Charles S. Murphy said,
“At President Kennedy's direc-
tion, the Department is developing
a National Defense Food Policy
through which agriculture can
strengthen the nation’s defense
capabilities and create a deterrent
to attack through knowledge that
we are prepared to withstand any

assault.” By executive order, the

President recently assigned to the
Department the responsibility for
strategic food stock-piling.
