Several Months'
Supply of Water
In City Lake

W. D. Waggoner, suprintendent
of the Winters water department,
said Wednesday that the supply of
water in the City Lake “is suffi-
cient for normal usage for seve-
ral months’’,

The water line at the lake is
about 16 inches below spillway lev-
el, Waggoner said. The amount
of water in the lake should be
enough to furnish all demands at
least until after the first of the
year, if no othér rain fell on the
watershed.

Demand for water in Winters
reached a million gallons daily
one day last week, and then on
the following day zoomed to 1,080,-
000 gallons, Waggoner said. How-
ever, consumption dropped sharp-
ly following the showers the last
of the week.

Although there have been some
good rains in the area, the water
superintendent said, rainfall on the
city lake watershed has been be-
low that for the surrounding area.
There is more water in the lake
this year than there was at the
same time in 1961, he said.
Waggoner also said that his de-
partment has started to lay the
water line to the Fairview Ceme-
tery west of town. Completion date
will depend upon the weather, he
said. Rains of the past few days
have slowed down the work consi-
derably, because water is standing
in some places where ditches will
have to be dug.

Cattle Moving
Into Winters
Feeding Lots

Seventy head of feeder -cattle
were moved into the new com-
mercial feeding lots west of Win-
ters Saturday afternoon. This was
the first bunch of cattle to be un-
loaded at the lots.

Work is still going on at the
feed lots, with water and electri-
city now available. Fences are go-
ing up fast, and the work should
be completed within a few weeks.
Raymond Walston, operator of
the commercial feeding enterprise,
said Saturday’'s shipment of cattle
is the first of a herd of some
600 head already designated for
feeding here. More will be moved
in each week, he said, as facili-
ties are prepared to receive them.
The most modern methods of
feeding cattle for the market have
been built into the operation. Feed
will be loaded directly from trucks
into big steel feed bins which are
located in each of the many se-
parate lots. Feed trucks wilk uti-
lize special lanes among the many
~and’ a minipyum pumber of
man-hours will be necessary to
care for the large number of cattle
eventually to fill the lots.
Fences are made of steel pipe
set in concrete, with steel sucker-
rods welded to the posts to form
the fences. Gates are free-swing-
ing, and can be opened in such
a way as to form lanes or run-
ways from the pens to loading
chute. Cattle can be moved from
one section of the area to another
with a minimum of effort.
Walston indicated that contracts
have already been made for the
first herds of cattle, and that oth-
ers are expected just as soon as
facilities are ready. He said that
the location of the lot gives ran-
chers and ‘feeders of the area a
convenient place in which to fin-
ish off their cattle, and will pro-
vide an outlet for cattle. Also, the
feeding operation will provide a
source of fed cattle to packing
houses.

Self Employed Are
Responsible For
Own Tax Returns

If you are self-employed,you are
responsible for the correctness of
your own social security account,
explained Floyd B. Ellington, Dis-
trict Manager of the San Angelo
office of the Social Security Ad-
ministration. Filing complete and
correct tax returns will assure you
of receiving correct social security
benefits.

Ellington emphasized four easy
steps for a self-employed indivi-
dual to take in order to beey his
social security account straight.
He should make sure his social
security number is shown in item
4 of Form SE ‘(attachment to
Schedule C or Schedule F). He
should file his tax returns on time.
He should keep accurate records
of his business income and expen-
ses. He should check his social
security account once every three
years.

Ellington stated that any social
security officge will furnish a pos-
tal card to be mailed to their ac-
counting office in Baltimore. A
statement of the earnings credited
to the individual's account will be
sent. It it is not correct, the in-
dividual should notify the social
security office immediately.

Publication On
Soil Erosion Now
Available At SCS

A new publication designed to
help town people understand soil
erosion problems on their lots,
gardens and small farms, has just
been released by the U. S. Soil
Conservation Service. It is called
“Soil Conservation at Home'. It
interprets the Service's experience
in working with farmers and non-
farm people.

““A copy may be obtained from
the local SCS office at Ballinger”,
Woodrow Hoffman, Soil Conserva-
tionist said.

Hoffman, who is assigned by the
SCS to assist the Runnels Soil Con-
servation District, said that the
publication consists of thirty pages
of suggestions on what the home-
owner can do to reduce the amount
of water runoff from his lot and
cut down on soil erosion. He said
“it describes the ideal soil and
how to know what kind of soil you
have. There is also a section on
a conservation plan that includes
safe disposal of water, and shrub
planting to encourage helpful wild-
life, especially good song birds.”

The bulletin is illustrated with
photographs showing contour gar-
dening, minature terraces, grass
waterways and other conservation
practices.

