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Once in a while the farm boy 
in us comes to the surface, and 
we once again become interst-
ed in things agricultural............
especially if there is mention of 
money involved.

So when we saw the article 
sent in by County Agent C. T. 
Parker about the possibilities of 
producing a new cash c r o p -  
safflower — in North Runnels 
County, we became intensely in­
terested . . . .  but we didn t 
know what “ safflower’ ’ was. 
Still don’ t know much, but after 
a little hunting and asking 
around did get some facts.

It seems that safflower, a 
member of the thistle family, 
produces a seed rather high in 
protein and which can be used 
in livestock feed mixes. It 
seems to be adapted to North 
Runnels County, with maybe i 
yields as high as a ton per acre 
in normal years. Another item ' 
in its favor is the fact that it is 
off-season crop and will not 
interfere with other c r o p s ;  | 
planting time is December. But' 
according to Parker, as much 
ns a carload of the seed must 
be produced before it would be I 
profitable.

We’ll anxiously await results' 
of any trial runs at this new 
crop. There’ s always room for : 
one more ’ ’cash" crop for farm- ■ 
ers.

Seen For Fanners

Safflower, a member of the 
thistle family, appears to be 
well adapted to Runnels County 
and could possibly develop into 
a new cash crop for county 
farmers, according to C. T. 
Parker Jr., county agent.

A large planting of this crop 
in the Drasco community gave 
a yield of about 1200 pounds per 
acre under rather dry conditions 
and Agent Parker feels that in 
a normal year yields could go 
as high as a ton or better.

A market has been establish­
ed for the safflower produced 
in Runnels County, provided as 
much as a carload is harvested, 
Parker said. A definite price 
has not been established, h e 
said, but there has been a pro­
mised market price w h i c h  
should be somewhere between 
two and four cents a pound, he 
said.

One of the big advantages of 
this crop, according to Parker, 
is that it is an off-season crop 
and will not interfere with oth­
er crops. It should be a very 
inexpensive crop since the seed 
are drilled in with a grain drill 
and can be harvested with a 
combine.

Parker stresses that Decem­
ber is the month for planting 
safflower, and it is mo.st impor­
tant that enough acreage be 
planted to harvest at least one 
carload. The county agent 
would not encourage anyone to 
plant a large acreage, but feels 
that most farmers could plant 
10 to 20 acres of surplus land 
and give the crop a fair trial.

In the face of this an­
nual avalanche of mail, which 
includes the regular business 
and personal mail, special 
Christmas parcel mail, and 

j Christmas greeting card mail,
I Rankin Paco, local pastmaster, 
j is asking the public’s coopera- 
I tion in order that the mail may 
i be dispatched in time to reach 
I its destination before Christ­
mas.

"Please pack parcels solidly,’ ’ 
was the plea of the postmaster. 
He also reminded patrons that 
the use of the free “ local”  and 
"out of town”  separation bands 
will help move the mails fast­
er. The bands are available at 
the post office or from city and 
rural carriers.

Speaking of Christmas p a r- 
cels. Postmaster Pace s a i d ,  
“ When packing a gift, remem­
ber that the package you send 
may be shipped on the bottom 
of a mail sack and there may 
be heavier packages on the top. 
Among the relatively few pack­
ages that are damaged in tran­
sit. improper packaging is the 
greatest factor,”  he said.

Just to be on the safe side, 
the postmaster suggests that all 
packages be insured.

He noted, that poor packaging 
and addresses which are either 
incorrect or illegible are res- 

j posible for the non-delivery of 
about half a million parcels a

will be saved for 90 days. If 
unclaimed, the parcel is usual­
ly lost to the sender or intended 
recipient. Such parcels wind up 
in public auctions held at 15 
major post offices across the 
nation.

All parcels should be addres­
sed on only one side and should 
also have the address written 
on the inside of the package in 
case the exterior wrapping 
should come off. Pace said.

The postmaster emphasized 
that ZIP coding the addresses 
on parcels and letters helps in­
sure against loss due to im­
proper addressing. Since each 
area of the country has an in­
dividual ZIP code, he said 
there is little chance of a piece 
of mail destined for one citv 
being directed to a city which 
has a similar name. For ex­
ample, there are at least 2 6 
possible areas around the coun­
try which would have Spring- 
field in the address. Use of the 
proper ZIP code would send the 
mail to the right post office.

