coming from the lines
week, but it is a result of work
which is being done to tie the
new water settling system into
the old system.

Wilbur Waggoner, City Water
Superintendent, said he had to
drain the old settling basin this
week in order to install outlets
and inlets which will connect
with the new system. The settl-
ing basin was forced out of use
for some time while the work
was going on. Thus, less settling
time has been available, it was
said.

It was expected that inspec-
tions of the connections would

be accomplished and the old
basin put back into use this
week, thus eliminating for the
most part, the muddy water.
Within a few days, the lines
should be cleared again. The

water is going through the puri-
fying system, however.

| their own premises, cutting
weeds on vacant lots, hauling
away rubbish where mosqui-
toes are likely to breed in
water-filled tin cans, It would
be impossible for the city to
spray each square foot of the |

city, it was pointed out; there- |
fore, if mosquitoes are to be |
| controlled, they must be killed
all over town.

Spraying to kill mosquitoes, |
which is done periodically by
the city, is of utmost import-
ance now, with some areas of |
the state being visited with
what has been called epidem-
ics of encephalitis, said to be |
caused by mosquito bites.

Harvey Kahlden, Soil Conser-
vationist, with the Soil Conser-
vation Service assisting the
Runnels Soil and Water Con-
servation District, said now is
the time to start planning for
the type of grazing you will
need this winter. He said a win-
ter temporary pasture may be
what is needed to give the na-

tive grassland a rest,
Kahlden stated, a winter
temporary pasture is the only

dependable source of green

grazing in the late fall, winter
and early spring. Green grazing
will increase beef gains and
milk production and, at the
same time, reduces hay, grain
and veterinary bills

Small grains should be plant-
ed at the proper time to pro
vide grazing as ".1!'\_\ as
possible. Recommended plant-

ing time for winter pastures is

September or early October

Kahlden said, with the recent
rains it should be a good vear
for maximum grazing from
winter temporary pastures. He
said by planting more than one
variety or tvpe of small grain
and—or a legume, vou will be
assured of maximum grazing
Some upright types of small
grain provide grazing 4 to 6
weeks earlier than cold-resis-

tant winter types. But will not
g i ve sustained production
through the winter.
