Advocates of the daylight 

saving (? )  system point out 
that if this system were adopted

^  a. m. (which is now 7 a. m.)

' and quit at 5 p. m. (which is 
now 4 p. m.) and . . . just look 

M at all the leisure time we would 
have before night! The other 
side points out that most pro­
ductive work is done from sun­
up to sundown, anyway, so why 
make it difficult? "roo, it is add­
ed, even now, when a lot of 
people go to work at 8 a. m. It 
takes about an hour to get over 
the bleary-eyed state— if we 
went to work an hour earlier, 
we’d lose two hours each day!

Our red dirt farmer friend 
who’s been watching the dry 

. sky over Bluff Creek suggests 
that if more hours in the day is 
what is wanted, why not make 
an hour just 45 minutes long— 

• then we could have a 28-hour 
•• day. Those who put in eight 

hours would only have to wt»rk 
360 minutes instead of 480, mi- 
nus 30 minutes for two coffee 
breaks daily. Then for every 

j  four workers there would be a 
- total of eight hours saved each 
L day; that would make It pos­

sible to hire another man for 
every four workers to take up 
the slack in production, and 
would increase employment fig' 
ures.

Our friend reasons further 
(Ed. Note: He should be
bureau head in Washington) 
that with a 28-hour day, the man 
who really pays the bills and 
who now spends about 23 hours 
trying to figure out how to do 

- , it would have an extra four 
I hours—which would be bound to 
I  relieve some of the pressure!

In that same vein, there a- 
■ rises again the campaign to 
I  change all holidays so they 

would fall on Monday. All holi-

i day dates are arbitrary anyway, 
advocates say, and there is no 
real reason they could not be 
made to fall on Monday. This 
would create an advantage of 
“ better work production, great 
er opportunity for relaxation, 
and a reduction of absentee­
ism.’ ’ Such a plan should work; 
there would be only one prob­
lem—New Year’s day now Is 
considered a holiday in most 
areas. But that could be ironed 
nut: if .Tanuary 1st should fall 
in the middle of the week, just 
lop off (or add) a few days to 
make it fall on Monday. If al­
lowed to run for a while, per­
haps the time would come when 
the days and months would be 
moved back enough that April 
15th could be eliminated alto­
gether.

Native handicraft from a for­
eign country has high value. 
Stores such as Nieman-Marcus 
can sell an imported item for 
several times what it cost in the 
country where it was made. 
Thus Peace Corps Volunteers 
and other Americans overseas 
are in a good position to buy 
souverirs which will have high­
er value in the States.

In a previous article, 1 brief­
ly 'discussed the wide range of 
goods to be found in Dar es 
Salaam. As the accompanying 
photo shows, the street corner 
vendors in Dar have a large 
selection of native artwork. 
Ebony carvings are the special-, 
ity and sell for 56 cents up to 
$14 for a five foot high w arrior.! 
The ebony wood is black but o f-1 
ten has white veins running 
through it, causing some two- 
tone carvings. The majority of 
the carvings, however, are pol­
ished so that the color appears 
uniform. Many of the carvings 
are produced on an “ assembly 
line”  with a whole tribe dupli­
cating one model. Other tribes 
specialize in original carvings— 
no two alike. I was most for­
tunate in getting to see a Ma- 
konde tribe carver at work dur­
ing my December visit to Dar.

Parents Urged To 
Report Children 
In School Census

All parents who have chil­
dren that will be six years of 
age on or before Sept. I, 
1917, are asked to register 
their children immediately 
for census enumeration.

A complete list of six year 
olds is needed for financial 
payments to the district from 
the State for planning classes 
for the next school year, John­
ny B. Smith, school business 
manager said.

Deadline for enumeration of 
these children Is set by law at 
Jan. 31, 1947, Smith said.

Census blanks have been 
forwarded to school patrons. 
If anyone has not completed 
and returned the blanks they 
may do so by calling the 
school business office, phone 
754-1383, or by going by the 
school to sign a blank for this 
purpose. I f  anyone failed to 
receive a blank census form, 
it may be obtained at the 
school business office.

