He has been a 
source of comfort to many peo­
ple in times of trial, and has 
been always ready with an ex­
tended hand of assistance when 
necessary. In this he recognizes 
no denominational boundaries 
—his interest is in people.

The vacancy created by his 
moving will be difficult—not 
impo.ssible— to fill. His success­
or, whoever he may be, will be, 
we are certain, just as hard a 
worker for his church and his 
community as Bill Shoemake 
has been It is true that no man 
is indispensable—the station oc­
cupied by each man can be fill­
ed just as efficiently and ably 
by some other man, or many 
other men. But it is also true 
that each of us. no matter what 
the calling or position, possesses 
a certain something, a knack 
or way of doing, which is im­
possible to duplicate. If all men 
were alike in thinking and in 
action, it would be a dreary 
world, indeed. That is why we 
say we are sorry to lose Bill 
Shoemake . . .  we would pre­
fer to keep his talents and add 
the talents of the man succeed­
ing him.

Within a few weeks, the Texas 
Legislature will act upon the 
proposed local bill to legally 
form the Elm Creek Water Con­
trol District, encompassing a 
big portion of East Runnels 
County and a part of South Tay­
lor County.

Final work was completed the 
first of this week on prepara­
tion of the proposal, and all 
necessary paper work was 
taken to Austin Monday and put 
into the hands of legislators who 
will present the bill to the Legis­
lature. The proposed bill was 
presented to Speaker of the 
House Ben Barnes, represent­
ing this legislative district. 
Grant Jones of Abilene, repre­
senting Taylor County, will 
sponsor the bill through the 
House.

Taking the prepared bill to 
Austin Monday were County 
Judge W. H. Rampy, Winters 
Mayor W. M. Hays and Ballin­
ger Mayor Charles Clifton. 
Judge Rampy has been an ad­
visor to the steering committee 
which was set up some time ago 
to work on formation of the 
Water Control District, and did 
much of the work on prepara­
tion of the proposal. Mayor 
Hays has been chairman of the 
steering committee, and Mayor 
Clifton has been a member of 
the committee.

A copy of the proposed bill al­
so was given to Senator David 
Ratliff of Stamford, represent­
ing this Senatoral district, who 
“ received it in good favor,”  ac­
cording to those who went to 
Austin this week. They also said 
other State Representatives 
with whom they discussed the 
bill indicated there should be no 
trouble or delay in passing the 
bill.

Upon passage of the bill creat­
ing the water control district, 
the Governor will appoint a 
board of directors for the dis­
trict. Those recommended to 
receive appointments to the 
board include Clarence Led­
better, V’irgil James, J. E. 
(Buck) Smith, Walter Spill, 
Noble Faubion, Richard C. 
Thomas, John Purifoy and 
Charles Hambrick. When terms 
of office expire for appointed 
directors, the property owners ,
of the district will elect succes­
sors.

After it is legally created, the 
district may ask a.ssistance of 
the Soil Conservation Ser\'ice in 
making surveys and construct­
ing water retarding dams along 
Elm Creek and its tributaries. 
Cost of construction would be 
paid for from Federal funds set 
aside for that purpose: the Dis­
trict would be responsible only 
for obtaining right-of-way and 
for maintenance. The District 
would be similar to the Valley 
Creek Water Control District in 
the western part of Runnels 
County, but would cover a much 
larger watersh'd.

The folder has pockets 
on the inside for holding doctor 
bills and space to write in the 
date and amount of each bill so 
that the beneficiarx- will know 
immediately when he reaches 
the $.50 each year.

Tradltionml Easter Ham: |
If ham is traditional for Eas- \ 

ter at your house, you’ re in'
luck. For you can expect to p ay ' 
less for it than last year, a s ' 
latest reports show that 8 to 10 
percent more hogs will be 
ready for market this spring  ̂
than a year earlier.

Prices on the hoof during ‘
early March reflected this in-
crease slipping about 6 to 7 > 
cents per pound lower than a ' 
year ago. This makes it a good 
time to use pork, whether for 
Easter dinner or other meal- ] 
time needs. |

Pork should be cooked slowly 
until done for the tenderest and 
juiciest results. Methods of pre­
parations vary. Depending on 
the cut, pork can be baked, 
broiled, pan - broiled, fried, 
braised or simmered. ,

Different seasonings give > 
pork a more interesting taste 
and look. Garlic, dry mustard, 
ginger, sage, thyme, rosemary, 
soy sauce and caraway or cel­
ery seed go especially well with 
fresh pork. Moist cuts of fresh 
pork baked with barbecue sauc­
es are delicious, too.

