If foliuge op garden plants

good spider mites are at work.
Close inspection of the under-
side of the leaves may reveal
a uiny red or red spotted mite.

They are common during
periods of hot dry weather and
can be very damaging to most
garden plants. Spider mites
can be killed with Diaginon,
Kelthane, or Malathion. How-
ever, Malathion will not con-
trol all species of spider mites.
Only Diazinon and Kelthane
are recommended for spider
mites on ornamental plants.
