Flavorlul Cheese;
• Say cheese! No wonder this 

word provokes such a nice 
smile .for the camera. Just the 
thought of cheese brings on re­
membrances of happy eating.

• Cheese represents such a varie­
ty, it’s hard to realize that one 
word describes so many differ­
ent flavors.

Cheese of one kind or another 
is a universal food. It’s made 
wherever animals are milked 
and produce more milk than 
people can use in fluid form. 
Although no one knows exactly 

, ,  how cheesemaking began, one 
ancient legend credits it to the 
happy accident of an Arabian

• merchant. The merchant set 
out on a long day’s journey ac -'

• ross the desert and put his sup­
ply of milk onto a pouch made

■ of sheep’s stomach. The rennet j 
in the lining of the pouch com-1 
bined with the heat of the sun i 
and caused the milk to separate 
into curd and whey. At night- 
Tall the merchant found that the 
whey satisfied his thirst while 
the cheese (curd) satisfied his 
hunger and had a delightful 
flavor. So, according to legend.

began the making of one of our 
most useful foods.

One of the most popular 
cheese varieties in this country 
is Cheddar or American cheese. 
This cheese is well-suited for a 
multitude of tempting snack 
and mealtime dishes, mainly 
because it comes in many flav­
ors and textures. Both flavor 
and texture are governed by the 
length of time the cheese is 
aged.

Mildly flavored cheddar is 
aged less than 30 days and is 
gently firm in texture. Flavorful 
Cheddar has a medium firm 
texture and more flavor, the 
result of ageing up to 3 months. 
The robust, full-flavored Ched­
dars are ages six months or 
more—have a very firm texture 
and are suitable for grating as 
well as slicing.

Color of Cheddar ranges from 
white to the deepest orange. 
However, the color does not in­
dicate either flavor or texture.

Americans continue to in­
crease their consumption of 
cheese, says Mrs. O’Connor. 
During 1967 we ate on the aver­
age of 2 1-2 pounds more cheese 
than we did 10 years ago.

Here are some tips on cheese 
storage. Keep soft cheese as 

I you do milk, in the regrigerator 
in a tightly covered container. 
Because soft cheese is quite 
perishable, it should be used 
within a few days after buying. 
Other cheeses keep well in the 

; refrigerator for several weeks, 
if kept in airtight packages.

Refrigerate packaged cheese 
in its container, also using ad­
ditional covering of waxed pa­
per, plastic bag or laminated 
foil to enclose cut surfaces of 
the cheese. Wrap unpackaged 
cheese with any of the afore­
mentioned wrappings. Or place 
in a glass jar that has a tight 
fitting cover and refrigerate 
When planning the family 
menu, remember cheese rank.s 
ns a top quality protein food— 
a nutritious alternate for meats 
It’s also a good source of such 
important nutrients as calcium 
and riboflavin.

Texas Liquor Control Board 
is heading for an early show­
down test of its new get-tough 
policies on subterfuge private 
clubs.

In a surprise order, the Board 
outlawed cash sales in all bottle 
clubs.

Some club operators, who al­
ready were complaining might­
ily about an earlier LCB direc­
tive prohibiting manager-mem­
bers from issuing guest cards 
to walk-in customers, were hard 
hit. One promptly filed a law­
suit here to enjoin the board’s 
regulations.

Net result of the cash sale re­
quirement will be to eliminate 
the casual guests, since opera­
tors wouldn't want to run the 
risk of granting total strangers 
a month’s credit for a highly- 
perishable commodity.

Hotel-motel clubs who expect 
to solve the problem by putting 
club charges on room tabs may 
find the Board's definition of a 
cash sale quite restrictive: “ It 
shall be deemed that a cash 
sale has been made if payment 
for a service or commodity is 
made on the same date or with­
in eight hours after the occur­
rence of such service or the de­
livery of such commodity.”

Clubs also received a long list 
of new instructions for keeping 
records and running their af­
fairs according to by-laws and 
through boards of directors.

More rules are expected to be 
forthcoming from the LCB. 
Times may be hard for all but 
strictly - private and proper 
clubs in the near future.

LCB Attorney Lynwood El­
liott said he thinks the cash 
sale directive will restrict 
clubs: "I feel, quite frankly,
that when you prohibit a club 
from making a cash sale it will 
be less inclined to serve the 
public at large and will start 
serving properly — screened 
members.’’

