nbtdm three types of operating
loan: from the Farm Home Ad-
ministration, according to a state-
nent today by George 1. Lane,
county supervisor for the national
agency. The credit is available

immediately and can be used t
finance current farm and living

expenses as well as production of
next year’s érops

The three kinds of operating
loans wxu,u'\ loans, spe-
cial livestock loans, and regular
production and subsistence loans
The production and subsistence
loans, are made only to operators.
of family-type farms. The emer
gency and livestock loans are
made to operators of family-type
farm and  other farmers and

ancners as well. All of the loans
are made only to farmers who are

unable to obtain the credit from
other sources.

The regular production and
subsistence loans help small farm-
ers to improve their farming op-
erations. These loans may be
made to buy farm and home
equipment, feed, seed, lime and
fertilizer, and to pay other farm

operating and family living ex-
penses.

There is a statutory limit of
$7,000 on each, production and
subsistence loan and the total
outstanding debt for these loans
cannot exceed $10,000. Repay-
ments are based on the income to
be received each year after rea-
sonable expenses are met. In no
case may the loan run for more
than 7 years.

When the main purpose of the
production and subsistence loan
s to improve the farmer’s opera-
tions, a limited amount of funds
may be included to refinance
debts secured by liens on live-

k and farm equipment.

livestock operations, such as the
purchase or production of feed,
and replacing, hiring, or repairing
farm machinery and equipment,
Livestock loans are not made to
expand operations or to pay exist-
ing debts, except incidental cur-
rent bulls.

Livestock loans are made for
periods up to 3 years. Any bal-
ances remaining on these loans
after the three years are serviced
for collection based on the re-
payment ability of the borrower,
Other creditors are not asked to
subordinate their liens, but are
cxpected to stand by and to agree
that a reasonable part of the ap-
plicant’s normal income from
livestock can be used in repaying
the loan.

Emergency loans are made to
farmers and ranchers who be-
cause of losses suffered from the
drought or local economic condi-
tions need credit to continue their
operations.

These loans may be used for
the puichase of feed, secd, fert
lizer, machinery repair, replace-
ment of equipment, and for other
essential farm and home operat-
ing expenses. Emergency loans
may not be nade o pay existing
debts. Ordinarily operating loans
to meet current operating and liv-
ing expenses are expected to be
repaid out of the year's income.
Repayments on advances for oth-
er purposes are scheduled in ac-
cordance with the borrower’s
ability to repay

It is not the policy of the Farm-
ers Home Admunistration to fore-
close on borrowers because of
their inability to make payments
when the payments are due, ex-
cept where there appears to be
no chance of the borrower's fu-
ture success or where a borrow-
er has violated the terms of his
loan agreement.

There is no limit set by law on
the amount that a farmer or
rancher can borrow under the
special livestock and emergency
loan programs. The amount that
can be borrowed under these pro-
grams is determined by the farm-
er's needs and his ability to re-
pay. No loan is made unless it
appears that an applicant has
reasonable prospects for success.

For each loan made, the Gov-
ernment obtains the best security
available including a first lien on
all crops to be produced with the
loan and on all livestock and farm
machinery purchased with the
loan.

While special livestock emer-
gency loans cannot be used to re-
finance existing debts the loans
can include funds to pay interest
on existing chattel and real estate
debts and to pay creditors for the
annual depreciation on chattels
serving as security for their loans.
In addition, local businessmen
who are creditors benefit from
loan funds used to purchase local
supplies and services.

The counity committees of the

Farmers Home Administration
pass on the eligibility of all ap-
plicants.

All applications for Farmers
Home Administration loans are
made at the agency's local county
office,
