School’s out ... and so are
the kids! Especially in these
first few days following the clos-
ing of the school for the summer
vacation, the kids will be test-
ing their new freedom of action,
and will be all over the place—
in the regular playgrounds, on
vacant lots, in the streets and
alleys—all over. They’ll not be
paying much attention to where
they are going, in all their
eagerness to run, wrestle and
ride. So it will be up to those of
us who will be driving cars and
trucks to pay more attention.

It should be a constant habit,
this watching for kids in the
streets, but it is even more im-
portant during times when they
are out of school and looking for
something to do. A good habit
to accomodate is that of telling
ourselves that there is a kid be-
hind every parked car we see
on the street; that there will be
a kid run across the street at
every corner and in between,
while we are driving. If we ac-
quire that habit, and drive as
carefully as possible, perhaps
all the kids who were let out of
school this week will get to go
back next September!

It would also be a good idea
that all of us as parents spend
just a bit more time in explain-
ing to the kids that they must be
very careful on the streets,
walking or riding bicycles. They
are seen many times riding
bicycles up the streets in groups
which is a very dangerous way
to have fun. A driver can never
tell which kid is going in which
direction, when he meets such a
group. So parents have a double
responsibility.

““They’’ have done it again!
While most of us were sitting or
the sidelines watching (or per
haps even ignoring), something
which needed to be done was
being done . . . by “They!”

It has been long known that
something should be done about
providing better hospital facili
ties for the residents of North
Runnels County; there has been
a lot of talk, but very little ac
tion. Most of us agreed that
there was a great need, but we
made little effort to do anything
about it. We were either too
busy, or too lazy, or we just
didn’t want to get involved. The
problem would be taken care of
somehow. . .hadn’t other prob-
lems been resolved in the past?

Then “‘They,” who had prob
ably been busy on other pro-
jects, finally had the time tc
accept even another responsi-
bility, and things started getting
done—as usual. But this is the
way it is done—a small minori-
ty of people work to get some-
thing done, while most of the
rest of us just sit and watch. . .
but are always eager to sit in
the lap of luxury provided by
the minority.

The work isn't completed, yet.
There is a lot more to be done

before a hospital district be-
comes a reality—but the first
agonizing steps have been

taken. Most all of us want it,
but mostly we give lip service;
others have been doing the leg
work. So it is proper that those
who have been doing the work
receive at least a little recogni-
tion,

First, a three-man committee
was appointed to get the ball
rolling—theirs was the toughest
job of all. They had to chase
down a lot of information, com-
pile it, and prepare it for pre-
sentation to the State legsla-
ture. They spent some long
hours on these preliminaries,
and made some trips out of
town--all on their own time and
at their own expense. They tied
up everything in a neat bundle
and handed it to our represent-
atives, Members of this com-
mittee were Nelan Bahlman, T.
A. Smith and Ted Meyer. They
were assisted by several un-
known persons.

Came time for the hearings
in Austin, others stepped in to
give evidence of the need for
the district in this area. A large
‘group drove to Austin to meet
with the legislators to present

Gas Loss Threat
Averted By Quick
Work, Cooperation

Winters’ natural gas supply |
was threatened recently, but
quick work by Lone Star Gas
Company personnel and full co-
operation by local gas custom-
ers prevented a gas outage. {

Gas pressure in the city’s dis-
tribution system began dropp-|
and fell from a
normal 12 pounds to less than 2
pounds when flood waters dam-
aged a four-inch high pressure
gas transmission line at a point
two miles south of the city’s gas
measuring station iocated at the
eastern limits of the city.

J. M. Wharton, Lone Star's
distribution manager at Win-
ters, said the damaged line con-
tinued to supply gas but that it
was necessary to ask maijor gas
users to temporarily halt their
gas use to protect the supply to
residential customers. Wharton
also went on radio to ask resi-
dential customers to reduce gas
use during the emergency.

‘““As soon as local gas con-
sumption was curtailed, the
prussure in the system began to
rise,” Wharton said. ‘“At this
point we were confident thal an |
outage could be averted.’

Lone Star diverted transmis-]
sion pipeline crews from Abi-
lene, Ballinger and Stamford to
assist local personnel in handl-
ing the situation. Emergency |
propane-air equipment was call-
ed to the scene to supplement
gas from the damaged line, but |
was not needed. ‘

Repairs to the line were com-
pleted and full customer ser-
vices restored by 8 p. m.

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Beet Varieties:

How old is the beet? Beets
grown for their leaves, such as
swiss Chard, have been known
in Europe since any record of
food plants have existed, says
Mrs. O'Connor. However, the
type that produces the large,
fleshy edible roots were un-
known before the Christian era.

Beets are believed to have
originated in the Mediterranean
area and spread eastward. Ap-
parently the root of the wild
béet was used only for medicin-
al purposes during ancient
times.

First recipes for cooking the
edible roots appeared in the
writings of Roman Epicures in
the second and third centuries.
No further mention was made
of beet roots until some English
recipes turned up in the 14th
century.

The red beet, with a turnip-
like root, was first described as
a food plant in Germany in 1558.
It was still a rarity at that time
in northern Europe,

Although only one variety of
bect was listed in the United
States in 1806, their popularity
has spread ever since. Produc-
tion has increased, too. In fact,

Percent-
age of income spent by average
Americans for food declined
from 20.7 per cent in 1957 to 17.4
per cent in 1967,

Farmers received 39 cents
out of the food dollar in 1968—
an increase of 1 cent over 1967.
The farmer’s share, arranged
by food groups, varied from 19
cents out of a dollar for bakery
and cereal products to 55 cents
for poultry and eggs.
