This has got to be one of the 
most important span of days in 
the history of mankind. Most 
other happenings of times past 
—the discovery of the New 
World, the circling of the giobe, 
man's first flight, etc., etc, even 
though they were of utmost im­
portance to their times and hold 
an importance to present times 
—are paled by the prospect of 
man successfully breaking the 
bounds of earth and actually 
touching the surface of the 
moon. It will be a realization of 
a dream which has preoccupied 
man for countless ages. This 
trip to the moon is not an “ ad­
venture”  in that sense, as have 
been most other happenings, but 
a calculated action based on 
concrete knowledge. The three 
men now on their way to phy­
sical contact with the moon are 
sailing into an "unknown,”  as 
was the case of previous sailors 
and early-day flyers. They 
know, within reason, what they 
will be encountering, based on 
knowledge which has been ac­
cumulated on previous space 
flights. However, there still are 
factors which tend to make this 
attempt a calculated risk. We 
should be proud of them.

Summertime, with its lOO-plus 
weather, seems not to be the 
time to be thinking about foot­
ball . . .  to say nothing of talk­
ing about it . . . but football 
has almost become a year-round 
sport, and seldom is a sports 
page lacking a story or two a- 
bout teams and players.

Now among the fans of the 
football game, we'll probably 
rank with the average: we like 
the game and will sit for hours 
before the tube—or in the stands 
—to see a game or games. And 
like most everyone else, we 
probably overdo it during each 
vear's-end when nothing else 
but football brightens tte tv 
screen. Of course, we may not 
be considered a true "fan,”  be­
cause you'll notice we said a fan 
of the “ game,”  which in this in­
stance must be interpreted to 
mean the action on the field, 
and not of any one team and 
certainlv not of any one player. 
Naturally, however, we do pick 
a favorite team before each con­
test (we're talking about 'big- 
time' football), and we probably 
would have to own up to per­
haps having a favorite team 
but only because of sectional 
promotionalism. But after the 
final whistle is blown following 
a given contest—or the season— 
we put it all behind us and more 
than likely could not tell you on 
the following morning which 
team or league was the winner 
or which player was outstand­
ing. So some who follow the 
sport more closely perhaps 
would blackball us from any 
club.

So, it leaves us a little cold to 
pick up a paper or turn on the 
tube and discover that the whole 
country is supposed to be in an 
uproar about whether Joe What- 
hisname is going to retire, what 
he's planning to do, and that old 
Fireball is playing cat-and- 
mouse with the owners of his 
team. However "great”  any one 
individual has ever been held 
up to be, we've never seen one 
player go out on the field alone 
to face eleven tigers on the 
other side. So we can never fig­
ure that the whole sport is going 
to bog down just because one 
player creates a so-called con­
troversial moment in the “ in­
dustry”  of football. We'tl con­
tinue to take our football by the 
dish instead of by the bite, and 
we couldn't care less about the 
doings of any one individual. 
Perhaps the game o f  football 
will improve with the absence of 
some players.

Hail Adjustments 
80% Completed, 
Million Still Guess

Inspections and insurance ad­
justments on damage to homes 
and buildings by the June 12 
hailstorm are about 80 percent 
completed, according to insur­
ance men. It is expected that a 
near wrap-up will be made 
within the next week.

Insurance people still are esti­
mating the loss to home and 
business property owners to be 
in the neighborhood of $1 mil­
lion. This was the amount 
of loss estimated immediately 
after the storm, and agents be­
lieve their original estimate will 
be near the final figure. Aver­
age loss to buildings and homes 
is around $800, they reported.

Damage to automobiles and 
other vehicles will run close- to 
$200,000, it was estimated. Aver­
age loss on vehicles is from 
$300 to $400.

July 20-26 Set 
As Farm Safety 
Week In Runnels

County Judge W. H. Rampy 
has proclaimed July 20-26, 1969, 
as Farm Safety Week in Run­
nels County, at the request of 
Hugo Vogelsang, president of 
the Runnels County Farm Bu­
reau. The local farm organiza­
tion is coordinating activities 
within the county for the special 
farm safety campaign.

The county farm leader said 
the accidental death rate for 
farm residents is steadily in­
creasing.

"I f this trend is to be revers­
ed and the needless suffering 
and losses substantially reduc­
ed, each of us must have a re­
newed effort,”  Vogelsang said. 
He emphasized that farming re­
mains one of the most hazard­
ous occupations in this country 
today; but added, many of the 
present losses could be prevent­
ed with the use of such safety 
tools as seat belts, fire exting­
uishers. SMV emblems, and 
tractor roll-guards and crush 
resistant cabs.

