! The former McMurry long 
jumper, who once bested the 
sensational Ralph Boston, now 
lives in Austin where he is as­
sistant track coach for the Uni­
versity of Texas Longhorn track 
team. During his junior and 

' senior years at McMurry, he 
' won two consecutive national 
titles in his specialty, the long 

j jump. His win over Ralph Bos- 
[ ton came in the Fort Worth in­
vitational meet. He came close 
to defeating Boston in Lubbock, 
but scratched by a half inch on 
a leap of 26-3. His best long 
jump effort was 26-6I/4.

Miller has given up the sport 
I entirely, except for coaching. 
His last jumping came in Lake 
Tahoe in 1968 He failed to quali­
fy for the Olympics that season 
and decided to devote full time 
to coaching.

He coached at Madison Junior. 
Abilene, and then went to Dal­
las Baptist as an assistant 
coach. In 1971 he moved on to 
the University of Texas.

Bill and his wife, the former 
Serena .Minzenmayer, both at­
tended Winters High School, and 
both graduated from McMurry.

He was signed on at McMurry 
during the Grant Teaff era af­
ter leaping 23-6 in high school 
He was small for a long jump­
er, only 5-10 and 1.55 pounds, 
but narrowly missed going to 
the Olympics in 1954 when Bos­
ton beat him with a then world 
record jump of 27-5.

Following graduation from 
McMurry, Miller coached at 
Madison Juior High without pay. 
so he would he eligible for the 
1968 Olympics.

“ Judging from reports sever­
al clerks are receiving, it Icxiks 
like many Republicans are 
being tempted to switch over 
and vote in the Democratic run­
off on June 3,”  Bullock said.

This type of voting has taken 
place in the past, the Secretary 
of State said. "Any Crossover 
voting would distort the true 
strength of a candidate in the 
other party,”  he said.

” We hope that public aware­
ness will discourage this tv;ie o.’ 
voting,”  Bullock said We v. ;i.i 
election officials to know that 
there is a law behin l them an 1 
they should not permit this 
practice. This will be the only 
way we can preserve the integ­
rity of the Texas election pro­
cess.”

Bullock also said he wanted 
the voter to know that it is also 
a violation of the law for a vot­
er to cast a ballot in two differ­
ent precincts, even within the 
same party. “ We know that 
there were instances of this re­
ported during the May 6 p'-i- 
mar>’,”  he said. and. ‘ Mike 
crossover voting, this du.al prae- 
tice is against the law and can­
not be toUerated.”

The old engines were powered 
with diesel fuel; the new engine 
wrill be a dual-fuel machine, us­
ing both natural gas and diesel 
fuel.

WASHINGTON, D C —At the 
end of last week’s comments, a 
distinction was drawn between 
public and private wrongs as a 
matter of responsibility between 
the courts and the legislative 
branch of the Federal Govern­
ment.

The conservative view is that 
public wrongs do not lend them­
selves to judicial solutions. 
Rather it is a matter of legis­
lative initiative to determine 
questions of public policy and 
spending priorities. Only a 
broadly based representative 
body can bring the judgment to 
bear on these factors in order 
to place them inperspective.

More fundamental decisions 
involving public policy matters 
should be made by a democrat­
ically selected and a political 
body directly answerable to the 
people.

Properly, the courts have 
played a role in limiting excess­
es in the exercise of legislative 
and executive power. But, they 
have dune so within the context 
of private litigation and have

carefully avoided challenging 
governmental policy as disting­
uished from constitutional power 
to act.

In more recent years this 
traditional rule of the courts 
has changed. More and more 
the judges have entertained 
jurisdiction and ruled on mat­
ters aimed at asserted public 
wrongs. If the Legislative 
Branch of Government should 
frustrate the desires of a group 
of people by rejecting their 
claims, the courts are asked to 
furnish relief. This judicial ac­
tivism is not consistent with 
the role the courts were fash­
ioned for and represents a dan­
gerous shift of power from the 
people, acting through their 
elected representatives, to jud­
ges who are answerable only to 
themselves. It is a trend bad 
for the courts and worse for the 
Country.

It would be well for crusad­
ing judges to ponder this state­
ment by Justice Felix Frankfur­
ter; ’ The Court’s authority— 
possessed of neither the purse 
nor the sword—ultimately rests 
on sustained public confidence 
in its moral sanctity. Such feel­
ing must be nourished by the 
Court complete detachment—in 
fact, and in appearance—from 
political entanglement and by 
abstention from injecting itself 
into the clash of political forces 
in political settlements.”

Mr Justice Frankfurter was 
one of the most consistent ad­
vocates of judicial restraint. It 
has been the failure of Federal 
courts at all levels to heed his

of some of the problems we have 
in this Country today.

