Taken In Securing 
Hunting Leases

Austin — With Texas sufter- 
inp under some of the hottest 
weather of the year, it might 
be hard for hunters to start 
thinking about the full hunting 
season.

But the smart ones thought 
about It long ago. and their hunt­
ing leases are sewed up. No 
doubt there are quite a few 
leases left, but hunters with no 
place to hunt will hate to scram­
ble.

The July issue of Texas Parks 
and Wildlife magazine made a 
few suggestions to hunters seek­
ing leases.

The magazine points out that 
theie are four types of lease 
agreements between landowners 
and hunters year-round, limited 
duration, day hunting and guid­
ed hunts for a few days.

The year-round leases usually 
include hunting privileges on all 
species and are m.ide by a small
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1
group of hunters.

I eases  of limited duration 
Vary from an entire season to 
one Week within the  season.

Day hunting accomodates 
large numbers of hunters unable 
to devote extensive time to the 
sport.

Ouidi’d hunts are usually spec­
ialized ones for exotic big game 
but also include native species.

The best lease agreement is 
a written one because it spells 
iHJt conditions of the lease for 
the protection of both parties 
and prevents misunderstand­
ings.

A written hunting lease should 
cover the following points: what 
IS leased, name of parties, de­
scription of tract including size 
and boundaries, the terms of 
the lease including the amount 
and time of payment, the dura- ¡ 
tion of the lease, who is to hunt' 
and the species of game ani-! 
mals, fish, game birds and var­
mints which may be taken.

The landowner should also 
specify what services or facil­
ities are included in the lease 

. such as blinds, cabins, utilities 
and doe permits.

A written lease, when proper-' 
ly acknowledged, can be record­
ed in the county records and is . 
binding on the landowner should 
he decide to sell his property to ¡ 
another party.

Organic Matter Essential 
For a Good Lawn

Right now many people are 
fated with the task of establish­
ing or re-establishing a lawn. 
Unfortunately many such lawns 
are placed on soils with poor 
drainage, aeration, as well as 
poor fertility. Therefore, to bet­
ter insure success, why not cor­
rect those soil problems before 
you put down that sod or seed?

If you have a clay soil or a 
fine textured soil that tends to 
become tight and restricts 
drainage, the most appropriate 
step to take is to add a generous 
helping of organic matter to 
such a soil. By organic matter 
is meant such materials as peat 
moss, leaf mold, saw dust, cot­
ton burs, manure or compost.

Add the organic matter to a 
thickness of about 4-6 inches 
and then roto-till this into the 
soil to a depth of 6-8 inches. 
Make sure you work it thor­
oughly to avoid layering of the 
soil and organic matter.

Sandy soils create the opp(v 
site problem. Usually sandy 
soils have such large pore 
spaces that they drain “too 
well.” .Again, organic matter 
added to the soil will greatly 
increase both the water and nu­
trient holding capacity of the 
sand. This will reduce the fr>-- 
quency of watering and fertiliz­
ing.

Guidelines for the report set 
poverty level for a family of 
four at an annual income of 
$3,800.

More than one third of the 
Texas poor are children under 
15. and four out of five are black 
or Mexican-American.

George P. Taylor, TOED di­
rector, said the report will be 
the basis of programs to alle­
viate poverty in the state. Re­
commendations include bringing 
in new industry to decrease lUH 
employment, housing expansion 
and better health care and food | 
programs,

REFORM SESSION STUDIED
Governor Smith disclosed he 

is putting together a "full pack­
age” of insurance reform pro­
posals in case he decides to 
call a special legislative session 
this year.

Reports indicate the governor 
was serious when he said he 
may call such a session on in­
surance matters. Smith himself 
continued to lash out at the in­
surance regulatory board. When 
members ordered a rate cut for 
auto insurance averaging 11 per 
rent statewide. Smith said a 21 
per cent reduction was in order.

Smith said he must work close­
ly with legislative leadership to 
achieve anything in a special 
session, but Lt. Governor Ben 
Barnes and House Speaker Ray­
ford Price said he hasn't said 
a word to them about his plans.

If Smith calls the session, ap­
parently he will propose whole­
sale reorganization of the board 
and a controlled competitive rate 
system for property and auto in­
surance.

COURT MERGER URGED
Merger of the Texas Supreme 

Court and Court of Criminal Ap­
peals, elimination of municipal 
and justice of the peace courts 
and non-partisan election of 
judges were proposed by the 
Chief Justice’s Task Force for 
Court Improvement.

