December 28, 1972—Our Fore­
cast a year ago was heavily 
laced with reasons for optimism 
regarding economic and finan­
cial pro.spects for 1972. In retro­
spect, our two key predictions 
proved to be correct. On the 
economic front we envisioned 
the emergence of a more hope­
ful attitude on the part of busi­
nessmen and consumers that 
would speed up the economic 
recovery. On the financial front 
we predicted a good year for 
the stock market in 1972, and 
indicated that the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average would pierce 
the 1,000 mark in either late 
summer or early fall.

HOME FREE IN ’73?
1972 turned out to be a year 

of almost unbroken economic 
and bu;>iness progress. The pub­
lic might well have been more 
keenly aware of this healthy en­
vironment had it not been for 
the politically motivated rheto­
ric on some of the less-than- 
Utopian aspects of the business 
picture. The most facile means 
of forecasting is. of course, sim- 

I ply to take prevailing conditions 
and project them into the fu­
ture, even though this is not 

■ necessarily the most logical or 
accurate way. Such an approach 

; is commonly used among lay­
men, and often even by those 
knowledgeable in business af- 

; fairs. Little wonder, then, that 
I just as optimists were conspi- 
I cuous by their absence a year 
ago, most forecasters of 1973 
business up to this point reflect 
today’s enthusiasm and happy 
anticipation.

POCKETS OF POTENTIAL 
TROUBLE

The staff of Babson’s Reports 
, once again stands somewhat a- 
I part from the herd and takes a 
more moderate view of develop­
ments over the next twelve 
months. Our opinion is far from 
pessimistic, but it does incorpor­
ate a healthy respect for some 
of the vital problems which the 
nation’s economy may have to 
face in the new year. Hence, 
readers of this B.ibson Forecast 
are advised to be psychological­
ly prepared to cope with pos­
sible disruptions of varying in­
tensity along the labor front, on 

1 the monr-tary scene, in the fight 
against inflation, and in areas 

I of high sociological sensitivity.
I STRIKE THREAT

A year from now. we may 
j look fjack and credit labor rela- 
i tions with having molded the 
' profile of 1973's business pat- 
I tern. Whether the nation is to 
j suffer an inordinate degree of 
; economic dislocation during the 
j coming twelvemonth could de­
pend to a considerable extent on 
just how aggressively and per­
sistently labor leaders press 

I their demands, and also on how 
I  the Administration handles the 
I labor issues in its effort to stave 
' off serious, long-term injury to 
; the economv from further rav­
ages of inflation. While the Bab- 

! son staff is hopeful that the ov- 
I erall damage will not be exces- 
; sive, there are bound to be a 
, number of conflicts which will 
jar business and public confi- 

I dence for a while.
Labor-management confronta­

tions will start at the crack of 
the new year, and, except for 
brief respites, will remain on 
scene throughout 1973. It is es­
timated that more than 4.000,- 
000 workers in a fistful of key 
industries will become involved 
in new labor contract negotia­
tions. First at bat are the Uni­
ted Rubber Workers who are al­
ready facing the petrochemical 
companies to hammer out a lab­
or pact to replace the one just 

I expiring. Bargaining will be due 
I thereafter in rubber, cement,
I construction, apparel, retail 
. trade, services, electrical manu- 
j  factoring, and foods. Most im- 
I portant, however, are negotia- 
I tions involving the Teamsters 
and United Auto Workers. The 

I fact that both of these signifi- 
I cant contract expirations will be 
I quite close together is disturb­
ing, since industrial production 
could plummet sharply for an 
indefinite period if either or both 
groups should strike.

INFLATION—GRAVE 
OR TOLERABLE?

