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Here it is only the first week 
of October—the leaves haven’t 
even started turning; we’re 
sHII getting hot all-days; there 
is little feel of fall in the air; 
and there’s still several lawn 
mowings to be done— and al­
ready, the ’ ’This is the ONLY 
thing to buy for Christmas”  
theme is beginning to leap at us 
from the glass screen, and the 

'printed pages. It ’s as if some­
body or something is afraid 
we’ll all just slumber through 
the fall days, and then wake up 
suddenly just before Christmas 
and miss something.

This has always been the 
"country of the future,”  but be­
ing Christmas-brainwashed at 
the tailend of summer is just a 
little too "fu tury!”  That s per­
haps one reason that big season 
of the year has lost so much of 
its edge and appeal — people, 
and especially the young child­
ren to whom the season should 
mean so much, are being sub­
jected almost year-round lo ihe 
Christmas brainwash. So much 
so it’s like over-chewed gum— 
it loses its flavor after a while.

But this is the wey we do 
things now — we over-use the 
present, thinking and making 
plans for the future to such an 
extent that we have no time to 
realize the beauty of the pre­
sent—we’ re always working for 
manana—and then by the time 
the future becomes the present, 
we have become so satiated 
with all our planning that we 

• cannot savor the flavor of the 
then present.

There’s nothing wrong with 
. planning for and thinking of the 
future— we have to do so much 
of it to survive. However, by be­
ing too ’ ’ future-minded,”  we 
are liable to miss the wonder­
fulness of the present. Today 
becomes only another day-step 
toward the future, and we don’t 
take the time to hold it and en­
joy it, but let it slip away as 
we trudge toward that future- 
horizon. But, if we would take 
the time for a few mornings to 
arise earlier and look to the ris­
ing sun, and feel the growing 
daylight as it washes across our 
face, and grasp only momen­
tarily Ihe newness and exerlast- 

•ingness of the present—the to­
day, the now—and forget for a 
few moments the problems, and 
even the joys, we know lie out 
there in the future . . .

Further summaries of the nine 
Constitutional Amendments to 
be voted on in the general elec­
tion, November 6:

Amendment 7 authorizes 'the 
Veterans’ Land Board to issue 
and sell an additional $100 mil­
lion in bonds nr obligations, the 
proceeds from which would be 
deposited in the Veterans’ Land 
Fund, and other provisions.

—Argument for; The people of 
Texas have previously .seen fit 
to allow Texans who have serv­
ed in the armed forces of the 
United States the benefit of pur­
chasing land through the Veter- 

'ans ' Lang Program. In order to 
continue this program and to 
extend its benefits to returning 
veterans of Vietnam and to oth­
ers who have served in the arm- 

*ed forces the amendment should 
be approved. If bonds and obli­
gations of the State of Texas 
which the Veterans’ Land Board 
offers for sale are to be saleable 
on future bond markets, a maxi­
mum interest rate of 6 percent 
per annum should be allowed 
Also, the surviving spouse of a 
qualified veteran who had ap­
plied to purchase land through 
the Veterans’ Land Board 
should be able to complete the 
transaction begun by the de­
ceased and obtain the benefits 
to which the deceased spouse 
was entitled.

—Argument against; Compen­
sation of veterans is a federal 
rather than a state responsibi­
lity. Generous benefits are al­
ready available to veterans, and 
the extension of this program is 
therefore unnecessary. Increas­
ing the constitutional limit on 
the maximum interest rates for 
bonds issued by the Veterans’ 
Land Board would result in a 
corresponding rise in interest 
rates for veterans who qualify 
to purchase land under this pro­
gram. The right to purchase 
land through the Veterans’ Land 
Board was extended to the vet­
eran by virtue of his militarv 
service, and this right should 
not be extended to his surviving 
spouse.

New Food Stamp Program Started 
O ct. 1 , May Be Purchased at P . 0 .

The commodity food program 
in Runnels County cea.sed oper­
ation September 30, and the new 
federal Food Stamp Program 
began Monday, October 1.

Qualified persons may pur­
chase the stamps at the post of­
fice, and food stores throughout 
the county have qualified to re­
deem the stamps.

The program is under the di­
rection of the State Department 
of Public Welfare and the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture.

Only families certified as eli­
gible will be issued stamps. Ap-

card and ATP  card to the post 
office at Winters between the 
hours of 10 a. m. and 3 p. m., 
Monday through Friday, to 
purchase stamps. The post of­
fice will accept the correct cash 
only for the stamps. Stamps will 
become void if torn out of the 
coupon book except when being 
used to buy groceries.

