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Heard two traveling salesmen 
explaining this week how they 
had been trying to follow Presi- 
dt-nt Nixon’s advise to reduce 
highway speeds, in an attempt 
to stretch the rapidly-evaporat­
ing supply of gasoline. One said 
he was realizing a saving of 
about 20 percent, although it 
hud been difficult keeping his 
car in the recommended 50-mile- 
an-hour speed range, after so 
many miles of high speed driv­
ing. The other said he figured 
he was saving gasoline, but that 
he had been risking his neck 
driving 50 miles an hour on 

' highways marked for 70. Besides 
being the target for fist shakes 
and unheard cussings, and blam­
ed for holding up traffic, he 
hud several times come close to 
disaster when fast drivers rush- 
at him from the rear and bare­
ly missed plowing into his slow­
er-moving car. He said he was 
all for the reduction in speed, 
if it will help stretch the fuel 
supply, but if the slower speeds 
are not made mandatory, he’ll 
go back to the higher speeds 
to pmtect himself. The volun­
tary method will not work, he 
said, because every other driv­
er thinks all other drivers 
should voluntarily conform to 
the slow spei-d recommendations 
and let him continue driving at 
the higher speeds—because he’s 
in a hurry, and what little bit 
ot gas he bums would make no 
difference, anyway—if everyone 
else would slow down.

The regular 1973 football sea­
son is over, with last games 
played Friday night. Hamlin

I he Winters Blizzards had a 
rough year, when you look at 
the won-lost column. They won 
only two games out of the ten 
they plaved; one non-conference 
and one conference game.

But when one thinks back over 
the season, the Blizzards didn’t 
do so badly, considering. They 
were a young, inexperienced 
tiam. lacking in weight, and 
with little depth. When injuries 
began to take their toll, it made 
another difference. Nearly ev­
ery team they met this fall had 
almost as many players on the 
sidelines during play as the 
Bliz/ards had on and off the 
field at any given time. The 

. Bliz/aids met some pretty 
heavy, big teams during the 
season: teams with thet weight 
and experience, and the depth, 
to make a big difference. But 
practically every team the Bliz­
zards met this year knew they 
had been in a ball game, even 
though at times the scoring was 
lopsided.

You'd think that a team which 
was being thoroughly trounced 
on the field would show some 
signs of giving up. But this was 
seldom if ever the case with this 
year's Blizzards. In most games, 
they went to the wire with an 
much enthusiasm as they had 
at the starting whistle. For ex­
ample, in one game, the Bliz­
zards were down about 50-0, 

^with about six seconds left in 
"the game. Backed up deep into 
tfieir own territory, and hurting 
from injuries, they had no 

. chance, and each one of them 
knew it. But they had the ball, 

’ and when they came out of the 
huddle, it was as if they were 
just starting the ball game. Just 
as easily, they could have dawd­
led up to the line of scrimmage, 
and let the clock run out—but 
they didn’t. They were still play­
ing ball when the gun sounded.

It’s easy to have a good, spir­
ited attitude when you’re win­
ning a few. This attitude on 
the part of losing football teams 
is not too common. But the 
Blizzards had it this year. It’s 
an indication that they were en- 
joving the game, and were do­
ing their best, aganist .some 
pretty big odds. And when one 
is doing the best he can, and 
has a good attitude, nothing

Fuel Shortage Felt Slightly In 
Winters Area, Could Get Worse

Plans Are Made 
To Preserve 
Historical Items

A new project of collecting 
and filing historical information 
and articles was adopted at a 
meeting of the Runnels County 
Historical Survey Committee 
Saturday, to protect the articles 
and also to make them more 
readily available to the public.

The committee will make 
three copies of existing histori­
cal articles, and will place them 
in three designated depositories: 
The Winters Public Library, the 
Ballinger Library, and Angelo 
State University.

This system will make the 
material more easily available 
to those who need it for re­
search, and for the general pub­
lic, it was explained.

George Garrett was elected 
archivist for this special pro­
ject.

Another new project announc­
ed by the Texas Historical Com­
mission is the writing and col­
lecting of family histories. Each 
family will be encouraged to 
participate in this project, and 
submit material to Rankin Pace, 
George Garrett or Mrs. George 
Poe, members of the countv 
committee.

Distributors are being allo­
cated gasoline bused on last 
year’s sales, and are supplying 
retailers accordingly. Most re­
tailers have pumped from the 
bottom of tanks at the end of 
the specified periods at times, 
it was said, but somehow, cus­
tomers are being supplied. 
Some stations have, from time 
to time, run out of some grades 
of gasoline, but have supplii^l 
other grades to customers. Said 
one distributor. “ We’ re still 
plugging along, supplying what 
we have according to what is 
allocated.”  But things could 
change within a few days, or 
even hours, they said.

The diesel fuel side of the 
picture is not so good, it was 
explained, A mandatory alloca­
tion has been put into effect, 
and diesel users are being al­
lowed no more than was used

during the same period in 1972,
; it was stated. This means, one 
distributor said, that if a farmer 
did not use much diesel during 
November last year, and ex­
pects, because of weather and 
crop conditions, to use more this 
year, he may be in for some 
trouble. However, under such 
instances, farmers can apply to 
the ASCS office for special 
forms to request additional die­
sel fuel to operate on. Such 

“ hardship” cases may be al- 
lowed the extra fuel, above last 

! year’s usage, to see them 
through, distributors said.

The Lf> gas situation has not 
been too serious here, it was 
explained, because of the favor­
able weather thus far. But given 
a hard cold snap of several days 
duration, this picture could 
change overnight.

