The following, clipped from
the Dallas Morning News
recently, has ‘“food"” for
thought, so to speak, and is
worth a few moments’ time:

MIND-BOGGLING

So much gloom has spread,
like fog, across America of late
until it is difficult to see clearly
what we really have. There are
so many perspectives from
which we examine our circum-
stances that we tend to see
more shadow than light.

Take, for example, the
sombrous notes emanating
from a Washington outlook
conference this week.

An economist for the Depart-
ment of Agriculture reported
that American housewives can
expect food prices to continue
climbing at the annual rate of
15 per cent during the first part
of next year. They might go
even higher if bad weather
reduces farm harvests.

This immediatedly produced
the cookie-cutter groan from
the head of a national consum-
ers’ organization: “The pro-
spect is mind-boggling.”

Mind-boggling indeed. What
the so-called consumers’ spok-

esman failed to do was to look
at the prospect from other
prospectives, so that it may be
examined in focus.

One is to consider that the
average American family
spends only 16.8 per cent of its
take-home pay today on food.
Granted that is up about 1 per
cent over Lwo years ago.

But for a real mind-boggling
view, compare that to the fact
that in the 1950s, Americans
spent 23 percent of their
take home pay on food. What is
more, each of us is consuming
more food that we did even in
the 1960s. And much of that
comes into our kitchens mixed,
sliced, seasoned, often partially
cooked. We are paying for
those services as well as for the

food.
Another perspective, one
which American don't often

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AUSTIN—The 64th Legisla-
ture whipped into action
Tuesday (Jan. 14) faced
with a heavy agenda which
lawmakers must strain to
complete by the June 2 ad-
journment deadline.

Blessed with a revenue
surplus estimated at well
over the $1 billion mark, leg-
islators may still have a
hard time avoiding new
taxes due to record spend-
ing demands.

Most costly proposals of
all deal with overhauling the
public school finance formu-
las, regarded as a must job
for the legislature this year.

Price tag on school finance
reform ranges up to $2.7 bil-
lion for the next two years.
While a more-modest version
probably will be adopted,
any approach will take a big
chunk of the available reve-
nues.

Election of the new House
speaker — Rep. Bill Clayton
of Springlake—was the first
major order of business for
the session.

Only 30 new members took
the oath of office in the

House, only four in the
Senate.
Gov. Dolph Briscoe is

pushing for $394 million in
emergency appropriations to
raise state employees pay by
10 per cent immediately,
provide stopgap school aid
and increase retirement bene-
fits.

Matters which legislators
will wrangle over during the
next 140 days include con-
stitutional revision, creation
of a public utilities commis-
gsion, election law reform,
launching a presidential pri-
mary, environmental matters,
prison and hospital reforms
and property tax overhaul.

COMMISSION SPURNED —
A Senate consumer affairs
sub-committee balked (on a
two-to-one tie vote) at rec-
ommending a statewide pub-
lic utility commission.

Sens. Betty Andujar of

Fort Worth and Bill Meier
of Euless voted against the

proposal, while Sens. Ron
Clower of Garland and
Lloyd Doggett of Austin
supported it.

Clower and Doggett im-
mediately pre-filed a bill to
set up the commission, as
Clower warned the commit-
tee vote demonstrates
stormy days ahead in the
legislature over the issue.

APPOINTMENTS—Governor
Briscoe named State Rep.
John H. Poerner of Hondo
executive director of the
Committee on Aging effec-
tive February 28.

Other recent appointments
by Briscoe include Norman
L. Utter of Corpus Christi as
214th district judge, Gerald
Alton of Lufkin as 159th dis-
trict attorney and Herman
Smith of Hurst as chairman
of a special advisory council
on housing.

Dorothy Davidson was
named to head the new
Texas Education Agency de-
partment of general educa-
tion as an associate commis-
sioner.

INQUIRY SET—Atty. Gen.
John Hill announced he will
ask District Judge James R.
Meyers of Austin to convene
a court of inquiry, probably
next summer, into the 1974
Huntsville prison siege.

Hill delayed plans for the
inquiry until after trials on
criminal charges resulting
from the July-August host-
age seizure and shootout
led by onetime narcotics
kingpin Fred Gomez Car-
rasco.

COURTS SPEAK—The Tex-
as Supreme Court held par-
ents of a Brewster County
youth shot to death while al-
legedly stealing a battery
from a car have a right to
trial of a wrongful death
suit against the man who
killed him.

The Third Court of Civil
Appeais held a woman whose
only surviving son was killed
in a Hays County car-train
collision is entitled to $15,-
850 damages. A jury verdict
had held the 75-year-old
woman should recover $25,-
000.

REVISION PROPOSED —
Two formal proposals for
further efforts at constitu-
tional revision have been
prepared for legislative con-
sideration.

Outgoing House Speaker
Price Daniel Jr. announced a
bill will be sponsored to pro-
vide for a 72-delegate con-
stitutional convention to con-
vene April 5, 1976.

