| Rural Water

System Is
Approved

Ladell Davis, chairman of the board
of North Runnels Rural Water Supply
Corporation, said this week that
actural construction work on the
proposed water distribution system, to
supply most of North Runnels’ rural
area, probably is some months away,
but that final surveys and planning will
commence immediately.

Requests by the non-profit corpora
tion for grants and loans from the
Farmers Home Administration have
been approved, Davis learned Monday,
He said he had been “unofficially”
notified some weeks ago that the
requests had been approved, but that
“official” notification would come from
the office of U.S. Senator Lloyd
Bentsen. Davis said he had not been
personally notified, but had only read
of the approval in a newspaper.

The grant will be for $307,000, and
the long-term loan will be for $337,600,
according to Davis. He said this
amount will finance final engineering

and construction of the first two phases
of the project, which has been divided
into four phases. Davis said work on
application for funds for remaining two
phases would begin immediately.

Davis said engineers will now begin
to put the final touches on the plans
already drawn up, and work will begin
to obtain easements and rights-of-way
on which to construct the system.

There will be some areas which will
not be reached by the distribution
pipeline in construction of the first two
phases, it was understood, but these
areas would be reached when the
entire project is completed. Although
the system will require above water
storage tanks, and pumping stations, it
is not known at this time where these
will be located.

Water for the system will be
obtained from Winters, supplied from
the Winters City lake. If necessary, it
is expected that water will also be
obtained from Ballinger, if the need
Projections indicated that
consumption by customers of the
system, when in full operation, will not
be more than about two days
comsumption demand for the city of
Winters.

This project was begun about two
years ago, when rural residents faced
with a shortage of water and
contamination of wells, began to seek a
source of water. The organization was
formed, incorporated as a non-profit
institution, and applications made for
FHA funds. The membersiip of the
corporation is rural
landowners, who deposited an amount
equal to $100 for each anticipated
outlet on the line.

First Furniture Store

Winters first furniture
store was established in 1901
by Ed Stone. The building
was across the street just
south of the present Spill's
Furniture Store. The street
was only a country road.

Jim Eoff hauled freight
from Ballinger and Abilene to
Winters during 1901. He had
a special frame built on his
wagon and hauled furniture
from Ballinger to stock the
new furniture store.

The furniture store was in
a frame building, having a
porch at the east end. A
balcony, reached by an
outside stairway, covered the
porch and was quite a
favorite gathering place for
young people on Sunday
afternoon. Nearby a drink
called “glace” and lemonade
could be bought for 5 cents
per glass.

Mr. Eoff often told of a
near tragedy that he had
with one load of furniture. At
that time, there was no
bridge or causeway across
Elnr Creek. The crossing was
just west of the present
concrete causeway near old
Runnels, and the bank was
very steep.

Mr. Eoff, then a young man
of 24, was sitting on top of a
high load of furniture driving
the mules to his furniture van
when someone yelled, “Hey,
wake up!” He had gone to
sleep, and his team was
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starting down the steep
incline. If he had not

awakened there would have
been disasterous results.

Coast Guard Issues Warning On PFD’s

The U.S. Coast Guard
recently issued a warning to
all recreational boaters that
wearable personal flotation
devices (PFD's), such as Life
Jackers, Life Preservers and
Special Purpose Devices,
should be purchased accord-
ing to the size of the wearer.

Personal Flotation Devices
should fit the individual
without any major adjust-
ments in order to provide the
proper buoyancy for the
wearer. For example, types I,
II and III PFD's are intended
to aid the wearer in keeping
his head above water. Any
alterations to the device by
the potential user, aside from
rendering the device non-ap-
proved, could very well void
the designed buoyancy char-
acteristic.

