The dedication of 
the Winters Volunteer Firemen has 
been a thing of wonderment down 
through a good many years. And once a 
Winters fireman, always a Winters 
ireman. even though retirement and 
removal from the area takes an 
individual away from active participa­
tion.

The Winters firemen have a Tine'' 
«ystem for meetings, drills and fire 
calls missed. And no one is immune. 
These firemen also are civic minded, 
too, and work for the betterment of the 
entire community. Some months ago, 
they Sponsored a movement to provide 
a special fire fighting truck to be used 
on rural firs. The people of the 
community responded wholeheartedly, 
asd the truck was bought and equipped 
and has been in service for several 
months.

Further evidence of dedication to the 
department is the fact that many of the 
firemen have purchased Citixen Band 
radios for their personal cars and 
pickups. The fire trucks also have been 
equipped with CB radios, in addition to 
the City radio network equipment, and 
the constant communication has been 
of great value. Much of the time, when 
the fire alarm is sounded, firemen with 
the CB radios get in their private 
vehicles, turn the radios to a 
pre-selected ’ channel, to find out the 
location of the Tire. This prevents 
firemen from having to report to the 
fire station and saves much time, and 
therefore property. But once in a 
while a Keystone Cops episode results 
because of the presence of CB radios in 
vehicles.

Recently, the,alarm sounded, calling 
firement to fight a grass fire. Firemen 
with the CB radios started out in their 
own vehicles. Then the pre designated 
airwaves were filled with something 
like this:

"Where's the fire?"
"Out at Blank's!"
Several firemen responded with 

"Ten four!" (Message received and un­
derstood).

Then:
“You in the fire truck'.*"
"No. I thought you had the truck."
“No. Maybe So-and So has the 

truck."
So and So: "No. I'm in my pickup."
"Who's driving the truck?"
"Nobody!"
"Gosh! Guess I'd better go back and 

get it"

Now begins the waiting game, 
regarding the railway company's 
proposal to abandon the railroad from 
Winters to Abilene. The next step is up 
to the Interstate Commerce Commu 
sion, it was learned this week.

Petitions, letters and other forms of 
preliminary protests against the 
proposal by Abilene A Southern 
Railway Co. to abandon the line have 
been forwarded to the Interstate 
Comnterce Coramiaaion. And it ouy be 
some months before a dedaion is made.

According to information from those 
heading the protest movement, the 
ICC will study the protests, and the 
petition by the railway company, and 
consider three alternatives:

-Order immediate abandonment: 
-Set a modified hearing;
-Set a public hearing.
Sources said the first alternative, an 

immediate abandonment order, prob­
ably will not be considered by the ICC.

If the ICC chooses the second 
alternative, a modified hearing, the 
hearing will be reduced to written 
arguments, filed briefs and depositions 
by interested parties.

The third alternative, a public 
hearing, is expected to be the one 
chosen by the ICC. This hearing will 
allow all protestants, the petitioner and 
others to appear before an ICC board 
to present oral arguments for or 
against abandonment of the railroad. It 
is unlikely, it was said, that the hearing 
would be held in Winters, but probably 
will be held in a larger city, perhaps 
Abilene, if this is the alternative 
chosen by the ICC.

Senator John Tower's office has 
notified local protesters that the 
Senator is appealing to the ICC for 
action favorable to the local situation, 
according to information this week.

If the public hearing alternative is 
chocen by the ICC. it was said, the 
outcome will probably hinge on the 
economic results caused by abandon­
ment or aon-abaodonment.

This week it was learned that grain 
shippers have been having problems in 
getting enough railway cars to handle 
the bumper milo crop in this area, and 
have had to use trucks more than had 
been desired.

Blizzards Host 
Me rkel Badgers

Taking in stride the 366 loos to 
Oyde last Friday night, and chalking 
the opener up to inexperience, the 
Winters Blizxards homestand this 
week, hotting the Merkel Badgers in a 
pre-conference contest on Blizzard 
Field. Kkk-off at 8 p. m.

Considerable shifting in the lineup 
could be expected this week before the 
second game of the season, as coaches 
watched action of individual players on 
the field. Changes were also partly 
caused by the injury of QB Bobby Joe 
Poindexter in the Clyde game. 
Poindexter is not expected to return to 
the gridiron this season, suffering a 
broken collar bone, and Marvin Moore, 
a junior playing his first season with 
the varsity, will run the squad from the 
down-under position. He has almost 
three^iuarters of a game under his belt 
as quarterback, calling signals for the 
Blue after Poindexter was injured in 
the second stanza last Friday.

I f  a ll propositions 
are adopted, the article 
w ill be A rtic le  X I. A rtic le  
X V II, Mode o f Am ending 
the Constitu tion  o f  the 
State, is amended to:

Establish a procedure 
fo r  c o n s titu t io n a l 
amendments requ iring a 
two-th irds vote o f each 
house o f the legislature 
and meyority approval by 
the voters. Th e ca llin g o f 
a lim ited  or u n lim ited  
con s titu tion a l con ven ­
tion w ith  voter approval 
is provided.

Senators agreed to the 
delay since Carrillo faces 
trial this week in a Corpus 
Christi federal court on an 
income tax indictment.

In opening preliminaries, 
the Senate resolved itself 
into a court o f impreach- 
ment and adopted rules for 
the historic t r ia l— third 
proceeding o f the type in a 
century involving a Texas 
public oflicial.

Carrillo’s attorneys filed 
a 170-page answer to the 
House impeachment resolu­
tion o f August 5, denying 
all 10 charges and challeng­
ing sufficiency o f the allega­
tions. The answer remains 
as pending business when 
senators return to Austin 
late this month to begin tak­
ing testimony.

The 51-year-old judge, 
whose d istrict includes 
Duval, Jim Hogg and Starr 
counties, is accused o f abus­
ing judicial authority, polit­
ical conspiracies and use of 
Duval County personnel 
and equipment for personal 
benefit.

Carrillo’s motion to dis­
qualify Atty. Gen. John Hill 
and his staiT from assisting 
the House prosecutors was 
rejected 23-7.

Senators imposed on the 
prosecution a duty o f prov­
ing its charges "beyond a re- 
sonable doubt’’ to gain a

two-thirds vote for removal 
o f the judge, whose troubles 
date back to a break with 
the old George Parr political 
faction in Duval County.
