BACKWARD

no cotton at all in Runnels 
County.

The first cotton was 
planted on an experimental 
basis in 1884 when R. F. 
Counts of Content raised the 
first bale of cotton ever 
grown in the county. It was 
carried to Atoka, in Coleman 
County to be ginned, andi 
brought back to Runnels City 
(first county seat) and put up 
as a curiosity. This informa­
tion is from the Ballinger 
Ledger, March 19. 1909.

Encouraged by Mr. Count's 
success, farmers in the fertile 
(Content valley area planted 
cotton in 1886, in fields that 
ranged from 4 to 5 acres in 
size up to 30 or 40, for a total 
of 548 acres.

No one could foresee the 
devastating drouth of 1886, 
which completely ruined the 
Content farmers. The county 
relief committee directed 
that the major part of funds 
and provisions be given to 
the people at Content.

the drouth and 584 acres of 
cotton was planted around 
(Content in the Spring of 1888, 
which produced a total of 88 
bales.

In anticipation of a harvest, 
the M'ller Brothers, Charles
S. and W. J., built a gin on 
Elm Creek at Ballinger that 
Fall and ginned the 88 bales, 
all that was produced in the 
county that year.

The following year other 
farmers devoted a few acres 
to cotton with the result that 
production increased to 300 
bales. In 1890 the record for 
the year was 500 bales, with 
3.000 bales being ginned in 
1899. A steady increase in 
acreage was commenced, 
until in 1906 the county 
raised 35,525 bales.

Sometime before 1892, the 
(Content citizens converted 
their com mill into a steam 
gin. It is highly probable that 
they used the building and 
machinery for both proposes, 
hooking up the old type 
machinery to the corn grin­
der or to the one-stand cotton 
gin, as needed.

From a diary kept by Alf 
A. Hanscomb, a Yankee who 
came to Content for his 
health and served several 
terms as postmaster and 
notary of public, we learn 
that the corn mill exploded 
Sat. March 28,1896, and C. B. 
Woodrow was killed.

Early in 1898, a new gin 
housed in a rock building was 
erected a little to the East 
and across the creek from the 
old gin. It was built over a 
running stream in order to 
have water to operate the 
machinery, and was called “a 
modem steam gin." The rock 
walls of the building are still 
standing but the machinery 
was moved to Wingate. The 
property now belongs to Mrs. 
H. S. Bright of Tyler.

Facilities for handling cot­
ton have advanced from a few 
hundred dollars investment 
by the Miller Brothers in the 
early day plant, to several 
miUion dollars today. In the 
1930's there were some 40 
gins in Runnels County svith 
ten of them in Winters. Four 
of these belonged to C. 
Kornegay; Planters Gin Co., 
Farmers Cooperative, Dav­
idson & Reid, Hinds & 
Carlisle, Williams & Miller, 
and the Red Gin manged by 
Ralph Ashburn.

The first gin at Winters 
was a one-stand gin built 
south of town by I. M. 
Barton, a Civil War Veteran, 
the same year the town was 
named in 1890. This gin 
burned a year or so later. A 
"modem" gin was then built 
by Irvin Brown and Will 
Murray.

With the railroad came the 
first major industry, the

Company. The rock building 
was constructed in 1909 by 
Bird, Hall & Mertz of San 
Angelo and soon sold to 
Giesecke & Co. of Ballinger. > 

When cotton seed was 
available and the mill was 
open, it ran day and night and 
employed 30 men. At one 
time Winters produced more 
cotton than any other town in 
the Nation. Winters also had 
several cotton warehouses 
and a cotton yard with a 
public weigher elected by the 
citizens. The mill was pur­
chased by Anderson & 
Clayton in 1927, \nd the 
machinery moved to Brown­
field in 1939.

Within a few years after 
the first cotton crop was 
ginned, land prices more than 
doubled. Grassland that had 
sold for $5 and acre now 
brought its owners more than 
$10 an acre, as plows began 
to turn under new cultivation 
lands. This gain continued 
until the years of 1928-29, 
when several owners turned 
down offers up to $150 and 
acre. During the depression 
there was a slump in land 
prices, but since that time 
several farm sales have 
netted the owners as much as 
$500 an acre.

The largest cotton produc­
tion in the history of the 
county was 78,172 bales in 
1932. Cotton brought in from 
other counties to be ginned 
here is not counted in the 
records.

In later years farmers have 
been planting more feedstuff 
to take care of their livestock, 
and have reduced their 
cotton acreage. Despite this 
reduction Runnels has re­
mained far out in front of 
other West Texas counties in 
cotton production, offset oc­
casionally by drought and 
boll weevils as last year when 
only 13,035 bales were 
harvested.

Soil conservation, seed 
improvement and terracing 
of land has done much for the 
farmers in improving all field 
crops and especially cotton.

Instead, give top priority 
to planning for year-round 
aaiaty, suggests C. T. Parker, 
eoonty agent for the Texas 
Agriudtural Extension Ser- 
viea.

