Because Winters police have used 
the teletype wire service leased by 
Ballinger a reported 14.2 percent of the 
time the service is in use. Winters City 
Council Monday night authorized a 
payment to Ballinger of $150.00 per 
month, plus $13.50 per month toward 
actual lease expenses.

The teletype service in the Ballinger 
Police Department is connected to the 
State network. The police use the 
network to obtain information on car 
registration and other law information 
used in law enforcement.

The City of Winters had been asked 
to pay a proportionate share of the 
expense of the teletype wire lease, 
effective Dec. 1, 1975. In return, the 
teletype service will be available to the 
Winters Police Department on a 
24-hour basis, it was said. In the past, 
the service has been available only 
during certain times of the day. With 
the arrangement approved by the City 
Council this week, Ballinger will keep 
someone on duty 24 hours a day to 
handle the teletype traffic, it was 
explained.

There will be no teletype facilities in 
the Winters Police Department, 
however. Police will contact the 
Ballinger Police Department by radio, 
and in turn Ballinger wiU use the wire 
service to obtain requested informa­
tion.

It is understood that the County of 
Runnels also will pay a part of the lease 
and operation expenses of the teletype 
service.

The Now York Qvestioii
Recently the House and 

Senate voted 2.6 billion 
dollars in emergency aid to 
New York City, as President 
Ford requested. I voted 
against that measure, and the 
people whom I represent may 
well ask why.

Those who argued for this 
aid pointed out the following: 
1) New York is the nation’s 
financial center, and if the 
city was allowed to default on 
its bonds, this default might 
have severe consequences in 
other areas of the country 
and overseas. 2) The city 
government of New York 
promised to submit a balanc­
ed budget within a short 
period of time, and to 
improve its financial struc­
ture and act more responsi­
bly, 3) New York has more 
than the normal number of 
welfare cases, because it is a 
port of entry, and admits 
many immigrants to the 
country, 4) It is necessary to 
be compassionate. New York 
is suffering, and in danger, 
and the rest of the nation 
should come to its aid.

I voted against this aid, 
however. In casting my vote, 
I weighed these arguments 
and others. I could not accept 
the “domino theory” that if 
New York defaulted, all other 
cities would go into bank­
ruptcy. This is no truer than 
to suppose that if one 
business goes bankrupt other 
businesses in other places 
necessarily will. The fact of 
the matter is that we might 
have changed the bankruptcy 
laws so that municipalities be 
allowed to pay $0.90 on the 
dollar instead of 100 cents on 
the dollar, thereby allowing 
New York to stay afloat. It is 
my judgment that anyone 
who buys bonds, just as 
anyone who buys stocks or 
cattle or anything else, is 
taking a risk. I see no reason 
why the federal government 
should guarantee those peo­
ple (largely the very wealthy 
who buy municipal bonds to 
avoid taxes, and banks) 
against a risk that they 
agreed to take. If New York's 
bonds are guaranteed, and 
the bonds of any other city 
are not, it makes New York’s 
bonds mort' valuable, and

devalues the bonds of San 
Antonio, San Angelo, Kerr- 
ville, Alpine, or any other 
city. How can smaller towns 
and cities hope to sell their 
bonds without federal guar-

antees if the federal govern­
ment guarantees only the 
bonds of New York?

Further, even though New 
York promised to balance its 
budget, what if it doesn’t? By 
that time, the loans of the 
federal government will al­
ready have been granted, and 
the federal government will 
have no recourse but to 
continue to guarantee them, 
or let them go bankrupt later 
and recover nothing. Mean­
while, other taxpayers will 
have lost.

While it is true that New 
York has special welfare 
problems because of its large 
number of immigrants, it 
may also be true that we 
need national rather than 
local and state approaches to 
welfare. New York also 
derives many benefits by 
being a major center for 
people traveling to and from 
this country. In any case, the 
per capita income in New 
York is about 4th or 5th in 
the nation, while the per 
capita income in Texas is 
about 33rd in the nation. It 
seems to be regressive and 
improper taxation to tax 
Texans, who are poorer, to 
pay the debts incurred by 
New Yorkers.

It is of course important to 
be compassionate to New 
York, but such compassion is 
better displayed by allowing 
their bond holders to be paid 
only partially, rather than 
fully at this time, and by 
helping New York to be 
responsible for its own

The founders of this 
country valued liberty very 
highly. That liberty carried 
with it the notion of respon­
sibility. In order to allow 
democracy to continue to 
work, all Americans must be 
held responsible for their 
actions. The people of New 
York who elected the official 
who brought the city into its 
bankrupt position had the 
choice to elect those people or 
to elect others. If they chose 
badly, it is a risk they took, 
just as the bond holders who 
bought their bonds were 
assuming some risk. Only 
with continued responsibi­
lity, on a state, local, and 
individual level, can demo­
cracy function as it was 
intended to.

The important thing at this 
time, since the President’s 
request for these loans has 
been granted, is to allow the 
lesson of New York to be 
thoroughly understood, and 
to expect all municipalities to 
live within their means. In a 
sense, by treating New York 
differently from other cities, 
and by saying that their 
elected officials were not 
responsible for their actions 
as public servants we have 
altered the meaning of 
democracy. That, I believe, is 
why the mail I have received 
is so overwhelmingly oppos­
ed to offering assistance to 
New York, and that is why I 
voted as I did.

S I T A T E  C A P I T A L
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AUSTIN — Texas political 
parties are gearing up for 
the 1976 presidential 
elections—and the state's 
first (and perhaps only) 
presidential preference 
primary.

Republicans launched 
their primary plans several 
weeks ago, and organiza­
tions are forming to support 
candidacies o f President 
Gerald Ford and former 
California Gov. Ronald 
Reagan.

Democrats met in Fort 
Worth last week to finalize 
delegate selection rules 
changes. They also ap­
proved a proposal to 
streamline their state con­
ventions (m aking them 
double-header, two-day 
sessions, instead of one- 
day, 24-hour marathons).

U.S. Sen. Lloyd Bentsen 
and Alabama Gov. George 
W allace are moving out 
front among Dem ocratic 
presidential candidates in 
the Texas primary May 1 
with preliminary petition­
gathering and organiza­
tion.

Liberal Democrats met in 
San Antonio Saturday to 
map their strategy to try to 
minimize the delegate 
strength o f Bentsen and 
Wallace.

Former U.S. Sen. Ralph 
Yarborough said he may 
become a candidate in the 
preference prim ary, al­
though he will reach no 
firm decision before the end 
of the year.

Former Georgia Gov. 
Jimmy Carter is also mak­
ing plans to enter the prim­
ary, as is former Oklahoma 
Sen. Fred Harris. Other 
candidates are undecided.

Race Opens
C hief Justice Charles 

Barrow, 54, of the San An­
tonio Fourth Court of Civil 
Appeals last week mounted 
a campaign for an upcom­
ing State Supreme Court 
vacancy.

Barrow so far is unop­
posed, but he said he will 
"run like a scared coyote,” 
expecting another candi­
date will emerge before fil­
ing deadline. The veteran 
of 13 years on the inter­
mediate appellate court 
bench paid his filing fee as 
a Democratic candidate.
