From Miss kow Lingford.

Huntsville, Tex.
DEAR MR. EDITOR:

Having been requested 1 will
andeavor to send you a short
description of our school, the
Sam Houston Normal, and the

city of Huntsville.

We had a very pleasant jour-!
ney and were joined at almost'
avery station by students com-!
ing to the Normal. It was very |
mteresting to note the change of |
the country as we left the land |
of the prairies and mesquites |
and came to the hilly and wood- |
ed land of southeastern Texas.

One of the most interesting
objects we saw on the road was
a large cotton plantation situated |
on the east bank of the Brazos
river. It reminded me of a
deseription I had heard of the
plantations of the old states. It
contains several hundred acres
of land and scattered over it
are about twenty-five or thirty
negro cabins and off to one side
is the residence of the over-seer.

At about 1:30 a. m we reached
Phelps, a city of about fifty 1n-
habitants, and eight miles from
Huntsville. Not a light could
we see, but after rambling
around in the dark, we finally
found a “hotel”’ where we stayed
the remainder of the night.

Huntsville a short while before
aoon. '

Huntsville is situated in Walk-
or county between the Brazos
and the Trinity rivers. It is a
very Iinteresting little place,
among the oldest towns in the
state, has about tenty-five hun-
dred inhabitants.

We very often take evening
walks, and on either side of us
are the beautiful pine trees, the
sweetgum and the magnolia.

In Huntsville there are two
State institutions, the peniten-
siary and the Normal. There
are about six hundred and ten
convicts in the pen, the smallest
-aumber there has been for years.
“Highteen were pardoned just
sefore Christmas, and just after
Christmas thirty more came in.

A few days before Christmas
we visited the pen. After plac-
ing our names on the register
we were led inside the walls.
We first went to the cells which
were about six feet in length
=nd breadth and each contained
two single beds, one placed over
the other. We then visited the
various departments where they
manufacture wagons, furniture,

» machinery, hardware and cloth-

vmg. We saw the convicts weave
their stripes, watched the cotton
from the time it left the bale un- |
#il it was woven into cloth then l
saw it cut and made into gar-|
ments. They have a variety of|
fowls and animals,—parrot.dove, |
iquail of different kinds, Mexican
hogs, deer, aligator and bear.

The next place we went to was
the kitchen. Their coffee pot
holds ninety gallons, they use
four hundred pounds of meat
daily, three barrels of flour and
twelve bushels of meal, and
for Christmas they had hun-
dreds of pies and fruit cakes
and two hundred turkeys. They
nave many pretty flowers and
shrubs. They also have a nice
iibrary of several hundred vol-
ames. The convicts give con-
worts every Xmas and New Year
nights for the benefit of the li-
brary.

I will now tell you something
of our school.

A very pretty view indeed

“he goes up the broad walk that
ieads to the Normal. Ifitis his
first year here he is naturally
impressed, the first morning

ed spot, commanding a fine view

‘of the town and the country
around. For more than fifty
years this has been a burial

ground, and on the west side of | :

it near the fence is where sleep|
the remains of this truly won- |
derful man. No more unobtru-|
sive piece of earth can be found |
in Texas then the few feet with-|
in whose narrow compass his
bones are reposing. Around it;
is a picket fence, about ten feet,
long by five or six wide, over
which a honeysuckle vine is
climbing. Out of the center of
it grows a beautiful crepe myr-
tle, and at the head is a rather
smill and thin marble slab,
with the following simple in-|
scription engraved upon it:|
“Gen. Sam Housten, born March |
the 2nd, 1793, and died July the
25th. 1863." There is nothing
else about the little spot to tell
of the greatness of the Father
of Texas Independence. Yet
his deeds of valor as a soldier
and his acts as a statesman fill |
up a large space in the progress |
and history of this great com-
monwealth. But for thirty
eight years his dust has been
sleeping on this lonely hill and |
under this modest rod and |
the midst of these simple emon-
uments. The state thus far, has
done nothing effectually to put
over him a monument in keep-
ing with his greatness and re-
nown.
