ORCHARD AND GARDEN.

Trim and clean up the orchard and
burn all the brush.

Both the currant and gooseberry
hushes will be better off if well muleh
ed.

Anything that is worthy of a place
on the farm should receive its share of
care.

The best treatment for an orchard
after it comes into bearing is to seed
it in clover and make a hog pasture
of it.
