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Condemned in Missouri and Con­
fiscated in New York.

Judge Clark o f St. Louis has 
convicted and fined heavily a 
num ber of grocers for selling 
baking pow ders containing alum. 
„■ S t*  week before the Health 
Department of New York seized 
a quantity of stuff being sold 
for baking powder whicli they 
foufri was made from alum 
mixed with ground rock, and 
dumped into the river.

The Health Authorities are 
thus taking effective means to 
prevent the introduction into 
our markets of injurious substi­
tutes in place of wholesome bak­
ing powders.

As alum costs only two cents 
a pound, there is a great temp­
tation for those manufacturers 
who make substitutes and imi­
tation goods, to use it. Alum 
baking powders can be detected 
by the health authorities by 
chemical analysis, but the ordi­
nary housekeeper, Avhose assist­
ance in protecting the health of 
the people is important, cannot 
make a chemical examination, 
she may easily know the alum 
powders. however. from the 
fact tfipt they are sold at from 
ten to twenty cents for a pound 
can or that some prize— like a 
spoon or glass, or piece o f crock­
ery, or wooden ware— is given 
with the powder as an induce­
ment.

As the people continue to real­
ize the importance of this sub­
ject and consum ers insist on 
having baking powder of es­
tablished name and character, 
and as the health authorities 
continue their vigorous crusades 
the alum danger will, it is hoped 

_£naUy be driven from our homes.

A DESTRUCTIVE CYCLONE.

The Town of Glen Rose Struck, 
Several Persons Killed and 

About Forty Wounded.
Telephone Station. One Mile 

South of Glen Rose. April 28 
(via Walnut Springs).— The 
town of Glen Rose was almost 
wiped out o f existence this even 
ing about 0 o 'clock by a cyclone. 
Seven people are known to be 
dead, and it is believed no few er 
than forty were injured, some 
of them so seriously that death 
is probable.

The track of the storm has 
been followed three miles east 
and west of the tow n. E very­
where there is destruction.

It cannot be said that the 
storm came Avithout warning. 
For hours before it broke, the 
clouds began to embank to the 
southwestward, marshaled by a 
breeze that was almost a gale. 
Lower and lower they came, ob­
scuring the sun and throAving 
the darkness of tAvilight over 
the earth. The people became 
thoroughly frightened. Many 
abandoned their homes, but had 
no better places of shelter, for 
there are no storm cellars here. 
The Avind greAv steadily strong­
er. Trees Avere bent almost to 
the ground and branches and 
loose planks AA'ere flying through 
the air. The people Avere panic 
stricken and ran through the 
streets AviIdly crying for shelter 
of Avhich there was none There 
Avere a feAv splashes of rain, and 
hailstones that came almost with 
the force of bullets.

COTTON PICKING DEVICE.

A Machine Which May Revolu­
tionize the Industry.

Birmingham. Ala.. April 28.— 
A special to the Birmingham 
News from Jackson, Miss., says: 
The first regular contract ever 
made in the world to pick cotton 
by machinery Avas closed in 
Greenville a feAv days since, and 
the first experiment with the 
machine Avill be made on the 
Rosenstock plantation, in W ash­
ington county, next fall. A 
Pittsburg man named Thomas 
R. M orris is the inventor of the 
device, and for the past ten 
years he has been conducting 
experim ents. He noAv claims 
that the device has been model­
ed on a practical Avorking basis, 
and feels confident that he Avill 
reA'olutionize the cotton picking 
industry in the South. The ma 
chine, he admits, is valuless e x ­
cept on level uplands, low val­
leys and prairie grounds; but, 
even if it should prove success­
ful Avith this limit, its effect on 
the labor question in the South 
will be very  marked, as millions 
o f dollars are expended each 
year for the labor employed in 
cotton picking.
