Roger Tory
Peterson, the Federation’s art di-
rector and best known for his il-
lustrated “Field Guide to the
Birds,” contributed nine of the
birds, ranging from the lordly
Canada goose and the popular
bobwhite to the colorful scarlet
tanager. He also painted the but-
terfly and some of the wild
flowers.

The five mammals—black bear,
walrus, gray fox, wood rat and
coati — were painted by Francis
Lee Jaques, for many years staff
artist of the American Museum of
Natural History Jaques also
contributed the fishes, five of the
birds and the trees.
