At ten minutes after 12 yes-
terday Pope Pius appeared on
the inside of the balcony Basili-
ca and blessed the populace
amid the acclimations of an enor-
‘mous crowd assembled upon the
piazza.

Cardinal Guiesppa Sarto was
born at Riese. province of Jenice
July 2, 1835. He was created
cardinal and patriach of Venice,
June 12, 1893.

He is very learned in ecclesi-
astical doctrines, is modest, en
ergetic a good administrator and
organizer, a patron of arts and
his seriousness has always been
proverbial.

Early in April Pope Leo in
conversation with father Perosi,
the Italalian composer, said in
speaking of Cardial Sarto:

political party for each voting
precinct in said town or city for
primary elections, but all elec-
tians other than primary there
shall be but one set of voting
booths provided all parties.
There shall be one booth for
every seventy citizens who at
the last general election have
paid their poll tax or who hold
certificdtes of exemption from
its payment and who reside in
the voting precinct, Each poll-
ing place shall be provided with
a guard rail, so constructed and
placed that only such persons
as are inside of such guard rail
can approach the baliot boxes
or compartmer ts, or booths, at
which the voters are to prepare
their votes 1 voting, and that
no person outside of the guard
rails can approach nearer than
six feet of the voting booths.
