From Kaby Padgett .
Bell ingham, Wash., 7-12-’04. 

Mr. Clyde Cockrell,
Ballinger, Texas,

Dear F r i e n d :—Having been in 
the s ta te  of Washington one 
week now. and although you said 
I was a “darn  f«_ol” for coming, 
I c a n ’t hardly see it tha t  way. 
Will tell you some th ings  about 
this country  and let you see for 
yourself.

There  are  th ree  th ings  that 
s t r ike  me most  forcibly, the first 
is—The phvsical beauty of the  
country;  second—the high price 
of labor; third ,  and best  of all 
the  good “chuck.”

In the  fores ts  a re  fir, cedar,  
spruce  and alder, the first three  
being used in the manufacture  
of lumber, which is the  principal  
indus t ry  of the country .  There  
are  also lots of smaller  t rees  
tha t  I do not know th^ names of, 
but  the  p re t t ie s t  of all a re  the 
ferns,  roses and lillies th a t  grow 
in perfect  masses all through 
the forests

I went out to lake Whatcom to 
spend Sunday,  tha t  is a beauti­
ful su m m er  re so r t  out in the 
mountain about 5 miles from 
town, reached oy the s t ree t  car  
line from the city, and h u ndreds  
of people take their  baskets  and 
spend Sunday  out there  where 
they  can a ttend  the theatre ,  fish, 
dance, row on the lake or g a the r  
blackberries ,  gooseberr ies  and
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week and give two performances 
on Sunday the same as any o th ­
e r  day. As for wages paid, it is 
far be tter  than in Texas. Un­
skilled labor being from £1.50 to 
£2 50 per  day, while a man with 
a t rade  makes from 3 to 7 dol 
lars a day, and there  is nev e r  a 
time when you can 't  ge t  work, 
this is on account of so many 
m anufactur ing  industr ies  in and 
around the city.

F ru i t  and vegetables of e v ­
ery description are  raised here 
in abundance and of the  finest 
quality, and as I always was a 
vegetarian this suits me exactly. 
Then, as Bellingham is situated 
on Puget  Sound, fish, clams, 
crabs,  etc , a re  very plentiful so 
you see they have high living up 
here, and board is compara t ive­
ly cheap. I pay £20. per  mont h 
for the best board and room, in 
a private  family. My room faces 
on the puget  sound and only 
about  three  hundred  y a rd s  from 
it. I ge t  the nicest sea breezes 
imaginable all the time; a fellow 
can ' t  hardly ge t  enough sleep up 
here. The nights a re  so cool that  
you have to use a pair  of blank­
ets, but  you su re  do sleep. The 
repor t  in Texas that it rains here  
all the time is grea t ly  e x a g e r ­
ated I have been here  now 
over a week and it has not ra in­
ed y e t—in fact the sun has 
shown all day every  day.

Every  one I have met has 
been real nice to me, I was rath 
e r  su rp r i sed  a t  this but  it was 
an agreeable surpr ise ,  however. 
They will scare  a t  th a t  big hat 
of mine and have already given 
me the name of “Texas .” I t  
would tickle a wooden man to 
hear  some of the questions they 
ask me.

These a re  only first im p re s ­

sions. however will say that 
your  predictions may prove t rue  
but I can’t agree  with my friend 
C. O. Harr is  that it is a “ wild 
goose chase ,” and I am afraid 

1 that my friend Sledge s predic 
tion tha t  “ you will be back in 3 
weeks,” will not come true, and 
more than that.  l a m  afraid my
