How to Cook Husbands.
A good many husbands are 

entirely spoiled by mismanage­
ment in cooking; and so are not 
tender and good. Some women 
keep them too constantly in hot 
water; others freeze them; others 
put them in a stew; others roast 
them; and others keep them con 
stantly in a pickle. It can not 
be supposed that any husband 
will be good and tender managed 
in this way, but they are really 
delicious when properly treated. 
In selecting your husband you 
should not be guided by the 
silvery appearance as in bujTing 
mackerel, nor by the golden 
tint, as if you wanted salmon. 
Be sure and select him yourself 
as tastes differ. Do not go to 
the market for him as those 
brought to the door are always 
best. It is far better to have 
none than not to learn how to 
cook them properly. It does 
not make so much difference 
what you cook him in as how 
you cook him. See that the 
linen in which he is wrapped is 
white and nicely mended with 
the required number of strings 
and buttons. Don’ t keep him in 
the kettle by force as he will 
stay there himself if proper care 
is taken. I f  he splutters or 
tizzes. do not be anxious, some 
husbands do this. Add a little 
sugar in the form of what con­
fectioners call “ kisses”  but no 
vinegar or pepper on any ac­
count.

Duties of tbr Profession to the 
Public.

Section I. As good citizens it 
is the duty of physicians to be 
very vigilant for the welfare of 
the community and to b*-ar their 

part in sustaining its laws, in­
stitutions and burdens, especial 
ly should they be ready to co­
operate with the proper authori­
ties in the administratian and 

| the observance of sanitary Uws 
and regulations, and they should 
also ever be ready to givecoun 
sei to the public in relation to 
subjects especially appertaining 
to their profession, as on ques­
tions of sanitary policies, public 
hygene and legal medicine.

Section 2. It is the province 
of physicians to enlighten the 
pubic in regard to quarantine 
regulations; to the location, ar­
rangements and dietaries of hos 
pi fais, asylums, schools, prisons 
and similar institutions. In re 
gard to measures for the pre­
vention of epidemic and contagi 
<»us diseases; and when pesti­
lence prevails, its their duty to 

: face the danger, and to continue 
their labors for the allevia­
tion of the suffering people, 
even at the risk of their own 
lives.

Section 3. Physicians, when 
called on by legally constituted 
authorities, should always be 
ready to enlighten inquests and 
courts of justice on subjects 
strictly medical, such as involve 
questions relating to sanity, le­
gitimacy, murder by poison or 
other violent means, and various 
other subjects embraced in the 
science of medical jurispru 
dence. It is but just however, 
for them to expect due compen­
sation for their services.

Sec. 4. It is the duty of phys­
icians who are frequently wit 
nesses'of the great wrongs com 
mitted by charlatans, and of the 
injury l»* health and even de 
struction of life caused by the 
use of their treatment, to en­
lighten the public on these sub­
jects, and to make known the in 
juries sustained bv the unwary 
from the devices and preten­
tions of artful impostors.

Sec. 5 It is the duty of phys­
icians to recognize and by logiti 
mate patronage to promote the 
profession of pharmacy, on the 
skill and proficiency of which 

• depends the reliability of reine 
dies, but any pharmacist who, 
although educated in his or her 
own profession, is not a qualified 
physician, and who assumes to 
prescribe for the sick*, ought not 
to receive such countenance and 
support. Any druggist or phar­
macist who dispenses deterior-
