The child takes note of
everything and is susceptible to
the general atmosphere of the
home. If the children are not
taught courtesy in the home it
is not to be expected that they
will be courteous outside of the
home. There is a story told of
an old German who was engaged
in the back part of his business
house when one of his clerks
came to -tell him that there was
a lady waiting to see him in his
office. He had thrown off his
coat and the work he was doing
had soiled his hands. Hurrying
to a basin he washed his hands,
threw on his coat, straightened
his tie and made himself pre-
sentable as possible before going
forward to meet the lady. Re-
turning a few minutes later he
sald with an aggrieved air, as
he threw off his coat, “I put on
my coat and made myself clean
for nothing. That was just my
wife.”” Now there are a good
many inte'iigent, entirely res-
