Through the courtesy o f Max 
Rucker, manager o f the Cotton 
Exchange, we received the news 
o f the horrible earthquake in San 
Francisco as follows: >

First report Wednesday April 
18th was earthquake here this 
morning was a disasterous one, 
many people killed, houses wreck­
ed and fired, water supply cut 
off.

Later reports show 1,100 willed 
city in flames, no water. Fire­
men blowing up buildings with 
dynamite, to stay flames. Fire 
in Frisco spreading rapidly. It 
has also been reported that the 
city o f Berkly has been complete­
ly destroyed. The city Hall at 
San Francisco, costing five mill­
ion dollars is entirely wrecked, 
fire raging at dozen points, 
worst destruction has been in 
Market Street. Rumor o f heavy 
loss o f life in tenement district 
current.

Reports up to 10:30 Wednes­
day estimates the number of 
the killed at 3,000 and the prop­
erty loss at $40,000,000, and the 
fire still raging.
