The Brown County grand jury
in its report recommended that
County convicts be put on the
public thorough fares, and made
to work. The recommendation
seems to meet with a great deal
of approval, and will in all prob-
ability be put in action in that
county. The Brownwood Bulle-
tin in commenting on the sugges-
tion says;

‘““The grand jury is right inits
contention that imprisonment in
our county jail is not punishment
to most men who are guilty of
misdemeanors, especially the
class engaged in the illegal sale
of liquors, or any of the vices
where violations of the law are
deliberately contemplated. These
men go into such business know-
ing that they may be caught at
any time and they may have no
more dread of a jail sentence
than they do of a picnic. The
county jail is the best and most
comfortable building in Brown-
wood, the prisoners are well fed,
they have nothing to do except
to idle the time away; and many
regard a jail sentence as a real
luxury and themselves as men of
distinction after coming out of
jail. Some of these jail birds
are tendered real ovations by
their class when they complete
their jail sentence. The object
of punishment is to punish the
offender and prevent further
crime. Imprisonment in jail
without labor serves neither pur-
pose. The commissioners court
should immediately carry out
the suggestion of the grand jury
and as the jury states should do
this without regard to whether
it will pay the county in dollars
and cents. It will at least pay
in the lessening of the criminal
docket., and in safeguarding the
people against criminals of this
class.”

GRAFT, GREED
AND GLUTTONY.

Prominent Cattlemen of Angelo Tells of
How Stockmen are Being
“Skinned.”

The following recital of graft
and greed and gluttony comes
from a prominent cattleman of
San Angelo, and a gentleman of
sterling character, who has been
instrumental in stopping prac-
tices that have cheated the cow-
men of West Texas of consider-
able revenue by foul and disrep-
utable methods.

If there is on the face of this
earth a grafter that deserves
punishment for crime it is the
grafter who employs the owl
grease of monopoly and swindles
the producer of the profits by
simply evading the techniecali-
ties of the law., It is the hog
that sits in his office, and know-
ing that he is protected by some
slip of the law, schemes of greed
and graft and sucks with beastly
delight the very life blood from
the sources that build the country
while the grafter is busy in his
plans of parasitic voracity.

When it is, therefore, boldly
stated by the Standard that daily
the cowmen of the United States
are being cheated out of ten or
fifteen thousand dollars perhaps
those interested will not in the
casual glancing realize the enor-
mity of the graft, and the sim-
plicity of the roguish and scan-
dalous method employed by these
evacious grafters who deliberate-

This charge covers the penning
and all accommodations and ser-
vices required. except, of course,
feeding.

The shippers would be glad of
the opportunity to pay for the
profit to the yard monopolizers—
say 30 cents per bale for hay,
and 45 or 50 cents per bushel for
corn. That sort of handsome
profit would certainly reap them
a nice return upon the money in-
vested for feed etc., but to be
compelled to submit to charges
of $1 per bushel for corn and 80
‘cents per bale for hay, is certain-
ly wrong.

“It is the method employed to
overcome the cattlemen, or
rather the game used in absolute-
ly “‘skinning’’ him outright just
because he becomes easy prey.

“It is a fine sample of monopo-
ly, which is directly in violation
of the anti-trust laws. But,
withal, it keeps on working over-
time, and now is the day to put
a stop to the practice.”

The cattleman was pretty warm
in the collar about the method
to which cattlemen had to sub-
mit. He went on to recite the
the following facts:

Those in charge of the yards
at Fort Worth, by means of a
monopoly, overcharge for feed.
Their fancy price of hay is 80
cents per bale, and their outrage-
ous price for corn is a dollar a
bushel.
