AMARILLO, Tex,--Prices on
beef have been officially thaw=-
ed by the Cost of Living Coun-
cil. But it is too early to teli
what the immediate effect is
going to be, says Dr, Charles
Smallwood, dean of the West
Texas State University’s School
of Agriculture,

‘““We really are experience
ing a kind of indefinite situa=
tion,”” Smallwood says., “‘In
the very near future, within
the next few days, we should
probably see an increase in
price because people will be-
gin buying beef again,

““When that happens, whole-
salers and retailers are going
to have to stock up again, be-
cause they have been a little
short.”

Season Payroll Hits
$25,000 Weekly High

The Muleshoe area bell pep-
per harvest is now in full swing
with truckloads of bell pepe
pers being shipped throughout
Texas and the eastern United
States,

The firm of Robert Ruiz, Inc,
have been shipping bell pep-
ers not only to wholesalers in
Texas but to the Kroger Com-
pany of Cinncinati, Ohio who is
the third largest grocery chain
in the United States, Also
peppers are being shipped to
Winn-Dixie, a large grocery
chain in Jacksonville, FL, as
well as to wholesalers in New
York, The shippers expect
to have Muleshoe bell pep-
pers on the West Coast in Las
Angeles, CA, before season end,

Forty people are employed
in the local Ruiz packing shed
plus 150 employees harvest-
ing in the field, Robert Ruiz

and Dave Rogers, owners of
the local shipping operation,
report that their volumn has

aoubled each year for the past
three years, Also it has been
reported that the operation
maintains a $25,000 payroll dur-
ing the two to two and one-
half month harvest period,

The owners are from Mc-
Allen, Texas and bring in field
crews from that area, The
shed employees are Muleshoe
residents,

The operators said that the
1973 bell pepper crop is ex=
cellent, There is good qual-
ity and high tomage per acre,

It has been estimated that
some pepper will yield up to

$500 an acre, The Muleshoe
area peppers are estimated to
produce approximately 10 tons
or 20,000 pounds per acre, This
IS approximately twice the av-
erage yield per acre in the
valley,

A recent visitor of Muleshoe
who inspected the bell pep-
pers operation was Jerry Kach-
tik from Weslaco, Texas, Kach-
tik is head buyer for Texas
and the south west area for
the Kroger Company,

This year 150 acres of pep=
pers were planted in this area
along with 75 acres of cucum-
bers, This is a 60 acre in-
crease in peppers and 25 acre
increase in cucumbers over last
year,

A Robert Ruiz, Inc, spokes-
man said the shipping facilities
were to be expanded for the
1974 vyear, It was reported
that an increase in the number
of acres to be planted in bell
peppers in 1974 was anticipat-
e€d and the plant would be e=-
Quipped to process 900 bush-
els of peppers per hour. At
the present 400 bushels per
hour is the maximum that can
be processed,

The peppers are shipped out
in refrigerated trucks and kept
at a temperature between 38«
40 degrees until they reach
the market,

Article I1I, Sections 5, 24
and 49a and Article VIII,

Provide for regular
annual sessions of the Leg
islature. The regular session
in each odd-numbered year
would be for a period not to
exceed 180 days. The reg
ular session in each even
numbered year would be for
a period not to exceed 60
days and would be limited
to consideration of fiscal

* matters and any emergency
matters submitted by the
Governor. The 60 day ses-
sion could be extended by
the Governor for a period
not to exceed 30 days;

Provide an annual salary
for members of the Legisla-
ture not exceeding $15,000
per year and a per diem not
exceeding $18 per day for
each day of each regular
session or special session;

Provide that no appro-
priation of money shall be
made for a longer term than
one year and direct the
Comptroller to make annual
estimates of anticipated rev-
enue rather than biennial
estimates.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it will
appear on the ballot is as
follows:

‘“The constitutional

amendment to provide

for annual regular ses-
sions of the legislature;
