WACO (AP) — From the charred ruins of their Mount
Carmel compound east of Waco to Capitol Hill in Wash-
ington, the doomsday Branch Davidian cult has sparked
investigations of many types, officials said Tuesday.

The Texas Rangers, who took control of the burned-out
crime scene, said it could be two weeks before they are
finished examining the rubble and gathering evidence.

““That may be the largest, most complicated crime
scene the DPS has ever faced,”’ said Col. James R. Wilson,
director of the Texas Department of Public Safety.

Wilson and FBI special agent Bob Ricks said that the
Rangers, the state’s most elite cnime-fighting unit, have

Senate Republicans
stymie jobs bill

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Clinton’s jobs bill
seemed all but dead Tuesday as
Senate Republicans reaffirmed
their rock-solid opposition to it
upon returning from the Easter
recess.

Barring an unexpected new
effort at compromise by Clinton,
the GOP unity meant that the
legislation had virtually no
chance in the Senate.

And that leaves Clinton star-
ing at what would be his first
major legislative defeat.

Clinton says the measure
would create jobs during a still
uncertain economic recovery.
Republicans say the measure
would pile billions of dollars onto
record budget deficits while do-
ing little for the economy.

““The people of the country
are behind us,’’ said Sen. Larry
Pressler, R-S.D. ““They’re ex-
cited about cutting spending.
We've got an issue and we
shouldn’t let go of it.™”

Rivers polluted,
group says

WASHINGTON (AP)—The
nation’s rivers are suffering in-
creasing environmental abuse,
and industrial pollution has turmed
the once-vital Rio Grande into
“*more of asewer than astream,””’
a conservation group said Tues-
day.

The Rio Grande was described
as presenting ‘‘the greatest hu-
man health threat of any river in
America’’ and topped this year's
listof mostendangered rivers put
outby American Rivers, anenvi-
ronmental advocacy group.

Alaska’s Alsek  and
Tatshenshini river system, the
Pacific Northwest's Columbia
and Snake river system, Florida's
Everglades and the Platte River
in Nebraska are among the top 10
rivers on the endangered list. Fif-
teen others were declared threat-
ened with lesser environmental
degradation.

*“All across the nation, we
have example of how human ac-
tivities— logging, mining, farm-
ing grazing biological health of
our rivers,”’ said Rep. George

Miller, D-Calif., chairman of the
House Natural Resources Com-
mittee.

“(The congressmen are) saying
‘we're holding off until the lab’s
been built, and we'll give it to you
then."

The three men will testify before
congressmen and senators Thurs-
day about the details of the labora-
tory and its funding.

Albin said implementation of the
laboratory’s third phase will entail
construction of two additional green-
houses.

“There are long range calls for an
additional two greenhouses, but
that's on down the line,” he said.

According to a plant stress labo-
ratory brochure, the main purpose
of the laboratory is to develop re-
search that offers a detailed under-
standing of plant survival and growth
under extreme conditions such as
temperature. The studies could lead
to the improvement of plant yield-
ing systems and enriched crop spe-
cies, the brochure states.

President Lawless presents awards
to outstanding Tech faculty members

The South Plains Area Residents
Taxpayers Action Network will cam-
paign againstanumber of the items on
the May 1 ballot, members said Tues-
day in a meeting.

One item SPARTAN members
oppose is Proposition 1, aschool fund-
ing equalization bill commonly re-
ferred to as the Robin Hood plan.

“Basically what’s happening is a
blank check 1s being given to our state
legislators, and we're telling them
‘here go fix our school system,’”
SPARTAN board member Keith Potts
said. ““We can also tell them we’re not
going to give them anymore money.”

Potts said some opponents to the
bill believe the plan would work for a
year until wealthy school districts raise
taxes to compensate for fiscal losses
to poorer districts.

“It’s a self-perpetuated problem,”
he said.

Ad valorem taxes in Lubbock and
surrounding areas would have to be
raised by more than 50 cents to meet
the funding critenia established by the
bill, SPARTAN board member Kirk
Williams said.

The amendment calls for $400 mil-
lion to equalize state school districts.

Williams and Potts said voters are
being hit with a “scare-tactic cam-
paign” by amendment supporters who
are using school elosure as a primary
premise for supporting the proposal.

SPARTAN board members said
the closure threats are not valid, and
said the threats have been made by a
locally elected judge and not the Texas
Supreme Court.

