MOSCOW (AP) — A court
handed President Boris Yeltsina
political victory Wednesday, rul-
ing that he needs to secure only a

" simple majority in this weekend’s
referendum to win a vote of con-
- fidence in his leadership.

The 8-5 ruling by Russia's
Constitutional Court overturned
election rules set up by the Com-
munist-dominated Congress of
People's Deputies for Sunday’s
plebiscite that would have made
it nearly impossible for Yeltsin
1o win.

The ruling made a mixed re-
sultat the polls more likely, which
would give both the president
and his foes in parliament the
ability to interpret the results to
their advantage.

More than 20,000 youths who
jammed a free heavy metal rock
concert next to St. Basil’s Cathe-
dral on Wednesday night rang
bells and marched through the
streets of Moscow chanting
“Yeltsin! Russia!™’

Republicans win
jobs bill battle

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Democrats abandoned their ef-
fort to push President Clinton’s
jobs bill through the Senate
Wednesday, asrelentless Repub-
licans saddled the new president
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After hours of fruitless nego-
tiations between White House of-
ficials and Senate Democrats and
Republicans, the Senate used a
voice vote Lo approve the $4 bil-
lion the bill contained for jobless
benefits and strip the rest of the
money from the legislation.

The move killed one of
Clinton’s major economic initia-
tives.

““While the other side is con-
gratulating each other on prov-
ing they are a force to be reck-
oned with, they have only proved
that they are the guardians of
gridlock,’’ said Sen. Robert Byrd,
D-W.Va.

Senate approves
drunken driving bill

AUSTIN (AP) — People ar-
rested for driving while intoxi-
cated would face more than crimi-
nal charges — they could also
lose their driver’s license — un-
der a bill passed Wednesday by
the Texas Senate.

The measure by Sen. Judith
Zaffirini, D-Laredo, which has
died twice before in the Legisla-
ture, now goes to the House for
consideration.

“‘I've always supported that,””
saild Gov. Ann Richards.
“‘Frankly, I don’t know what its
chances are ... in the House."’

Critics of the proposal say it
penalizes people without giving
them a fair hearing.

‘*We need to be careful when
we start playing political games
with people’s lives,”" Sen. Carl
Parker, D-Port Arthur, said.

But Ms. Zaffirini said, **We
have bent over backwards to en-
sure that due process is honored."”

Private universities paying profs more

Texas Tech faculty members still making lower salaries compared to national average

Professors at public doctoral institutions are
on the short end of the pay scale when compared
to their private university counterparts, who made
$17,000 more in the 1992-93 academic year.

“Private doctoral universities are the largest
and most prestigious universities in the nation,”
Texas Tech Faculty Senate President Benjamin
Newcomb said. “They are heavily endowed and
attract the highest quality faculty.”

Professors at private doctoral institutions
earned an average of $80,280 this year, while

professors at public doctoral universities earned
$63,250, according to a report released by the
American Association of University Profes-
SOrs.

Professors continue to work at public uni-
versities despite the pay difference because
public institutions offer more job opportunities
than private institutions, Newcomb said.

Tech, which is listed as a doctoral university
by the AAUP report, continues to pay its faculty
less than the national average, with professors
earning an average of $57,461 this year.

“It i1s a shame that Tech salaries are lower
than those atother institutions,” Newcomb said.

“Other universities are endowed or have some
money to increase faculty salaries. We don’t
have any."” ;

Newcomb said the university’s faculty has
been working with Tech President Robert Law-
less to increase salaries, but has not been able to
increase faculty compensation.

“I expect faculty salaries at Tech to remain
about the same in the near future,” he said. “We
are not going to see the kind of increase that will
allow us to catch up with other institutions."

The expansion of doctoral programs at other
universities also will make raising faculty sala-
ries difficult for Tech, Newcomb said.

Private universities also outpaced their pri-
vate equivalents in compensation for all other
academic ranks. Associate professors received
$45,840 at public institutions and $53,860 at
private ones. Assistant professors at private uni-
versities pulled in about $6,000 more this year
than assistant professors at public universities.

Associate professors at Tech earned an aver-
age of $41,650 in 1992-93.

