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City celebrates Lady Raiders' second homecoming

Wednesday's thunderstorm parted long 
enough to allow thousands of Texas Tech 
fans to celebrate the Lady Raiders' 1993 
National Championship with a parade. 

Red Raider fans lined city streets to cheer 
the team and watch the parade, which began 
at the entrance to Memorial Circle and trav-
eled down Broadway Street to Avenue M. 

Lubbock Chamber of Commerce and city 
officials, who organized the parade, said the 
festivities would have gone on rain or shine. 

The Lady Raiders were transported from 
Tech's north commuter parking lot to the 
civic center in vintage and luxury convert-
ibles. 

The award ceremony and presentations were 
moved inside the Lubbock Memorial Civic 
Center's exhibition hall because of the possibil-
ity of rain. 

Following the parade, Lubbock Councilman 
Alex "Ty" Cooke and Lubbock Mayor David 
Langston presented the team and coaches with 
awards from the city during an awards presen-
tation. 

"We couldn't have bought this kind of rec-
ognition for our city for $100 million dollars," 
said Cooke, who was also master of ceremo-
nies. "This city has shown a tremendous amount 
of support." 

When presented with the awards, seniors 
Krista Kirkland, Cynthia Clinger and Sheryl 
Swoopes thanked the crowd for the support that 
followed their championship. 

"Winning the national championship was 

great, but you all made coming home even 
better," Clinger said. 

The team, coaches, trainers and other Tech 
officials were given plaques and proclama-
tions from the city and Lubbock Chamber of 
Commerce. 

Langston also declared next week a 
citywide Lady Raider Week. 

More than 35 groups and organizations 
participated in the parade, including the Lady 
Raiders and coaching staff; Tech and city 
officials; Saddle Tramps; High Riders; the 
four students who painted themselves red, 
spelled Tech across their chests and went 
crazy at the pep rally; Shriners in mini-speed-
sters; the Red Raider Club; Plains National 
Bank; Tech Student Association; Hub City 
Cruizers; Court Jesters; Tech ROTC Color 
Guard; and the Lubbock Fire Department.

Squad releases 
two of 21 hostages 

SAN JOSE, Costa Rica (AP) 
— A commando squad that may 
be linked to Latin America's co-
caine Mafia freed two Supreme 
Court justices today and appeared 
ready to negotiate the release of 
their 21 other captives. 

Police Col. Alfonso Ayub said 
Supreme Court justices Eduardo 
Sancho and Alfonso Chavez were 
released at noon. The gunmen 
still hold 16 justices and five 
assistants when they stormed the 
Supreme Court building on Mon-
day. The gunmen had released 
another magistrate Tuesday after 
he fell ill. 

Ayub said he did not know 
why the gunmen freed the two 
hostages today. 

Earlier Wednesday, negotia-
tors spoke .by telephone to the 
gunmen, but the government said 
it was resisting demands for a 
multimillion dollar ransom. 

Reno justifies use 
of gas at compound 

WASHINGTON (AP) — At-
torney General Janet Reno said 
Wednesday she considered ev-
ery option to end the Waco stand-
off, even tunneling into the 
Branch Davidian compound, but 
the failed tear-gas attack seemed 
only viable plan. 

"Nobody will everkrrowwhar—
the right answer was," Ms. Reno 
told a congressional committee 
looking into the disaster. 

She said she repeatedly asked 
the experts: "Why now? Why 
not wait?" And every day since, 
she said, she has wondered what 
she might have done differently. 

Reno was the first witness be-
fore the House Judiciary Com-
mittee in a sometimes confronta-
tional day of second-guessing 
about the operation that ended 
after 51 days in flames and the 
deaths of David Koresh, his fol-
lowers and their children. 

Governor issues 
stay of execution 

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — Gov. 
Ann Richards, in an unusual 
move, 'issued a 30-day reprieve 
Wednesday for convicted killer 
Gary Graham, who faced execu-
tion after midnight for a slaying 

in Houston 12 years ago. 
Graham was scheduled for 

lethal injltion before dawn 
Thursday and would have been 
the 200th convicted killer put to 
death in the nation since the U.S. 
Supreme Court allowed capital 
punishment to resume in 1976. 

His case had drawn much in-
terest from' death penalty oppo-
nents, who conducted an exten-
sive publicity campaign to try to 
keep him from the Texas death 
chamber. 

"I pass no judgment on his 
guilt or innocence but believe 
that questions have been raised 
in this case that deserve further 
examination," Richards said in a 
brief statement released less than 
eight hours before Graham was 
to have been put to death.

Analyst to discuss ethics, Challenger

was destroyed because of a joint-seal failure. 
"In engineering circles, (Boisjoly) is somewhat of a 

hero because he did take a stand," Irion said. 
Smith said he expects Boisjoly will discuss the Chal-

lenger disaster and its relevance to ethics in the work 
place. 

