Reno speaks out

against violence

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Attorney General Janet Reno

encouraged senators
Wednesday to legislate
against TV violence if the
television industry doesn’tdo
more to end dramatized
bloodshed.

“Government intervention
is neither the best option nor
the first we should try,” she
said, urging that industry be
given a few more months to
prove it can change.

“Butifsignificant voluntary
steps are not taken soon,
government action will be
imperative,” she said.

Parental advisories and the
industry’s standards for
depicting violence are
positive, but “extremely small,
itty-bitty steps,”” she told
members of the Senate

Commerce Committee.
Entertainment industry
executives who appeared
before the panel said this
season’s lineup is laden with

comedy and much less violent
than before.

North Texas

required by law.

2 election has been consistent with
past elections, Davidson said.

“It's probably justaboutaverage
for a constitutional election,” she
said.

“I think it is both great and
convenient for Tech students,” he
said. “The ballot is handed to you
on a silver platter.”

Flint said he votes early in an
election because of its ease and his
knowledge of the information on
the ballot.

A recent trend of lower crime rates has occurred
across Lubbock and the Texas Tech campus,
according to published reports.

Tech has seen a 24 percent decrease in crimes,
compared to last year’s rates.

® Gun control bill addresses
dealer sales, theft penalties

Combest bill
may be added to
crime package

U.S. Rep. Larry Combest introduced the Federal
Firearms License Reform Act of 1993 to the House of
Representatives Oct. 13.

Combest’s bill addresses tracking dealer sales,
increasing criminal penalties for firearm theft and
improving record-keeping procedures.

“What's operating now is the president’s executive
order of Aug. 11...telling the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms to look into the problem of
federal firearms licensing,” said Keith Williams, press
secretary for Combest.

Thebilldoes notaddress the licensing of individual
gun owners, Williams said.

“The peoplemostknowledgeable about the current
problems of tracking
the legal sales of
firearms—law officers
and federally-licensed
merchants — have
called for B9
improvements to
currentlaw,” Combest ¢
said.

Williams said there g
is a good possibility i
that Combest’s bill
could be added to the | Combest
crime bill that the House will vote on in late
November.

“He’s supposed to talk to a senator who's very
interested in introducing it in the Senate,” Williams
said.

One measure of the legislation would require a
photo and fingerprints in order to expedite
background checksof applicants fora federal firearms
license.

“There’s been an instance in the past when
someone had theirdog geta firearm license,” Williams
said.

Another provision of Combest’s bill would
increase the cost of merchants’ licenses.

Fees would increase from about $25 per year to
$150 for a three-year license and $75 for each
subsequent three-year renewal, Williams said.

He said this is an alternative to Sen. Bill Bradley’s
proposed fee of $2,500.

The $2,500 fee is aimed at making a license
financially difficult to obtain, Williams said.

He said he does not believe decreasing the number
of gun merchants would prevent violent crimes
committed with firearms.

“They (criminals) are not going to hassle with
going to a gun shop,” Williams said.

“The congressman'’s position has been that they
buy firearms on the sly from other criminals or break
into a house or store.”

Matt Stueck, staff assistant for the Washington,
D.C.,-based Coalition to Stop Gun Violence, said he
believes Combest’s bill was “a piecemeal solution to
a greater problem.”

“If you havea federal law that prohibits the selling
of handguns at all, then you don’t have to worry
about theft,” Stueck said.

James Jay Baker, executive director of the National
Rifle Association’s Institute for Legislative Action,
said,

“The NRA stands firmly in support of the efforts
of Congressman Larry Combest regarding the gun
dealer licensing requirements as embodied in this
legislation.

“This legislation will address the concerns that
have been raised regarding the criteria that were
implemented in 1968,” he said.
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Russian Parliament history

leon for ‘diehards’

At the Battle
of Albuera in
1811, the
wounded Col.
William Inglis,
commander of
the 57th Foot
Regiment, cried
out to his
troops: “Die hard, men, die
hard!” Since that victory, the
Middlesex regiment has been
called “the Diehards.”

Diehards today are in ill
repute, sometimes deservedly
so. In the besieged Parliament
building in Moscow, cut off
from food, water and electric-
ity, an infuriated Aleksandr
Rutskoi and a haggard
Ruslan Khasbulatov lead a
band of Communist
apparatchiks, defying the
Russian president’s order to
surrender.

They are dying hard for the
cause of a return to a com-
mand economy, centraliza-
tion of power, gulags, oppres-
sion, militarism, imperialism,
employer mandate, the whole
discredited Socialist works. If
the last-ditch defenders of the
Brezhnev era were to win,
Russia would lose.

But Rutskoi’s diehards
intend to provoke the KGB
and military units surround-
ing them into storming their
citadel, giving them a chance
for political martyrdom. At
that moment, world opinion
would recoil; President
Clinton would have to disso-
ciate himself from President
Yeltsin; and across Russia’s 11
time zones, a legend of
“Rutskoi’s last stand” would
take root.

Why? Because bravery is
admirable. The 200 or so
legislators who have slipped
out of the embattled Parlia-
ment to take advantage of job
offers from the Yeltsinites are
cowardly opportunists. The
remaining diehards, suffering
for their repugnant cause,
know that they draw from the
most grudging democrat at
least a moment of admiration.

