Texas Tech student Terry 

Berridge, who received a gunshot 
wound to the head April 18, was 
upgraded from serious to satisfac-
tory condition this week. 

"I knew I got shot, but for a 
couple of days I just forgot," 
Berridge said Tuesday from his 
room at University Medical Cen-
ter. 

the suspect allegedly stole a bi-
cycle. 

"I didn't really chase him," 
Berridge said. 

"It's like I went out the door and 
he shot me." 

A 16-year-old juvenile was ar-
rested on the night of the shooting 
and is being detained in the Lub-
bock County Youth Center. 

"I'm doing good, but I will al-
ways have medical problems." 

Berridge was shot at close range 
in the head when he tried to foil a 
robbery April 18 at his place of 
employment, DFC Cycles and Fit-
ness. 

Lubbock Police Department of-
ficials said Berridge chased a young 
male from the bicycle shop after 

Kathryn Janda, juvenile division 
chief in the Lubbock County Dis-
trict Attorney's Office, said the ju-
venile will be brought before a 
judge to determine whether or not 
he will be tried as an adult. 

However, no court date has been 
set. Janda said the certification pro-
cess could take time. 

Berridge said he is glad the jui  

ceived. 
"It's been a lot of people talking 

to me and trying to help me," he 
said. 

Berridge, an avid cyclist, also 
said he hopes his life will return to 
normal soon. 

"I won't be able to see out of one 
eye again, but I imagine I'll ride 
again," he said.

Center expands to care 
for abused children

Man talked off 
downtown building 

The Lubbock Police Department was notified at 
11:26 a.m. Tuesday that a man was on top of the 
Pioneer Hotel building on Broadway Avenue. 

The man was talked down after 70 minutes of 
reasoning by the Crisis Intervention team. The 
MHMR team transported the man to University 
Medical Center for treatment. 

The man was signed in at the Pioneer building 
to visit a tenant and made his way to the 11th story 
of the building. 

Building employees went to the roof and were 
turned back when the man threatened to jump. 

The man was not identified other than being 27 
years old.

During the fiscal year 1992, 
about 62,448 Texas children were 
victims of abuse or neglect, and 
the only facility in West Texas that 
offers assistance to abused chil-
dren expanded to reach more pa-
tients. 

Officials from the Child Advo-
cacy, Research and Education Cen-
ter conducted an open house and 
dedication ceremony Tuesday at 
Texas Tech's Thompson Hall to 
recognize CARE's new pediatric 
evaluation suite. 

CARE representatives also con-
ducted tours of the facility. 

"We've beeri here at this facility 
since January '88," said Rafael 
Garcia, director of the CARE Cen-
ter. "I was the lone examiner in '88 
— I had one nurse and one secre-
tary." 

He said the number of patients 
became too much to handle. 

"We had a lot of references for 
everyone — a police officer, an-
other physician—and after a while 
I couldn't get to (the children)," he 
said. "There was a six-week delay. 

"It didn't take long to realize 
the number of children suspected 
of being abused (was higher than City, county officials discuss youth issues 

expected)," he said. "We did not 
have enough time to evaluate 
them." 

Garcia said he began research-
ing ways to fund more help for the 
center. 

Two Lubbock families donated 
the money used to build the facil-
ity dedicated Tuesday. 

The Laurin Prather and Busty 
Underwood families were honored 
during the dedication. 

Garcia said the facilities are im-
portant because most of the exams 
concerning abused children are 
conducted at the CARE Center. 

"Sometimes I also have to go to 
the Health Sciences Center," he 
said. 

The equipment is necessary, but 
expensive, Garcia said. 

Some of the equipment is used 
to monitor material for documen-
tation. 

"It is really important to docu-
ment what a child says," he said. 
"We needed really expensive 
equipment, we needed furniture 
and a magnifying glass." 

Garcia said the material is a 
small step in helping abused chil-
dren. 

"This is our end of it," Garcia 
said. "It's a network of agencies 
and people who get involved."

RSVP keeping area's 
senior citizens active

Lubbock city, county and school 
board officials participated in a 
joint meeting Tuesday to discuss 
youth issues affecting the Hub City. 

Lubbock Mayor David 
Langston said the meeting brought 
the city council, county commis-
sioners and Lubbock Independent 
School District members together 
in a collaborative effort to solve 
community problems. 

"We've increased communica-
tion between three major govern-
ing bodies in our county," 
Langston said. 

The three groups unanimously 
passed the Strategic Youth Plan 
which will serve as a guide for 
reducing youth crime and violence 

LISD would provide (resources, 
assistance and money for the 
project. 

"All three entities, along with 
the United Way, said we would 
work together on this salary," 
Langston said. "I would think it 

' would require a pretty good sal-
ary." 

Lubbock County Judge Don 
McBeath said the joint effort by all 
of the groups is important. 

