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Israeli and Palestinian leaders meet 
JERUSALEM (AP) —Prime Min-

ister Benjamin Netanyahu Wednesday 
offered political recognition for the 
first time to Yasser Arafat, agreeing to 
meet with the Palestinian leader he had 
long shunned and reviled as a terror-
ist. 

and the Gaza Strip. 
Israeli radio reports initially said 

the summit would start at 4:30 p.m., 
but then said it would begin an hour 
later. 

Netanyahu consulted with Defense 
Minister Yitzhak Mordechai and For-
eign Minister David Levy on this af-
ternoon in preparation for his first en-
counter with Arafat. 

Israel radio said the three agreed the 
summit should take place despite some 
remaining differences with the Pales-
tinians. 

The negotiations leading up to the 

The two leaders are held an ice-
breaking summit Wednesday. 

The encounter is expected to help 
clear the air between Israelis and Pal-
estinians after months of growing ani-
mosity following Netanyahu's election 
victory in May. 

Long opposed to Israel-PLO peace- 

making, Netanyahu has complained 
that Arafat has not lived upto the peace 
agreements already signed. 

The Palestinian leader was angered 
by Netanyahu's decision to expand 
Jewish settlements in the West Bank 
and Gaza Strip and by Israel's stalling 
on a promised troop pullback from the 
West Bank town of Hebron. 

Palestinian negotiator Saeb Erakat 
said the meeting would take place at 
5:30 p.m. Wednesday at the Israeli-
Palestinian liaison office near the Erez 
military checkpoint. 

The checkpoint is between Israel 

summit were spearheaded by Norwe-
gian diplomat Terje Larsen, who is the 
senior U.N. official in the Gaza Strip. 

Larsen helped assemble a package 
agreement, including key issues such 
as withdrawing Israeli troops from the 
West Bank town of Hebron, the op-
eration of a Palestinian airport, the re-
lease of Palestinian prisoners and an 
easing of Israel's six-month closure of 
the West Bank and Gaza Strip. 

Arafat had asked for nearly 70,000 
work permits to tre issued, allowing 
Palestinians to return to jobs in Israel. 

The closure was imposed after a 

series of suicide-bombings by Islamic 
militants in Israel this spring. 

Netanyahu had asked Arafat to re-
negotiate the terms of a Hebron troop 
pullback to better ensure the safety of 
450 Jewish settlers living in the heart 
of the city of 94,000 Palestinians. 

Netanyahu is under pressure from 
Israel's allies. 

His security establishment and 
Cabinet moderates to meet Arafat to 
rekindle the peace process. 

Right-wing officials representing 
key Likud constituencies bitterly op-
pose the meeting. 

Netanyahu has shunned Arafat 
since defeating Israeli Prime Minister 
Shimon Peres in May elections. 

Netanyahu also angered Palestin-
ians by postponing the pullout from 
Hebron and approving the expansion 
of Jewish settlements in the West 
Bank. 

Former Cabinet minister Yossi 
Beilin, who championed the Israel-
PLO peacemaking, said Tuesday that 
Netanyahu's new willingness to meet 
Arafat proved to all Israelis that the 
once-reviled PLO chief was their only 
peace partner. 

Tech SA, students 
discuss arena plans

While the future of Texas Tech's new ath-
letic arena may not be set in stone, many de-
tails became much clearer Wednesday. 

Student Association President Geoff Wayne 
presented information to student organization 
representatives to clear up confusion about 

--aspects of the proposed arena. This was the 
first step in the SA's campaign to inform the 
Tech student body. 

"We have never taken on a project this 
large," Wayne said. "At the same time, any-
time a project's been taken on, the students 
usually aren't made aware. " 

The SA would like to make sure that re-
gardless of the opinion on the arena, people 
are well-informed, Wayne said. 

Joining Wayne were Tech men's basketball 
coach James Dickey, Lady Raider coach 
Marsha Sharp, assistant athletic director Joe 
Homaday and interim athletic director Gerald 
Myers. 

The discussion,centered around the general 
use fee, seating, the student advisory board and 
scheduling. 

A student vote will take place to determine 
if $3 of the general use fee will be allocated to 
build a fund to subsidize the cost of the arena. 

This fee is generally a discretionary fund 
used by the Board of Regents, Wayne said. 

The general use fee acquisition will be used 
for about 20 years by current estimates, he said. 

It is possible that the fee would only need 
to be used for 12 years to 15 years. 

The meeting also featured drawings reveal-
ing the area that would be used for student 
seating. 

The proposed arena will feature between 
3,600 and 3,700 seats for students. Many of 
these will be sideline seats, along with a large 
number at the south end of the court. 

The SA hopes to have an agreement, in 
writing, concerning the seating before the stu-
dent vote, Wayne said. 

The SA-also would like to have a written 
agreement about the logistics of the student 
advisory board. 

A student advisory board will be created 
to have an equal partnership with the admin-
istration in the decision-making process con-
cerning the arena. 

Concerns were raised by members of Uni-
versity Center Programs about scheduling of 
non-athletic events in the arena. Myers and 
Wayne attempted to field these questions dur-
ing the meeting. 

