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Clinton wins four more years in D.C.

Faces gazed somberly into
television cameras late Tuesday
during a party for the Republi-
cans of Lubbock County.

By 9 p.m. President Bill
Clinton’s re-election was se-
cured, as he garnered the 270
electoral votes needed to win.

“It’s disappointing for
America to be fooled with some-
one with a cloud of dishonesty,”
said Mark Simon, a first year
graduate student in education
from Lubbock.

Texas Tech President Donald
Haragan denied recent reports
that Tech’s administration has
made moves to establish a state-
wide university system.

“There are no plans at this
point to do anything,” Haragan
said Tuesday. “It is something
we have talked about for a long
time and will continue to talk
about in the future, because so
many institutions now have sys-
tems.”

In the past few days, reports
of a possible Texas Tech Univer-
sity System have abounded in
newspapers such as the San
Angelo Standard Times, the
Beaumont Enterprise, The Aus-
tin American-Statesman and
other newspapers statewide.

Several newspaper articles
speculated on the schools to be
included in this new system, but
Haragan said the lists lack va-
lidity.

“As far as the lists of schools
that have been produced in other

Clinton but Tuesday’s
vote shows that America is ready
for Clinton to serve a second
term. Clinton received 50 per-
cent of the popular vote, and
Dole received 42 percent with 72
percent of the national votes
counted.

“When we set aside our dif-
ferences and focus on our shared

values, America always wins,”’
Clinton said during his post-
election speech. “You have given
me an opportunity and respon-
sibility that is given to few
people. I will do my best to rep-
resent and lead us into the 21st
century.”

Morale was high at the Lub-
bock County Democratic Head-
quarters Tuesday as local
Clinton supporters watched the
announcement of election re-
turns.

“I'm ecstatic,” said Jose
Lopez, a sophomore political

science major from Lubbock,
who says most of his friends at
Tech are Republican.

Local Democrat T.G. Cara-
way said he was pleased with the

results. “I'm really excited about
what our country’s done here,”
he said.

“You’ll see that the things
Clinton wanted for education are
going to come true.”

Asked what Dole could have
done differently to earn votes,
Lopez mentioned an issue many
brought up throughout the night.

“Dole was too wishy-washy
with his views on affirmative
action,” Lopez said.

“He didn’t support women
like Clinton does.”

Gramm retains
U.S. Senate seat

The U.S. Senate race finished
Tuesday with incumbent Sen.
Phil Gramm, R-Texas, as the
winner.

Gramm received 68.8 percent
of the vote with atotal of 50,861
votes; Victor Morales, Demo-
cratic Party nominee, received
29.7 percent with a total of
21,961 votes; Michael Bird, Lib-
ertarian Party candidate, finished
with 1 percent of votes and a to-
tal of 769 votes; and John Huff,
Natural Law candidate, received
.3 percent of the vote with 250
voles.

Chris Rutz,
a graduate art
student from
San Antonio,
said he was in
favor of
Gramm's con-
servative beliefs and was glad he
will return to the Senate.

“I agree with his stand on
abortion and the defense of the
Marriage Act,” Rutz said.

Rutz said he did not know
much about Morales except that
he is liberal.

The other parties, Libertarian
and Natural Law, had a lot of
interesting and good ideas, but
they do not have enough popu-
lar support, he said.

Michael Turner, president of
Tech’s University Democrats
and senior history and political
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science major
from Austin,
said Morales
did better than
he thought he
would, but he
Gramm was  disap-
pointed with the voter turnout.
“The lower class, the ones
who really need representation,
did not turn out,” Turner said.
Morales showed he had a lot
of heart throughout the cam-
paign and maybe it will encour-
age others to run, Turner said.
He said the way the political
system is designed to accommo-
date a two-party
system, it is hard
for the smaller par-
ties to have much
o of a campaign.

Tech students fight

While most Americans are taking
down posters and balloons at the end
of the political season, for at least two
candidates, the race isn’t over yel.

Former mayor David Langston, a
Democrat, and former state represen-
tative Robert Duncan, a Republican,
have emerged on top of the seven-can-
didate race for the District 28 Texas
Senate seat.

