Watching Emotions in Teen-Agers
By Dr. James W. Barton

/"ANE of the problems for parents 
and physicians is the way the 

average boy at puberty dislikes ad­
mitting that he is not well physical­
ly. He feels that it is beneath his 
dignity as a boy approaching man­
hood.

Physical disability of any sort 
is reacted to as a tremendous 
threat to prestige and in the 
competitive relationshin which 
characterizes the attitude of the 
adolescent or teen-age boy.
He just does not want to be con­

sidered weak enough to be sick or 
have any physical disability. Yet 
if he is not well, trying to play hard 
with thin blood or some infection 
of the teeth, gums or tonsils, con­
siderable harm can be done phys­
ically if his parents fail to notice 
his “ drawn" appearance or lack of 
energy.

While the boy who denies any 
symptoms of illness is a cause of 
anxiety to his parents, the boy who 
“ leans”  on any slight physical dis- 

i ability as the reason for not meas- 
I uring up in work or play really 

should be a cause of still greater 
anxiety.

A boy who uses slight illness or
physical defect as his reason for 
not engaging in group games in 
which he must give and take is 
likely to become a nervous or neu­
rotic adult.

When boys ar.d girls do not play 
or mix regularly with those of theii 
age, then the time which should be 
spent in play is spent in some oth­
er way.

Unfortunately, many of these 
boys and girls at or approach­
ing the puberty age spend much 
of their spare time in eating 
rich, starchv foods. Instead of 
this extra food being used or 
burned in play, it Is stored in 
the body as fat.
A fat child, and particularly a 

very fat girl, is likely to draw 
within himself or herself, avoid 
playmates, and store up a neurosis.

Instead of the excess fat being 
“ worried”  off them, as normal fat 
is worried off those of normal 
weight or underweight, the fat de­
posits increase as the excess food 
is eaten and there is no work or 
play to remove it.

Does handwriting reveal 
neurosis?

Answer: Not as satisfactorily as 
other methods, reports H. J. Ey­
senck in the Journal of Abnormal 
Social Psychology. A well known 
London graphologist was asked to 
rate the degree of neurosis of 176 
patients in an army hospital on the 
basis of handwriting samples, and

Is “ self-improvement”  a 
desirable aim?

Answer: That depends on what 
inspires your efforts. As long as 
you're mainly trying to learn more 
effective ways of getting satisfac­
tion out of life, you can work to the 
limits of your strength and suffer 
from no inner fr ction. But if to 
“ improve yourself”  means trying 
to change your character by main 
force and will power, you will 
achieve little except inner conflict 
and neurosis. You’ll do better to 
accept the fact that you're the sort 
of person you are and find how 
such a person can be happy in ways 
that society approves of.

Can sex jealousy keep some women simile"

Answer: Yes. This probably is 
the main reason why many at­
tractive women do not marry, even 
though they’ ll say it is because 
they “ never met the right man.”  
A girl who grew up with the im­
pression that her brothers had the 
best of her because they were boys, 
and her mother was exploited by 
male members of the family be­
cause she was a woman is apt to 
become so jealous of the whole 
male sex that the idea of “ playing 
second fiddle" to a husband is in­
tolerable to her. And although she 
may be lonely, such a girl is hap­
pier single.

while his analysis conformed to 
some extent with the findings of 
other tests, it failed to agree with 
the results of psychiatric diagnosis. 
The writer concludes that while 
some aspects of neurosis do show 
in handwriting, other tests are more 
trustworthy and quicker.

I have failed to run across a 
case where a car seeker yelled for 
the cops when discovering a way 
to get a new beach-wagon ahead of 
Joe Doakes. Nevertheless, the go­
ings on in the retail auto business 
have not been free from bad smells. 
They are not good for the automo­
bile industry.

We sometimes wish that we had 
an easier time of it, and that God 
had seen fit to cast our lot in some 
big city with a rich family, in­
stead of where we are. We feel we 
could be better people if we “ had 
a chance.”  Yet every reader of 
these lines has a far better chance 
than Jesus.

\ I 7 E  CALL Joseph and Mary and J 
» »  the rest the “ Holy Fam ily," 

but they were not known that way 
in Nazareth. They were just Jo­
seph the carpenter, and his Mary. 
Then there were the boys and
girls; Mark (6:3) tells the boys’
names, but no one ever remem­
bered to put down the sisters’ 
names. Even then it was no small 
family. Jesus, as the oldest of sev­
en, would have many responsibil­
ities. After Joseph’s death he would 
be the chief breadwinner. Seeing 
that the rent was paid, that there l
was grain in the house for Mary |
to grind into meal, finding money 
for clothes for seven growing chil­
dren—this could not have been 
easy for Jesus the young carpenter.

They were not an easy fam­
ily to live with, those boys and 
girls. When Jesus later began 
his work of teaching and heal­
ing. we hear that even his 
brothers did not believe in him.
But in spite of the brothers, 
there was always Mary. Moth- 
er-like, she loved her first-born 
as no other could or did.

There are some who worship her \ 
as “ Queen of Heaven;”  but it is 
enough for us to remember that she 
was queen of the home where 
Jesus the child crew to be Jesus 
the man. Not th:s side of heaven 
can we know how much we owe, 
as Christians, to this one woman, 
whose mind and spirit were woven 
into the thought and spirit of her 
Son. , « *

INDEED, Jesus' whole boyhood 
was woven into his manhood. 

Among life's most precious mem- : 
ories are those of our growing 
years. Later on, we can see how i 
Jesus’ mind was bright with mem­
ories of home. The parables of the ' 
patched garment, of the leaven hid­
den in the meal, of the poor wom­
an hunting with a lamp for her one 
lost coin, of the hungry neighbor 
at midnight, of the son who said j 
“ I go" but did not go— these and 
many others may well be echoes 
of Jesus’ boyhood home. Deeper 
than these are Jesus’ habits of pray­
er. his fondness for calling God 
“ Father," his familiarity with Scrip­
ture even in death's agony—here 
surely are patterns learned in child­
hood's growing years.