Bollworm Control
Advise Stands

Is the cotton bollworm becom-
ing tougher and more resistant to
insecticides in Texas? Because
some farmers had trouble control-
ling bollworms last year, it seems
they might be developing a tole-
rance to commonly used chemi-
cals.

But according to test results con-
tained in Progress Report 2236 of
the Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station, bollworms show no
resistance to the insecticides used
for their control.

Bollworm larva for the tests
were collected over the state and
reared on cotton leaves and an
artificial diet. They were then treat-
ed with various insecticides at dif-
ferent dosages and the rate of kill
recorded,

The insecticides used were DDT,
Endrin, Sevin, toxaphene - DDT
(2 to 1 ratio), and Strobane-DDT
(2 to 1 ratio).

The bollworms collected in El
Paso, College Station, Eagle Pass,
and Laredo showed a good rate
of kill from the treatments. How-
ever, there was some evidence of
tolerance to DDT in bollworms
from LaGrange and Rosebud, and
Eagle Pass during August. But
these data do not show a real
resistance of the bollworm to DDT,
according to the report,

During the study, it was found
that the population of tobacco bud-
worms was unusually high and
gherefore data were kept on both
Insects as both attack cotton in
a similar manner.

Comparative toxicity tests with
the bollworm and the tobacco bud-
worm showed the bollworm to be
more susceptible to DDT. This a.
greed with previous findings that
tobacco budworms are harder to
kill than cotton bollworms.

HOPE FOR TRAPPED FISH

An “‘escape route” for thousands
of fish which risk death daily in
a shallow pool off Padre Island
is planned by the State Game and
Fish Commission, which estimates
that tons of game fish have died
in a nine-mile hole north of Port
Mansfield over the last 10 years.

Howard Lee, the commission’s
director of field operations, said
red fish and trout swim into the
shallow pool in the course of their
north-to-south migration, “and
don’t recognize the fact that there’s
only one way out.”

As the temperature increases in
late spring and summer, the wa-
ter level drops. Fish then are
caught in a dry water pool created
by drifting sands and are traped
there until death releases them
as food for birds and other sca-
vengers in the area.

Dredging of a six-foot deep, 50
foot wide channel running 4,000
feet through Laguna Madre into
the Intracoastal Canal is expect-
ed to put a stop to the waste of
fish and make them available for
‘“harvest’’—a Game and Fish Com-
mission euphonism for fishing.

Up to now, fishermen have been
unable to get to them in the pool
trap without trudging through long
distances of mud and sand.

Texas Railroad Commission has
severed pipeline connections and
set zero allowables for all wells on
leases in the East Texas Field on
which deviation or inclination sur-
veys have shown a crooked-hole
oil well.
Chairman William J. Murray of
the Commission says that the or-
der covers 62 leases.
Attorney General Will Wilson ad-
vises that when a deviated well
is found on a lease, the whole
lease is to be questioned until pro-
ven otherwise.
Before the wells involved can
be restored to production, opera-
tors must have inclination surveys
made on each one, and must have
production tests to determine each
well’'s actual ability to produce.
Wilson said production tests were
required because of the possibility
that a single deviated well might
be drawing the allowables for eight
or 10 wells on a lease that are
actually dead.
Officials also revealed that the
deviation survey is being extended
to a single well in the Webster
Field in Harris County. Operators
have been asked to give permis-
sion for the survey under a new
policy which allows the operator
to volunteer permission before a
court order is sought.

years.

The Fishing Business

This continues to be a promi-
nent industry; but it has gone
through great changes. Once most
of the fish was dried out of doors
in the sun and either cut up and
sold in little wooden boxes, or else
exported in bulk. Fish was also
sold throughout the country (chiefly
by the Frank E. Davis Com-
pim_\') pickled in tubs, and by other
concerns cooked in cans.

Everything from fishballs to con-
fectionery was tried out by the
fish companies. Finally, Clarence
Birdseye invented the quick-freeze
industry which resulted in the em-
ploymcht of a large number.of
people in the filleting and packing
of fish for storage in large freez-
ers.

My guess is that someday much
of this work will be eliminated and
the entire fish will be ground. The
Interior Department tells me that
whereas the “fillet” now sold con-
tains only 60 percent of the food
value of a fish, the rest going to
the chickens, this ground fish
would contain 100 percent 0f~th.e
goodness. In this connection, it 1s
interesting to note }hat doctors
are prescribing fish diets fqr those
with heart trouble. I be}xeve in|}
the future of the fish mdpstry,
but feel that great revolutionary
changes are ahead. Already many
of the leading fish concerns of my
bovhood have gone through bank-
ruptcy for refusing to adapt them-
selves quickly to future changes.