“ We are asking everyone to 
be especially cooperative this 
holiday season,”  the postmaster 
said. “ During the peak of the 
rush we expect that seven bil­
lion pieces of mail will flow 
through the system and it 
looks as if twelve billion pieces 
will be delivered during the en 
tire month of December. That’ s 
quite a bit of mail.”

Blast Victim Is 
Still On Critical 
List In Abilene

both legs in the blast of a World 
War 11 "dud ” artillery shell 
Sunday, was still on the criti­
cal list in .Abilene Hendrick 
Hospital Wednesday. His neph­
ew. Joe Rodriquez. 14. of Knox 
City, also injured in the blast, 
was in fair condition with ab­
dominal, leg and arm injuries

Two other persons were killed 
in the blast of the shell. They 
were Salvador Hernandez. 22. 
of Route 2 Wingate, and Jessie 
Rodriquez. 14. of Knox City.

The accident occured when a 
World War II artillery shell was 
dropped and exploded on t h e  
porch of SaKador Hernandez’ 
home on the Clyde Sears Jr 
ranch northwest of Winters on 
U. S. Highway 277.

Jessie Hernandez, an employe 
on the Sears ranch, told offi­
cers he had dropped the shell— 
apparently a .37 millimeter 
found several days earlier on 
the ranch—on the front porch 
of the house. The fingers of his 
right hand and both legs below 
the knee had to be amputated.

The shell apparently was a 
World War II dud. on the ranch 
since the time the area was an 
army firing range.

Jessie Hernandez lives with 
his family near Wingate.

When 
you stop to think of it. inflation 
has been going on for longer 
than statistics have been avail-

Deer's Teeth, 
Not Antlers, 
Tell the Age

The November issue of Texas 
Game and l ish. tlie official luilv 
lication of the I’ arks ;iiul Wild­
life Department, should he a 
popular one with deer hunters. 
It contains several very infor­
mative articles spashed with 
data based on research wltich 
answers ancient questions about 
aging deer.

“ Age of a deer is not deter­
mined by tooth replacement ns 
it is in sheep and goats," ex­
plain Rodney Marburger and 
Jack Thomas, two Parks and 
Wildlife Department biologists 
who authored “ A Tale of Teeth,’ ’ 
in the magazine along with B. 
D. Loving, a biology technician 
A deer’s age is determined “ by 
wear on the jaw teeth.”

As a deer grows older, cer­
tain portions of its teeth are 
worn enough to show definite 
differences from the teeth o f 
other age classes, report the bio­
logists.

Nancy McGowan, famed wild­
life artist with the Department, 
simplifies the trick of “ teith 
laging”  deer with some of her 
excellent illustrations.

“ Age is not determined b y  
antler formations or dovelop- 
untlcr formations or d e v e l o p ­
ment and you should not ttllow 
this to throw you off course,” 
warn the authors. “ The primtiry 
factor governing antler forma­
tion is fond supply and not age. 
As deer grow older ;ind their 
teeth wear flatter. fixKl be­
comes harder and harder to 
chew.

Governor Connally says that 
his state budget proposals will 
be “ a good many million dol­
lars”  higher than the present 
spending level.

Connally covered a wide 
range of subject matter in a 
press conference:

—He regretted closing of a 
few Texas military bases but 
commented that the action has 
to be “ understood as the price 
we pay for change, for know­
ledge and for leadership.”

—He applauded creation of a 
Lyndon B. Johnson State Park 
in Gillespie County as “ an ex­
cellent idea”  and said he hopes 
the state eventually can acquire 
the Johnson home itself as an 
historic landmark.

—Moving his own inaugura­
tion date from January 19 to 
lanuary 26 is "entirely satisfac­
tory”  with him. The later date 
would permit more Texans to 
attend his swearing-in ceremo­
ny, a Democratic Victory Din­
ner in Austin, and the Presi­
dent’s inauguration (January 
20) in Washington.

At the end of its first year of 
operation, the Texas 65 Health 
Insurance plan—authorized by 
the 1964 Legislature for persons 
over age 65—reported that ben­
efit payments totaled more than 
$2.549,600 during the year.

Although 59,917 persons sign­
ed up during two enrollment 
periods, officials estimate that 
deaths and other causes brought 
the total registration down to 
40,000 by the year’s end. Sixty-