Believe me, it is not easy work. 
In addition to carvings, you can 
buy ebony bowls, .salad forks, 
letter openers, bookends, nap­
kin rings, and just about any­
thing else that can be made 
from wood.

Undoubtedly the most popular 
item among tourists to East 
Africa is the leopard skin. 
Everyone wants one but even 
here, they aren’t cheap. You 
must have a permit to get a 
skin out of the country and, as 
the leopard is the king’s — or 
president’s—royal game, a skin 
will cost a minimum of $150. 
Other skins are cheaper, how­
ever. Zebra and gazelle skins 
can be bought for as cheap as 
$25. Drums made of the skins 
are inexpensive too—about $10 
for a 23-inch high drum, U/4-foot 
diameter. Other representative 
prices are: $35 for a leopard 
skin purse, $10 for zebra skin 
shoes, $3 for a zebra skin belt.

Ivory carvings are plentiful 
but I haven’t bought any or 
priced them. They are very in­
tricately carved and usually de­
pict oriental rather than African 
scenes. Ivory inlaid tables and 
serving trays are well priced for 
the quality. A walnut coffee 
table with an inlaid ivory scene 
sells for about $20. Serving trays 
are $4 to $6.

Probably the item most in de­
mand from East Africa at the 
moment is khanga cloth. Life, 
Sports Illustrated, This Week, 
and various other U. S. maga­
zines have recently featured 
fashions made of khanga. The 
cloth is in bright colors, has 
many desiens and often fea­
tures Swahili proverbs. A two 
yard khanga sells for $3. Fash­
ions made from it sell for up to 
$90.

With prices so high and still I 
climbing, many young or mid- i 
dle-aged housewives with chil-1 
dren are already holding down I 
regular jobs outside the home 
for economic reasons. But their 
experience has not always been 
as helpful as they expected it 
would be. for reasons that may 
not have occurred to mothers 
currently thinking of going out 
to work. Scanning some statis­
tics on this situation, we find 
that often the salary a mother 
had thought she would add to 
her husband’s “ take”  has some­
how evaporated to an alarming 
degree before it got into her 
market basket.

For instance, a woman who 
takes a job paying $15.000 a 
year to add to her husband’s 
$20 000 may well find that she 
ends up contributing only about 
$2,300 to the fam ilv till. Where 
does this sizable difference dis­
appear to? Well, if she has two 
children and is not blessed with 
a mother or mother-in-law will­
ing to do indefinite stand-in 
duty, she will probably have to 
lav nut as much as $.5.000 a 
year for a full-time housekeeper 
or nurse Then there are such 
items as carf.are or the upkeep 
of another auto, extra clothing 
lunches, and taxes. .And. usual­
ly not considered in advance 
the mother will have no time 
to hunt for re-ail bargains and 
ferret out short cuts that wil'

Home Demonstration Agent's Column
Is meat buying an easy job 

for you? If you are like most 
shoppers, you may find the 
trend toward giving ordinary 
beef cuts exotic names—and 
usually higher prices— leaves 
you bewildered.

You are faced with such meat 
(^ts as rôtisserie roast. Cali­
fornia steak, boneless undercut 
.steak, his 'n her steaks, trea- 
Ijurc steaks, butterfly steak, as 
well as the many standard 
name cuts.

• There is nothing wrong with 
new or different names or cuts, 
as long as you know where 
these cuts come from so they 
can be prepared properly.

Cuts from different parts of 
the carcass vary in tenderness 
and therefore, should be cooked 
differently. For instance, most 
4uts from the rib and loin of 
USDA Prime, Choice and Good 

.Grades may be oven-roasted, 
Voiled or pan fried.
. Less tender cuts—those from 
^the flank, plate, brisket, and 
foreshank regardless of grade— 
need long slow cooking with 
•moist heat to become tender.

Price is also an important 
consideration in buying meat. 
Often the meat cuts with exotic 
names are the less valuable 
cuts which have been rut or 
trimmed differently and given 
fancy names to go with fancy 
prices.