You'll find glazes or sauces 
add flavor to both fresh and 
cured pork. Currant jelly, 
orange marmalade, peach or 
apricot jam, applesauce, cran­
berry sauce and pineapple are 
delicious. You may also want 
to select honey, barbecue sauce 
or pickled fruits and their 
juices. Sauces also may be 
made from such soups as 
celery, mushroom and onion.

Dressings made of apples, 
raisins and prunes, and spiced 
with cinnamon also provide real 
taste treats for roasts and stuff­
ed chops. Try this method for 
glazing your Easter ham. When 
the ham is done, remove it from 
the oven. Then remove the rind 
and excess fat. Score the re­
maining fat lightly into squares 
nr diamonds and stud with 
cloves. Then cover with a glaze. |

Return the ham to the oven. | 
raising the heat to about 400 de-1 
grees. Bake long enough to al- ' 
low browning about 15 minutes. 
Baste once or twice with the ■ 
melted syrup that runs off the 
ham.

If you don’t have your own 
tasty glaze, you might try this 
one made of 1 cup brown sugar

mixed with I teaspoon dry mus­
tard and 1-2 teaspoon ground 
cloves. Mix with a little fat from 
the pan to make as stiff paste.

'The family will like the 
Cushion Pork Shoulder Roast. 
To prepare, have your butcher 
prepare roast, cushion style, 
from a fresh skinned picnic 
shoulder from which hock has 
been removed. The pocket is 
made by going from side to 
side. Season inside and out with 
salt & pepper.

Fill pocket with Apple-Raisin 
stuffing—sew or skewer open­
ing. Place meat, fat side up, on 
rack in open roasting pan. Do 
not add water. Do not cover. 
Roast in 350 degree oven allow­
ing 35 to 40 minutes per pound.

1-4 cup 
chopped parsley. 1-4 cup milk, 
1 tsp. salt and 1-8 tsp. pepper. 
To prepare, fry bacon until 
crisp. Cook celery and onion in 
drippings for 3 minutes. Core 
and dice apples. Add apples and 
raisins to celery mixture. Add 
crumbs, parsley, sugar and 
seasonings. Mix lightly.

Former Resident 
Writes Interesting  ̂
Letter From Arabia

Mrs. Lora Coupland received 
a letter recently fnim Mrs. J. 
Corlett from Awali, Bahrain 
Island, Arabian Gulf, which is 
most interesting. Mrs. Corlett 
is the granddaughter of the late 
T. D. Coupland and was bom in 
Winters, although it has been 
many years since she lived 
here, local residents will rem­
ember her grandfather and per­
haps other members of the 
Coupland family.

In her letter she refers to the 
Bahrain Island in the Arabian 
Gulf as an outlandish place. She 
was liefore her marriage. Ruth 
E, Coupland and did not know 
her father or any other of the 
Couplands.

Excerpts from her letter fol­
low;

•'My husband is an electronics 
and radio engineer. When I 
married him (nearly 22 years 
ago) he was in the Royal Air 
Force (as I was), but a few 
years after the war he decided 
to leave the Air Force and take 
up work in an International i 
Commercial company. Most of | 
his work has been dealing w ith , 
oil companies overseas. We i 
lived in Nairobi, East Africa (nr I 
two years, then two years in 
Tripoli and Bangh.nzi in North 
Africa and now for the past 7 
and 1-2 vears we have lived on 
this small island. In between 
this my husb.and has also been 
on an Antarctic Expedition and 
was away for a whole yea r,' 
during this time I stayed with 
Mum in England. ;

“ We have only one child. Da-1 
vid who is now 20 years old and 
is in the Royal Air Force. Un-; 
fortunately he is now based at 
Aden and. no doubt, you w ill. 
have read in the International 
newspapers that Britian has a  ̂
pniblem there now due to the. 
fact that it is our main military 
base in the Middle East, but due 
to wish for their independence. 1 
the local people have been caus­
ing a great deal of trouble-, 
terrorists as much as anything | 
else, and it is not a pleasant 
plact' to be stationed. Fortun­
ately David has only three more 
months to complete his tour 
overseas. At the beginning o f ' 
June he will be transferred back i 
fo England, at which time I 
shall feel greatly relieved.