Situation is expected to bring 
new pressure for liquor-by-the- 
diink legalization. Club owners 
claim they are being made 
political footballs.

with enough people, sooner or 
later the Government would 
step in to force it to a halt. “ At 
that point.” he said, “ revolu­
tionaries will have to fight to 
survive."

The assistant professor of 
philosophy, Larry Caroline, was 
further quoted as saying that 
political and cultural revolution 
was necessary because legisla­
tive reforms had proved unable 
to cure society’s ills. “Abolition 
of private property is necessary 
for a just society and legisla­
tion won’t go that far,” he is 
quoted as saying. He said until 
people are convinced that "pro­
perty is theft,” that little justice 
can be attained in America.

Perhaps we should not won­
der at the conduct of a few radi­
cal rabble-rousers who come 
under the influence of such 
teachings.

On March 12, 1964, in this 
space, attention was called to 
the power and influence of uni­
versity students in foreign coun­
tries, the implication being that 
it could not happen here, but it 
has and it is.

Just as was the case at Berke­
ley, there is reason to believe 
that a pattern of Communist in­
fluence is present in these ac­
tions.

In our area students loyal to 
their school and grateful for the 
opportunity of an education, 
would likely save college and 
university officials the trouble 
of disciplinary action by throw­
ing these elements off the cam­
pus themselves.

Bequeathing Your Body
Since time immemorial, men 

have been making bequests of 
their money or other worldly 
possessions. But suddenly, just 
within the past few years, a new 
kind of bequest has come into 
being.

Today a person can bequeath 
not only his wealth but also 
various parts of his own body. 
This has become possible be­
cause of a series of scientific 
breakthroughs. Doctors are now 
able to transplant, from the 
dead to the living, everything 
from eyes to kidneys, from skin 
to bones.

One result of this develop­
ment has been to focus atten­
tion on the unusual legal prob­
lems that are involved.

Offhand it might seem that it 
should be just as easy, legally, 
to donate one’s body after death 
as to donate one’s blood during 
life.

But there is a stumbling 
block. In matters of burial, the 
law has traditionally given con­
sideration not only to the wishes 
of his surviving family. And 
even though the deceased may 
have wanted to donate all or 
part of his body. *he widow or 
other relatives might well feel 
differently about it.

In many states, relatives do 
have a legal right to say no. 
The doctor who defies them, re­
moving organs or tissue with­
out their consent, may be ex­
posing himself to a damage suit 
—and perhaps criminal liability 
too. for tampering with a dead 
body.

Even if the rights of relatives 
are in doubt, the mere delav 
caused by a dispute may make 
the whole question academic. 
For the transplantation of most 
bodily parts must be done swift­
ly, within minutes of death, to 
be successful.

To clear away these difficul­
ties. a special committee has 
gone to work under the auspices 
of the National Conference of 
Commissioners on Uniform 
State Laws. It is drawing up a 
model statute, to be recom­
mended for adoption by the 
various state legislatures.

The committee is seeking to 
insure, to every person willing 
to be a donor, that his wishes 
will be carried out. It is seeking 
to devise a modem mechanism 
for a new kind of gift—and to 
transplan tit into the body of 
the law.

Still, umpires do have the 
consolation of wielding vast 
power within the game itself. 
According to Section 9.02 of the 
Official Baseball Rules, the um­
pire’s call, on almost every 
question, is the final word on 
the umpire has the kind of 
authority that a judge on the 
bench might well envy.

“Kill the Umpire!”
For verbal pyrotechnics, few 

events can equal a hard-fought 
game of baseball. As a rule the 
sound and fury signify nothing 
serious. But at times, matters 
do get out of hand.

Suppose, for example, that the 
fan who yells “Kill the um­
pire!” really takes a swing at 
him. What are the legal conse­
quences? I

For one thing, the umpire 
may hold the fan liable for the 
damage he inflicts. The law 
draws a sharp line between 
violent words and violent deeds.

But there may be further 
complications. Take this case: 

An umpire, slugged by an 
irate fan, decided that the real 
villain was the home team’s 
peppery manager. Suing the 
manager for damages, the um­
pire argued in court:

“ He kept heckling me all 
through the game. He knew per­
fectly well that he was getting 
the local fans all worked up 
against me. Therefore, he was 
responsible for my injury.”

But the court refused to pin 
legal liability on the manager. 
The judge said it would be un­
fair to blame a manager for the