In his proclamation. Judge 
Rampy said “ The citizens of 
Runnels County are proud of 
our farm families from whom 
comes our abundance of food 
and fiber; therefore, our citi­
zens are deeply concerned about 
the safety and well-being of this 
segment of our population as 
they go about the sometimes 
hazardous task of producing the 
commodities need^ by the en­
tire population.

The proclamation said the 
week-long special safety cam­
paign is a coordinated effort by 
Farm Bureau and various local 
and state agricultural and- saF 
ety groups.

The judge urged farm fam­
ilies to “ Become more safety 
conscious, not only during Farm 
Safety Week, but every day of 
the year.”

Cofflmissioners 
Study Details On 
Hospital Election

Runnels County Commission­
ers will meet Friday at 11 a. m. 
with a representative of a se­
curities corporation to work out 
details for an election on es­
tablishment of a North Runnels 
County Hospital District.

The Commissioners Court was 
presented a petition signed by 
residents of the two commis­
sioners' precincts in North Run­
nels County, requesting that an 
election be called pursuant to 
special legislation which was 
passed by the last session of the 
Legislature. The legislation au­
thorizes t h e  Commissioners 
Court to call such an election.

The Commissioners will meet 
with Gordon Charlton, repre­
senting Columbian Securities 
Corporation, to work out details 
of an election. The securities 
corporation is involved only in 
the planning of the election. 
Commissioners said, at no cost 
to the county and only with a 
prospect of the corporation pur­
chasing any bonds which may 
be authorized by the voters. The 
Commissioners Court will call 
the election when all details are 
worked out.

This week's action by the 
Commissioners Court is another 
step toward formation of a 
hospital district in the north 
half of the county. North Run­
nels citizens started work on the 
project some months ago. State 
Senator David Ratliff of Stam­
ford and Representative Lynn 
Nabers of the 64th District spon- 
.sored the special legislation 
through the last session of the 
State Legislature authorizing 
establishment of such a district.

Committee members working 
on the project have been Nelan 
Bahiman, Ted Meyer and T. A. 
Smith.

In other action Monday, the 
Commissioners Court named six 
places for ballot boxes for the 
August 5 constitutional amend­
ment election. Boxes will be in 
Winters City Hall, Ballinger 
City Hall, Wingate school, 
Rowena fire station, Norton 
High School gym and in Miles.

The Runnels County clerk al­
so announced that notices were 
mailed to all taxpayers in the 
county whose assessments had 
been raised.

The county commissioners set 
August 11 for a meeting of the 
Runnels County Board of 
Equalization. The court consti­
tutes the equalization board.

i Several of the top sheep dogs 
in the country, winners in the 
1969 Blue Grass National Open 
Sheep Dog Trials, are expected 
to be in Winters for the Sheep 
Dog Trials scheduled for Sat­
urday night, July 19.

The trials will be held at Bliz­
zard Field, beginning at 7:30, 
sponsored by the Winters Live­
stock and Agricultural Associa­
tion.

Proceeds from this Sheep Dog 
Trial will be used to build a 
new swine bam at the site of 
the FFA show bam and live­
stock sheds.

Texas dog handlers won the 
first three top places, and also 
fifth, sixth, and seventh places 
out of twelve placings, at the 
1969 Bluegrass National Open 
Sheep Dog Trials in Kentucky 
in May. Six of these dogs will 
be seen at the Winters Trials 
Saturday night.

The Winters Sheep Dog Trial 
is appmved by the Texas Sheep 
Dog Association, and will be 
conducted according to rules of 
the association.

Spectators will be given an in­
sight into the training and hand­
ling of registered sheep dogs, 
their intelligence and willingness 
to work on command. Each dog 
will be handling a number of 
head of sheep which have not 
been used before.

Z. L. Ezell of San Saba is 
president of the Texas Sheep 
Dog Association; Jim Dewbre 
of Elgin is vice president. Mrs. 
Ezell is secretary. The organiza­
tion was formed Jan 25, 1963.