All too frequently, decisions 
are rendered on the basis that 
judges disagree with the Con­
gress on matters of policy. Of­
tentimes opinions may be couch­
ed in language challenging the 
constitutionality of a law but 
heavily influenced by their re­
lief that congressional enact­
ment is simply unwise.

The late Justice Slone, who 
served for 16 years with dictinc- 
tion on the U. S. Supreme Court, 
expressed this view: "The pow­
er of the courts to declare a 
statute unconstitutional is sub- 
pect to two guiding principles 
which ought never to ge absent 
from judicial consciousness. One 
is that the courts are concern­
ed only with the power to en­
act statutes, not with their wis­
dom. The other is that, while 
unconstitutional exercise of pow­
er by the Executive and Legis­
lative Branches of Government 
is subject to judicial restraint, 
the only check upon our own 
exercise of power is our own 
sense of self-restraint. For the 
removal of unwise laws from 
the statute books, appeal lies 
not to the courts but to the bal­
lot box and to the processes of 
democratic government.”

Next week’s article will give 
specific examples of more re­
cent actions of the Federal 
Courts in issuing what is known 
in legal circles as “ affirmative 
orders.”

Playing the Defense Contract Game

NE W  YO R K (CEF) 
A new era Is dawning in th'e patriotically proiitable busi­

ness of defense contacts.
First, Lockheed Aircraft, pleading that their defense 

A ir Force was driving them bankrupt, secured a federal
government guarantee of a loan. Then Grumman Aircraft 
and Litton Industries’ shipbuilding subsidiary are asking 
the government to renegotiate their contracts so they 
won’t go broke.

And now reliable sources report that the Jiffy Disin­
tegrator Corp. will soon crawl on the bandwagon, panting, 
Wheezing and looking as bedraggled as possible.

Jess "Scrapin’ ”  Bayh, Jiffy ’s president, admits that.
his company has not yet negotiated its first defense con­
tract but he says he has it  all planned.

"W e plan to sign a contract that will guarantee the 
Army 147 Jiffy Giant disintegrator rays each big enough 
to melt a Communist country in 2.7 seconds,”  Bayh says 
straightening the American flag pin in his lapel. "And 
we'll promise delivery by the end of July, all at a cost of 
a mere >1.49 per disintegrator.”

That would put Jiffy’s bid about 139.7 million per disin­
tegrator under its competitor’s but Bayh isn't worried.

"You have to be realistic,”  he says. " I  mean, I ’d really 
L IKE  to make a disintegrator for >1.49 but I ’m pretty sure
that as soon as I build a factory and hire some employes 
and figure out how to build one the cost will rise. Now
can I help that?

"The government will hardly be able to refuse to re­
negotiate the contract up to, say, >350 million apiece, 
when all the extra costs start hitting. They wouldn’t want 
me to go out of business, would they? And let all those 
Jap manufacturers come in with their dinky transistor­
ized disintegrators?”

The Defense Department wont comment on its pending 
negotiations with Jiffy.

But the Pentagon's officer in charge of disintegrator 
procurement admits that talks are under way.

"Let's face it, vum can never have too many disintegra­
tor rays in this day « i i t  age,”  he says, "In  fact, we have 
evidence that there is a definite disintegrator ray gap.”

Jiffy president Bayh, meantime, reports that he haw- 
leased the entire state of Montana, including all its rtal- 
dents, for the disintegrator project.

"Just playing it safe,”  he chuckled. "In  this'great land 
of free enterprise, the government couldn’t let me put a 
Whole state out of work.”

REGISTRATION ON THE RISE
After the nationwide drop in 

voting age, even the more in­
volved political observer looked 
for not more than a 15 percent 
registration o f the new voter 
eligibles. They pointed out that 
in the four states where those 
under twerrty-o»»e had previous­
ly  been given the franchise, par­
ticipation had been at an ex­
tremely low level. It was felt 
that expanding the franchise for 
those under twenty-one to all 
states would not produce any 
sizable shift in the attitude of 
the young.

There have, however, been 
stirrings of real change. Recent­
ly a survey was made of 102 
cities in thirty-five states, re­
vealing that 1,215,390 under 21 
registered in the last six months 
of 1971 alone. This represented 
36 percent of the voter eligibles, 
a far greater share than the 
meager 15 percent earlier antici- 
patd. Before the November elec­
tions, according to estimates of 
the Youth Citizenship Fund, at 

; least 60 percent of those under 
! twenty-one may well be regis- 
I tered. The step-up in voter cam- 
I paigns could lift this guess even 
higher.