A series of seminars are be­
ing scheduled over the state to 
hear comments on the proposed 
revisions.

Under the recommendations, 
courts of civil appeals would be­
come courts of appeals handling 
both criminal and civil cases.

The Legislature would be di­
rected to create a system of 
county courts at law to perform 
the judicial functions now per­
formed by all courts below the 
district level.

It is, of course, a matter of 
the electorate’s judgment as to 
the makeup of the (Congress and 
we differ in our opinions as to 
what constitutes proper qualifi­
cations for the office. Primarily 
it is assumed that the Congress­
man's stand on issues is (leter- 
mining. Quite naturally, we dif­
fer on basic philosophies of gov­
ernment, which direct the 
course of our Nation. We can 
all agree that any Member of 
Congress should be able to read 
and write but beyond that, dif­
ferences of opinion set in as to 
other qualifying attributes. Des­
criptive words such as “ intelli­
gence, dedication and integrity” 
and so forth, have meaning but 
arc sometimes difficult to de­
fine. Like the zeal of Saul, it de­
pends on the direction these at­
tributes may take. A dedication 
of purpose can be anywhere a- 
round the 360 degrees of the 
compass. The fact remains that 
there are obvious truths which, 
at this time and place in our 
history, need to be critically ob­
served. It seems that number 
one should be the re-establish­
ment of complete integrity of 
our dollar’s value. Many other 
issues are related to this rath­
er simple proposition—inflation, 
the erosion of people’s savings, 
investments, pensions or what­
ever. It relates to the crime 
rate, which absorbs the issue 
of law and order. It relates to 
our national defense and our 
standing with other nations of 
the world.

Given a Congress which is 
deeply conscious and thorough­
ly dedicated to preserving a gov­
ernment which can serve the 
need of its people and at the 
same time preserve its integ­
rity, then the Presidency is not 
the most vital office. It is, of 
course, the highest office and 
has tremendous authority in 
making appointments to the Cab­
inet and the various posts under 
it. The President has the veto 
power and the authority to with­
hold funds appropriated by Con­
gress. But. it remains the duty 
and responsibility of the Con-

U N i D h M
gress to enact laws and approp­
riate money for their adminis­
tration and execution.

The Presiuent ot the United 
Stales can not veto what is 
known as “ line items” as the 
Governor of our State is permit­
ted to do. He either vetoes all 
of an appropriation measure or 
none. He can lift out certain 
items to which he objects. On 
the other hand, he can order 
the impoundment of funds ap­

propriated for a specific pur­
pose. This is an old controversy* 
and one unresolved. In truth it 
will never be resolved but only 
complained about as has been* 
the case throughout the years.* 
The real answer is for the Con­
gress not to appropriate money 
to the President for things not 
needed or in excess of that* 
which is absolutely necessary. 
This is the real rub and ac­
counts for the conclusion in the 
minds of many that of the two 
it is more important to elect a 
highly responsible Congress than* 
to elect a President of the Unit­
ed States.

ELECTION BILLS PAID
The state ran out of money 

before it paid 1972 primary elec­
tion expenses and fell about 
$325,000 short of meeting all its 
bills.

The last $117,000 available was 
sent to county officials last 
week. A lot of election workers 
printers, and suppliers have not 
been paid for their work.

The money was dispursed on a 
pro-rata basis, amounting to 
26 66 per cent of bills still out­
standing in the counties.

DRUG STOCKS—ARE THEY 
TOO HIGH?

By Babson's Reports, Inc.
I Wellesley Hills, Mass.—Many 
! leading drug stocks arc ciirreiit-
I ly priced near their all-time 
I highs and several are selling at 
j what appears to be inflated 
price-earnings ratios. Investors 

' are wondering if the drug stocks 
; are particularly vulernable to 
' decline or if there is still con- 
i  siderable growth ahead. Natur- 
j ally, the problem arises as to 
! whether profits should be taken 
I in this group, purchases avoid­
ed.

NOT ALL ALIKE
When looking over the issues 

of the numerous companies mak­
ing up the domestic drug in 
dustry, it may be seen that there 
is a wide variance in price- 
earnings ratios of the leading 
firms. For example, based on 
expected per-share profits this 
year, the stock of Schering- 
Plough recently sold at a gen­
erous 42 times earnings while 
•lohn.son & Johnson sold at a 
high 54 times. In view of their 
exceptional records and promis­
ing prospects these issues cus­
tomarily command premium 
prices.