Prospects for 1973 hinge so 
Importantly upon the inflation 
threat that an early examina­
tion of this subject seems appro­
priate. There are two types of 
inflation, monetary and price. 
In trying to pull the economy 
out of its recent recession, the 
monetary authorities opened the

spigot and increased the money 
supply. They accomplished their 
objective, and their recent ac­
tions have been more moderate. ' 
In 1973, therefore, we can look 
for the monetary officials to 
“ lean against the wind”  when­
ever it becomes necessary to 
squelch any fresh threat from 
inflationai-y forces. But unless 
price (and wage) inflation com­
mences to slip out of control, it 

I is not likely that the severe 
tightening of money and credit 
which precipitated the 1968-'69 
credit crunch will be repeated.

This does not mean we have 
put inflation entirely at rest. 
Some price and wage inflation 
seems unavoidable in the year 
ahead; the primary question is 
just how severe it will be. De­
termining factors will be the be­
havior of labor management, 
and the Administraticn. If labor 
is aggressive and adamant in 
its demands and if management 
makes little or no attempts to 
hold costs to a reasonable rate 
of increase, the .seeds will be 
sown for a potentially danger­
ous crop of inflation of the cost- 
push type.

WHAT WILL THE 
ADMINISTRATION DO?

The Babson staff foresees 
.some sharp jawboning by the 
Administration to convince lab­
or and management that they 
must co-operate in keeping 
wage and price increases with­
in tolerable range. Should such 
moral suasion fail however, 
there is always the last resoit: 
Price and wage controls far 
more restrictive and of greater 
scope than the partial curbs and 
guidelines we have been operat­
ing under for about a year and a 
half. W'ith such stringent anti­
inflation curbs, neither labor 
nor management nor the con­
sumes really benefits or is hap­
py. Hence, we are hopeful that 
the pending labor negotiations 
in pattern-setting fields will be 
resolved with only moderate 
price inflation and without busi­
ness stoppages.

If price inflation should be 
held ‘ o a walk in the early 
months of the new year, there 
is a good chance that controls 
will be modified and eased. Al­
though it would be unrealistis to 
expect total cessation of anti- 
infl.ition controls in 1973, even 
some relaxation would have a 
positive impact on public con­
fidence. Overall, we are hope­
ful that price and wage hikes 
can be kept to around 6'>0 in 
the coming year, leaving the 
normal productivity gain of 3'T, 
tho 3.5% per annum as a par­
tially counterbalancing influ­
ence. The Administration itself 
will be in the forefront of the 
inflation battle. While it would 
be overly ambitious to look for 
a balanced federal budget in 
either fiscal 1973 nr fiscal 1974 
(portions of both fall in the cal­
endar year 1973), the Nixon Ad­
ministration will aim for a mod­
erate budget deficit by impound­
ing funds allocated for certain 
purposes.

INDUSTRIAL PRODUCTION
Allowing for a reasonable la­

bor climate with some disrup­
tions of brief duration, the staff 
of Babson's Reports feels that 
industrial production can post a 
gain of 5% in 1973 over the 1972 
average. This would be in terms 
of physical volume of output and 
not subiect to inflationary fac­
tors. This rate of increase 
would amount to somewhat less 
than that registered during 1972.

On the other hand, the in­
crease in industrial activitv 
should be spread over a broad­
er base in terms of industries 
participating. There should also 
be some shift in leadership For 
example, the production of auto­
mobiles and trucks which did 
yeomen’s work in pulling the 
economy upward these past two 
years may well level off. but the 
hitherto laggard capital-goixis 
sector will come on strong Oth­
er lines which are expected to 
contribute to the advance in in­
dustrial production include pap­
er and pulp, containers, instru­
ments and controls, machine 
tools, apparel, and both military 
and consumer electronics.
GROSS NATIONAL PRODUCT

It is the opinion of the Bab­
son staff that through the com­
bination of anticipated higher 
prices and increased output, the 
nation’s 1973 Gross National 
Product in current dollars 
should post an advance approx­
imating 9%, over 1972. a gain of 
agout the same magnitude as 
that seen in the year just enti­
l'd. In constant dollars (deflat­
ed l>usis), with 1958 us the base

period, we expect a year-to-year I 
increase of about compared ; 
with 5.5% for 1972. This smaller ‘ 
rate of progress poin's up tht 
fact that general business in 
1973 will tack on further gains 
but not with the same degree of 
vigor.