Food stamps issued in one 
month can be carried over, but 
the authorization to purchase 
cannot. It must be used in the 
month it is issued.

Participating grocers will ac­
cept food stamps for the pur­
chase of most foods and food 
products. A purchaser must pre­
sent his ATP card, ID card and 
food stamp booklet.

Non-food items such as alco­
holic beverages, tobacco, paper 
products, pet foods or .soap may 
not be purchased with the 
stamps. Imports are also ban­
ned except for coffee, tea and 
bananas.

Persons taking part in the 
program were reminded that 
they must not sign the ATP 
card until they are at the post 
office and can sign it before the 
clerk who issues the stamps.

Also, stamps must not be torn 
out of the book until they are 
at the store at the time of pur­
chase. They w'ill become void 
if torn out prior to that time.

Several months after being 
stymied by the freeze of federal 
grants and loans, prospects for 
the future of the proposed rural 
water supply system for North 
Runnels County look much 
brighter, LaDell Davis, chair­
man of the board of North Run­
nels Rural Water Corporation, 
said this week.

Following an announcement 
several days ago that the U. S. 
House of Representatives had 
passed 348-24 a measure restor­
ing “ action programs,”  such as 
housing and sewer and water 
grants, the Water Corporation 
board contact congressmen re­
garding the North Runnels pro­
posed project, and were assured 
that everything possible would 
be done to help in this program.

It was understood that $150 
million would be channeled into 
the Farmers Home Administra­
tion, from which the North Run­
nels group hopes to obtain a 
grant and a loan for the pro­
ject.

Davis said the board is al­
ready busy, and proper appli­
cations for grants and loans will 
be In the pipeline shortly. There 
is no way of knowing, he stress­
ed, how long this would take or

how much could be expected in 
the way of grants or loans. He 
said that "at least we’re rolling 
again.”

The rural water supply sys­
tem for North Runnels was pro­
posed more than two years ago, 
and steps were taken immedi­
ately to form a proper organi­
zation to promote and build it. 
The North Runnels Rural Water 
Supply Corporation was charter­
ed, and a board of directors 
elected from the membership 
Rural landowners in the area 
signed up as members, advanc­
ing $100 per farmstead (or out­
let). as required by the FHA at 
that time. About .500 rural land- 
owners have signed up as mem­
bers and potential customers of 
the proposed system.

Davis said engineers already 
have drawn up preliminary 
plans for the proposed system, 
and these plans have been ap­
proved and recommended for 
completion by the West Central 
Texas Council of Governments 
(COG), and that most prelimin­
ary paper work already has 
been completed, so that as soon 
as definite word is received on 
availability of grants and loan 
funds, the corporation will begin 
work again.

To keep food safe to eat on a 
picnic, follow these simple 
rules:

—Keep cold foods below 45 
degrees F. Make sure there is 
plenty of ice in the cooler.

—Keep hot foods above 140 
degrees F. Transport them in 
an insulated container.

—Start food preparations with 
clean hands, clean utensils and 
a clean work area.

—Wash anything that touches 
raw meat or poultry before you 
let it come in contact with cook­
ed foods. Cooking temperatures 
kill bacteria present on raw 
meat or poultry, but cooked food 
can be recontaminated.

—Use something disposable 
like wax paper, when you han­
dle raw meat.

—Take along extra forks and 
spoons for serving so you won’t 
have to re-use the one you cook­
ed with.

—Use a clean plate for food 
from the grill, instead of the one 
used for the raw food.

—Use low temperatures and 
cook food farther from the fire

This is especially true for 
phosphorus, which accumulates 
in the soil and can be found in 
a wide range of levels on a sin­
gle farm. Recent soil test sum­
mary data shows that 58 per­
cent of over 10.000 soil samples 
from the Blacklands were very 
lowe in phosphorus, while 10 
percent were high. Such differ­
ences must be recognized in 
planning fertilizer purchases for

place to start, and fall is the 
best time to collect samples. 
Early sampling gives time to 
make plans and place fertilizer 
orders early, says the Agent.

To provide a valid guide for 
fertilization and liming, soil 
.samples must be collected care­
fully. A slice or core of soil 
should be taken from 10 to 15 
spots in each field to gel a good 
sample. For field crops, the 
slices or cores should be taken 
to plow depth, while a depth of 
3 to 4 inches has given best re­
sults fur perennial forages.

Put the soil in a clean plastic 
bucket, mix it thoroughly and 
remove a pint box full to send tc 
the laboratory. Information 
sheets should accompany each 
sample to show past history and 
plans for the next crop. These 
plus mailing cartons for the soil 
samples are available at the 
county Extension office, adds 
Parker.