Gasoline and fuel distributors 
are still operating more or less 
on a day-to-day basis, with new 
instructions—and even rumors 
—coming often to keep things 
in somewhat of a turmoil, they 
said. Although we have not seen 
crippling results of the report­
ed shortages in this area, there 
is evidence that this will change 
within a short time, in the 
opinion ot many distributors.

The planning crew from the 
Waco office of the Soil Conser­
vation Service continues work 
of surveying the Elm Creek 
watershed area, in preparation 
for work plans which will be 
needed when water retarding 
structures are sited.

However, there are several 
landowners in the area who 
have not signed entry permits 
allowing members of the survey 
crew to enter private property 
to make surveys. W. M. Hays, 
chairman of the board of Elm 
Creek Water Control District, 
said this week. These landown­
ers who have not signed per­
mits are asked to contact any 
member of the district board, or 
members of the SCS, so tha* 
surveying can continue without 
letup. Hays said.

The crew is making cross sec­
tion surveys of the streams in 
the district to determine pos­
sible location of dam sites, and 
also size of structures which 
will be required. To determine 
the number, location and sizes 
of the structures, it is necessary 
that information regarding ordi­
nary runoff, flood levels, and all 
other data be obtained. This in­
formation will be compiled and 
used when the final work plan 
is made. Hays said.

It is not known this week how- 
much more work will be neces­
sary to complete this survey. 
Hays said, but it is hoped that 
the work plan can be completed 
within the next few months.

.According to information re­
ceived last week the cities of 
Winters and Ballinger have em­
ployed an engineering firm to 
do preliminary planning for a 
multi-purpose structure at some 
location on Elm Creek to serve 
both cities.

Postal Patrons 
Told of New 
Mall Deadlines

Postmasters of Winters and 
Wingate this week joined Post­
master General E T. Klaussen 
in urging residents of this area 
to post their domestic and for 
eign Christmas mail one to two 
weeks earlier than the Postal 
Service originally recommended, 
so that the energy shortage will 
not interfere with on-time deliv­
eries.

“ The urgency of the fuel ener­
gy crisis compels us to request 
a one-week advancement of sug­
gested dates we gave for dom­
estic mail and a two-week ad­
vancement for foreign mail," 
postmasters H. M. Nichols and 
Faye R. Allen of Wingate said.

The new deadline for posting 
domestic first-class Christmas 
mail is December 8 rather than 
December 15, as previously an­
nounced. Domestic surface par­
cels. except those for Alaska 
and Hawaii, should be mailed by 
December 3, instead of Decem­
ber 10. To Alaska and Hawaii, 
mail bv Not-ember 23 instead of 
November 30.

The seriousness of the fuel 
shortage to the Postal .Service 
is underlined bv the fact that in 
addition to the fuel consumed by 
commercial air carriers, we re­
quire approximately 350-million 
gallons of fuel to travel 2.25-bil- 
lion miles delivering the 90-bil­
lion pieces of mail that flow thru 
the system each year, postal of­
ficials said. Requirement for the 
month of December alone is 45- 
million gallons.

Christmas Lights 
To Go Up, But 
Wiii Not Shine

Following the trend which has 
developed throughout the coun­
try in the face of reported fuel 
shortages, the board of direc­
tors of the Winters Chamber of 
Commerce Monday voted to in­
stall the Christmas decorations 
on Winters' downtown streets, 
but the lights in the decorations 
will not bum, Bobby Mayo, pre­
sident of the chamlwr. said.

The decorations will be in­
stalled by City crews following 
Thanksgiving, and will remain 
up until after Christmas.

A committee was named Mon­
day at the special meeting of 
the board to submit a list of 
nominations for officers for the 
Chamber of Commerce for 1974. 
Officers will be elected at the 
December 4 meeting, and as­
sume office January 1.

Crop land in the county will 
be assessed at three value 
classifications, according to the 
soil survey, and pasture land 
will be treated in the same man­
ner. Class I farm land will be 
assessed at $65.00 per acre: 
Class II, $55.00 per acre; and 
Class III, $45.00 per acre, Pa.s- 
ture lands will be assessed at 
$45.00 for Class I, $35.(8) for 
Class II. and $25,00 for Class HI. 
City and oil property will be ad­
justed accordingly.

Using this basis for as.sess- 
ment, the tax rate per $100.00 
valuation will be lowered to 
keep assessments within the 
present tax income bracket, 
commissioners said.

In a recent announcement 
that the Commissioners Court 
would adopt this system of 
a.ssessment. County Judge El­
liott Kemp said it was f It tbit 
this system presents a “ sc enti- 
fic means to equally ass(~-s 
taxes on all county property ” 
He said the land will be "classi­
fied by productive ability," and 
that the system will be "more 
equitable.”

Survey crews will use the 
USDA soil survey maps to make 
land classifications, it was 
pointed out. The tax rate will be 
set at some future date for 1974 
taxes.

The USDA soil survey lists 
Runnels County lands in about 
30 classifications, it was stated. 
These have been consolidated 
into SIX classes, three for farm 
lands and three for ranch lands. 
It was explained that some 
farms or ranches may be divid­
ed into all six classifications, 
and survey crews will deter­
mine the acreage in each class.

Although some land ow ners 
will be billed for slightly more 
taxes th.in have been paid in 
the past, many will not be as­
sessed as much as they have 
paid in the past, it was explain­
ed. But there will be little dif­
ference in overall income. 
Judge Kemp said most land- 
owners who have expressed 
opinions concerning the new as­
sessment system have agreed 
th.it this will be a more equit­
able system than has been used 
in the past.