Sen. Bill Patman of Gan-
ado, meanwhile, pre-filed in
the Senate a joint resolution
proposing the 15,631-word
product of the ill-fated 1974
constitutional convention be
submitted to voters. Patman
said his proposal will save
time and money.

The legislature sitting as
a convention in 1974 failed
by three votes to agree on a
document for submission to
voters.

The issue of revision is ex-
pected to be a subject of
major debate in the legisla-
ture this year.

SALES TAXES REPORTED

—Texas cities received more
than $62 million in munici-
pal sales and use tax alloca-
tions for the last reported
quarter.

Of the total, Houston re-
ceived $12.5 million, Dallas,
$7.8 million, San Antonio,
$3.9 million, Fort Worth $2.6
million; and Austin and El
Paso, $1.9 million each dur-
ing the quarter.

New Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock resumed release of the
data without charge to news
media. The comptroller's of-
fice last year discontinued
distribution of the reports.

WATER REPORTS AC-
CEPTED—Governor Briscoe
accepted a short-range action
program for guiding water
development submitted him
by a 32-member task force.

At the same time, he em-
phasized need to find a way
to bring water to deficit
areas from outside the state.

The program calls for $1.7
billion worth of projects
(many already under way) to
meet Texas water needs and
set priorities. It advises local
management of ground wa-
ter resources and endorses
water importations for long-
range needs.

Briscoe called on members
of the task force to stay on
the job and help implement
the plan.

This will be our last weekly
Newsletter. For 32 years,
during sessions of Congress, |
have sent these releases to
constituents who requested
them. My purpose has been
to report accurate news
accounts of Capitol Hill and
related activities, touching of
course, only a few high spots.
The total number on our
Newsletter list now approxi-
mates 1,000.

This has been one of the
many ways [ have attempted
to serve and keep in touch
with my constituents. Anoth-
er method, which I initiated
on Capitol Hill was the use
of Questionnaires which were
sent to every registered voter
in the district every other
yeaar. Responses were ex-
tremely gratifying, usually
percentagewise above the
average reported by others
who adopted the practice.
The results were very helpful.

In addition, for a long time I

made brief weekly radio and
TV reports, at my own ex-
pense, which reached the
mainstream of my constitu-
ency.
The old 27-county 21st
district, created in the early
30’s, is still fairly intact, with
several additions and a few
unfortunate losses of coun-
ties I did not like to give up.

Proper pruning can turn a
tree or shrub into a beautiful

plant specimen; improper
pruning can result in head-
aches,”  heartache, and

“butchered’ plants.
Nearly any tree or shrub
must from time to time be

pruned in order to maintain a
desired size or shape,

or for
the removal of dead or
diseased branches. The

questions which arise in the
mind of the home gardener
when the time comes to
prune are endless.
One of the most questions
‘ often hearis," "Why should
I prune?” That's a good
question, and here are some
familiar problems which you
can solve by correct pruning:
1. Dead or injured limbs:
Dead, broken or diseased
branches should be cut out
as soon as possible with a
sharp saw. Be sure to paint

the wounds with a tree
wound tressing.
2 Shaping: Shrubs, trees,

roses, etc., may be shaped by
pruning to conform to the
original idea you had when
yvou planted tYem. This is
especially true in the case of
“specimen’ shrubs (topiary
plants) and espaliers. They
must be regularly pruned or
trimmed to maintain the de
sired shape.

To encourage a tree to
spread widely remove its
leader; to grow more upright
prune its side branches; to
grow more open in the

center, remove some of the
branches back to the interior
and to grow

more compact, clip the ends
of all branches.

3.Increased bloom: Aplant
can be made to bloom more
abundantly by pruning. De
ciduous shrubs, for example,
should be pruned after flow-
ering to encourage vigorous
bloom for next season.

4.Light and air: If a plant is
too thick in the center, so that
little light and air reach the
interior, thin it out by
selectively pruning some of
the interior branches.

5. large flowers: Remove
the small buds which have
come out beside the larger
ones. The strength goes into
the remaining larger bud.
When you do this you are
forcing all of the plant energy
into the production of a single
flower or blossom. This
procedure is commonly called
“disbudding.”

6. New growth: You can
bring about new stem growth
by heading back, which
means pruning so that the
outward growth is cut back
toward the main stem. Prun-
ing on top will tend to
increase the foliage and
branches toward the sides. If
you prune the roots, the plant
will stop growing somewhat,
but will develop more fruit
and blossoms.

Another question most
frequently asked is, “When to
prune?’ There are a number
of general rules which you
can apply safely. For example,
the time to prune any shrub
or tree depends on when the
plant blooms. Spring-bloom
ing deciduous species are
pruned after the blooming
period, as are some ever-
green types. When you prune
one of these you are inducing
the formation of flower buds
for the next season.

Summer and fall-blooming
shrubs are usually pruned in
the late fall and winter. New
growth comes out by spring,
bearing new flowers.

Evergreens, such as ligus
trum, pittosporum, euonymus
and others where flower
production is not important
can be pruned anytime, but
always remember that there
should be a reason or need
before any plant is pruned.