After weeks of work-
ing for sensible oil pricing
policies in this country, my
amendment on oil pricing was
:"~'adopted 8-7 by the Energy
and Power Subcommittee of
the House. In introducing
this amendment, I had to
work from porposals submit-
ted by others to improve and
refine them, and the exact
: langyage was not precisely as
: I'might have hoped. However
: politics involves the use
: of compromise to get the best
: resolutions that one can, and
: I am convinced that if this
rislation should become
w, those who produce
: energy will be able to
: produce enough domestically
: to supply our needs.
:  The basic problem for the
: American producer and the
: American consumer of oil is
. that :while American pro-
: ducers are paid $5.25 for
: two-thirds of the oil they
g produce (‘old oil'), foreign
: producers are paid $12.50.
: American producers received
. the full world market price
: for “new oil”, that is, oil
: produced and discovered
- since May 1, 1972; and this oil
- constitutes one-third of our
-_domestic production. Many
- so-ealled consumer advocat-
es, particularly from north-
eastern states, have wanted
to roll-bake prices on Ameri-
can oil, both new and old, to
lower levels. This may be
attractive in the short run,
but it is certain to make us
even more dependent than
we now are on foreign
suppliers. If producers of new
oil in America were limited to
$7.50° per barrel, while
foreign oil prices were at
: $12.50, then it is clear that
there-would be no incentive
to take oil out of the ground
: in America that might cost
: over $7.50 to produce. In-

stead, the incentive would be
to look for oil overseas. In the
short run, prices at home
would be kept lower, but, in
the long run, they would be
higher to consumers, and we
would become increasingly
dependent on foreign supply.
This would endanger us
economically and militarily.

My amendment which was
accepted would allow all
“new oil” to be sold at the
market price, and would, by
1979, phase out government
control of prices so that the
pice of oil, like other
commodities, would be go-
verned by a free market
system.

My amendment also pro-
vides for a tax credit on
domestic exploration and
development to be used
against any windfall profits
tax that would be imposed.
The bill, finally, would give
increased incentives for en-
hanced recovery techniques
that would allow us to get
more oil out of the ground
than is possible under normal
drilling procedures.

This amendment will still
kave to be passed by the full
Commerce Committee and
then on the House floor.
There will be many people
working against it, but we
have won a victory which,
frankly, no one in Washing-
ton thought would be possi-
ble in this subcommittee, and
it will certainly be worth the
fight we are able to bring this
policy into law.

Legislating is hard work,
and one often does not
achieve precisely what he
aspires to. But the stakes are
so high when they concern
our future energy resources
that it is immensely satisfy-
ing to be able to contribute
4n some way to legislation
which will benefit the entire
country.

i Very tasty, says the U.S.
: Department of Agriculture,
E(USD’A)_. which offers this

potato doughnut recipe to
make good use of “planned-
over” mashed potatoes.

6 cups sifted enriched flour

7 teaspoons baking powder

1 teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon nutmeg

3 eggs

2 cups sugar

12 cups warm mashed
potatoes

6 tablespoons melted lard

% cup milk

Lard for deep-fat frying.

Sift together flour, baking
powder, salt and nutmeg.
Beat eggs, sugar, potatoes
and lard and continue beat-
ing.

Add milk and mix well.
Add dry ingredients and mix
only until flour disappears.
Chill thoroughly.

Place about one-third of
the dough at a time on a
lightly floured surface. Roll
dough to 'z inch thickness.
Cut with floured doughnut
cutter. Fry until golden
brown in hot deep lard (375
degrees F.). Drain on absor-
bent paper. Dust with con-
fectioner’'s sugar and serve
while hot. This recipes makes
4 to 4'2 dozen doughnuts.

Potatoes are in heavy
supply, reports USDA’s Ag-
ricultural Marketing Service,
so this is a good time to try
your luck with “potato
doughnuts.”

Plants Make Air
Conditioners

Have you ever considered
‘air conditioning your yard? If
you have any plants in your
vard, it's already air condi-
tioned to some degree.

According to C.T. Parker,
county agent for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, plants filter air the same
way a mechanical air condi-
tioner does.

“Trees mix clean air with
polluted air by giving off pure
oxygen which mixes with
unclean air. A commercial air
conditioner does the same
thing by foreing good air into
an area of impure air,”
explains the agent.

“This ability of plants to
filter air is useful to us as a
pollution fighter. Large areas
of grass, trees and shrubs can
be used to help diminish
some buildup on highways
and other areas of high
pollution.”

Plants cut down on dust
pollution by trapping dust
pariticles with tiny hairs on
leaf surfaces. When it rains
the dust is washed to the
ground.

“Not only do plants filter
and help purify air, they can
also camouflage unpleasant
odors,” points out Parker.

“The fragrant blossoms of
Texas mountain laurel, vi-
burnum, honeysuckle, jas

mine, pittosporum or lilac can
usually overcome factory,
gabage or animal smells.”
Along with the beauty,

shade and screening benefits
of plants, they also provide
many other fringe benefits,
adds the agent.