Moat industries place a 
high priority of safety pro­
grams, points out the agent, 
and that’s a major reason 
why these industires have 
lower accident rates than 
does agriculture.

Planning for accident pre- 
▼ention will reduce injuries, 
time delays and money losses 
that result from farm and 
ranch accidents. Parker of­
fers these guidelines for 
planning accident preven­
tion:

1. Make accident preven­
tion a farm and ranch 
management goal.

2. Be informed about 
accident prevention. Study 
all instruction manuals, read 
safety articles, and obtain 
available safety publications.

7. Keep up with federal, 
state and local safety and 
health regulations.

Control Stored Grain Pests
With the harvest season at 

hand, producers should be 
sure their grain storage 
facilities are free of insect 
pests, points our Parker, 
county agent for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. It is also a good practice 
to periodically inspect the 
storage bins throughout the 
storage period.

Stored grain pests damage 
grain by eating the entire 
kernel or by damaging the 
seed germ. Livestock may 
also refuse to eat feedstuffs 
that contain high numbers of 
stored grain insects.

Both primary and secoh 
dary pests damage stored 
grains, notes the agent. 
Primary pests, including the 
rice or corn weevil, lesser 
grain borer and Angoumois 
grain moth, attack whole 
kernel grain and complete 
their development inside the 
kernel. Because of their 
“hidden" developmental ha­
bits, they may go unnoticed 
and cause large grain losses. 
Therefore, seeds should be 
split open when inspected for 
primary grain damaging in­
sects.

Secondary pests, such as 
the rice moth, Indian meal 
moth, Mediterranean flour 
moth, flat grain beetle, 
confused Dour beetle and 
sawtoothed grain beetle, feed 
primarily on cracked or 
broken kernels. These secon­
dary peaat are easier to find 
in the grain.

All store grain insects are 
small, so careful sampling of

Mch lot of grain is essential, 
emphasizes Parker Samples 
hsould be taken with a probe 
at various depths to deter­
mine if an unseen lnsec$ 
infestation is building qdthla 
grain lots. If careful iiispee- 
tion yields one rice w e s^  
one lesser grain borer, or 
many as five of the ot 
previously mentioned insects 
per quart of sampled grain," 
then treatment is needed.

Highway M aintenance O ffices 
To Be M oved From County
Responding to the current financial 

pressures upon the State Department 
of Hiithways and Public Transporta 
tion. District Enpneer D. R. Watson of 
San .\nffelo has announced the 
consolidation of the work forces of 
Resident Enifineers Wilkins B. Hoppe 
of BallinKer and Gerald G. l.ackey of 
San Anf^elo. The consolidated forces 
will operate after October 1, 1975 from 
offices at Paint Rock Road. Stm .Angelo. 
The new arrangement is a part of 
statewide economies being caused by 
the effect of inflation upon construction 
costs. Within recent years, construc­
tion costs have doubled while depart­
mental income from the gasoline tax 
has levelled off due to the energy- 
shortage. The net result of a level 
income and double costs is drastically- 
reduced construction, e. g. word has 
just been received that the October 
14-15 statewide bid lettings have been 
cancelled.

Currently, there are no hiithway 
construction projects in projrress in 
Runnels County and only two projects 
are planned in the near future. One of 
these, a two mile stretch of 
reconstructing Farm to Market 382 is 
awaiting funding for inclusion in a bid 
letting. The other, a $1.500.000 project 
for reconstructing U. S. 83 from 
Hutchins .Ave. in Ballinger to a point 
approximately 2.5 miles south is in the 
planning stages. The U.S. 83 project 
includes widening 7th Street, building 
.storm sewers and curb and gutters in

Ballinger, as well as widening the 
Colorado River bridge. Some of the 
personnel within the Ballinger Resi­
dency will be offered transfers to 
Sonora and Ozona for work on 
Interstate 10 construction projects. 
Others will be taken into the First Add, 
taken into the consolidated residency 
in San Angelo, and continue the 
planning work on U.S. 83. Some have 
indicated they will accept transfers, 
while others have elected to seek or 
accept new employment in Ballinger.

Sr. Resident Engineer W. B. Hoppe's 
approaching retirement was one of the 
many factors considered in the 
consolidation decision.

have always enjoyed an excellent 
relationship with the citizens and 
officials of Runnels County, and expect 
this to continue in the future.”

On a statewide basis, the Depart­
ment is presently involved in a 90-day 
study of work loads and personnel 
requirements, which may result in 
further consolidations, transfers or 
work force reductions. This study is 
scheduled to be completed about 
October 15, according to a Departmen­
tal directive released by Engineer-Di­
rector B. L. DeBerry of Austin.

Texas. When you receive the proposed 
charter, read the inside back cover 
carefully. If you have voted in Texas in 
the primary or general election of 1972, 
or anytine since then, you do not need 
to re-register," explained White.

Many County Tax Assessor-Collec­
tors are receiving dual registrations 
due to this provision in the law. White 
added many citizens have applied prior 
to receiving the Constitution's material 
and are re-registering unnecessarily. 
They will receive voting certificates by 
mail in the near future he said.