Proposition 3 also received oppo-
sition from SPARTAN members.

The amendment would allow for
general obligation bonds to fund the
building of new school facilities.

SPARTAN members said Lubbock
is not in need of additional education
facilities, and said the construction of
buildings would not increase the qual-
ity of education.

Potts and Williams also said ap-
proving the sale of bonds would allow
lawmakers to use debts to cover state
fiscal obligations.

“You're authorizing the state to go
further into debt,” Potts said. Proposi-
tion 2, which would require legisla-
tors to provide funding for mandates
handed down to cities and counties,
received SPARTAN approval.

SPARTAN members said they will
not support any of the 10 propositions
that are a part of the city's capital
improvements bond election package.

Faculty members from Texas Tech and the Texas Tech University Health
Sciences Center were recognized for outstanding achievements Tuesday at the
annual Faculty Honors Convocation in the Tech University Theatre.

“The purpose of coming together today 1s to recognize publicly the superior
efforts and the continued excellence of our faculty,” said Tech President
Robert Lawless, who praised the faculty members for their dedication to the
teaching field.

“"We are in difficult times of competing for resources, and many have
chosen other (careers),” Lawless said. “I applaud your dedication and your
outstanding achievements.”

Lawless presented awards to 84 faculty members from the university and
the health sciences center.

“Universities are known by their faculty and by their graduates,” he said.
“We have never had as much outside recognition as we have had this year at
the university and at the health sciences center.”

President Lawless presented the President’s Excellence in Teaching Award,
along with a $1,500 honorarium and a gold medallion, to 12 faculty members
— one from each college and school of the university and the health sciences
center.

The university recipients are: Ronald M. Miller, an associate professor of
animal science; Joanna Mross, an associate professor of architecture; Emest
Sullivan, an English professor; Paul Carlson, an associate professor of history;
and Shelby Hunt, a marketing professor.

Increased rates for Citibus services may cause an
increase in student service fees.

Under a contract Tech has with Citibus and Lub-
bock, hourly bus costs for campus service will increase
from $29 to $29.75 per bus. The one-year contract
begins Aug. 30.

Vice President for Student Affairs Robert Ewalt said
full-time students pay $89.50 per semester in service
fees, of which less than 10 percent s allotted for campus
transportation. The estimated 2.5 percent Citibus rate
increase will not affect student service fees greatly, he
said.

A survey conducted by Citibus employees last year
estimated that an average of 1.7 million tnips were taken
by students on the campus routes last year. The survey
also estimated that during each hour of campus service,
an average of 150 students were aboard each bus.

Tech utilizes 11 buses on two routes from about 7
a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Monday through Friday during the
regular fall and spring semesters. During the summer
semesters, Citibus also provides three buses from 7:30
a.m. to 3:30 p.m. for the routes.

Under the contract with Citibus, Tech must utilize a
minimum of 13,500 hours of service per year.

for the campus services this year. More than $390,000
was collected for services last year.

The city receives equal funding from the Federal
Transit Administration for each dollar collected from
Tech.

The additional funds are used to pay for system
expenses that would otherwise be paid by the city.

Texas Tech and Lubbock, in a joint effort, also are
seeking federal funding to improve campus bus routes by
adding passenger shelters and pullouts to bus stops.

The improvements, estimated to cost about $235.000,
will include five bus pullouts and 10 bus shelters. Each
pullout will cost $40,000, totaling $200,000. The shelters
will cost $35,000 at $3,500 a shelter.

The city applied for a federal grant, on behalf of Tech,
to pay forthe improvements. About 80 percent, $188,000,
of the capital assistance portion of the grant will be
federally funded, leaving $47,000 to be paid by Tech.

Lubbock Mayor David Langston and Lubbock City
Council members will consider the grant application and
other Citibus-related business Thursday during the for-
mal council meeting.

If the grant is secured, the city will be the designated
recipient,

Citibus General Manager John Wilson said the grant
will save Tech thousands of dollars.

federal agency can contribute to the deaths of 86 people and the president
has nothing but praise for that agency.

Attitudes must change. We as a society cannot afford to allow those in
power to abuse their power any longer. Questions should be asked
whenever the government is directly involved in the deaths of its
citizenry. “We are just doing our job" should no longer be an excuse for
using excess force against the population.