Pay for Tech's assistant professors also fell
below the average for assistant professors in
public doctoral institutions, which averaged
$38,880. Tech's assistant professors made
$34,859.

Reimbursement
for site cleanup
still pending

Site remediation at Texas Tech’s Heat-
ing and Cooling Plant is in its final stages,
but plant authorities still do not know when
Tech will receive reimbursement from the
Texas Petroleum Storage Remediation Fund.

“As good neighbors, we thought it a
good idea to get the site remediation com-
plete,” Utlity Plant Superintendent Pete
Tarlton said.

Although the remediation fund is de-
pleted, Tech eventually will be reimbursed
for funds used for remediation minus a
deductible, 1f the university is eligible for
the money, Texas Water Commission rep-
resentative Randy Ammons said.

Tech spent about $50,000 on the
remediation, Tarlton said.

“Just because the fund is broke does not
mean it will stay broke,” Ammons said.

After contaminated soil was removed
from the hole that contained two 20,000-
gallon diesel tanks at Heating and Cooling
Plant I1, the hole was filled using sand on the
bottom layers and caliche on the top. The
caliche was obtained free from excavation
at the Tech Law School.

Tarlton said water samples will be taken
every three months from around the previ-
ously contaminated area to make sure the
site remediation was effective.

The Texas Water Commission alsg will
examine a risk-assessment model of the soil
near the excavated tanks to learn if any
contamination is left to cause a risk to hu-
man safety or the environment.

“We do not foresee going back to Tech
and telling them to dig up the soil again,”
Ammons said. “That 1s a worst-case sce-
nario.”

Open bidding for the purchase of two
horizontal above-ground fuel tanks and a
screen to surround the tanks will begin at 3
p.m. May 6 in the Physical Plant Audito-
rium. The screen will be made of a matenal
that complements the tanks. Only the top
portion of the tanks will be visible.

“We will find out then whether our esti-
mates about the project have been correct,”
Tarlton said.

“If we are even one penny over the ap-
proved budget, then it is back to square one.
We will have to get the purchase re-ap-
proved by the Board of Regents.”

Forty bodies found
in compound ashes

WACO (AP) — At least 40 bodies, three with
recent bullet wounds, have been found in the
charred remains of the Branch Davidian com-
pound, the Justice Department said Wednesday.
Spokesman Carl Stern said it was unclear the
three were victims of suicide or homicide.

One body had been shot in the forehead and
the head of another victim was *‘virtually blown
away,"’ Stern said in Washington.

The people had died recently, Stern said,
ruling out the possibility that they were victims of
a shootout that erupted Feb. 28 after a botched
raid by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms.,

Investigators continued to move cautiously
Wednesday inthe state's largest ever crime scene.
The city-block sized area marks where cultleader
David Koresh and 85 others, including 17 chil-
dren 10 or under, were believed to have died.

Mike Cox, spokesman for the state Depart-
ment of Public Safety, said bodies would be
removed late Wednesday or early Thursday.

Eailure: L. S. governmen't

Apparently, “paying your fair share” and “all suffering equally to
reduce the federal deficit” does not apply to Congress.

According to a report from The Associated Press, senators have
increased their staffs about seven-fold since the late 1940s. Then, senators
employed six while today’s numberis up to41. House members typically
have 37 staffers.

Coupled with reduced legislation — Congress introduced 26,460 bills
and enacted 1,002 laws in 1967-68 compared to 10,513 bills and 610
enactments in 1991-92 — staff reductions clearly are appropriate.

Itdoesn’t make sense to finance the continuing growth of an institution
that has decreased its productivity, but that’s exactly what has happened
in Congress. And when confronted about the disparity, some say staff cuts
are not needed.

“We assume some units are operating very efficiently,” Thomas
Mann, director of the governmental studies programs at the Brookings
Institution, told The AP. “Some areas of Congress are understaffi

Understaffed? Where? The Botanic Gardens where beautiful plants
are grown for Congressmen’s offices? A scenic workplace is a luxury, not
a necessity.