"Certainly, he will concentrate on issues surrounding 
the Challenger and will talk in a much broader sense 
about what students can expect in the work place and 
how they are ultimately responsible for the public's 
health, safety and welfare," Smith said. 

Boisjoly's discussion of the public will include the 
astronauts and the Challenger project because of the 
amount of taxpayers' money used to support the pro-
gram, he said. 

Boisjoly also has contributed affidavits and docu-
ments to the Presidential Commission investigating the 
Challenger tragedy. 

He received his bachelor's degree in general me-
chanical engineering from the University of Massachu-

setts-Lowell. 
According to the engineering department press re-

lease, Boisjoly's extensive work background includes 
the formatidn and evaluation of missiles and military 

equipment. 
Boisjoly's numerous honors for his work include the 

Scientific Freedom and Responsibility Award from the 
American Association for the Advancement of Science; 
and the Presidential Award from the National Space 
Society for Professional Integrity and Personal Courage. 
Boisjoly also received a Certificate of Appreciation 
from NASA for his inquiries regarding the Challenger. 

Aerospace designer and analyst Roger Boisjoly will 
address engineering ethics at 4 p.m. today in the final 
segment of the Halliburton Distinguished Lecture Se-
ries 

The free lecture, sponsored by Texas Tech's College 
of Engineering and the Halliburton Foundation of Dal-
las, will take place in the chemistry building, room 49. 

"He will be addressing the responsibility of engi-
neers to the public to protect the health, safety and 
welfare of the public," said Jimmy Smith, a civil engi-
neering professor and director of Tech's Murdough 
Center for the Engineer Profession. 

Reed Irion, president of Tech's Institute of Electrical 
and Electronic Engineering, said concerns have arisen 
pertaining to the ethics engineers use in forming deci-
sions regarding their designs. 

Irion said that when an engineer creates a project, the 
question arises of how hard and how much he should 
speak up about his design. 

Boisjoly, who also is a mechanical engineer, per-
formed as a technical troubleshooter at Morton Thiokol. 
He also was one of five engineers appointed to unravel 
the joint-seal problems in the Space Shuttle's solid 
rocket boosters following the Challenger explosion in 
1986, according to a press release from the engineering 
department. 

Despite Boisjoly's strong opposition to the launch-
ing of the shuttle, the Morton Thiokol management 
overruled the judgment, the release states. The shuttle

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GOP claims 
corporations 
threatened 
Party says force used 
to gain Prop 1 support 

AUSTIN ( AP) —The Texas Republican Party 
charged Wednesday that corporate officials pri-
vately say they were threatened into supporting a 
share-the-wealth school funding proposal on 

Saturday's ballot. 
That contention was labeled untrue and ab-

surd by backers of Proposition 1, which would 
make it constitutional to shift some property tax 
money from wealthier to poorer school districts. 

The proposal is meant to help meet a Texas 
Supreme Court order for an equitable school 
funding system. 

"We understand that major corporations have 
been threatened with approval or disapproval of 
legislation they are interested in. They have been 
reminded their companies are regulated by state 
agencies" and then asked to make a donation to 
support the pro-Proposition 1 campaign, said 
Karen Hughes, Texas Republican executive di-
rector. 

She said people trying to raise money to fight 
Proposition 1 have been told by people from 
various companies that they felt they had to give 
to the Save Our Schools campaign supporting the 
measure. 

Otherwise, she said, they contended they felt 
their legislation wouldn't be passed, or they 
would not get favorable hearings at regulatory 
agencies. 

"None of them will publicly admit that or 
allow their names to be used" because of con-
cerns about legislation and potential regulatory 
action, Ms. Hughes said.

Hutchison fighting for business, 
local campaign coordinator says

Kay Bailey Hutchison was the first 
Republican woman elected to the 
Texas House of Representatives, and 
come May 1 she may be taking her 

political agenda to the U.S. Senate. 
Hutchison was elected to the state 

treasurer's seat in 1990 where she cut 
the office's budget by 5 percent. 

Lisa Rocha, campus coordinator 
for the Hutchison campaign, said 
Hutchison is a fiscal conservative who 
identifies with Texas business needs. 

"The fact that she's a small busi-
ness woman puts her in a better posi-
tion to vote in the interest of Texas 
businessmen," Rocha said. 

Rocha said Hutchison understands 
what Texans want economically and 
in oil and gas areas. 

"She's very concerned about our 
economic development," Rocha said. 
"She's not a wallflower on the issues." 

Rocha also said Hutchison is op-
posed to a middle-class tax increase. 

"She believes government can run 
more efficiently on less money," she 

said. 
Hutchison has outlined a plan to 

make South Texas a trade center by 
encouraging economic development 

and activity on the U.S. side of the 
Texas/Mexico border. 