And they know that their
stand, if they can induce
Yeltsin’s troops to blaze away,
will be remembered in his-
tory. Oliver Cromwell
shouted to a Parliament
unwilling to commit regicide,
“It is not fit that you should
sit here any longer!”

That’s the way new die-
hards think. It's gutsy, and
Americans have a claim on
the quality: “I die hard,”
George Washington report-
edly said on his deathbed,
“but I am not afraid.”

our past records.”

Sixteen arson reports were
made during September in Lub-
bock, bringing the total number
of accounts to 105 for 1993. Five
reports of arson have occurred
On campus.

“What created problems in
the past was that the Lubbock
Police Department wrote down
some reports, some of which we
weren'’t called to,” Barlow said.
“Weare now in a process where
wetakeour(arson) statisticsand

(the police department’s) statis-
tics and combine them into one
package.”

According tothereports, rape,
robbery, burglary, theftand auto
theftdecreased in Lubbock. Rob-
bery saw the most significant
decrease, falling 29.1 percent.

“I think people are more
aware out there of the conse-
quences they face,” LPD Sgt. Ted
Perez said. “I believe people are
also more aware of the persecu-
tion and the legal system.”

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DOE offers aid to students interested in science, engineering

Students interested in con-
tinuing theireducation, but find-
ing themselves short on funds,
may have a new source to turn
to.

The Department of Energy
has several programs providing
funds for students interested in
areas such as magnetic fusion
science, magnetic fusion tech-
nology, applied health physics,
radioactive waste management
and industrial hygiene.

“In general, these are for
graduate students or under-
graduate seniors ready to enter
graduate school,” Program Man-
agerSandra Johnsonsaid. “Itcan

be used towards a master’s or doc-
torate degree.”

The fellowship programs pro-
vide payment for tuition and fees
and monthly stipends of about
$1,200, Johnson said.

“Most of the programs offer an
opportunity to travel and to work
in our labs,” she said. “(Students)
may meet contacts they can use
later on in the job market.”

Johnson said students also will
be able to work on their thesis
research.

Requirements for the program
include the submission of a fel-
lowship application, completion of
the Graduate Records Examina-
tion and a fairly high GPA. Stu-
dents must have received their un-
dergraduate degree in a science or

engineering discipline by August.
The fellowships are administered
by the Oak Ridge Institute for Sci-
ence and Education.

“It is the contractor for the
DOE,” Johnson said. “It adminis-
ters fellowships for them.”

Applications for the fellowship
will be taken through Jan. 31 and
results will be announced in May.

East Lubbock residents get
help from MPA students

Researchers study maintenance solutions

Home maintenancein East Lub-
bock could be improved because
of a survey about home repairs
and about the residents” knowl-
edge of available repair services.

Texas Tech students in the
Master’s in Public Administration
program are conducting the sur-
vey.

Twenty-two MPA students are
surveying financially needy fami-
lies in East Lubbock to find out
whether the residents are aware of
the “Helping Hands” and the “Bar-
rier Free Living” programs.

“'Helping Hands’ is somewhat
of an emergency repair service for
homeowners,” Lubbock Neigh-
borhood Services Specialist Denish
Wilson said. “They (homeowners)
have to be financially needy.”

Wilson said an annual income
of $12,250 or less qualifies indi-
viduals and an income of $17,500
qualifies residents with four or
more people in a home.

The survey’s questions include
how many peoplelivein the house-
hold, annual income levels, demo-
graphic information, what types
of repair the house needs and
whether the residents are aware of
the available repair services.

“This is especially for low-in-
come homeowners that have no
money for small repairs,” Wilson
said. “Many of the residents in this
area are elderly and don’t know

about the programs.”

Funding for “Helping Hands”
and “Barrier Free Living” is allo-
cated from the federal
government’s Community Devel-
opment Block Grant.

“"Helping Hands’ has received
$250,000,” Wilson said. “Barrier
(Free Living) hasreceived $35,000.”

The “Barrier Free Living” pro-
gram is centered toward disabled
residents and serves to build
ramps, widen doorways or raise
or lower cabinets for easier access.

“Helping Hands” focuses on
repairing water and sewage prob-
lems; replacing electrical wire,
outlets, doors and windows; and
restoring roofs or walls.

Wilson said the initial survey
began with a series of phone calls
and said, if residents were not able
to be reached, the students would
resort to door-to-door strategy.

“This is a thing that needs as-
sessment,” she said.

Public Administration and Po-
litical Science assistant professor
Siegrun Fox said the survey was a
way toadvertise the two programs
for eligible homeowners.

“We want to know what types
of repairs are needed,” Fox said.

“This will also help the public
administrators make better policy
decisions,” she said.

Fox said one of the primary
purposes of the survey is so that
MPA students can learn how to
conduct better public policy re-
search.

Could all those quarterback
pressures and so few sacks justify
Haley’s $2.336 million salary this
year, second-highest on the team?

“Getting that first sack should
silence thecriticsalittlebit,” Haley
said. “People will know I haven’t
lost a step or that I'm close to
retiring. Whenever I do, I'm going
to do it on my own and that’s the
way it’s going to be.”