"As the county, we feel like 
we're at the end of the line," 
McBeath said. "We're the last re-
sort. But, one thing this does is to 
create the framework to centralize 
all of our efforts." 

Graffiti and the city's curfew 
for youth also were discussed dur-
ing the meeting.

in Lubbock County. 
The Strategic Youth Plan will 

establish a Youth Advisory Coun-
cil to provide guidelines to the city, 
county, LISD and the United Way 
about issues facing Lubbock 
youths. 

The Youth Advisory Council 
will initially consist of the county 
judge, the chief juvenile probation 
officer, the city manager and first 
assistant city manager, the super-
intendent and assistant superin-
tendent of LISD, the president of 
the United Way and the chairman 
of the United Way board. 

A director of youth issues also 
will be employed by the United 
Way to organize and develop the 
Strategic Youth Plan. 

Langston said the city council, 
the county commissioners and the 

Walker said the city is looking at 
different options to strengthen and 
enforce the curfew.

Anderson execution fourth in Texas this year 
HUNTSVILLE (AP) — Con-

victed killer Larry Anderson was 
executed early Tuesday for the 1982 
stabbing death of a Houston bar 
manager. 

Anderson, 41, was convicted in 
the March 1982 stabbing death of 
Zelda Webster, 28. He was on pa-
role from Arkansas at the time of 
the slaying. 

Anderson was pronounced 
dead at 12:42 a.m., eight minutes 
after the lethal drugs began flow-
ing into his veins. 

Asked if he had a final state-
ment, Anderson only shook his 
head. 

Texas prison spokesman 
Charles Brown said the injection 
was delayed for several moments 
because officials had difficulty lo- 

state troopers while driving at 
night without lights. 

Police found him splattered 
with blood and carrying a hunting 
knife. 

He told officers he had been 
skinning rabbits but police found 
several bank bags in his truck and 
he was arrested. 

Anderson eventually told po-
lice where the woman's body could 
be found. 

Anderson contended he had an 
argument with Webster stemming 
from a $5,000 illegal drug deal and 
killed her after she threatened to 
file a rape complaint against him. 

Prison records show Anderson 
was on parole from Arkansas for 
less than four months at the time 
of the slaying.

Anderson was the 
fourth Texas inmate to be put to 
death this year. 

Defense lawyers challenged 
Texas' capital murder statute, con-
tending it was vague when ap-
plied to Anderson's case. They also 
argued that prosecutors improp-
erly instructed jurors and that 
Anderson's trial attorney was in-
competent. 

Webster, stabbed four times in 
the heart and 11 times in the chest, 
was found dead along a road in 
northwest Houston. Authorities 
said she had been abducted after 
closing the bar and robbed of about 
$1,000.

user. 

At least one of the needles ap-
peared to have been inserted into 
his wrist. Normally, they are in-
serted into the inside of an inmate's 
arm. 

Anderson's last chance to avoid 
execution came less than 90 min-
utes earlier when the U.S. Supreme 
Court refused to grant a stay. 

Anderson had been described 
as concerned and nervous as the 
execution approached. 

"He knows this is serious. He 
knows his chances are not that 
great," attorney Clay Glover said 
earlier Monday night. 

The Texas Court of Criminal 
Appeals rejected a request Mon- 

Lubbock area senior citizens can 
remain active in the community 
through the Retired Seniors Vol-
unteer Program sponsored by 
Texas Tech's College of Human 
Sciences. 

"The RSVP program began in 
1979 through the City of Lubbock," 
said Bonne Phillips, RSVP direc-
tor. "It has been affiliated with 
Texas Tech since 1981 and has been 
extremely successful." 

Phillips said the program is 
sponsored through federal grants 
provided by the Corporation for 
National and Community Service. 

Anyone 55 years or older who is 
available to volunteer one hour a 
month is eligible for RSVP mem-
bership, Phillips said. 

"We have a lot of people retir-
ing younger and younger today," 
she said. 

'They are still so healthy and 
have so much energy and an awful 
lot of time to give back to the com-
munity." 

RSVP matches members with 
different non-profit organizations 
based on their skills and their en-
thusiasm for different job tasks. 
More than 900 volunteers work 
with the Meals on Wheels pro-
gram, area hospitals, schools and 
other organizations. 

"Anyone can participate in this 
program, even seniors who are in 
a long-term care center," Phillips 
said. "We match everyone with a 

job that is accessible and enjoyable 
for them." 

Ray Cox, an RSVP volunteer 
since last summer, donates up to 
40 hours a week to his community 
service jobs. He gives tours of the 
Lubbock International Airport for 
small children, is a volunteer at the 
classical radio station KOHM and 
is a volunteer at the Science Spec-
trum. 

'The RSVP program is great for 
keeping people like myself active," 
Cox said. "I really enjoy working 
with the people I volunteer with 
and come home as high as a kite at 
the end of the day." 