Basketball games are usually scheduled for 
two nights a week, leaving the remaining five 
for volleyball and other events, Myers said. 

Sources of the arena funding also were dis-
cussed at some length. 

Myers revealed that donations would come 
from many sources. 

Coca-Cola Co. is scheduled to donate $2 
million today. This will entitle them to sign 
rights in the arena as well as beverage rights, 
Myers said. Other donations are expected to 
come from Southwestern Bell and possibly the 
city of Lubbock. 

The new arena will help Tech win games, 
Hornaday said. 	.

Future uncertain for Tech's minority scholarships

Universities throughout Texas, 
Louisiana and Mississippi are facing 
new changes in their admissions poli-
cies and their scholarship guidelines 
passed in the Hopwood v. State of 
Texas ruling handed down by the U.S. 
Court of Appeals for the 5th Circuit. 

The future of minority enrollment 
and minority scholarships at Texas 
Tech remains uncertain in light of the 
ruling. 

The Hopwood case originated 
when four white applicants, who were 
denied admission to the University of 
Texas Law School, alleged they were 
denied admission based on the 
school's affirmative action policy, 
which allowed for separate commit-
tees to determine admission qualifica-
tions..  

The case was settled when the court 
ruled that the school's policy was con-
stitutional, except for the use of sepa-
rate committees. 

A month before the trial began the 
school announced a new affirmative 
action policy to begin with the enter-
ing class of the 1995-96 academic 

year. The plaintiffs' were awarded $1 
in damages, and the school was or-
dered to waive application fees if they 
decide to reapply. 

Although the case was appealed, 
the Supreme Court refused to hear the 
case, and the ruling stands. 

The case focused on admissions, 
but the decision also will affect schol-
arships, said Tech Associate General 
Counsel Victor Mellinger. 

"I'm not aware of any admissions 
programs that we had that were simi-
lar in any way to what the University 
of Texas School of Law had," 
Mellinger said. 

Jessie Sjue, Tech scholarship coor-
dinator, said the ruling will affect a 

Tide I is designed to provide in-
creased federal assistance to schools 
where the student population is largely 
low-income. 

"I think Texas Tech is making all 
efforts that we can to recruit all kinds 
of students," Sjue said. 

Patrick Day, assistant dean of stu-
dents, is concerned this decision could 
have a major effect on Tech's gradu-
ate and professional programs. 

"I think the most direct impact will 
be witnessed in our graduate (pro-
grams), particularly our professional 
programs because they are working 
with a much smaller, closely defined 
population of students coming in," 
Day said. 

It is unlikely there will be a large 
negative impact on the undergraduate 
population, he said. 

"In fact, because of the way that it 
has impacted some other institutions, 
I think we could even see some of 
those students coming to Texas Tech," 
he said. 

"We certainly try to be an institu-
tion that can serve a large number of 
students."

Tech is going to have to contact 
donors to change the criteria since they 
can no longer limit scholarships 
strictly for minorities, Sjue said. 

"I don't foresee any problems 
where the donors aren't going to work 
with us on opening those scholarships 
up," she said. 

Because of changes in criteria, Tech 
will still be able to catch many minor-
ity students who want to come to Tech, 
she said.

Higdon's proposal to abolish the Texas

Law enforcement officers thought 
the prisoners were undocumented im-
migrants. 

They were shocked to learn hard-
ened out-of-state prisoners had been 
locked up there. 

The loose rules that have allowed 
these private contractors to fill their 
cells with all kinds of inmates need to 
be changed as soon as possible. 

State Sen. John Whitmire, D-Hous-
ton, will introduce legislation next 
year that require state approval before 
any private correctional facility can 
bring in prisoners from other states. 

The Texas Legislature should move 
quickly to adopt Sen. Whitmire's bill. 

Out-of-state prisoners have been a 
problem ever since these facilities 
opened. 

It's time to enact clear guidelines 
that ensure the safety of Texas resi-
dents, not the financial well-being of 
private prison operators.

Target stores stop selling of tobacco products 
(AP) — When it comes to selling 

cigarettes, Target Stores quit cold tur-
key. But other discount chains say they 
have no plans to kick the tobacco 
habit. 

Target announced last week it will 
stop selling cigarettes in its 714 stores 
by the end of September, saying to-
bacco products had become unprofit-
able. 

The Minneapolis-based company 
cited heavy shoplifting and regulations 
in many cities requiring that cigarettes 
be sold from areas off-limits to minors. 

look back now and say, 'How could 
you have allowed smoking in your re-
tail store?"' said John Banzhaf, execu-
tive director of Action on Smoking and 
Health. 

Wal-Mart, based in Bentonville, 
Ark., declined to discuss Target's de-
cision. 

Kmart also will continue to stock 
cigarettes, cigars and chewing tobacco 
in its 2,147 stores. 

"It's my understanding that 
Target's decision was a business deci-
sion, and as a business, we will con- 

So far, none of Target's competi-
tors have followed suit. 

Wal-Mart, the nation's largest re-
tailer, said it will continue to sell to-
bacco products in its 2,265 stores. 