The seat, which was formerly held
by Texas Tech Chancellor John T.
Montford, will be contested in a run-
off election sometime in December.

With 79.5 percent of precincts re-
porting at press time, Duncan had the
strongest finish in the race, with 30.5
percent of the vote. Langston was sec-
ond with 22.8 percent.

Democratic candidate Gary
Watkins, a former state representative
from Odessa, drew 14.4 percent, while
Republican businessman Tim Lambert
drew 12.4 percent.

Republican State Board of Educa-
tion member Monte Hasie finished

“Bubba” Sedefio, a Democrat and
former aide to Montford in the Texas
Senate, took 8.2 percent, and El Paso
Republican Dick Bowen took 2 per-
cent.

“We've campaigned on higher educa-
tion and property tax reform, and I
think when they hear that message,
they will head our way.”

Students in the Texas Tech Col-
lege of Engineering met Tuesday
to sign a petition to stop the
college’s dean from merging the
department of engineering technol-
ogy with other engineering depart-
ments.

The department of engineering
technology will merge with the
departments of civil engineering,
electrical engineering and me-
chanical engineering, said Jorge
Aunon, dean of the College of En-
gineering.

Many engineering students op-
pose the merger, said Zack Patton,
president of the Society of Engi-
neering Technologists and a senior
electrical engineering technology
major from Abernathy. About 450

join with civil engineering, electri-

to 500 students are expected to sign
the petition.

The department’s enrollment
increased by 10 percent in 1996,
showing a high demand from the
students in support of the program,
Patton said.

The department of engineering
technology involves more practical
or application uses than the theory
students learn in other engineering
departments, he said. Combining
departments together might cause
some of the curriculum to change.

“It's like throwing apples and
oranges together,” Patton said.
“Students don’t see the joining of
departments making sense.”

Talk to homeowners and they will all agree: They pay too much in property
taxes.

Gov. George W. Bush has declared property-tax reform his priority for the
coming legislative session.

Last week, when Sen. Rob Junell, a prominent Democratic representative
from San Angelo and chairman of the House Appropriations Committee, an-
nounced he would co-sponsor legislation to reduce school-property taxes.

That was a major step forward for Bush.

Such an effort-at property-tax reform would require bipartisan support.

The problem 1s that although people are unanimous in desiring a reduction
in property taxes, they are less united about how to replace lost revenue.

According to the Austin American-Statesman, Junell favors a mixture of
taxes.

This includes broadening and raising the state sales tax.

City officials, businesses hope to change street name in honor of Lubbock music legend

Lubbock city officials soon may
dedicate a permanent tribute to one of
the Hub City's most famous sons.

Lubbock Chamber of Commerce
officials will present a proposal Thurs-
day to the Lubbock Planning and Zon-
ing Commission to permanently
change the name of Avenue H to
Buddy Holly Avenue.

“We took the initiative at the re-
quest of the Lubbock Convention and
Tourism Bureau,” said Chamber of
Commerce President Joe McKay.

During a public hearing at 7:30
~p.m. Thursday in the Lubbock City
Council chambers, local businesses
and chamber representatives will ask
the commission to making the tempo-
rary name change — approved in Au-
gust — permanent, said Tony Privett,
city public information director.

The Lubbock City Council ap-

proved in August the temporary name
change of Avenue H to Buddy Holly
Avenue for the month of September
in honor of the Buddy Holly Festival
celebrating the 60th anniversary of
Holly's birthday.

Avenue H runs through the heart
of the Depot District, a tourist portion
of downtown Lubbock.

Council members decided to wait
before changing the name back to
Avenue H at the end of September
because they knew the chamber was
spearheading an effort to change it
permanently. Privett said.

“You can’t just arbitrarily change
a street name,” he said. “There’s a pro-
cess it has to go through.”

The original change cost the city
about $10,000, Privett said.

Some businesses on Avenue H mis-
takenly believed the August change
was permanent and changed their let-

terheads, checks and business cards to
reflect the change, as previously re-
ported in The Uni-
versity Daily.

McKay said the
chamber requested
in August that the
change be perma-
nent, but the City
Council rejected
the proposal.