Price variations on these lux­
urious-sounding cuts as com­
pared with standard-name cuts 
may vary from a few cents to 
as much as thirty cents per 
pound.
• For example, the beef chuck.
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one of the least expensive 
wholesale cuts, contains several 
muscles—most of which require 
moist heat cookery to make 
them tender.

A chuck, therefore, can be cut 
into a variety of steaks and 
roasts, but giving these cuts 
fancy names does not change 
the fact that they should be 
cooked with moist heat for real 
eating satisfaction.

What should you do to make 
sure you pay a fair price for 
the cut you select? One way is 
to learn which part of the car­
cass various cuts come from 
and the relative value differ­
ences between them. If an un­
familiar cut appears in the 
meat case, ask the meat man 
what it is and where it came 
from in the carcass.

Decide first what kind of meat 
dish to cook, then select the cut 
and grade which best fits this 
dish in quality and price.

A wise shopper learns to 
identify the cuts that are real 
bargains. And she knows what 
grades mean and how they can 
help her to pick the quality she 
wants, to compare prices, and 
to get the most for her money.

You can get the help of a 
meat specialist—a man who 
makes a profession of identify­
ing the quality of meat—when 
you select meat which has been 
graded by the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture.

A specialist who performs 
this service is an official of 
USDA’s Consumer and Market­
ing Service. The packer pays 
C & MS for his services.

Last year. USDA meat 
specialist graded more than II 
billion pounds of beef—about 60 
percent of total beef production.

In addition, there are USDA 
grades for veal. calf, lambs and 
mutton.

It pays to prepare many pota­
to dishes with dehydrated, fro­
zen, or canned potatoes rather 
than fresh ones, says Mrs. O’­
Connor.

You can have your potatoes 
mashed, French fried, au grat- 
in, scalloped, hash brown—-or in 
the form of puffs and soups— 
from process^ potato products 
that require less of your time 
and attention.

Preparing frozen potato puffs, 
USDA food specialists found, 
took only 3 minutes compared 
with 55 minutes if you start with 
unpeeled fresh potatoes. Frozen 
au gratin potatoes required only 
one minute, au gratin potatoes 
from fresh potatoes 32 min.

Taste panels have rated most 
of the processed products just 
as tasty as dishes made from 
fresh potatoes. American fami­
lies must agree with them, be­
cause the amount of the U. S. 
potato crop going into these pro­
ducts has tripled since 1956.

In nutritive value, process 
and fresh potatoes are similar 
except for fat content. Process­
ed potato products contain more 
carbohydrate and minerals and 
less protein than fresh potatoes, 

j This is not critical because 
potatoes are not a major source 
of protein in U. S. diets.

The main nutritive difference 
is that frozen potato products 
take up more fat while frying. 
Frozen French fries, for ex­
ample, contain about 19 to 20 
percent fat when served. You 
can cut down on the fat content 
by reheating frozen French 
fries in the oven. They will con­
tain about 8 to 16 percent fat, 
which shoestring types contain­
ing more than regular or crinkle 
cut forms.

AS IT LOOKS 
FROM HERE

Everyone knows what Sher­
man said about war. It is, of 
course.

War is a dirty and unfortun­
ate business wherever it is and 
whoever is doing it. Those who 
are loudest In their protests of 
our bombing in North Viet Nam 
are using the story of civilians 
being killed for their most re­
cent emotional appeal.

Recently, four women repre­
senting the “ United States 
Peace Movement”  were per­
mitted to visit North Viet Nam. 
On their way back to this Coun­
try they stopped off in Moscow. 
A news dispatch quoted one of 
the women, a Mrs. Grace New­
man, as saying, “ I feel dirty. I 
am ashamed of my Govern­
ment."

At about this same time ano­
ther news story came out of 
New Orleans. It had to do with

88 American citizens who had 
just been airlifted from Cuba. 
They were the first group of 
those repatriated to come home 
after long and tedious negotia­
tions with the Castro Govern­
ment.

“ 1 am the luckiest girl alive,”  
said a young housewife as she 
came down the plane’s ramp. 
“ Freedom, Freedom !”  cried a 
mother, holding two children in 
her arms. Another woman was 
helped off the plane into a 
wheelchair. “ It will be wonder­
ful to start a new life.”  she said.