“ This island on which we live | 
is very small, 3.5 miles in length j  
and 15 miles wide. Its economy! 
is rather poor, in fact the only 
revenue is from the oil refinery. 
There is very little oil actually 
in Bahrain but the main source 
of income is from the oil which 
is piped over from Saudi Arabia

(by a pipe line on the seas) and 
is refincxl here. It is a Sheikhdon 
ruled by Sheikh Khalifa bin 
Is.sa. There is a lot of poverty 
here among the local peo­
ple, but also quite a number of 
rich merchants. We quite like 
our life here. There isn’t a great 
deal to do—the town is very 
small and very few shops, ex­
cept for the little Arab Traders, 
but we have enjoyed our life 
here and have a very nice 
home, and to me that is all 
that matters.

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I’ m sure that it is disconcert- 
ins to many so-called ‘ •weekend 
fishermen”  to note the same 
anglers’ names being published 
again and again in the local j 
newspaper when catches of big ' 
buss are reported.

Many readers dismiss such 
feats as luck. Well. . .catching 
one trophy bass could be at­
tributed to lurk. But when an 
angler consistently brings in big 
fish, he knows something many 
other fishermen don’t know. 
What’s his secret? j

One fact about fishing reports 
that many casual readers over­
look, is that the same angler 
usually catches his fish from 
one or two lakes or streams 
near his home. He doesn’t let 
the wanderlust beckon him to . 
far-away places. He fishes these 
’ ’home”  waters regularly.

When an angler travels to a 
strange lake or stream to fish, 
the odds are against him. That 
is, unless he hires a professional 
guide who knows the water and 
how to fish it.

Bass have certain spots where 
they prefer to hang out. Per­
haps one weed bed or a sub­
merged tree on a lake is such a 
spot. ;

A sprawling man-made im-
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poundment has so many spots, 
so much water, that it takes a 
long time before the fisherman 
finds these hotspots.

These are discovered by trial 
and error, by fishing regularly, 
by being observant and keeping 
tabs on spots which produce.

These same places pay off 
with fish time and again. There 
IS something about the water 
and environment which bass 
prefer. When a big one is taken 
out, another lunker most likely 
will move in and set up house­
keeping.

Once n fisherm.an has learned 
of several such spots, he fre­
quents them often. True, he 
may go through ’ ’dead”  periods 
when the fish are not biting, but 
when they do begin foraging, he 
knows his bait is in waters 
w’here he stands the best chance 
of getting one to hit.

There’s an old saying that no 
lure will produce unless it is 
presented close enough for a 
bass to hit. Far too many fisher­
men spend time casting in 
places where there arc no fish.

Through experience and study 
the angler also has learned 
which particular baits the fish 
prefer and at what seasons. 
Perhaps in early spring a plas­
tic worm bumped right along 
the bottom will pay off. A month 
later a shallow-running bait 
micht b»’ the secret. And in 
early summer a topwater plug 
could be the best bet.

There are many unpredict­
able pieces of the bass-fishing 
jigsaw puzzle that must fall into 
place before the angler is as­
sured of success. He doesn't get 
this information hapchance. He 
has learned it by talking to 
other fishermen, by reading and 
by observing. Knowing a lake 
and the spots to catch fish, 
knowing what bait the bass pre­
fer, all are important to success 
in fishing.

E v e r y  successful angler 
knows that if he casts a proven 
bait into proven waters, and if 
he sticks with it for long periods

that sooner or later he’ll prod a 
grandpappy bass into striking.

He knows too that tenacity is 
important to angling success 
and to catch fish you gotta keep 
the bait in the water. . .not in 
the tackle box.

Furthermore, he knows that 
big bass feed only occasionally. 
Thus he might cast for hours 
without a strike. But if he stays 
with it, somewhere, someplace, 
he'll hit that jackpot.

If you do not have a social 
security number, application 
Form SS-5 may be obtained 
from your local Internal Rev­
enue Service office. Social Se­
curity Administration office or 
most Post Offices. Applications 
should be filed as soon as pos­
sible.