The Texas Association spon­
sors three classes of dogs and 
handlers in order to allow for 
more fair competition for both 
dogs and handlers. The Ranch 
Class consists of dogs and hand­
lers who have never run in any 
other class. These are new dogs, 
not completely trained and the 
handlers are inexperienced in 
trial work. The Open Ranch 
Class is for new dogs, or dogs 
that have never competed in an 
Open Class, but the handler in 
this class may be an experienc­
ed handler and trainer. Dogs in 
this class are required to com­
plete the same work in a trial 
as the dogs in the open class 
The Open Class consists of the 
top trained dogs in the state and 
nation and are handled by skill­
ed men who have had years of 
experience in training and hand­
ling sheep dogs.

A point system similar to 
that used by the Cutting Hor.se

Association is used to advance 
dogs from one class to another, 
thus keeping the competition as 
fair as possible to both hand­
ler and dog. Texas dogs are 
judged in trial work on five ma­
jor points: The Outrun, the Lift, 
the Fetch, Driving, and Penning.

Judges consist of at least three 
men who handle dogs in the open 
trial. Each man scores each 
dog as he sees it. Then to as­
sure fairness to all. the high 
score and low score arc disre­
garded and the middle score 
determines the score for that 
dog. No score is announced until 
the end of the trial. In case of 
tied scores, the tie is broken 
by the time it took the dog to 
run the trial course.

The Trials scheduled here 
Saturday night will not be for 
“ show" or “ demonstration,”  but 
for points which will be used in 
the annual competition.

' Texas Sheep Dog handlers will 
travel any place in the state 
just for the plea.sure of showing 
the public what a well trained 
dog can and will do. Ezell .said, 

j THE BORDER COLLIE
The Border Collie, the breed 

to be in competition at the 
Sheep Dog Trials here Saturday 
night, originated in the borders 
of England and Scotland. The 
best known breed working today 
in England is the Border Eollie. 
The first International Sheep 
Dog Trial was held in 1922, and 
since that time it has steadily 
increased in popularity. The 
Border Collie is now found 
throughout the British Isles and 
in every country where sheep 
are found.

The Border Collie closely re­
sembles other breeds and one 
cannot always distinguish a Bor- 

! der Collie from other types. The 
' primary difference is in the style 
I of working. The dogs work with 
! “ eye”  and style common to no 
i other sheep dog. The type var- 
' ies from big. short haired, 
hushy, to the little shaggy type 

i of much smaller proportions.
I Color also varies from black.
I to black and white, solid white, 
or even red.

To be regi.stered in the stud­
book, a dog must be out of reg- I istered parents or must qualify 

¡ on “ merit,”  being successful in 
j t recognized trial.

Austin, Tex.—Stiff resistance 
is forming to a proposed 11.4 
per cent average private auto 
insurance rate hike.

Gov. Preston Smith promised 
a “ full scale" investigation of 
soaring rates after State Insur­
ance Board rate experts recom­
mended the new increase.

Smith said the proposal “ bor- 
d«ra on catastrophe”  and the 
car insurance situation “ has be­
come intolerable for many of 
our citizens.”  Governor announc­
ed an early meeting with in­
surance company executives and 
said he is considering appoint­
ment of a select panel of citi­
zens outside the industry to 
make a thoniugh study and re­
commendations.

Board rate - authorities blam­
ed the increase on the number 
and cost of auto accidents. La­
bor cost for repairs, in particu­
lar, was emphasized.

Recommendations and testi­
mony at the public hearing will 
be reviewed by the board be­
fore August 1. New rates will 
take effect with policies writ­
ten or renewed on or after Sep­
tember 1.

—Liability rates, under staff 
recommendation, would go up 
5.5 per cent. (Bodily injury cov­
erage actually would be reduc­
ed 3.7 per cent, but property 
damage would increase 21.4 per 
cent.)

—Collision insurance would in­
crease 17.5 per cent.

—Comprehensive coverage for 
physical damage would climb 
24 9 per cent.

Commercial vehicles, with 
better safety records, would get 
lower rates. Figuring all classes 
of vehicles, the statewide aver­
age increase would be 9.2 per 
cent under staff recommenda­
tions.

Insurance company spokes­
men urged even higher in­
creases, hut AFL-CIO spokes­
men argued for reduction, rath­
er than rai.se.

“ An automobile is an absolute 
necessity in our current society, 
and I, for one, do not intend 
to sit idly by and see it priced 
into a position of being a lux­
ury.”  said Smith.

TREASURE HUNT CAUSES 
RUCKUS

A story which began in 1953 
is still one of the state's head­
line items.