CHANGE IN LAW-MAKING 
BODIES

Those who thought politics 
was off-limits for youth are 
proving to be more inaccurate 
every day. Actually, the domain 
of the old-timers is being chal­
lenged with unexpected vigor, 
even in the U. S. Congress. 
While so far it is only a begin­
ning, keep in mind that there 
are now approximately 25,009,- 
000 voters under twenty-five. 
This is giving courage to a 
growing number of younger po­
liticos heading into public of­
fice.

So it’s not surprising to Icam 
from the Texas Parks and Wild­
life Department that at least 
half of the recreational drown­
ing victims in the U. S. last 
year had no intention of going 
into the water. As a result, they 
did not have a life preserver 
available.

More than 2,800 of these “ sur­
prise”  victims either slipped, 
tripped or fell into the water or 
were aboard when their boat 
sank.

The moral, says the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department, 
is to take the simple precaution 
of wearing a life preserver a- 
round water, especially if you 
can’t swim.

The life preserver is more

than just a good idea if you are 
aboard a boat—it’s the law. Ev­
ery boat, including canoes, rafts, 
sailboats and kayaks, must have 
one Coast Guard approved life­
saving device for everyone on 
board. In motorboats 26 feet 
long and under children 12 years 
old and younger must wear a 
vest-type life preserver when 
the boat is underway.

Conditions Favor 
Good Turkey Hatch

Austin — Good spring rains 
throughout Central Texas have 
created ideal conditions for tur­
key nesting and hatching, ac­
cording to Texas Parks and 
Wildlife biologists.

In contrast, last year’s drouth 
kept the number of turkey poults 
to a minimum. The biologists 
said that some of the hens in 
Texas Hill Country have already 
hatched their broods.

—The long-await­
ed special finance session of the j 
Texas Legislature has been call- j 

"ed for 10 a. m. June 14. j
Gov. Preston Smith issued i 

the official proclamation last 
week, stating repeatedly he j 
plans to present a 1973 budget | 
which will require no new taxes.

The governor, who has im­
plied he would veto a tax bill, 

-said he does not think law- 
. makers can pass one without 
his placing the subject of re­
venue on the special session a- 
^n d a .

Under t h e  proclamation. 
Smith will allow legislators to 
consider "such other subjects 
as the governor may submit 
from time to time.”

. However, he made clear he 
does not plan to open the call 
to any other business until the 
1973 budget—financing state op- 

• erations from Sept. 1, 1972-Aug- 
ust 31. 1973— is finally passed.

Smith vetoed all 1973 fiscal 
year appropriations adopted by 
the legislature during the 1971 
regular session. In anticipation 
of more federal aid (that never 
was received), the Legislature 
did not enact a 1973 welfare 
budget — which made a spec­
ial session inevitable even with­
out the governor’s veto.

A proposed state officials’ 
code of ethics and a recom- 

, mendation for repeal of a con­
troversial new trailer brake law 
are among items to be offered 
the special session for action 
after passage of the appropria­
tions act.

’There is .some speculation 
Smith may try to avoid the need 
for new taxes by proposing a 
welfare program Hnance act 
covering less than a full fiscal 
year. This would leave the bal­
ance of 1973 welfare appropria­
tions as emergency business 
for the regular session next 
year.

COURTS SPEAK
The State Supreme Court dis­

missed the appeal of a Dallas 
man who .sought a reduction of 
the $250.000 fee awarded his ex- 
wife’s attorneys in a divorce 
action.

The High Court upheld a 
Houston court of civil appeals 
finding that high fees collected 
by a woman in an insurance 
case were the result of the in­
surance company’s prolonging 
litigation. National Life Insur­
ance Company protested that 
legal fees ran bve times as 
much as the insured collected

In another case, the Supreme 
Court agreed that the state was 
immune from damages after a 
blind San Antonio bov drowned 
in a Texas State School for the 
blind pool.

PAR TY  SWITCHING 
ILLEGAL

.  Secretary of State Bob Bul­
lock issued a stem warning that 
June 3 runoff election voters 
must “ stay in the party pri­
mary where they voted on May 
6 .”

Bullock said Republicans who 
voted in the GOP first primary 
or Democrats who voted in their 
own May 6 primary cannot 
switch and participate in the 
other party’s runoff primary.

If violations are discovered, 
said Bullock, they will be turned 
over to prosecuting authorities 
It is also a violation, of course, 
for voters to cast ballots in two 
different precincts, within the 
same party, reminded the chief 
state election officer.

$25 M ILLION IN  BOND.S SOLD
A total of $25 million in bonds 

have been .sold to municipalities 
under the state’s new financial 
assistance program for im­
provement or construction of 
sewage treatment facilities.