I On the other hand, the stcoke
of such firms as Pfizer, Smith, 
Kline & French, Morton-Nor- 
wich, Rorer-Amchem, and sev­
eral others are priced at much 

I  lower levels relative to antici­
pated earnings.
FURTHER GAINS PROBABLE

The very rapid growth of the 
- drug industry during the late 
' 1950s and early- to -mid-1960s 
has slowed somewhat. But even 

, at the less intensive pace, sales 
and earnings and profits mar­
gins compare favorably with 
most other lines. The drug group 
also has a good defensive rec­
ord.

Overall profits this year, aid­
ed by the stronger economy and 
high sales from overseas opera­
tions, are likely to improve by 
at least 10 percent over those of 
1971. Additional gains are ex­
pected in subsequent years as 
the industry benefits from con­
tinued strong worldwide demand 
for established ethical and phar­
maceutical drugs as well as for 
newer compounds currently in 
experimental or testing stages. 
Increased emphasis by the gov-

emment on health-care spend-1 
ing represents an additional plus 
factor in the drug field.

HOLD THEM ALL
In view of the still favorable 

outlook for the foremost drug 
companies, the Research De­
partment of Babson's Reports is 
recommending that investors 
continue to hold such issues for 
further long-range increases. 
This advice applies to such well-1 
known companies as Abbott 
Laboratories. American Home 
Products, Bristol-Myers, John­
son & Johnson. Eli Lilly, Merck, 
Morton-Norwich, Pfizer, Rich 
ardson-Merrell, Rorer-Amchem 
Schering-Plough. G. D. Searle, 
Smith Kline & French, Sterling 
Drug, Syntex, Upjohn, and War­
ner-Lambert.

As for attractive purchases. 
Babson’s Research Department 
currently favors the common 
stocks of Morton-Norwich and 
Pfizer for longer term growth. 
Income-oriented investors should 
of course, avoid these two as 
well as other drug issues be­
cause the yields on stocks in 
this industrial segment are al-

most universally low.
Pfizer has a fine progress rec­

ord. A leading drug firm, it ha.s 
recorded consecutive sales peaks 
for 22 years, and another new 
high seems assured for this 
year. Earnings gains have also 
been consistent except for a dip 
in 1967. Last year’s profits were 
$I 38 a share, should reach $1.55 
this year. Pfizer gets about one- 
half its sales from the U. S. 
and the rest from abroad. The 
conservative-grade stock is an 
attractive growrth candidate, in 
the opinion of Babson’s Reports.

Morton-Norwich's progress has 
been restricted in recent years 
by price cutting on two of its 
important drug products, plus 
difficulties with its salt opera­
tions. But this year earnings are 
likely to show good improve­
ment. possibly up to the $1.85- 
per-share range from 1971’s $1.- 
35. Its products line includes 
Pepto-Bismol, Unguentine, Mor­
ton Salt. Fantastik, Simoniz, and 
.I.^nitor in a Drum. The conser­
vative-grade stock is regarded 
as a good "comeback” candi­
date.

FAMILY LAWYER
Drag Strips

To hot rodders, the opening of 
a new drag strip is a cause for 
jubilation. But to residents of 
the neighborhood, the occasion 
may be less joyful. Do they 
have legal grounds for com­
plaint?

Unless banned by local stat­
ute, a drag strip (or other kind 
of race track) is a perfectly 
lawful activity. It may become 
unlawful, however, because of 
the way it is run. That is, it 
may amount to a "nui.sance”— 
subject to abatement by court 
action.

The noise alone may be offen­
sive enough to justify a stop or­
der. Take this case:

Residents living near a sub­
urban drag strip found the noise 
so unbearable that they had to 
keep their windows shut. Resi­
dents one mile away had to 
keep their television turned on 
high. Residents three miles a- 
way said the noise "like a 
saw”) could be heard plainly.

Impressed by these tales of 
woe, a court ordered the track 
closed down.

Even if the noise itself isn’t 
too bad, other factors may tilt 
the scales against the track 
operators.

In one ca.se, in issuing an in­
junction, the court stressed the 
smell of burning fuel. In ano­
ther case, the court called at­
tention to the glare of lights.