Two aspects of economic acti­
vity we think will be prominent 
in enabling 1973 to chalk up a 
climb in business, and hence in 
GNP, are in the private sector 
of the economy. These are per­
sonal consumption expenditures 
and private domestic invest­
ments. However, state and local 
demand for goods and services, 
betterment in the nation’s for- 
aign trade balance, and the un­
avoidable updating of the na­
tion's defense capabilities will 
also lift the GNP

WORLD PEACE 
AND TRADE

By the time this Annual Fore­
cast is published, there could 
already be a cease-fire agree­
ment for the Vietnam war. In 
any case, such a truce should 
not be far off How long such a 
cooling-off arrangement will last 
however, is indeterminate. We 
are hopeful that this forward 
step can be followed by nego­
tiations leading to a permanent 
peace treaty. Even if a cease­
fire is achieved but fails to hold 
anv resumption of fighting will 
presumably take place without 
American forces. Hopefully, set­
tlement in Vietnam may be only 
part of a favorable peace pack­
age which will incorporate 
agreements to maintain the in­
tegrity of all other Southeast 
Asian nations.

It is the conviction of Bab­
son's Reports that there will be 
no World War III in 1973. There 
may weM be more internal strife 
in the emerging nations of Afri­
ca and other underdeveloped 

i countries of the world where the 
climate for leadership is still a 
partial vacuum and thus invites 
struggle for domination. Simi­
lar conditions also exist in por­
tions of South and Central Am­
erica. It is to be hoped, how­
ever, that the expected redirec­
tion of U. S. foreign policy and 
assistance will include a shift 
back to Latin America in time 
to stave off serious trouble 
there. In the Middle East no 
full-scale war is likely in 1973. 
but the area will unfortunately 
continue to teeter on the brink 
of outright conflict

The commercial transactions 
achieved between this country 
and Russia and Red China bare­
ly scratch the surface of the 
trade potential which exists on 
an international scale We fore­
cast an increase in foreign com­
merce for the United States in 
the new year, involving more 
industry groups Stuoendous 
though the potential may be. we 
can tap only a tinv fraction of 
the basic markets. Iron-coun­
tries simply do not have enough 
dollar holdings or trade cn»dits 
Sales made on a credit basis re­
quire tedious negotiations to es­
tablish terms for such transac­
tions. F\'cntually, however, the 
worldwide revamp of the inter­
national monetarv system will 
result in some improvement in 
this situation. But the .solution 
will not come in 1973. Nonethe­
less. there should be a h“ tter 
showing in our forfign trade 
balance and a less horrendous 
deficit in our annual internation­
al balance of payments,

GOOD YEAR FOR FARMERS
The step-up in grain exports 

this past year has stiffened ag­
ricultural commodity prices 
materially, and 1972 is winding 

• up as one of the best years in 
history for the nation's farmers 
Realized net income could 
reach $18.8 billion, a total which 
would outstrip the previou.s peak 
of $17 billion reached back in 
1967. Farm income nex* year 
should hold near this all-time- 
recoid level. Domestic demand 
for agricultural products will re­
main strong, while exports are 
expected to rule on the upside 
Farmers are already ''champ- 
ing at the bit”  to start tilling 
and planting 197.3's spring crops 
The farm-equipment market is 
booming, and demand for ferti­
lizer and seed will be brisk 
Farm real estate prices have 
also strengthent'd.