Care of Spring

Flowering Bulbs
Where spring flowering

bulbs bloom year after year,
wait until their foliage has
died back to the ground
before removing it says
Parker, county agent for the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

“If foliage is tall and
unsightly, as with the daffodil
tie a loose knot in the leaf
cluster to lower its silhou-
ette,” the agent points out.

Most bulbs should be dug
and beds renovated every
three to five years, depend-
ing on how long a bed of bulbs
has been planted and how
crowded the bed is.

After digging the bulbs,
Parker suggests one of two
things. “Bulbs can be re-
planted into the renovated
beds or dried for several
days, put in aerated bags and
stored in a cool dry place
during the summer.”

Remove any seed pods that
have formed while the foliage
dried, as they use food
necessary for the production
of the developing bulb for

next spring's flowers.
Aner the bulbs tlower,

apply a complete fertilizer of
about two to three pounds of
16-20-0 per 100 square feet of
bed, recommends the agent.

“These nutrients will be
needed by the plant in
developing the bulb and
storing carbohydrates for

next spring.”

Spring Clean-Up for Safety

Spring clean-up is not
exactly something everyone
looks forward to. But it's a
good time to clean out the
cobwebs and start a safety
program in the home and on
the farm, says C.T. Parker,
Jr., county agent for the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

“The amount of time you
spend clearing out unneces-
sary clutter, improving stor-
age space, checking tools and
equipment, and eliminating
potential hazards is impor-
tant to you and your family's
safety,” says the agent.

Get rid of old newspapers,
magazines, clothing toys,
empty containers and broken
or worn out equipment. This
cuts down on fall and fire
hazards in addition to im-
proving overall appearances.

Also look in shelves,
cabinets and other nooks and
crannies for empty bottles,
chemicals or medicines and
get rid of these.

The county agent recom-
mends checking ladders, elec-
trical appliances and power
tools and making repairs
where necessary to eliminate

hazards. Electrical wiring
systems should also be
checked, and a qualified

electrician should be called
for needed repairs.

“Make sure there are
sturdy handrails on steps and
stairs,” says Parker, “and
check for loose floor boards,
protruding nails, sharp ob-
jects and overhanging ob-
jects that could fall.”

Start a campaign for safety
this spring and keep it going
throughout the year, empha-
sizes Parker. It can save you
time and money, but more
importantly, it can save your
life of the life of a loved one.

Swine Disease on Increase

Apparently healthy swine
acting as carriers are the
probable chief source of
sudden outbreaks of erysipe-
las, a serious swine disease,
in some parts of the nation.
However, there have been no
confirmed outbreaks in Tex-
as, points out Parker, county
agent for the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service.

The disease can incite a
chronic form of arthritis and
cause condemnation of prime
cuts, hams and picnic shoul-
ders. It can also cause death
in some infected animals.

According to the agent,
carrier animals were known
to harbor the disease-carry-
ing organism, but their
importance in spreading the
infection was not established
until recent studies by the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture's Agricultural Research
Service.

A commonly held belief,
not supported by research
evidence, has been that the
organism is capable of long-
term survival in hoglot soil.
However, studies by the

Agricultural Research Ser-
vice have shown no evidence
of growth or maintenance of
the disease organisms after
they were added to experi-
mental soils.

which put Winters “on the rails,” and provided
an outlet for agricultural products, and means of
hauling freight and passengers into this new city
on the prairie of West Central Texas.
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WHO NOW REMEBERS?—No hitching rack
was around, so the cowboy who wanted a
haircut in the barbershop, second building on
the left, tied his horse to the nearest porch post.
This was a street scene of Winters in 1905, with
the drug store, a feed store, where corn and oats
were offered, and on the right, the land agent's
office, the wagon yard, and boots and shoes in

another building.

OLDEST BUSINESS—In 1905, the late
Albert Spill opened a business in Winters, and
laid the foundation for what was to become one
of the town's largest and most important in
point of history. He later was joined by His
brother, the late Ben Spill, and the business
became Spill Bros. & Co. In 1919, the late Albert
Afferback joined his uncles as a ii:ird member of
the firm, and then a sister and her husband, the

late Ernest and Emma Adami, came into the
business in 1921. The business, now known as
Spill Bros. Co., and the Winters State Bank,
opened in 1906, are the two oldest businesses
still operating in Winters.