It is also time to weed out the “cowboy-go-in-with-guns-ablaze”
attitude. We should demand brains over brawn when it comes to planning
dangerous operations. Itis time to say enough is enough to those who take
a life without due process of law. It is time to place the burden of proof
on the shoulders of those who take a life with impunity. Our government
should not be allowed to become the judge, jury and executioner of its
own people even if those people are suspected of crimes.

One jury in California had the guts to convict two patrol officers in the
L.A. police department who used excessive force in the apprehension of
a suspect.

Carter has more than 12 years ex-
perience in the communications in-
dustry and is a well-known speaker on
the issue of multiculturalism.

He was the first black member of
the Public Relations Society of
America’s board of directors, and he
was the only black member of Dallas’
Public Information Task Force.

In tonight’s discussion Carter will
focus on how minority involvement

can benefit an organization and its
various members.

“In my 12 and a half years in the
business, we've addressed many is-
sues that relate to cultural diversity for
our different clients,” Carter said.
“Cultural diversity is a major respon-
sibility of communications people.”

Carter’s goal for tonight’s discus-
sion is to offer insight to student orga-
nization members, as a minority and
as a professional communicator, and
to attempt to provoke thoughts and

used to begin the process of involving
the campus community was the re-
gional Golden Key conference last
weekend 1in Austin.

Rhoades said the conference, which
served as a workshop for chapter of-
ficers and advisers, helped the organi-
zation and the individuals gain con-
tacts and create friendships that will
develop their chapters and their lives.

“It helps us to make contacts, to
better our organization and to find
better ways to deal with the future,”
Rhoades said.

Texas Tech 1s directly involved in
the future Rhoades mentioned. He said
one part of the conferences centered
around the organization of a new pro-
gram for Golden Key, the Golden Key
CAFE.

CAFE, which stands for Chapter
Activity File Exchange, will be in-
valuable to chapters in the future,

Rhoades said.

After completing a project, indi-
vidual chapters will submit to the na-
tional office for entry into the CAFE a
write-up of their activity.

Members will also complete with
how the project got started, what types
of publicity they needed, what equip-
ment was used and things that could
have been improved.

Other chapters are then free to ben-
efit from the success or failure of the
projects, and all they have to do is
contact the national office for the in-
formation.

Rhoades said the files can help
chapters organize projects and “not
have to start from scratch.”

After a project has been reviewed
by another chapter, it can be used by
that chapter for the benefit of any
cause.

Each chapter that uses a project

idea can add to the project file, and
Rhoades said the more the files are
used, the better.

“The more the projects are added
to, the more standardized they will
be,” Rhoades said. ““This will help (the
chapters) because they can learn from
others” mistakes.™

The CAFE has about 20 projects on
file, but Rhoades said the national
office expects to have about 100 project
files by the end of the year,

By the time Golden Key sends stu
dents invitations to join the organiza-
tion during the fall semester, Rhoades
and the rest of the Golden Key officers
may have a big enough resource with
the CAFE to reach their goal of better
campus recognition.

“"We want Golden Key to be an
organization everybody will recog-
nize, not just something to put on a

resume,”’ Rhoades said.

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A&M Athletic Director resigns amid NCAA investigation

COLLEGESTATION, Texas(AP)
— John David Crow, who won the
Heisman Trophy playing for Bear
Bryant, resigned as Texas A&M ath-
letic director Tuesday to go into busi-
ness with Bryant's son, Paul Bryant
Jr., at Gulf Greyhound Park.

Crow resigned while the NCAA is
investigating the school regarding
charges of improper payments paid
Aggie football players Greg Hill, James
Brooks, Darius Smith and Percy
Singleton during the summer of 1992
when they were employed by Warren
Gilbert Jr., of Dallas, a prominent
A&M graduate.

The four players were suspended

during the Cotton Bowl game against
Notre Dame while A&M investigated
the story which was broken by the
Dallas Morning News.

An NCAA representative visited
the A&M campus on April 1 to inter-
view the players.

Janet Justus, NCAA director of eli-
gibility, said a decision about the sta-
tus of the four players could be de-
cided in several weeks.

Crow, who has watched the Aggies
win Southwest Conference football

titles the past two seasons, said he was

stepping down to avoid any perceived

conflict of interest in A&M athletics

and a gambling venture.

Crow’sresignation is effective May
1, but he won't be leaving the school.
He will become director of develop-

ment for the athletic department and

assist in fund-raising for the school.
Associate athletic director Wally

Groff, 50, who has been associated

with the university for 27 years, will
be interim athletic director.