Despite the current criticism, Congress need not listen because the
American voting public is not speaking up properly. The loud complain-
ing ends when voters — that is, those who take the time to vote — step
into the voting booth. Just look at the last election: 325 of 349 Congress-
men — 26 of 27 in Texas — up for re-election are back in office.

With a 93 percent return rate, no one can be expected to change.
Congress can continue to grow to unbearable proportions and blindly -
spend without repercussions. America chooses to blame the president,
while allowing the lawmakers, the real power brokers, to run rampant.

Mann also told The AP that if staff cuts occur, lawmakers will be “less
responsive to people back home.”

Less responsive than zero is impossible.

The 20,000-plus congressional staff should be reduced. Greatly re-
duced. The pains of reducing the deficit impact every facet of American
life, including government. Although the legislative branch may suffer,
Congress must carry its “fair” load.

They got us into this mess. They should take the lead in getting us out.

The odds of winning the Texas lottery may be a million to one, but
betting on the Texas Legislature to make a crucial decision proves to be
the biggest gamble of all.

In another disappointing decision, the House rejected a proposal
Monday to set aside revenue from the lottery for public education. In
addition, it rejected a bill that would have created a governor-appointed
state lottery commission that would have relieved the comptroller of
complete oversight of the game.

Rep. Paul Sadler, D-Henderson, gave this reason for his decision to
vote against the bill: “If something goes wrong with the lottery today ...
we look to one statewide elected officer and we hold him accountable, and
he will act, that’s the way it should be,” Sadler stated in an Associated
Press report.

Does this mean, Sadler, that Texans can hold you accountable if
hundreds of public schools close due to the failure of the Robin Hood
amendment or graduation dates are pushed back for college students
unable to get into classes due to heavy budget cuts?

Thousands of people, especially college students, voted for the Texas
lottery based on the idea that at least some of the revenue would go toward
education funding.

One lawmaker made the comment that the general revenue fund,
which lottery earnings are deposited into, is unstable, and that only a small
portion of that fund would be directed to public education.

We here at Texas Tech have news for our legislators: Some money is
better than no money at all. Texas colleges and universities need every
penny they can get their hands on as do our primary and secondary
schools.

The doors to public schools may be closed come September and major
universities continually are forced to cut classes, yet our elected officials
are making decisions as if our educational system was running like a well-
oiled machine.

For legislators to sell the lottery based on a false promise is not only
deceitful but disrespectful to voters. As individuals interested in obtain-

Monday’s deadly conflagration at the Branch Davidian compound was the
worst possible ending to the government’s 51-day standoff involving federal
agents and the heavily armed religious cult. FBI officials saw their hopes for
a peaceable resolution go up in flames.

The friends and family members of the Branch Davidians who died in the
windswept fire are grief-stricken over the tragic loss of their loved ones. Men,
women and children from several nations died in the fire.

Now is the time to mourn many people — both federal agents and Branch
Davidians — who have died since the Feb. 28 assault on the religious
compound by Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms agents.

There will be investigations, but it appears the actions taken Monday by the
FBI were simply another effort to further restrict the perimeter and put
additional pressure on the cult members in the hopes of resolving the situation
peacefully. It looks as though Howell made the decision to kill himself and his
followers, which distressfully included pregnant women and innocent chil-
dren.

If Howell was suicidal — as events strongly indicate — then it is possible
that Monday’s deadly ending would have come to the same result sooner or
later.

After what happened in the shootout at the Mount Carmel commune, agents
could not have been blamed for wanting to return with all the firepower
available and raze the compound. To their credit, they waited it out and gave
Howell every opportunity to surrender peacefully. Howell even got access to
high-priced legal counsel.

It seems that many lessons can be ascertained from this terrible episode,
both for local government and for the federal government.

Reports of illegal activity must be taken seriously, not allowed to age on the
shelf.

Had the concerns of former cult members — not just about firearms but
about physical, psychological and sexual abuse — been addressed two years
ago when first brought to law enforcement’s attention, things might have been
different.

Also, Howell could have been arrested outside of the compound without a
gun battle.

Now is a time for mourning. But as fitting as it is (to) grieve, it is just as
fitting to ponder what can be done so that what happened at Mount Carmel

David Koresh promised an apocalypse if federal agents tried to oust him
from his Central Texas compound. He delivered Monday on his grim pledge.