Her proposal includes improving 
the job market in the Rio Grande Val-
ley and ensuring maximum benefits 
for South Texas under the North 
American Free Trade Agreement. 

Hutchison also supports federally 
supported grants for higher education 
and choice in education. 

Rocha said Hutchison has backed 
possible pilot voucher programs 
around the country for public and pri-
vate schools. 

Following her term in the House of 
Representatives in 1972, she was ap-
pointed by President Gerald Ford as 
vice chairwoman of the National 
Transportation and Safety Board.

WACO (AP) — Doomsday prophet David 
Koresh, who the FBI accused of breaking sev-
eral promises to end a 51-day standoff, lied 
about the number of followers inside his com-
pound, officials said Wednesday. 

Investigators combing through the remains 
of the Branch Davidian compound in search of 
Koresh and 85 followers believed to have died 
in a fire last week have found 53 victims and 
said they don't expect to find 33 more. Nine 
people survived the fire. 

"We're nearing the end on discovering bod-
ies. We expect to find some more, but no one 
that I've talked to thinks we're going to reach 
(86)," said Mike Cox, spokesman for the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, which is handling 
the cleanup. 

"Because some of the other things Mr. Koresh 
said were inaccurate, we believe his estimate of 
the numbers in the compound may have been 

Koresh exaggerated number of followers, officals say 
Investigators find more lies 

inaccurate," said Laureen Chernow, a DPS 
spokeswoman. 

Five bodies were removed Wednesday from a 
fortified room where nine other victims and a 
vast amount of ammunition were found. Cox said 
inspectors are combing the room in search of a 
few more corpses. 

Cox also said Wednesday that five of the first 
12 victims autopsied had been shot. Officials 
previously had said they knew of only two such 
cases. 

So far, at least 20 autopsies have been per-
formed. The medical examiner's office handling 
the case is deferring calls to David Pareya, a 
McLennan County justice of the peace. Pareya 
was in court Wednesday afternoon and unavail-
able for immediate comment. 

The belief that 86 people were in the Mount 
Carmel fortress when it burned down last Mon-
day was based on numbers Koresh gave the FBI.

6 Graduation 'must-do's

I remember visiting an 
apartment in Brooklyn several 
years ago that had almost no 
furniture except for two 
televisions. There were two of 
them because one was broken 
but was used as a stand for the 
working one. 

The TV provided back-
ground music to fractious 

family life and copacetic child care, little eyes 
glassy in the reflected glare. 

But it also brought the world into a place 
where most people were afraid to go out after 
nightfall. Or at least the slice of the world that 
television shows, which had about as much to do 
with the life of this family as an Amy Fisher 
mini-series has to do with "Masterpiece The-
ater." The image of the two televisions stayed 
with me, a symbol of how powerful TV is in the 
lives of so many families just like that one. 

"They show all the happy white people on 
TV," Tara Dailey said the other day, hanging 
with her friends outsitie Washington Irving High 
School, and when I considered her words I 
thought about that power all over again. "Black 
people are shown as bad people, the reason for a 
bad situation." 

As we digest the verdicts in the second 
Rodney King case, as we talk about the negative 
effects of seeing images of police preparing for 
rioting as though it were as inevitable as rainfall, 
as we see once again the videotape in which 
Rodney King is beaten by the white police 
officers, it's worth talking to a few of the kids 

ignored. "Maybe they don't think it's important," 
said Jasmine. "Another dead black body, just pick 
'em up. It's usual." 

"Black people are shut out," said Tara, as the 
girls around her nodded. 

If they were watching our regularly scheduled 
verdict, they saw people who looked like them all 
over the television news, black citizens trium-
phant, feeling they'd seen some measure of justice 
when two of four police officers were found 
guilty of violating Rodney King's civil rights. 

But that's not what they see most of the time. 
For most of their young lives this box in their 
living rooms, the thing around which so often all 
the other furniture is arranged, has told them they 
say, either that they are insignificant or that they 
are bad. I know television doesn't seem to reflect 
any of our lives, but it has a whole lot more to do 
with a comfortable white existence than a 
struggling black one. 

Seeds of anger in the black community are 
sown in many ways, from the contempt of law 
enforcement to the grinding poverty of many 
neighborhoods to a case like that of Rodney King. 
But maybe for some of our kids the anger grows 
just hanging around the house, watching a soap 
opera. "Everybody rich, everybody always 
wearing fancy clothes," said Yesenia Evans 
outside the high school. The world comes into 
your home every day, and it's a world that much 
of the time seems to exclude or revile you. Life's 
a party, almost close enough to touch, and you're 
not invited,

about what television shows them. 
Not about what it has shown them about the 

treatment of one black man. But about what 
they think it has been telling them for years 
about where they fit into the world, a message 
that has surely laid the groundwork for anger. 