Florence Highsmith has been a 
volunteer in the Lubbock area since 
RSVP began. 

She spends two days a week 
answering telephones, filing, and 
completing other jobs that need to 
be done at the Veterans Adminis-
tration Outpatient Clinic. 

"RSVP has done a good job of 
keeping senior citizens mentally 
alert and continuing our educa-
tion through volunteer service," 
Highsmith said. 

Members of RSVP are not re-
quired to pay any membership 
fees, but must fill out an applica-
tion form. 

Membership also includes a 
quarterly newsletter, a fall dinner 
recognition, several social occa-
sions and a monthly meeting at 
McDonald's to celebrate birthdays. 

Members a!so receive insurance 
coverage to and from their volun-
teer job and during their service.

President Richard Nixon for 
his involvement in Watergate. 
It was a chance k: the nation 
to forgive and forget. 

Few people forgave or 
forgot, and Richard Nixon 
will forever be remembered 
as a crooked president. 

Now, 20 years later, it is 
time to remember all that 
Nixon achieved for his coun-
try — it is time to pardon 
him. 

Democratic President Bill 
Clinton declared today a 
federal holiday and Demo-
cratic Texas Governor Ann 
Richards declared today a 
state holiday in memory of 
the former Republican Presi-
dent. 

Recognizing the death of a 
national leader is not a politi-
cal statement — at least not in 
America. It is, however, a 
chance to remember the 
courage and pride he took in 
leading our country. 

Nixon, during his term, 
was responsible for appoint-
ing four Supreme Court 
justices, encouraging a cease-
fire in Vietnam and helping to 
steer the economy in an 
upward turn. 

were at there worst. 
He was defeated by John F. 

Kennedy, then defeated in a 
California governor's race. 
But he came back in '68 as the 
nation's 37th president. 

With growing signs of 
peace, a healthy economical 
outlook and positive relations 
with international leaders, 
Nixon was re-elected by a 
landslide in 1972. 

After fighting the 
Watergate scandal for more 
than a year, Nixon finally 
admitted defeat, but did not 
go quietly. He announced his 
resignation on national 
television Aug. 8 and retired 
to California. 

Since leaving office, he has 
advised other presidents and 
recently made a trip to Russia 
in hopes of improving rela-
tions there. 

Regardless of how unfor-
giving some Americans 
continue to be, Nixon will 
deservedly remain a hero in 
the hearts of our international 
friends. 

Always give your best, never 
get discouraged, never be petty; 
always remember, others may 
hate you. Those who hate you 
don't win unless you hate them. 
And then you destroy yourself 
Address to members of the 
administration on leaving 
office, Aug. 9, 1974.

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absence of handguns. Nice point, but other 
examples prove to the contrary. 

According to last month's issue of Atlantic 
Monthly, Daniel D. Polsby argues this theory: 
"If firearms increase violence and crime, 
Florida's murder rate should not have been 
falling since the introduction, seven years ago, 
of a law that makes it easier for ordinary 
citizens to get permits to carry concealed 
handguns. Yet, the murder rate has remained 
the same or has fallen every year since the law 
was enacted, and it is now lower than the 
national rate. As of last November, 183, 561 
permits had been issued and only 17 of the 
permits had been revoked because the holder 
was involved in a firearm offense." 

Gun control advocates need to look at 
America's war on drugs. Drugs are illegal to 
possess and are used throughout the nation, 
yet people still have access and use them. 

Firearms are nowhere near the root of the 
violence problem. As long as people come in 
unlike sizes, shapes, ages and temperaments, 
as long as they divulge in their tastes for risks

and their willingness and capacity to prey on 
other people or to defend themselves and 
their property, and above all, as long as some 
people have little or nothing to lose by spend-
ing their lives in crime, the tendency to 
commit violence will still persist. 

As long as crime pays as well as it does, we 
will have plenty of it and honest folks must 
choose between being victims or defending 
themselves. 

It is time that Americans and their elected 
representatives get tough on crime. Forget 
"three strikes and your out." I have a better 
idea. How about: 

•two strikes and you're out 
•criminals serve at least 85 percent of their 

sentence 
•make a one year limitation on habeas 

corpus petitions 
*widen the amount of offenses to include 

capital punishment 
•abolish insanity pleas

"It relates to designing a build-
ing to withstand an earthquake," 
he said. "You have things like the 
shuttle docking and undocking at 
the space station. 

"It is difficult to find a structure 
that will stand up to that battering 
and abuse," Wolfenbarger said. 

Wolfenbarger said it was the 
'interest that led him back to col-
lege. 

"I had done a lot of different 
things — hung cable for TVs, man-
aged restaurants and been a race 
car mechanic," he said. "I was 
meandering from job to job." 

Wolfenbarger said he likes to 
build, and said engineering was a 
way to do that. 

"It has served its function sim-
ply by getting me to go to school," 
he said. "When I came back, I was 
focused and ready."