Anti-smoking groups contend pub-
lic opposition to smoking and tougher 
federal regulation eventually will 
prompt the giant discount chains to 
follow Target's lead. 

"I think in five years people are 
going to look back and say to the Wal-
Marts and Kmarts, 'How could you 
ever have sold cigarettes?' the way we 

tinue to sell the products," said Teresa 
Fearon, a spokeswoman for the Troy, 
Mich.-based chain. 

Target said cigarettes generated 
such a small portion of its business —
less than one-half of 1 percent of the 
company's 1995 revenue of $15.8 bil-
lion, or about $79 million — that they 
weren't worth the trouble. 

Tobacco products clearly remain 
profitable for many store chains. 

Wal-Mart and Kmart refused to say 
what portion of revenue comes from 
cigarettes and other tobacco products.

BOSTON (AP) — Affluent Ameri-
cans are eating more like poor people. 
And that's actually a good thing. 

A major new review of U.S. eating 
habits shows a wholesale shift away 
from high-fat foods over the past 30 
years. While this is hardly a surprise, 
the report shows that the change has 
meant a healthier diet for everyone. 

Contrary to what many would as-
sume, the study found that in 1965, 
poor blacks ate far better than well-
off whites. Their diets included more 
grains and beans and less fat. 

While differing tastes probably 
played a role, one reason was eco-
nomic: Unlike the wealthy, the poor 
simply could not afford to fill up on 
luxury foods like red meat and butter. 

Healthy eating on the rise, study says 
The researchers saw a 5 percent 

drop in fat consumption since the 
1960s. Everyone's diet has changed, 
including poor blacks, who are eating 
less whole milk, red meat and bacon 
than ever before. 

"Low-income blacks have always 
had a much better diet, so the changes 
have been less," said Dr. Anna Marie 
Siega-Riz, one of the researchers. 

The study, directed by Dr. Barry M. 
Popkin of the University of North 
Carolina, was published in Thursday's 
issue of the New England Journal of 
Medicine. 

Popkin said contrary to what some 
people believe, poor people don't stuff 
themselves with snack foods more 
than others do. Higher obesity rates 

among low-income people can be 
blamed on declines in physical activ-
ity rather than diet. 

The work, financed in part by 
Kellogg Corp., was based on a review 
of U.S. Department of Agriculture 
surveys of 32,000 Americans between 
1965 and 1991. People's diets were 
rated on a scale from zero to 16. A 
healthy diet was considered to be a 
score of four or less. 

In 1965, 16 percent of poor blacks 
scored below four, as did 9 percent of 
poor whites and 5 percent of well-off 
whites. 

By 1991, 24 percent of poor blacks 
scored in this healthy category. So did 
20 percent of poor whites and 20 per-
cent of wealthy whites.

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Old timer keeps hands of clocks moving 
McALLEN (AP) — No way 

Milton "Mackie" Blackwell is letting 
his clock wind down just yet. 

At 93, Blackwell's eyesight may be 
failing, and he may be long past re-
tirement age, but he's a determined 
man. 

"I really haven't (slowed down). I 
work regular," he said from a small, 
cluttered shop at his north McAllen 
home. 

"I'm not going to quit unless the 
Lord says so." 

Blackwell is one of the few clock 
repairmen left in the Rio Grande Val-
ley, and he says he's going to keep on 
working for as long as he can. 

Poor eyesight hasn't stopped him. 
He just uses his fingers to feel his way 
through a repair. 

He owned and operated a jewelry 
store in downtown McAllen for 40 
years, until 1975. 

Since then, he has repaired pendu-
lum and spring-loaded time devices 
and cuckoo clocks — almost anything 
but digital clocks — at his home. 

His reputation has grown, not only 
because he is one of the few repair-
men Valley residents can turn to if their 
clocks break down, but because of the 
quality of his work.

IRVING (AP) — Former NFL and Southern Methodist star running 

back Eric Dickerson will make his television announcing debut Satur-
day on the regional telecast of the Oklahoma State-Texas Tech football 
game. 

Dickerson, who in 1984 ran for 2,105 yards with the Los Angeles 
Rams, breaking O.J. Simpson's single-season record, will team with 
play-by-play man Ron Thulin on the 11:30 a.m. telecast. 

Dickerson gained national acclaim in college as part of the "Pony 
Express" backfield with Craig James, who has had various television-
related jobs himself since his NFL retirement. 

He played most of his SMU home games at Texas Stadium, the neu-
tral site of the Oklahoma State-Tech game. 

In the NFL, he gained 13,259 rushing yards during an 11-year NFL 
career with the Rams, Indianapolis Colts, L.A. Raiders and Atlanta Fal-
cons. Only Walter Payton has more rushing yards. 

The broadcast is the first of 11 Big 12 games to be shown by Fox 
Sports Net, the U.S. telecasting arm of the worldwide sports alliance 
recently formed between Rupert Murdoch's News Corp., Liberty Me-
dia and Tele-Communications Inc. 

Dickerson will work nine games, including Oregon State's Sept. 21 
visit to Baylor. The Sealy, Texas, native runs Paragon Music Group, a 

Los Angeles-based music publishing company.