The chamber
spent October re-
cruiting businesses
on Avenue H to
sign petitions to
make the change
permanent, McKay
said. The Planning
and Zoning Commission granted the
chamber a public hearing once it re-
ceived the signatures of more than 50
percent of the businesses.

“I'm not aware of any opposi-
tion to this.”

After approving the temporary
change in August, the City Council
changed the method by which street
names are changed, Privett said. Pre-
viously, the city incurred the costs of
changing the street signs; however,
with the adoption of City Ordinance
9927, the party requesting the change
will be responsible for the costs.

Because the chamber originally
requested the change in August before
the ordinance went into effect, it is
exempt from paying for the signs if
the change is deemed permanent,
Privett said.

McKay said the chamber requested
the change to improve economic ad-
vancement of downtown Lubbock.

Avenue H was a major downtown
thoroughfare before Interstate 27 cut
off the road at each end, McKay said.

The road now only runs from Munici-
pal Drive to 24th Street.

“The new name might attract
people off the interstate and into down-
town,” he said. “An increase in traffic
means an increase in business.”

Depot District businesses, which
are near the north end of the Avenue
H, for the most part support the per-
manent change, McKay said.

However, some businesses on the
south end of Avenue H oppose the
name change because they do not rely
on the tourist dollar and do not want
to incur the cost of changing addresses
on their letterheads and business cards,
McKay said.

The cost to businesses will remain
low, however, because the post office
agreed to deliver mail to Avenue H
addresses for one year, he said, giving
businesses the chance to use remain-
ing supplies that carry the old address.

cal technology will combine with
electrical engineering and me-
chanical technology with mechani-
cal engineering, Auién said.

“We're doing this for many rea-
sons,” he said.

“Students will get a better edu-
cational experience and partly for
finances.”

Although the college is not ex-
periencing financial problems, the
college can invest finances in other
areas by combining departments,
Aundén said.

Aundn said he has not contacted
students about combining the de-
partments, but said he met with fac-
ulty Monday to explain what will
happen.

The Tech Provost’s Office and
President’s Office approved the
merger, which is scheduled for fall
1997, he said.

Faculty members will not lose

their jobs — they will move with their
respective departments, Aunién said.

Students learned of the merger
Thursday, said Claudia Martinez,
president of the Association of Gen-
eral Contractors of America and a se-
nior construction technology major
from Del Rio.

“We need to stay together because
we work better together,” Martinez
said.

“We fear the curriculum would
change if we are split up.”

Ronald Pigott Jr., engineering tech-
nology department chairman, said the
department has improved throughout
the year and no changes are necessary.

“We get a lot of calls asking for
graduates,” Pigott said.

“So when the department 1s 1m-
proving, why close it.”

In a meeting with Aundn, faculty
members were told financial reasons
were what led to the decision to merge
the departments, Pigott said. Many
members, however, were not satisfied
with the reasons for the merger.

James McDonald, associate chair-
man civil engineering department, said
faculty members will meet Thursday
to discuss the curriculum.

“In planning curriculum we have
to look at the long term effects,”
McDonald said.

Jon Bredeson, electrical engineer-
ing department chairman, declined
comment about future curriculum
plans.

Thomas Burton, mechanical engi-
neering department chairman, could
not be reached for comment Tuesday.

Clint Freeman, student senator at
large and a senior engineering major
from Farmington, N.M., said the Stu-
dent Senate will vote Thursday on a
resolution whether to keep the depart-
ment together.

“The engineering technology de-
partment feels 1t needs to stay together
because they might lose accredita-
tion,” Freeman said. ““The senate vote
on the resolution will determine
whether a meeting will be held with
administrators and students.”

Donald Haragan, Tech president,
said the College of Engineering is
not dissolving the Department of
Engineering Technology, butitis a
matter of trying to manage resources
under the college.

“The program will still be there,
just in different departments,”
Haragan said.

“We're only moving the engi-
neering technology programs into
standard departments.”

Scott Smith, a senior electrical
engineer from Colorado Springs,
Co., said combining departments
could hurt the engineering technol-
ogy department in the long run.

Students do not agree with the
plans, but the administration has not
made attempts to hear student input
about the situation, Smith said.