The contrast in these people 
is striking. One woman who had 
never known anything but free­
dom in her own Country was 
permitted to go to Hanoi. She 
feels dirty and ashamed of us. 
These citizens from Cuba, hav­
ing lived under Castro’s Com­
munism, are profoundly grate­
ful for the opportunity of return­
ing to the United States.

Perhaps the good lady. Mrs. 
Newman, should be given the 
opportunity to spend a few 
years in Cuba under a sort of 
government which North Viet 
Nam would impose on the South 
part of that Country.

Another news reporter for the 
New York Times, Harrison 
Salisbury, was permitted to go 
to Hanoi and sent back stories 
which are now admittedly the 
propaganda line of the North 
Viet Nam Government. The em­
phasis, of course, is on the fact 
that some civilians have been 
killed by our bombing. The fact 
remains, however, that fewer 
civilians are being killed or in­
jured in this war, even on a 
percentage basis, than any 
other in ancient or modern his­
tory. This is not to justify a 
war. It does show, however, 
that these people use this prop­
aganda to support their ad­
vocacy of peace at any price.

It would seem that these peo­
ple should also lament and de­
cry the fact that Viet Cong 
terrorists have killed thousands 
on multiplied thousands of 
South Vietnamese. There is no 
accurate estimate of just how 
many.

At about the same time of the 
publicity of civilians in North 
Viet Nam being killed by our 
bombing, the Viet Cong smuggl­
ed a Claymore mine into a bus 
and killed Vietnamese women

' and children.
{ Similarly, the Viet Cong de­
scended on a village that was 
showing signs of being friendly 

I to the South Vietnamese, and 
brutally killed a number of wo- 

I men and children and destroy- 
! ed their huts.
I These acts have been going 
for years, committed by both 

; the Viet Cong and North Viet 
I Nam regulars in their guerilla 
, warfare. There is no doubt that 
the terrorists in South Viet 

I Nam, under the direction of the 
Hanoi Government, have by 
grenade, mine, rifle mortar,I knife and other hand weap>ons 

i killed more civilians many 
I times over than have the bomb- 
j ings in North Viet Nam. They 
; are killed, not because they 
. happen to be near a strategic 
i target, but as an example to 
others.

Not to bomb oil centers, rail 
yards, supply lines or any other 
installation which gives the 
enemy more ability to kill 
Americans, Vietnamese, Aus­
tralians and New Zealand sol­
diers, and others from 15 na­
tions, is to betray them.

he brought the fish to the net. 
But much to his surprise he 
didn’t have a buss. It was a 12- 
pound gasper.

Gaspers are capable i>f grow­
ing quite large, although any­
thing past ten pounds is rare. 
Largest one I ever saw was a 
19-pounder caught on a drop 
line. Another jumbo weighed 15 
pounds. It was caught by a 
white-bass angler while bounc­
ing a silver spoon along the 
floor of Lake Buchanan.

The gaspergou has many 
bones and a distinctive flavor. 
Some people .say it tastes good; 
others claim it is gamey.

One of the best methods for 
preparing a large gasper is to 
bake it. Scale or skin, sprinkle 
with salt and pepper and coat 
thoroughly with lemon juice. 
Next wrap in foil and bake until 
almost done. Then the fish can 
be removed and conked outside 
the foil with barbecue sauce 
added if desired.

On sm.aller ones, cut off the 
heads, roll in corn-meal and fry 
a golden hmwn. Make them 
crisp enough .so the small bones 
will crack'e and can he eaten. 
Some people soak them for an 
hour or two in vinegar before 
cooking, to remove some of the 
gamey flavor.

One of the secrets of making 
a gasper suitable for the dinner 
platter is to dress it immediate­
ly upon catching. If a gasper- 
gnu is allowed to «it idle for anv 
length of time, it absorbs the 
strong stomach flavor.

So. dress it promptly after 
taking it from the water.

No 
rontraet, no marriage. A man 
should not be forced to choose 
between a wedding and a fun­
eral.