Lawsuits, sharp exchanges be­
tween state officials and threat­
ened impeachment proceedings 
raged over what should be done 
with the treasure recovered 
from a Spanish gallenn which 
sank in a storm off Padre Is­
land more than 400 years ago.

Land Commissioner Jerry Sad­
ler incurred the ire of a legis­
lative committee earlier when 
he declined to cooperate with 
members probing his agreement 
with the Gary, Ind., firm of Pla­
toro. Inc Sadler’s proposal was 
to salvage artifacts from the 
sunken ship and divide the loot 
50-50 with the state.

Sadler annonced that he had 
recovered all the articles tak­
en from the galleon by Platoro 
and has them in his custody. 
He got a court order temporar­
ily restraining Platoro from fur­
ther salvage operations which 
firm, according to Secretary of 
Slate Martin Dies, engaged in 
the Padre treasure hunt with­
out proper state permit.

District judge at Corpus Chris- 
ti postponed a hearing on dis­
position of the treasure until 
after the special legislative ses­
sion. Meanwhile, he named a 
committee to determine if the 
Gary salvage firm still has some 
of the treasure and. if so. how 
to get it back. Serving on the 
committee are Col Wilson F. 
Speir. director of the Depart­
ment of Public Safety. Atty. 
Gen. Crawfor<i r  Martin, and 
Ed Harte, Corpus Christi pub­
lisher.

COURTS SPEAK
A patient can still collect on 

a hospital insurance policy, even 
if most of his expenses are paid 
by Medicare, says the State Su­
preme Court in agreeing with 
the appellate court in an Abi­
lene case.

A serum company is liable for 
damages in the death of 25 reg­
istered calves in Ochiltree Coun­
ty. says the Supreme Court in 
backing a trial court. Court 
found that antibiotic given the 
calves for a respiratory ailment 
was unfit for use.

A Waco seed company’s fail­
ure to protest its tax assess­
ment before the board of equal­
ization did not deprive it of the 
right to challenge the valuation 
in court, the High Court said in 
a decision upholding the Waco 
Court of Civil Appeals but re­
versing the trial court.

Supreme Court has agreed to 
hear an application by the El 
Paso Times on a libel case by 
a former UT-El Paso professor. 
Dr. Richard Trexler claims he 
was libeled by a letter publish­
ed in the Times. Trial court 
found no actual malice or dam­
ages, but the appeals court said 
the jury got the wrong defini­
tion of actual malice and order­
ed a retrial, which the Times 
appealed.

OOTDOOKS IN TEXASVIMMNM«»

Countless hours of fishing 
pleasure are provided a consid­
erable number of people by 
stock tanks or farm ponds.

Nowadays it is rare to find 
one of the diminutive man-made 
ponds that is not stocked with 
fish of various species.

A pond Is not unlike a large 
impoundment. For the first few 
years of its existence it provides 
excellent fishing. Then it starts 
sliding downward. Fishing goes
sour.

A common problem in a small 
pond is too many fish, rather 
than too few. Prolific fish repro­
duce faster than they can be 
caught. Soon the end result is a 
stunted population. Then most 
of the fish caught are small.

Some people have the idea 
that a fish must be a certain 
size to spawn. This is not true. 
Age, not size, is the determining 
factor. It isn’t uncommon for 
even a four-inch bass to spawn 
if she is old enough.

Aquatic biologists recommend 
that no fish from a pond should 
be returned once caught. Yet 
most people find it difficult to 
keep everything they catch.

Bill Kuykendall, who owns a 
ranch near the small commun­
ity of Kyle in Central Texas, 
has some ponds that offer ex­
cellent fishing. Bill keeps close 
check on his fish population. He 
even fertilizes the lake bed to 
grow more food for the fi.sh to 
eat and he develops aquatic 
plants to help keep the water 
pure and clean.

“ You’ve got to manage fish 
just like you manage cattle or 
other livestock,”  says Kuyken­
dall.

A pond is an individual thing. 
No two are alike. For this rea­
son. it is difficult to speak of 
them in generalities. Each one 
must be handled differently.

Some ponds hold up remark­
ably well for many years. But 
others seem to start downhill 
within a few short years after 
they are built and stocked with 
fish. One fact stands nut—ev­
ery pond needs to be cleaned 
out periodically and restocked.

According to Hefner, fish 
should be chemically removed 
from a pond at least every sev­
en to 10 years. This is the maxi­
mum.