Texas Water Quality Board 
reported it has received 106 ap­
plications for loans of water 
quality enchancement funds a- 
mounting to $28.77 million, and 
72 applications totalling $24.63 
million have been approved. 
Thirty-four applications ar» 
pending in the amount of $4.1 
million, and $4.2 million has 
been transferred to 16 projects 
where bids have been approved 
and cities are ready to start 
construction. Loans went to A»- 
lanta, Borger, Clarksville City, 
Cleburne, Clonroe, Dallas (Four 
prelects), Iowa Park, Mineral 
Wells, Montgomery County FW- 
SD No. 2. Nueces County WCID 
No. 4. Rosenberg, Seagoville 
and Wortham.

The program makes it possi­
ble for cities to make Improve­
ments at about 25 per rent of 
project costs to themselves. 
Bonds provide the state’s share, 
and the' federal government 
pays the rest.

Steaming Carn-On-The-Cob
What could be more appeal­

ing on the dinner table than 
steaming com-on-the-cob'’  

Dripping with butter and salt­
ed to taste, it's a treat the whole 
family can enjoy.

For best eating, look for fresh 
succulent husks with good green 
color, says Mrs. O'Connor. Silk- 
ends should be free from decay 
or worm injury, and stem ends 
should not look too discolored or 
dried. Select ears that are well 
cov’ered w’ith plump, not-too- 
mature kernels.

Avoid ears with underde­
veloped kernels which lack yel­
low color (in yellow com ), old 
ears with very large kernels 
and ears with dark yellow ker­
nels with depressed areas on the 
outer surface.

When you get the com home, 
put it in the refrigerator and 
keep it moist until you're ready 
to use it.

You can look for unusually 
good supplies of sweet com dur­
ing the next few weeks. Plenti­
ful supplies are moving into 
area markets, according to 
USDA's Agricultural Marketing 
Service.

For Kitchen Cooked Com-On- 
The-Cob, drop the husked dc- 
silked ears in boiling salted wa­
ter, return to a boil and serve. 
The ears should spend only a- 
bout 4 to 10 minutes in the wa­
ter. Cook "seconds”  while eat­
ing “ first”  90 the cooked ears 
never have to stand in hot wa­
ter.

To deep fat fry com-on-the- 
cob, slice the fresh ears cross­
wise into chunks about 2 inches

long. Put a skewer in the center 
of each. Deep fat fry them, 
sticks up, in vegetable oil, ba­
con fat or olive oil for two min­
utes. Drain and serve with salt 
and pepper.

Grilled Corn-on-the Cob
Com still in the huska may be 

dampened, placed on a grill and 
cooked 20 minutes. Husked com 
should be buttered, sealed in foil 
and cooked 6 to 8 minutes over 
hot coals. For a variety, use a 
1-2 butter — 1-2 peanut butter 
mixture. The ears should be 
turned occasionally. They are 
done when the kernels brown 
slightly.

Com-Off-Thc Cob
A medium size ear will yield 

about 1-2 cup corn cut from the 
cob. To remove the corn, cut 
down the center of each row of 
corn with a shaip knife, then 
scrape pulp from cob with blunt 
side of knife. You may want to 
add com-off-the-coh to your fav­
orite souffle recipe. Use ap­
proximately 1 cup of com for a 
3-egg souffle.

Corn-Cheese Bake
3 cups uncooked corn cut from 

cob
2 T. finely chopped onion
1-2 tsp. salt
1-2 cup evaporated milk, un­

diluted
1 tsp. pepper
1 cup shredded Swiss Cheese
6 T. butter
Cover the bottom of a two- 

quart casserole with 3 table­
spoons of the butter. Combine, 
corn, onion, salt, pepper and 1-2 
of the shreddi*d cheese and pour 
into casserole.

Sprinkle top with remaining 
cheese and dot with 3 more 
tablespoons of butter. Add milk 
and bake uncovered a'jout 30 
minutes. Check to see if the 
corn is tender and cheese ha« 
melted before rem.oving from 
the oven. Serve piping hot.

'Proper Procedure 
Can Prevent Fires

When surrounded by flames,
I there is no place for a boater ' 
to go except overboard, possibly 
to oecome a drowning victim.

Fires aboard boats can usual­
ly be prevented by taking prop­
er precautionary measures, ac­
cording to Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department officials.

Since the majority of fires oc­
cur immediately after fueling, 
a few simple steps can save a 
lot of grief.

The department hag these sug­
gestions*

—When fueling, never fill the 
tank to the brim.

—Shut off all engines.
—Close all ports.
—Extinguish all cigarettes.
—Keep the nozzle or spout in 

contact with the fuel pipe.
—Wipe up any spilled gasoline, 

air the rag and store in a tight­
ly scaled container. I

—Before starting the engine, j  
open all ports and let the air i 
blow through for about five min­
utes. I

—Sniff gas lines and bilges 
for gasoline vapors, and make 
sure there are no lingering vap­
ors.