He shall repre- 
sani tna State in all suite and 
pleaa in tha Supreme Court of 
the Stete in which the State
amy be a party, and shall espe­
cially inouire into tha charter 
rights of all private corpora­
tions, and from tima to time, 
ia the naiM of the State, taka 
such action in the courts as 
may ba proper and ncceeeary 
to psevant any private corpora­
tion from axerewing any power 
or demanding or coUacting any 
tpeciaa of taxae, tolls, freight 
or wharfage not authorised by 
law. Ha shall, whenever suffici­
ent cause exists, aeek a judicial 
forfaitura of aueh charters, un- 
laaa otharwiM axpreasly direct­
ed by law, and give legal advice 
in writing to the Governor and 
other txacutive officers, when 
raquaeted by them, and per­
form iueh other duties as may 
ba required by law. Ha shall ra- 
sida at the teat of government 
during his continuance in of­

fice. He shall receive for hia aer- 
vicea an annual salary in an 
amount to be fixed by the Leg­
islature."

Sec. 3. That Article IV, Sac­
tion 23, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows;

“Section 23. The Comptrol­
ler of Public Accounts, tha 
TYeasurcr, the Commiisioner of 
the General Land Gffiee, and 
any statutory itate officer who 
is elected by the electorate of 
Taxes at large, unless a term of 
office is otnerwisc specifically 
provided in thia Constitution, 
shall each hold office for the 
term of four years and until his 
•uccassor ia qualiflad. Tha four- 
year term appliee to thasa offi- 
can who are aiactad at tha gtn- 
aral election in 1974 or there­
after. Each shall receive an an­
nual salary in an amount to ba 
fixed by the Legislature; reside 
at the Capital of tha State dur­
ing hia continuance in office, 
and perform such dutiei aa are 
or may be required by law. 
ITiey and the Secretary of 
State shall not receive to their 
own use any fees, coate or par- 
quiaites of office. All feae that
may be payable by law for a »  
service performed by any offi­
cer specified in this section or
in his office, shall be paid, 
when receivea, into the State
Treasury.”Sec. 4. Hie foregoing consti­
tutional amendment shall ba 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in Novamber, 1972, at 
which election the ballote shall 
ba printed to provide for vot­
ing for or againet tha proposi­
tion: “The conetitulional
amendment to provide a four- 
year term of offica for the 
Governor, Lieutenant Govar- 
nor, Attorney General, Comp­
troller of Public Accounts, 
Traasurar, Commiaaionar of tha 
Genaral Land Gffica, Saerttary 
of State, and certain statutory 
Stete officen.”

OUTDOORS MEN

Reclaiming Fish Hooks
Recycling is the “ thing” of 

the day. Next best to recycling 
is reclaiming.

With the price of fish hooks 
high (and what isn’t?) you may 
want to give tender-loving-care 
to the hooks you have.

Too many of us take up our 
trotlines, throwlines, droplines, 
or whatever, and simply dump 
them on the garage floor, or on 
a shelf, or in a box . . . .and 
there they stay until next sea­
son, or the next fishing oppor­
tunity presents itself. Result; 
heavy rust-covered hooks.

Today’s hooks are well built, 
patiently designed and are

given all thought possible by 
the manufacturers. But most 
hooks still are not rust-proof. 
Salt water really takes its toll 
of hooks, including those on 
lures and especially the all-im­
portant barbs.

So, treat your hooks like they 
are the last you’ll ever get. Dis­
connect them from stageons 
when not in use (and discon­
nect stageons from trotlines be­
fore you start removing the line 
from the water). Dry the hooks 
carefully, then store them 
where they will not be in con­
tact with rusty hooks.

But if you forget, and your 
hooks gather rust, put the rus­
tles in a small can about three 
to eight ounces in size (the 

I smaller the better) and spray 
the hooks with WD-40 rust re­
mover. If you don’t have a can 
of rust remover handy, try Li­
quid Wrench or anything else 
that will absorb or loosen rust.

A few sprays and lots of can­
shaking later, you’ll have bright 
and shiny hooks again.

If it’s a bud case of rust, just 
leave the treated h(x>ks in the 
treatment can and shake the 
can vigorously ever so often to 
jar lorjse the stubborn particles 
of rust.

Pour off the fluid frequently 
into another container and let 
the rust in the fluid settle. While 
waiting for this to happen spray 
fresh rust remover over the 
hooks. Repeat this treatment 
process several times, then 
pour the residue liquid into the 
treatment can and leave the 
hooks submerged overnight.

By morning you will have a 
usable set of hooks that are al­
most as good as new.

If any rust still exists a small 
steel file will at this point re 
move the remaining rust easily.