BRIGHT CON.SUMER 
PSYCHOLOGY

All told, the nation’s consum­
ers can look forward to a good 

i  year in 1973. There will be some 
! dissatisfaction over prices as 
I well as occasional tremors a-

i  hor-management confnmtntions,
I hut the overall atmosphere will

be heartening. Employment 
should move above the record 
rate already achieved during

flecting an increase in numbers 
of job openings. On the other 
hand, unemployment will shrink 
only a trifle from the current 
6'V) of the civilian labor force, 
possibly reaching the Adminis­
tration’s target of 5.5%. This is 
scarcely satisfactory to labor 
leaders, but it must be recog­
nized that it is difficult to re­
duce jobless totals—even when 
employment is on the rise—if 
there is a massive influx into 
the labor force of young people 
and mothers seeking part-time 
or full-time work. And this will 
be the case during 1973.

As we said earlier, wage rates 
will climb further in the year 
ahead. The pattern for raises 
and fringe benefits for the en­
suing three years may well he 
determined by contracts ink^d 
in the key trucking, au'o, end 
construction industries in the 
new year. With multi-year a- 
greements usually calling for 
the lion’s share of the overall 
increase in the first year, aver­
age wage rates in American in­
dustry will show a significant 
rise in 1973. tempered some­
what by whatever controls are 
in effect All of this will mean 
an upward push in both gross 
and disposable personal in­
comes.

SPENDING WILL RISE
The combination of full em­

ployment. soaring wage rates, 
and new highs in personal in­
come will, of course, put con­
sumers in a spending mood For 
that reason the staff of Babson’s 
Reports looks for a substantial 
rise in consumer spending in 
1973 The continuing advance in 
consumer expenditures will be 
spurred to sorqe degree by a de­
cline in the rate of savings. The 
trend toward putting away a 
smaller percentage of dispos­
able income has been in evi­
dence since the third quarter of
1971, after hitting a peak in the 
preceding quarter when consu­
mers channeled 8 6% of their 
disposable income into savings. 
For the full year 1971 the sav­
ings rate was 8 2%, but we esti­
mate the 1972 figure will prove 
to have been reduced to 6.6%.

With little chance for much 
reduction in food prices and 
with consumption per capita 
still climbing a fair portion of 
the increase in personal in­
comes will go for food and bev­
erages. Consumers will also 
spend more for eating away 
from home. With new housing 
starts in 1972 holding up longer 
than was earlier expected, fur­
niture and home furnishings are 
likely to remain strong areas of 
buyer interest. Purchases of 
new autos were extremely hea­
vy during the bulk of the past 
year, and there is no indication 
that this tendency will soon be 
reversed. It should be noted, 
however, that we look for con­
siderably less of an upward fill­
ip in home furnishings and auto 
s.iles In 1973 than was seen in
1972. In both instances, it is get­
ting late in the upward phase of 
the selling cycle. We do expect, 
however, quite positive gains in 
consumer spending for leisure­
time activities and products, 
and for apparel and accessories.

CAPITAL EXPENDITURES
Business capital expenditures 

will help to stimulate the eco­
nomy during 1973, but not with 
the same potency as in previous 
business Ixxims. It is probable, 
in fact, that a good chunk of 
capital spending will be not for 
increased capacity but for items 
of high .social priority. Most 
firms will be laying out more 
money to comply with anti-pol­
lution regulations, and compan­
ies in the oil and gas industry 
will expend huge sums in the 
search for new reserves. Major 
gas distributors are so hard- 
pressed for fresh supplies of nat­
ural gas that they are advanc­
ing millions of dollars to help 
pay for exploration and develop­
ment costs in exchange for the 
right to purchase a major part 
or the entire output of a given 
area. All in all, business capital 
expenditures in 1973 could shoir 
a gain just about matching tht 
10% marked up during the past 
year.

COMMITTEE DISAGREES
A House of Representatives 

committee disagrees on speci­
fic recommendations for a new 
method of financing public 
school education in the wake of 
court decisions.

The interim School Finance 
Committee adopted a proposal 
urging support of a new pan­
el to study findings of 10 separ­
ate groups studying the same 
problem and offer suggestions 
to a special legislative session.