The religious leader’s compound erupted in a firestorm around 12:15 p.m.
By early afternoon, the fire burned itself out.

The 51-day siege had ended, but not the way that federal and state law
enforcement officers had hoped.
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Officials report only (nine) survivors out of the 95 cult members holed up

in the compound that went up in flames. Koresh appears to be one of those |

who died in the inferno.

Where do we go from here?

The FBI, the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms, the U.S. attorney
general’s office and the White House all have some serious soul-searching
ahead of them as they sift through the smoldering embers of Koresh’s
religious compound near Waco.

Did federal agents at the site provoke Koresh into torching his compound
and killing several of his bewildered followers?

How could a man such as Koresh gather the armaments he had at his
disposal?

The 50-caliber sniper rifle, the grenades, the rockets, all of it seems so
unworldly, so bizarre for a man who called himself Jesus Christ.

The answers to those, and many more, questions eventually will come
out. Until we find those answers, a stunned state and nation is left to ponder
the painfully obvious: It is impossible to stop a man with as much power as
David Koresh, who was armed to the teeth— and who had threatened to kill
himself and his followers in the name of his religion.

More than 50 days after the siege of Mount Carmel began in a storm of
gunfire, the standoff between federal agents and cult leader David Koresh
ended in a blazing inferno Monday that took the lives of most of the
occupants. ;

Whether that tragic denouement could have been avoided with better
planning from the outset should be the subject of a presidential commission
that should be appointed immediately. :

Just as a panel of experts was convened to examine what went wrong in
National Aeronautics and Space Administration procedures following the
explosion of the Challenger space shuttle seven years ago, a blue-ribbon
commission should scrutinize the federal law enforcement procedures
followed in the Waco tragedy.

The questions must start with the allegedly illegal activities of Mr.
Koresh, the self-styled *‘lamb of God’’ to members of the Branch Davidian
sect. Law officials say he had amassed an illegal stockpile of weapons. But
much about the goings-on within the compound still needs to be answered.

Likewise, the officials of the U.S. Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms who planned the attack have serious questions to answer. Certainly
the brave agents who died in the gunfight should be remembered for the
sacrifice they made in the line of duty.

But there is reason to question whether their lives were needlessly
endangered.

These and other 1ssues will need to be resolved as federal authorities sift
through the hard lessons learned at Mount Carmel. No organization,
regardless of whether it is founded by religious zealots or drug lords, should
be allowed to stockpile powerful firearms in open defiance of federal
guidelines.

But the first priority of those who defend our weapons laws should be to
look for ways to perform their duties without endangering the lives of their
comrades or innocent bystanders.

Until there is amore complete analysis of all that has transpired, that issue
will linger over the charred fields outside the Branch Davidian headquarters
near Waco.

Do human-eating alien life forms
exist? Or are extraterrestrials simply a
manifestation of an overactive para-
noid imagination? People have been
grappling with the idea for as long as
they have had the ability to grapple.

The debate has been re-ignited with
the recent approval of the $100 mil-
lion NASA/SETI (Search for Extra-
Terrestrial Intelligence) project, along
with the release of “*A Fire in the Sky,”
a science fiction thriller that claims to
be the true story of a man in Arizona
who was abducted by aliens. The tele-
vision show “Sightings,” on the FOX

network, also seems convinced crea-
tures from other worlds have been
coming to Earth and scoping us out.

“Most likely anyone we meet would
have been around a while. They’ve
either gotten real good at eating people
or don’t care any more,” said Wallace
Glab, an astronomy professor at Texas
Tech. “I'm a great sci-fi fan myself,
but I don’t know if I believe in it.”

Glab said he believes the NASA
projects are worthwhile experiments.
Instead of pointing a telescope at one
specific star and listening, he said
NASA now has the technology to pro-
cess many radio frequencies simulta-
neously. As a result, NASA can col-
lect as much information in one year
that by the old method would have
taken a century, he said.

“It'sall probability. If a planet forms
a certain distance away from a star,
life can form. There are a certain num-
ber of star systems where life should