They grow up, so many of our children, 
with television the single most potent force of 
myth and image in their lives. And if they are 
poor and black they see, almost close enough 
to touch, a world of well-dressed white people 
with perfect homes and families. For some of 
them, the only things that seem true to life are 
the shoot-'em-ups on the cop shows. 

They don't know how much better it is than 
it used to be, how short a time ago there were 
virtually no people of color on the tube at all. 
But even when they see black people in 
television programs, the situations often have 
an air of unreality. 

"On 'Cosby,"' said Jasmine Roscoe, 16, 
"excuse me, but where are they finding 
families like that, where the father is a doctor 
and the mother is .a lawyer?" 

It's interesting that the show random groups 
of kids mentioned positively most often was 
"Roseanne," the sitcom about a family living 
close to the economic bone, struggling and 
tussling and cussing, led by a strong, smart-
mouthed woman. It's a class thing, not just a 
black thing. 

Their complaints about television news 
range from being ignored to being reviled. A 
white person is shot, they say, and it leads the 
newscast; a black person is shot and it is

first goal of the Red Raiders season 
has been accomplished, they now 
set their sights on getting into the 
NCAA Tournament. The elite 48, 
and the ultimate goal being the 
chance to go to Omaha, Neb., and 
Rosenblatt Stadium to play in the 
College World Series. 

The latter was something that 
was a pipe dream. for Tech baseball 
teams and fans of the past, but this 
season that dream may become a 
reality. I have covered the past three 
Raider teams, and I saw something 
different in this team from the get 
go. 

Nothing fazes this team, no mat-
ter who they are playing.

The past two years, the pitching 
and the hitting have been there at the 
beginning, but have fallen off when 
the Raiders played the heart of the 
schedule.

The break did not start off too 
well as Tech lost two of three games 
to Grand Canyon, but like this team 
has done all year, the Raiders 
bounced back to win the tourna-
ment. 

These wins proved that Tech 
could play with the best in the na-
tion and win, something Raider 
teams of the past have had trouble 
doing. This season a ranked oppo-
nent at Dan Law Field is fair game 
and the fans have not gone home 
disappointed, such is what happened 
this weekend against Texas. 

Tech has won key games in con-
ference play, it has won when they 
needed to. With the exception of 
Texas A&M, Tech has either won 
two of three or swept league oppo-
nents, which gave them that 
postseason tourney berth.

Valvano dies after year-long battle with bone cancer at Durham hospital 
RALEIGH, N.C. ,(AP) — Jim 

Valvano died Wednesday, a year-long 
battle with bone cancer finally stilling 
the flash and sass of a gifted college 
basketball coach who led his team to a 
miracle championship and left it after 
a messy scandal. 

With his family by his side, the 47-
year-old former North Carolina State 
coach died at Duke University Medi-
cal Center in Durham, according to his 
attorney Woody Webb. 

Valvano pulled off one of the great 
upsets in college basketball history in 

HOUSTON (AP) — The Los An-

1983 when the Wolfpack beat favored 
Houston in the NCAA tournament fi-
nal on Lorenzo Charles' buzzer-beat-
ing dunk. Seven years later, Valvano 
was forced out after an NCAA inves-
tigation determined that his players 
violated rules by selling their sneakers 
and complimentary game tickets. 

It wasn't long after leaving the 
Wolfpack that Valvano returned to the 
college basketball scene as an analyst 
for ABC and ESPN. Earlier this year, 
he won an award from the cable tele-
vision industry for his work. 

During a March 4 speech at the 
American Sports Awards telecast on 
ESPN, Valvano said: "Cancer can 
take away all my physical abilities. It 
cannot touch my mind, it cannot touch 
my heart and it cannot touch my soul." 

Valvano succeeded Norm Sloan as 
N.C. State's 15th head coach on March 
27, 1980. 

Valvano's first Wolfpack team 
struggled to a 14-13 record, but fol-
lowed with a 22-10 season and an 
NCAA tournament berth in the 1981-
82 season. 

included winning streaks of 15 and 11 
games, the Rockets carry a two-game 
losing streak into the playoffs and a 
reputation for exiting early. Prior to 
last season, they were eliminated four 
years in a row in the first round. 

"The last two games didn't affect 
the psyche of this team," Brooks said. 
"We feel our chances are as good as 
any to win it all. To execute our game 
plan, we have to play aggressive at 
both ends of the court." 

Valvano worked for all three major 
television networks during his coach-
ing career and afterward. 

In addition to his ABC and ESPN 
work, he was a college basketball spe-
cialist for CBS and a color analyst for 
NBC in the midst of the 1984-85 sea-
son. 

Valvano was born March 10,1946, 
in New York City. He was a three-
sport star at Seaford High School on 
Long Island and the son of a high 
school basketball coach, Rocco 
Valvano.

Baylor and SMU finished fifth and sixth, respectively. 
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