“I believe students should have
50 percent of a say because they are
the ones paying,” he said. “I've got-
ten a lot from the (electrical engi-
neering technology) department,
and it doesn’t need to change.”

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Combest outdistances Sawyer by 4-to-1 margin

Republican incumbent Larry
Combest won re-election in Tuesday'’s
race for U.S. Representative District
19 by a local margin of 4-to-1 over
his opponent, Democrat John Sawyer.
Combest, a West Texas State Univer-
sity graduate, has been in Congress
since 1985.

Combest had 80.5 percent of the
vote in Lubbock County with 28,409
votes, and Sawyer had 6,876 votes,
which equaled 19.5 percent, with 85
of 92 precincts reporting.

Al press time, districtwide num-
bers had not yet been released.

“I am very grateful that people re-
elected me, and I want to make sure
we continue to serve the people as we
have been,” Combest said.

Sawyer’s campaign manager, Todd
Klein, said the biggest reason he sees

for Sawyer’s defeat 1s money.

“Combest spent about 10 times
more money than Sawyer on his cam-
paign,” Klein said.

“More money means more €xpo-
sure.”

Katie Ferrier, vice president of
Texas Tech's University Democrats,
agreed with Klein about the money

issue and also said Sawyer did not take

advantage of free public exposure.

“He just wasn’t able to get the fi-
nancial support or the support of other
people in the party that he needed,”
said Ferrier, a senior history and po-
litical science major from Fort Worth.
“He wasn't able to make himself look
good on TV, and he wasn’t able to uti-
lize free publicity, such as news cov-
erage, like he should have.”

Klein said Sawyer ran his cam-

The price of gasoline will be
decided upon by Carole Keeton
Rylander, R-Austin, for another six
years.

At press time, statewide results
had not been released. Early results
showed Rylander, Texas railroad
commissioner incumbent, was
leading with 72.6 percent of the
Lubbock County vote.

Rylander was challenged by
four other Texans.

Hector Uribe, a Brownsville
Democrat, was second with 24.6
percent of the local vote.

“Mrs. Rylander is a dynamic
person,” said Robert Pratt, presi-
dent of the Lubbock County Young
Republicans.

Unibe came in second in the rail-
road commissioners race. Uribe’s
leadership experience extends from
being a U.S. Congressman for
South Texas between 1978 to 1981.
He also served as a South Texas
senator between 1981 to 1989.

If elected, Unibe promised to rid
the state of the same office he was
running to represent. By doing this,
he would replace the three elected
representatives with just one, as
well as restructure this office and
change the name to the Texas Oil
and Gas Agency, said Josh Busby,
press secretary to Uribe.

“Hector Uribe wants to run be-
cause he sees a need to recognize
the changes that Rylander prom-
ised and didn’t accomplish,” Busby
said.

The Republican Party carried
this office for a second term under
Rylander.

“For a teacher to
have more control of the classroom i1s
essential to motivate students to learn.”

Jones’ priorities are school tax re-
form, state employee benefits and fine-
tuning tort reform.

Agassi in their opening match.

Kulti, ranked 71st in the world
going into the tournament, gained
the only service break of the match
in the fourth game of the second
set, passing Edberg at the net.

Edberg netted a backhand — his
trademark shot — to give Kulti a
match point at 40-15 and 5-3.
Edberg returned Kulti’s next serve,
but Kulti then clinched the match
with a booming smash out of
Edberg’s reach.

Kulti won the first set on a
tiebreaker 7-5 with a final back-
hand passer.

Earlier, Kulti saved a set point
when trailing 5-6 and 3-40 with a
booming ace.

Neither player was broken in the
first set, but Edberg came close in
the second game when Kulti fell
behind 15-40 and in the 10th game,
when Kulti trailed 0-30.

Kulti’s big serve helped him out
of trouble each time during the
match, though, and Edberg’s pro
career was soon at an end.

Hilgers sets tone for

When she stands under the 8-foot
net, her fingertips do not reach the top,
and her head barely is above the bot-
tom of the net. This is the plight of the
smallest setter in the NCAA, Texas
Tech’s Lisa Hilgers.

Hilgers compensates for her lack
of height with a vertical jump of 22
inches. The 5-foot-6-inch sophomore
leads the Red Raiders in assists and
has 54 blocks and 52 kills on the sea-
son.