Of rourse. a real shotgun is 
seldom used nowadays. But 
there are plenty of lesser pres-' 
sures that may push a reluc­
tant bridegroom to the altar.

Consider a common situation 
The girl faces the prosnect of 
becoming an unwed mother.

At first the man involved is 
unwilling to marry her. But her 
family bombards him with ar- 
gum«^nts ( “ You have a duty to­
ward the baby” ) and entreaties 
( “ Be a man"; “ Do the decent 
th irg ")

Finally be yields and goes 
through with the ceremony Is 
sii"b a marriage valid?

Indeed it is. The pressure« 
on the non 'n  ehoose between 
marriage and dishonor, are no* 
'o  ni’erwhelmine as to amount 
to duress in the eves of the low.

Now .sunnose that in addition 
to sueh pressures, there is a'so 
a threat of criminal prosecut'oe 
( “ Marrv our Nell nr we will 
have you arres 'ed") Even then 
if the man submits to matri- 
mrnv. he jr ordmarillv hound 
bv his decision He has weigh­
ed the two alternatives—mar­
riage and probable imnrison- 
men’—and made his choice.

I In fact even a threat of phy­
sical violen-e does not always 
invalidate the nuptial ceremony

Thus, a court upheld a mar­
riage that occurred two davs 
after the girl’s bro’ her had 
threatened to kill the bride- 
»room. The rourt peinted ou* 
that he had plenty of time, b" 
tween the threat and »he wed- 
din", to either leave the v'cin- 

I itv. or to get police protection
Doubt has been expressed as 

to the wi.sdom of enforcing vows 
I so grud»inglv given, uut bv an'’ 
large, the courts see more good 
in It than harm. This reflects 

I a traditional concern for the un­
wed mother and the illegitimate 
child.

“ Making the fellow marrv the 
I girl”  commented one judge 
i bluntly "seems to me the right 
i and proper course.”

But very few fishermen go forth 
to catch gaspers and nothing 
else.

Actually, there arc scant few 
fishermen who know enough 
about gaspergous to catch them 
consistently.

Veteran fishermen will tell 
you (hat one of the best times 
to take gaspers is when a river 
is rising. There’s something a- 
bout a flooding stream which 
prompts the gaspers to start bit­
ing. They prefer still, deep holes 
and the bait most are caught 
on is o r d i n a r y  earth­
worms. However, they will hit 
minnows occasionally.

Fact that tlie gaspergou is 
closely akin to the croaker 
family, explains the weird 
Croaking noise one makes. 
Many a time, fishing on a still 
night, we’ve been over a deep 
hole in a river and heard this 
mystic croaking. It seems the 
fish were following the boat a- 
round, croaking right below us.,

If you ever catch a gasper 
there’s no chance of you confus­
ing it with any other fish. The 
gasper has an unusual appear­
ance all its unmistakable own.
It is silver in color with tiny 
dots sprinkled around under its 
blunt rose. It has an overly 
large, fanshaped tail, a humped 
back and eyc.s that are large 
and bright. Both anal and dorsal 
fins are unusually strong.

Ichthyologists say that not 
only is the gasper one of the 
few fishes able to emit sounds, 
it also is the loudest. This dis­
tinctive grunting or croaking 
comes from the sudden forcing 
of air from one section of the 
air bladder to the other. When 
dressing one, you’ll find an ex­
ceptionally large air bladder in 
its belly. This air bladder can 
be removed without deflating.

Anc,fh''r peculiar characteri.s- 
tic of the gasper is the tw o - 
roundish crushers in th" fish’s 
throat, used to crush food be 
fore it enters the stomach 
Many children call them lucky 
stones.”  They are flinthard and j 
motivated by strong muscles. 1 
The gasper is capable of crush­
ing a clam in its thro.at.

An average-size gasper will 
range between two and three 
pounds, although occasionally

someone will come up with a ' 
trophy of five-plus pounds. O n ' 
rare occasions, a bass fisher- i 
man will take one with a plastic' 
worm or a jig  and pork-rind cel 
while working along the floor 
of a lake.