Most common chemical used 
for this eradication is rotenonc, 
which is harmless to both live­
stock and humans. It eliminates 
the fish by suffocation.

When a pond is treated with 
rotenone, it is possible to save 
some of the fish, to return them 
later. But mostly it is wise to 
get a complete new stock of 
young fish from a hatchery and

start all over again.
“ Usually I can save the cat­

fish in a pond by immediately 
getting them to fresh water 
once they come to the top," Hef­
ner said. “ But bass are almost 
impossible to save . . . once the 
rotenone reaches their gills, 
they’ re through.”

When used correctly the chem­
ical removes everything, from 
sunperch to catfish and bass. 
On some larger ponds, a 100 
per cent kill may not be realiz­
ed. But enough fish will be re­
moved so that any young bass, 
sunfish and catfish put in will 
survive and grow.

Ideally, the pond should be 
treated about four weeks before 
it is to be restocked. This is 
ample time for all the effects 
of the rotenone to vanish.

Within a year or two, the pond 
will start producing topflight 
fishing again, and will continue 
to do so until it goes sour.

Then it is time to kill the fish 
and start over again.

The cast aluminum historical 
marker which recently was 
placed on the site of the First 
United Methodist Church in 
Winters, gives a short and con­
cise history of the local church, 
and will be dedicated Sunday 
afternoon at 2:30 as a part of 
the Homecoming services of the 
church.

The marker recently was 
authorized by the Texas State 
Historical Survey Committee, 
and measures 27 by 42 inches. 
This is the 16th Official Texas 
Historical Marker to be erected 
in Runnels County, according to 
Rankin Pace, chairman of the 
Runnels County Historical Sur- 
srey Committee.

The inscription on the marker 
reads:

“ First Methodist Church of 
Winters.

“ Site of the first church build­
ing at Winters and oldest Meth­
odist Church site in Runnels 
(bounty. The congregation was 
organized in 1891, under George 
D. Wilson, pastor. For eight 
years, they shared the local 
school building with other de­
nominations.

“ The first church building—a 
frame structure—was erected 
on this site in 1899 under the 
pastorate of John Wesley Bow­
den, pioneer circuit rider. In 
1911 a large tabernacle, also 
frame, was built near the first 
church, which was moved to 
Hatchel in 1912. The tabernacle 
was unique in that its sides 
could be opened to receive cool 
breezes in the summer.

“ It was used for services un­
til the third church was erected 
in 1913. Subsequently, it housed 
summer revivals and large 
community gatherings. It also 
substituted as a sanctuary at 
neces.sary times.

"The third church—a steepled 
red brick building—served for 
II years, until the present brick 
church was erected, at a cost of 
$40,000 In 1925 parishoners lit­
erally placed $8..500 50 in cash 
on a barrelhead one Sundav to 
retire the church building debt, 
and. incidentally, to act out the 
familiar saying.

A church building h.ns stood 
on this comer—and worship has 
been held here—each Sunday 
since 1899 (1969).”

Governor Smith To'CTO Gets Grant 
Investigate Rates ¡Of $14,782 For 
On Auto Insurance Program Seivice

Governor Preston Smith said 
Thursday he will launch a "full- 
scale”  investigation into the 
spiraling private passenger au­
tomobile insurance rates in Tex­
as.

“ The announcement Tuesday 
that the Insurance Commission 
staff has recommended an 11.4 
per cent increase in private au­
to rates borders on catastrophe 
and has become intolerable for 
many of our citizens," the Gov­
ernor said.

One of the first steps the Gov­
ernor plans is to call a meeting 
in Austin “ as soon as possible" 
of a representative group of 
presidents of insurance firms in 
the state.

He also said he is exploring 
the possibility of naming a small 
select panel of lay citizens out­
side the insurance industry to 
make a thorough study and re­
commendations.

“ There also is pending in both 
the House and Senate appoint­
ment of interim study commit­
tee’s of Legislators to look into 
auto insurance rates," the Gov­
ernor added.

He said he is hopeful com­
bined efforts on all fronts can 
“ come up with some solid re­
commendations and steps which 
the Legislature can take at its 
next regular session.”

We must face the fact,”  Smith 
said, “ that Texas is one of the 
few states in the nation which 
still maintains a controlled rate 
system on auto insurance.”

The vast majority of states are 
under a competitive system or 
utilize some form of the merit 
system which Texas once had. 
the Governor said.