A federal court a year ago 
held the present system of fin­
ancing public school education 
is unconstitutional because it 
creates inequality of opportunity 
among rich and poor districts.

Committee chairman Paul Sil- 
ber of San Antonio said the 
state should assure equal edu­
cation to all districts by a broad 
based tax for reapportionment 
to the districts. Another mem­
ber, Rep. Billy Williamson of 
Tyler, said Texas Education 
Agency should be allowed to 
collect a statewide ad valorem 
tax based on full property vol- 
ue.

SOCIAL SECURITY

"We have been receiving 
many inquiries concerning Med­
icare for the disabled,”  J. M. 
Talbot, social security manag­
er, stated tixfay. “ The Social 
Security Amendments of 1972 
(signed into law in October, 
1972) included such a provision, 
but it does not take effect until 
July of 1973. Also, no Medicare 
benefits will be available for an 
individual until he has been en­
titled to disability benefits for 
24 consecutive months.

“ Beneficiaries covered by 
this provision would include dis­
abled workers at any age: dis­
abled widows and disabled de­
pendent widowers between the 
ages of .50 and 65; and disabled 
people aged 18 and over who 
receive social security benefits 
from a parent’s social security 
number.

Point-Of-Sale Electronic 
Cash Registers

By Babson’s Reports Inc., 
Wellesley Hills, Mass., Decem­
ber 21, 1972. A new point-of-sale 
system encompasses an elec­
tronic cash register which cap­
tures all pertinent data used in 
a sales transaction by reading 
a coded tag and picking up key­
board input from the sales 
clerk. The input is either col­
lected on magnetic tope and f''d 
to a central data collection com­
puter through telephone lines or 
is partially processed in a stand­
alone unit. By attaching a scan­
ning device to the terminal, tags 
can be read automatically 
through either an optical or a 
magnetic sensor.

The retail inaustry is now the 
chief market sector for comput 
erized sales where automated 
equipment performs the mani­
fold functions of recording, in­
ventorying, and credit authoriz­
ing in a growing number of de­
partment and discount stores 
throughout the country.

Market Size And Areas
Better than a fivefold growth

in electronic cash registers is 
expected in the next four years. 
Some $74 million of these units 
will be sold in 1972 with a rise 
to $390 million anticipated by 
1976. Sales of credit systems 
hardware now amount to about 
$17 million, and are expected to 
reach $172 million by 1976.

There are approximately 3.3 
million cash registers in the 
country, of which 10 percent to 
15 percent are used by the gen­
eral merchandising industry. 
The research staff of Babson's 
Reports believes that both the 
replacement market and new 
store openings should help to 
bring about the rapid growth 
predicted f o r  point-of-sale 
equipment. For 1972 and 1973 
an annual growth of between 
20 percent and 25 percent is in­
dicated, with a healthy settling 
down to about a 10 percent- to 
15 percent annual rate there­
after. By the mid 1970’s, most 
retailing experts look for about 
51) percent of that industry to be 
computerized at the point of 
sale. The largest terminal

(point-of-sale) market of a l l -  
food distribution (particularly 
fast-f(xrd restaurants and super­
markets) —is still to be pene­
trated due to problems of a 
source-marked universal code.

Companies In The Field
The major firms in the field 

are National Cash Register, 
Singer, Pitney-Bowes, General 
Instrument, Addressograph or 
Multigraph, Litton, Motorola, 
and TRW Inc. While most of the 
systems are similar, they all 
have individual variations. Only 
time will tell whether the color 
bar code or the black and white 
bar code will become the indus­
try’s standard. Although some 
25 companies are competing for 
the business, it is generally be­
lieved that less than 10 pro­
ducers will turn out to be the 
dominant suppliers.