Hilgers is the first Tech sophomore
to reach the 1,000 assist mark in con-
secutive seasons. She is third all-time
in assists at Tech with 2,435, trailing
Sheila Solomon (3,307) and Ginger
Carter (3,598).

Hilgers played in all 125 games as
a freshman and has played in 76 of 82
games as a sophomore. Hilgers has
started every match in the past two
years.

“I don’t go out to break records,”
Hilgers said. “People tell you that you
broke a record, but it’s a team sport,
so I really don’t pay attention.”

Tech coach Jeff Nelson said Hilgers
is a tough player and plays at a high
level every time the Red Raiders take
the court.

When she was in high school,
Hilgers was told she was too small to
play volleyball. Before coming on a
visit to Tech, she committed to a Di-
vision II school that offered her a vol-
leyball scholarship. When Tech of-
fered the same arrangement, she took
it and did not think twice.

“I came to Tech to play volleyball,”
Hilgers said. “I committed before I
came on my recruiting trip. I just
wanted to go where I could play vol-
leyball.”

Nelson said Hilgers is the type of
player who never wants to sit on the
bench, even when she 1s injured.

“She is an absolute player,” Nelson
said. “She has no pain and plays on a
sprained ankle and plays with a
sprained wrist.”

Hilgers sprained her ankle last sea-
son and is now piaying with a sprained

wrist. She sprained it during the first
game of the Oct. 11 Kansas match and
did not inform Nelson until after the
game.

Hilgers 1s from Victonia, Minn., and
brought with her a distinctive North-
ern accent.

“I heard a lot about it when I came
down here,” Hilgers said. “People al-
ways think that it is colder up there,
100.”

Nelson said Hilgers is blunt but
knows how to take a joke.

“(Assistant coaches) Nancy (Todd)
and Mike (Lessinger) called her Sass
last year,” Nelson said.

“She has a great sense of humor and
says what she thinks. She is easygo-
ing.”

Hilgers 1s the youngest of four sis-
ters, who all participated in sports.

“My oldest sister went to North
Dakota State and played softball,”
Hilgers said. “Then the other one went
to Mankato State and played basket-
ball, and the other one went to
Mankato also and played volleyball
and basketball.”

If there was anything Hilgers could
wish, it would be to add a couple of
inches to her height.

“I wish I was taller,” Hilgers said.
“It would help me out a lot. I live with
what I got. People told me there was
no way that I was going to play be-
cause of my height. This made me
want to play more.”

Hilgers said she has taken more of
a leadership role this season. She said
she is more comfortable with that po-
sition this year than she was last year.

“I was new coming in the pro-
gram,” Hilgers said about the 1995
season.

“But I was a lot more nervous be-
cause I was a freshman starter.”

The setter has to be able to com-
municate to others on the court and
set the pace of the game, Hilgers said.

“I am a lot more talkative on the
court than I am off the court,” Hilgers
said. "I am a leader on the court be-
cause I am the setter.”

World Champion cyclist Armstrong continues his battle with cancer

AUSTIN (AP) — Former world
champion cyclist Lance Armstrong 1s
out of the hospital after undergoing
brain surgery and chemotherapy.

In a statement released Tuesday ,
Dr. Craig R. Nichols said the Oct. 24
surgery went “‘smoothly with no post-
operative complications.”

“Lance has completed his second
round of chemotherapy with excellent
tolerance of side effects,” Nichols
said, adding that the cancer is regress-
ing rapidly.

Physicians have given the 25-year-
old Armstrong a 65-85 percent chance
for full recovery from cancer.

Armstrong had surgery for testicu-
lar cancer early last month at Univer-
sity Hospital in Indianapolis. Shortly
after undergoing the first of his 12-
week chemotherapy sessions for the
cancer, which also had spread to his
abdomen and lungs, Armstrong re-
sumed abbreviated training sessions.

But about two weeks later, it was
announced that he had two cancerou$
brain lesions requiring additional surs
gery on Oct. 24. -'

Armstrong will spend two wcck%
recovering, then will return to his In?
dianapolis home on Nov. 18 to con-
tinue his chemotherapy treatments.