Currently, Singer—with its 
Friden operations—appears to 
be the leader, with National 
Cash Register a close second, 
but Pitney-Bowes is second in 
terms of actual sales of termin­
als. While Litton’s Sweda is a 
factor to be reckoned with. Gen­
eral Instrument’s Uni - Tote 
claims it has more systems in­
stalled. Motorola recently en­

will inevitably be some upward 
pressure on interest rates. But 
we stress once more that we do 
not anticipate another traumatic 
credit crunch such as occurred 
during ihe closing years of the 
1960s. The brunt of any interest- 
rate rise is likely to come at 
the short end of the money-rate 
scale, with only a moderate 
firming of long-term rates. Keep 
in mind that the total of new 
housing starts will probably 
ease a bit in 1973. Moreover, 
corporations are generally in 
good financial condition after 
building up their resources over 
th(' past two years with the aid 
of the investment tax credit. 
The Babson staff looks for cor­
porate profits after taxes to go 
up about 12% in the new year 
compared with 16% in i972. 
Even this smaller gain, however 
—coupled with the freeze on 
corporate dividend disburse­
ments—will enhance business 
liquidity.

One area of danger in the 
money-rate picture may be trac­
ed to the government’s door­
step, The U. S. Treasury is slat­
ed for fairly active refinancing 
in 1973. and the unusual and un­
expected tax receipts that have 
come in during 1972 through 
overwithholding will not be seen 
in the new year. Whether the 
Treasurv's debt-management ef­
forts will pose a problem de­
pends on inflation prospects. If, 
as now seems to be increasing­
ly accepted, the general public 
feels that inflation is being re­
strained, the f(*deral refinancing 
projects are likely to occur with­
out undue pressure on interest 
rates.

Hence, bond prices will prob­
ably show sporadic signs of 
softness in the short to interme- 
mediate sectors of the maturity 
scale. But on the long-term end 
prices should be generally well 
maintained. In general, 1973 
should offer ample opportunity 
to make selected purchases of 
bonds and preferred stocks of 
good quality for investors who 
need to nail down a fair amount 
of fixed income from their in­
vestments. W'herever possible, 
however, some inflation hedge 
should be sought, even to the 
pom* of sacrificing a little in­
come on a nor*ion of investment 
can tal. This part of investment 
fund“ can be placed in some at­
tract ivelv priced convertible 
debentures .and convertible pre­
ferred stocks.

BIGGER TAX BITE?
The outcrv for tax reforms, 

the st.ipeerng prniected federal 
budget deficit, and the need for 
he!p_ at state and local levels in- 
dica’te that somewhere along the 
line 111 1971 there must be a hea­
vy tax wallop. The staff of Bab- 
son's Reports does feel, howev- 

I er, that by closing tax loopholes 
‘ of the more glaring sort and 
putting more restraints on pub­
lic spending, the federal govern­
ment can a'/oid an outright in- 

j crease in bo'h corporate and 
j personal income taxes in the;
I coming vear. over and above

STOCK MARKET OUTLOOK
The stock market during 1973 

will have three powerful factors 
in its corner: ( I )  The element 
of pence; (2) the generally 
healthy economic clirnate; and 
(3) the decisive hurdliilg of the 
1.000 mark by the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average which is 
whetting the investment anpe- 
tite. These are considerations 
that tend to stiffen investment 
ccnfidence substantially. On the 
assumptions that corptorate pro­
fits can post another gain dur­
ing the coming year and that 
inflation can be nrevented from 
running awav. the Dow Jones 
Industrial Average can be ex-; 
pected to work into still higher 
territory over the n^xt twelve 
months. The possibility of a 
move past the 1,100 mark, to 
even a challenge of the 1,200 
level, should not be ruled out. 
However, there may not be a 
smooth jet flight for the stock 
market, if only because of the 
overhanging danger of labor 
troubles which will threaten for 
virtuaJly the entire year ahead.

Nevertheless, barring an un­
predictable major adverse dev­
elopment, many of the stocks 
which have been in the dol­
drums will have an opportunitv 
to catch up with the parade. A- 
mong the groups that can give 
a good account of themselves
